Goalshy's song sought rofuge in an- |
other cabin, which also was flred by |
the posse and the sherlff and his'
deputies brought back the news lo- |
night that both of these negroes |
were burned to death, They faced !
<certain death to attempt to eseape, |

Several posses, eacn with forty or |
more men, have been hunting the ru!-'[
groes throughout the day. Two seri- |
ous gun fights have oceureed, two ne- |
groes being killed In each battle, |

Villipigue was killed In the pres- .
onee of his wife by three negroes, |
presumabiy becacse he had chastised
i negro hoy on the night before,

He was shot in the back with a!
“rung' shell, lled with large shot, a
terrible hole being forn in his body. |
Villipigue lived only ten minntes.
Other shots were fired, some of them
Darely nlssing Mrs, Villipicue,

Gradison Goolsby, a negro, and his
two sous, who resided on Col. A. .|
Singletary's plantation, were acceused
of the shooting, and posses started
out in pursuit of them as soon as
news of the shooting spread, The
sheriff ol Karly county also was in
«harge of a posse bent upon captur-'
ing the three accused men, i

Not until Villipigue's body was on
its way to his former home in Griffin, }
(Gia., did the posse come upon the ne- |
groes suspected of the shooting. [

Negroes Fire on Possee, I

As one posse surrounded two ne- |
groes the latter opened fire, and the |
fire was returned with deadly effect. |
Only a few rounds were exchanged
when the negroes ceased shontlug.i
Both negroes were found dead. They
were Identified ag Barly Hightower,
a cousin of the Goolshys, and Jim
Nurton, i

They were not implicated in the
killing of Overseer Villipigue, it was
stated, and the posse continuned the
chase,

During this afternoon the negroes
were located in a house on Dick Ser-
mon's plantation. ‘T'hey were barri-
caded there and heavily armed. The
posse cloged in on the house and de-
manded the surrender of the negroes,
The negroes fired and then shut !
themselves in,  More daring ones of |
the posse stole up at one side of the
hounse where there were no windows,
and sat fire to the building,  When
thoe flames were upon them the ne-
Eroes made adash for the open, They
fired Into the posse and two white

men—~Ollve Tludseth and Sam 11il-
man-——fell wounded. THundreds of |
shota were flred at the negroes by !

members of the posse and Gradison |
i00laby, the leader of the negroes, |
fell dead, as did another negro, whose
name has not been obtained.

Blakely, Ga,, Dec., 31.—Two ne-
groes were killed and four negro
lodge buildings were burned to-day
in a renewal of clashes bhetween the
whites and negroes in the western
portion of this (Early) county, ac-

cording to reports reaching here to-|

night. IReports that negroes, In re-
talintion, were threatening the lives
of white firmers eaused numhers of
men to leave here for the
geene, and it was sald that others
were en route from the Alabama side

"of the Chattnhoochee river, on which

ICarly county bhorders,

Seven negroes were reported killed
vesterday by white posses  which
songht to eapture Grandison Goolsbhy
and  his sons, Mike and Ulysees,
charged with killing Henry J. Villi-
plgue, a white overseer, who had
thrashed one of the younger Gools-
bys. To-day's mob scoured the river
country on hearing rumors that
Gloolshy's sons had not been burn'ed
to death in a negro cabin, as report-
ed, but had escaped,

Delegated to Kill,

Reports that members of  these

mobs foundon the person of a negro

killed yesterday a lodge book show-
ing that a negro organization had del-
cgated Goolshy and his sons to kill

[ Villipigue becanse he thrashed one of

To-night a negro  lodge
near the Alabama line was reported
destroved by fire.  1darly to-day a
negro Masonle lodge building and a
negro Odd l'ellows' lodge building
had been burned, and later a building
known as the Negro Supreme Circle
lodge building wag said to have been
burned.

Two Negroes Slain,

I2d lLaw, anegro accused of alding
the younger GGoolsbys Lo escape, was
snid to have been killed late to-day
with his son, known as “‘Precious”
Liaw. The G@Goolsbys, it was said,
were afded by these negroes to reach
a train going to Montgomery, Ala.

In retalintion negroes were said to
have surrounded the home of H. ‘H.
Grimsley, a white farmer, threatening
to kill him and his wife and children,
The mob dispersed, however, belfore
Sheriff Howell and g posse reached
the Grimsley home,

The negro Supreme Lodge Cirele at

, Pleasant Grove was burned early in

the day and the negro Masonic and
negro Odd IPFellows’ hall in Blakely
were burned by the mob later, and
to-night another negro lodge build-
ing, near the Chattahoochee river, at

CHilton, was burned,

Grimsley Is Rescued,

In retallation the negroes were re-
ported to have surrounded the home
of 11, T1, Grimsley and had threatened
him and his family. Sheriff Howell
and deptuies and help from the Ala-
bama side of the river hurried to the
seene and found that the negroes had
dispersed, according to late reports
reaching here,  Automobiles filled
armed men have been leaving
the eity every few minutes throngh-
out the evenine,

Editor Keowee Courier: It may be
of inteest to many of our farmers
and users of cotton sced meal for
feed purposes to know what the ae-
tual feed values are of the above.
Protein, carbohydrates and fats are
not obtainable alone, except in ocea-
slonal instances, cane molasses being
almost wholly carbohydrates. Itecds
vary In value for different kinds of
iive stock. PFor example: Wheat
bran is a good cow feed, but a poor
pig feed, being too bulky tor pigs.
IT users of cotton seed meal desire
to tone down the high protein value
ol Lthe moeal by mixing shorts or bran,
we s=ay that bran should be used in
preference to shorts and can be ob-
tamed for less money,

feed value of standard cotton seed

meal:

$45 per ton, and it is a fact that cot-
ton seed meal will run over the guar-
anteed analysis as a role more than
most of the other feeds sold in this
territory, If you want to buy some-
thing to mix with cotton seed meal,
vou shonld buy wheat bran or some
other cheap, bulky feed running high
in earbohyvdrates,

Corn containg 9 per cent protein,
fat & per cent, and earbohydrates 70
per cent.  ‘The trouble vou will have
with corn is that it does not fnrnigh
the bhulk that is necessary in  cow

feed,  Therefore wheat bran is pref-

LCompetitive Examination Rules Ap-
ply to Nearly 300,000 of Them.

Washington, Idec. 30,— More than
175,000 officers and employees, or,
to be exact, 176,363, are on the gov-
ernment pay roll at the present time,
according to information conveyed in
the annual report of the Civil Service
Commission, just made public herve.
OF this large army of government
workers 292,000 held positions sub-
Joct to competitive examinalions an-
d the eivil serviee rules. Of the
184,000 whose positions are not sub-
jeet to such rules more than 10,000
were Presidential appointees, 8,000
heing postmasters of the fivst, second
and third eclagses, 5,000 clerks in
charge of contract postal 5tnt3011s.
72,000 clerks in third and fourth
class poset oflices, 8,000 mail messen-
gers, 12,100 star route, steamboat
and screen wagon contractors,

To properly exanmiine applications
for pengions there is required alone
a total of 1,500 surgeons,

Panama canal work ealls for 20,-
000, and there are 27,000 unclussi-
fied laborers scattered throughout
the country whose names are on the
government pay roll,

Last year the number examined for
entrance into the classified service
reached a total of 166,000, which
is 30,000 less than the number ex-
amined the previous year, Lhe de-
crease being due to the fact that
many large examinations, including
that for the railway mail service,
were postponed,

On June 30, 1915, there were 47,-
000 fourth-clasg post offices in the
United States, and at the same time
there was a total of 43,000 rural
free delivery routes in operation,

Although the report does aot show
what percentage of the total number
ol employees were women, it is safe
to say they made up half the total.

These half million men and wo-
men are working for Unecle Sam both
in this and continental countries—in
fact, wherever the flag of the Stars
and Siripes is found fleating, While
it ig true that the pay they receive is
not large—though generally ade-
quate in each particular case—Uncle
Sam is a good paymaster and there
is nev.r an excuse to complain of
slow pay.

NOVEL APPEAL TO U, 8. COURT.

Negro Wants Reversal Becnuse There
Were No Blucks on His Jury,

(Atlanta Constitution, Dec, 31.)

Attorney General Clifford Walker
will leave in the next day or sgo for
Washington, D, C., where he will rep-
resent the State of Georgia before
the United States Supreme Court in
the case of Robert Kitchens vs. J. C.
Hamilton, sheriff of Washington
county, Georgla,

This case is one of the most re-
markable ever sent up to the high
irederal tribuanl from the Southern
States, and, it Is said, it the high
court upholds Kitchens' plea, will
mean either a large percentage of
nezroes on every jury that tries a ne-
£ro or a beaten path to the United
States Supreme Court ‘every time a
negro loses a enge and can find meang
to appeal his case,

Cladmm of Kitchens,

Kitehens is a negro and his appeal
is based upon the allegation that ne-
croes were excluded [from service
upon the jury which convicted him,
and that he was thereby deprived of
his rights under the “due process of
Inw" clause of the fourteenth amend-
ment to the IPederal Constitution.

It is said to be a fact that there
were no names of negroes appearing
on the lists from which the jury was
selected which convicted Kitehens,
bnt the State will elaim that this
fact does not arise ont of discrimi-
nation against negroes. IL is also
stnted that there are few counties in
Lthe State ol Georgia which have ne-
groes from which to select juries,

Kitchens was convieted of the mur-
der of H, A. Brantley, in Washinglon
Superior Court, April 19, 1913, and
was sentenced to death., He was re-
fused a2 new trial and appenaled and
again lost, On May 14, 1915, Kiteh-
ens applied for a writ of habeas cor-

pus before Judge Lambdin, of the
jouthern Georgia Federal District,
but the petition was denied, In this

petition Kitchens alleged for the first
time that the commissioners of Wash-
ington county ‘“failed to select and
aid exclude all colored persons of Af-
rican descent, because of their race
and color, known as negroes, to serve
on sald juries, although there were a
number of colored men In the coun-
Ly who were well qualified to serve.”
Ioint Not Raised,

This point was not raised {n any of
the State Courts, and it is unusual for
the United States Supreme Court to
review a case in which all points have
not been reviewed by the State
Courts,

The case, however, Is in the high
I'ederal Court, an appeal having been
entered and a supersedeas granted.

Kitchens will clalm before the Su-
preme Courl that the reason he had
not raised the point as to the exclu-
sion of negroes from his jury in the
courts of Georgia was “fear and dan-
ger of mob violence and on account
of the great prejudice that existed at
the time of the trial between the two
races,”” although the State will eclaim
that there was not during his trial
any evidence of impending mob vio-
lence,

The United States Supreme Court
has in former decisions ruled that a
negro may be excluded from a jury
or jury lists simply on account of his
race or color,

BRITISH WARSHIP DESTROYED.

Cruiser Natal Blown to Pleces While
in Port—About 300 Ferished.

London, Deec. 31.—The British ar-
mored cruiser Natal has been sunk
after an explosion, Official announce-
ment to this effect was made here to-
day, T'he Natal was sunk yesterday
afternoon while in harbor as the re-
sult of an internal explosion. There
are about 400 survivors.

The Natal's sinking is the severest
logs which the British navy has sus-
tained in geveral months. No British
naval vessels of importance had been
sunk since last May when the Tri-
umph and Majestie were torpedoed at
Lthe Dardanelles. The Natal, although
a powerful man of war, was Iaid down
eleven years ago, and her displace-
ment was only about one-half of the
largest British sea fighters. The Na-
tal's complement was 704 men. Her
displacement was 13,660 tons,

She was 480 feet long and 73 feet
of beam. Her largest guns were
9.2-Ilnch. Of these she carried three
forward and three aft. She was
armed also with four 7.5-inch guns,
twenty-four 3-pounders and three tor-
pedo tubes,
