Body Brought to Columbia, this State,
for Burial,

New London, Conn., Sept. 16.-—
Mrs, Anne 1. llowe, only sister of
President Wilson, died in a loeal

hotel early to-day.

Mrs. Howe had been extremely ill
for about a week with peritonitis and
the end had been expected at any
moment for the last two days,

Mrs, Howe came from her Philadel-
phia home in the early summer with
her nieece, Miss Margaret Wilson,
daughter of the President, stopping
at a summer hotel in the suburbs,
Her health had long been impaired.

With her were her two sons, Geo,
Howe, of North Carelina, ang Wilson
Howe, of Richmond, and a daughter,
Mrs, Cothran, of Philadelphin, be-
sides Miss Wilson,

Cancels Politienl Engagements,

Long Branch, Sept. 16.—Cancel-
ing all political engagements for the
first part of next week, Presidentl
Wilson to-day made plans [or leaving
for Columbia, 8. C., to-morrow after-
noon to attend the funeral of his sis-
ter, Mrs. Annie <.

Manning's Majority Kept Consistent-
Iy to Karly Indications.

(The Slate,)

With complete returns from all but
one county, and with official tabula-
tions having been made in 4 majority
of ‘the counties, the carly lead of Gov-
ernor ‘Manning of nearly 5,000 votes
over Ex-Governor Blease has been
sustained. Only two small boxes in
MeCormick county remain to e
heard from. Bxeluding these, Mr.
Manning's majority is 1,789,  Slight
errors were detected in a larvge pro-
portion of the counties In making the
official count, but the  discrepanciea
practically halanced. The total vote
recorded is 137,719 against 137,791
cast two weeks ago. The two out-
stunding boxes should bring the total
up to that of the first primary.

By the olliclal returns Georgetown,
which has been a stronghold of Mr.

Blease in several previous elections,
is placed in the Manning column by

30 votes., Chesterfield, which was
also designaied as a doubtful county

for two dayg alier the ballots had
been cast, but which had been prac-

tically conceded by some to the
Blease forees, hag also been carried
by the present Governor. Hie lead in
Chesterfield was 63,  The addition of
these two gives Governor Munning a
clear majority of 28 of the 45 coun-
tiey,

provement score eard must be signoed
by a representative of the loeal asso-
ciation and by a member of the loeal
board of trustees and approved by the
County Superintendent of Eduecation,

determining prize winning schools,

“One prize of $10 to the local asso-
clation in each county ralsing from
outside zourceg and depositing wlith
the County Treasurer the largest
amount of money,

“The 45 prizes in this class are in-
tended to stimulate local school fm-
prevement work in the counties.

“"One prize of $5 to each local as-
sociation sending the county organ-
fzer reports for 12 regular monthly
meetings between March 1, 1916, and
March 1, 1917,
