Officinl Party Reaches Washington
Radiant in National Colors,

Washington, D, C., April 22.—The

American capital to-day extended a

simple, but heartfelt welcome to the
British minister of’ foreign affairs,
Arthur J. Balfour, and the other
members of the British commission,
which has come ‘to Washington, as
Mr, Balfour himself expressed it, ‘‘to
make co-operation easy and effective
between those ~who are striving—
with all thelr power—to bring about
a lagtHng peage, hy. th‘1 only, means

The wenther was perfect and Wash-
ington in the bright spring sunshine,
claql in the light green foliage of the
seiason, never looked more beautiful
than this afternoon, when the spe-
cial train whieh hag brought the dis-
tinguished visitors, with their aflicial
escorts, from the North, dre + into
the union siation. Everyvwhere
bunting  flew in  the lizht b, ceze,
mainly the American national colors,
The British union jack and the
Preneh tri-color were in evidence in
many places, but the loeal flag mak-
ers had bheen unable to meet the
puble demand for them,

There were no other decorations
and even at the union station the
only touch of color was lent by the
three large flags, ‘the American,
British and Treneh, which were
hoisted on three great masts adorn-
ing the plaza. Nor was there any
musle to greet the visitors, the origi-
nal plan including the presence of
the marine band, having been
amended to conform to the view ex-
pressed by President Wilson and See-
retary Lansing that this was a grave
and serious event in American his-
tory and not to be lightly treated or
Felgarded as a social and festive af-
air,
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Eager to See Visitors,

On the plaza and overlapping the
great building at either wing were
gathered some 5,000 people waiting
patiently for a glimpse of the na-
tion's guests, restrained at a proper
distance by hundreds of policemen
and by two troops of the Second
Cavalry, commanded by Col. Fenton,
part of the garrison at nearby Iort
Myer,

Every Preceaution Taken.

Within the station lines had been
drawn separating ‘the traveling pub-
lie from the space at the eastern end
of the concourse across which the
visiting party was to pass on the
way from the train shed to the Pres-
ident's room,

All of the police captainsg of the
district had been ranged here in a
double line as a guard of honor and
to keep back intruders, Two score
newspaper men standing to the east
of the concourse were the only unof-
fleial persons permitted in this sec-
tlon of the station, Detectives
swarmed everywhere through the
crowdsg and at various angles where
any danger might lurk, Altogether
the precautions taken to insure the
anfety of the nation’s visitors ex-
ceeded anything ever known in the
history of the capital.

Welcoming Party,

Exactly on time, at 3 o'clock, the
special train drew into the station.
Aside from the guards only a very
few persons had been permitted to
enter the train ahead. These in-
cluded Secretary Lansing, Frank L.
Polk, Counsellor for the State De-
partment; Wm, Phillips, Assistant
Seeretary of State; Huegh Gibson,
gecretary of the American legation at
Brussels, who distinguished himselfl
by his extraordinary efforts to save
the life of REdlth Cavell, and several
other State Department officials,

Representing the British Govern-
ment were Sir Ceell Spring-Rice, the

British ambassador; Colville Bar-
clay, counsellor of the embassy;
Thos. Spring-Rice, Mr. Hohler, Lieut,
Col, Murrough O'Brien, Commander
Guy Guante, gecretaries and attaches
of the embasaoy,

Ag the train stopped two of the
military officers of the British party
stepped to the floor of the shed, Then
Mr, Balfour descended, hat in hand,
and was immediately presented by
the British ambasesador to;Secretary
Langsing, The two secréfaries ex-
changed a hearty handelasp and
chaited for a few moments,

The foreign minister -walked un-

cheering. . The remainder of the par-,
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the President's room at the entrance
of whieh a numbéer of automoblles
had been brounght up in line for their
reception,

As the party started on its way up
‘Massachusetts avenue the crowds
burst into cheers and applause, to
which My, Ballour and the others re-
sponded by bowing right angd left.
The route lay up Massachusetts ave-
nue to Sixteenth street, the stately
thoroughfare for some years known
officially as ""Avenue of the Presi-
dents.,” to the MceVeigh homestead,
just beyord the crest of a hill, and
within a few hundred yards of the
IFrench embassy building,

A detachment of regular soldiers
will remain on guard constantly
around the MeVeigh residence dur-
ing the stay of the commission,

French Commission Arrives.

Washington, April 24, — The
French commisgsion has safely landed
in the United States,

This official statement was made
early to-day by the government:
“The Department of State is advised

of the safe arrival of the French
commigsion."”
The commission, which includes

Marshal Joffre and Former Premier
Viviani, arrived early this morning
on board a speedy steamship of the
French line, which was convoyed
across the Atlantiec. The vessel was
met off the coast by American tor-
pedo boat destroyers and escorted to
a port,

The naval and military attaches of
the I'rench embassy at Washington
and Amerlean naval and military of-
fleers, together with a representative
of the State Department, immediately
boarded the French vessel and ex-
tended a welceme (o Ameriean
shores. Later the State Department
issned thig further statement:

“The. Department of State is advis-
ed that the I'rench commission will
rench Washington to-morrow morn-
ing. The precise time and place of
arrival will be announced later.”

Few detalls of the trip have heen
given out, but it is unofficially an-
nounced that the voyage was made
without special incident.

An incident of the preparedness
meeting held at the Baptist church
last Monday morning was the unank-
mous passing of the following reso-
lution, copies of which were at once
forwarded to Senator Smith and
Congressman Dominick at Washing-
ton. We give the resolution in full:
‘Walhalla, 8. C., April 23, 1917.
. Whereas, the attention of the peo-
ple of the United States Is centered
in the various army bills now pend-
ing in Congress, and it appearing
from the reports in the dally press
that there is considerable confusion
In the minds of many as to what is
best, and being desirous of alding
our repregentatives as far as possible
by letting them know how the people
at home look upon some of the mat-
ters, now, therefore, be it resolved:
IMirst—That the citizens of Wal-
halla, West Unfon, and the commu-
nities surrounding, do hereby place
our ungiallled approval upon the
proposed plan of “selective draft,” as
outlined by the President, ag being
the only just and equitable way of
raising a suflicient army without
crippling the resources of the nation,
Second—That we are heartily in
favor of conserving the supply of
grain In this country by passing such
legislation as will prevent a single
bushel being used for the purpose of
making spirithous, malt or vinous
liquors. In other words, we are In
favor of absolute prohibition, Can't
you help to see that it is passed?
Third—That the gravity of the git-
uation demands action and not ora-
tory, ang we desire to see legislation
to meet the above suggestions passed
with ns little delay as is compatible
with the safety of the government,
IFourth—That a copy of these res-
