¿AIL STORMED AND NEGRO MAN

Lynched-Dater Discovered that the
Negive Killed was Wrong Minn.

Wlnston-Salem, N. C., Nov. 17.-
This city to-night is In the hands or a
mob. At least three citizens have
been shot., and excitement runs, high.
About G o'clock a mob of several
thousand peoplo stormed the jail and
are said to have shot to death tho
negro charged with shooting J. 10.
Childress, assaulting his wife and
shooting Sheriff (î. F. Flynt. The
negro was arrested this morning after
wounding Sheriff Flynt In the hand
and neck.
The man and woman were attack¬

ed last night by a negro after he had
forced them at tho point of a re¬
volver into a deep ravine on the out¬
skirts of tho city.

Later lt was said that the negroshot in the Jail was not the right
man, and the mob again formed in
front of the city hall. The mayor ad¬
dressed thom and implored the citi¬
zens to disperse. The fire alarm was
rung up and tho fire companies re¬
sponded. A line of hose was run out
and the water turned on the crowd.
Indiscriminate shooting then occur¬
red, and one young member of the
homo guards fell, shot through the
breast, and a young ghi wns also
moro or less seriously wounded.

identified, is believed to have been

word had been passed around that
tho prisoner had been taken under a
heavy guard to another city. The
military took charge of tho situation
at once.
The Hst of dead includes Rachel

Levi, a young girl who was leaning
out of a window of her home during
tho Indiscriminate firing. Robert
Young, a fireman, was killed while
playing a stream of water on the
mob. Chas. J, White, a construction
foreman, was fatally wounded while
driving a motor car near the scone
of the rioting. The fourth victim was
an unidentified negro.

S. C. MEN A MONi J LOST UBICA DE.

Wore Afiioilg tiloso American Soldiers
Cut oil for Days from Comrade«.

Cheraw. S. C., Nov. 1 ii. ----Several
weeks ago the nowapapors carried a
story to tlie effect that a company of
American troops lind gone too far
ahead of the main body of attacking
forces and had been surrounded hy¬
the Gormans for several days, whoa
they wore discovered and rescued
by a company of Canadians, being
then short of ammunition and ra¬
tions. Letters from "somowhoro lu
France" now loll us that this was
the Cheraw Company I, 118th Uegl-
mont, Thirtieth Division (the old Co.
1, First Regiment, S. C. N. O.) lt
has boon brigaded with tho British
army, and that ls why we on this
side heard so little of lt.
The company, lt ls said, went Into

tho war with 248 men and lt conies
oht with only r>7. lt lost lill lu
killed, wounded and prisoners; and
every officer with the company was
killed except Capt. Gillespie, who ls
reported to havo been wounded se¬
verely. The casualty lists, of course,
went' to England, whence they woro
sent back to Gen. Pershing, but in so
Jumbled a form that ho returned
thom to England for correction be¬
fore he would allow thom to be trans¬
mitted to America.

It ls hoped Hint Lieut. W. A. Mol¬
loy, of this company, who was re¬
ported killed a few dnys ago, Is
among the prisoners takon by the
Germans. He was seen to fall, but
after the drive his body could no¬
where be found, and il is now hoped
that ho was among those who were
taken prisoner.

tho confldont promise pf a uew^day^'as MM. "iti- which "Justice; shall fV^
place force and jealous Intrigue
among the nations."

Tho proclamation follows:
Thanksgiving Proclamation.

It has long been our custom to turn
in tho autumn of the year In praise
and thanksgiving to Almighty Hod for
His many blessings and mercies to us
as a nation. This year we havo spe¬
cial and moving cause to be grateful
and to rejoice. Hod bas In Ills good
pleasure given us pence, lt has not
como as a mere cessation of arius, a
mere reflief from the strain and
tragedy of war., lt has come as a
great triumph of right. Complete
victory has brought ns not peace
alone, but the confident promise of a
new day as well, in which justice
shall replace force and Jealous In¬
trigue among tho nations. Our gal-
lnut armies havo participated In a
triumph which is not marrod or
stained by any purpose of selfish ag¬
gression, in a righteous cause they
have won Immortal glory and have
nobly served their nation in serving
mankind. God has indeed been gra¬
cious. Wo have cause for such re¬
joicing as revives and strengthens In
us all the best traditions of our na¬
tional history. A new day shines
nbout us, in which our hearts take
nov/ courage and look forward with
new hope to new and greater duties.

While wo render thanks for these
things let us not forget to seek Di¬
vine guidance In the performance of
those duties, and Divino mercy und
forgiveness for nil errors of act or
pin pose, and pray that In all that we
do wo shall strengthen the Hes Of
friendship and mutual respect upon
which we must assist to build the
new structure of pence and good will
among the nations.

Therefore, I, Woodrow Wilson,
President of tho United States of
America, do hereby designate Thurs¬
day, the twenty-eighth day of No¬
vember, next as a day of thanksgiv¬
ing and prayer, and invite tho people
throughout the land lo cease upon
that day from their ordinary occupa¬
tions, and in their several homes and
places of worship to render thanks to
Hod, the Uuler of Nations.

In willies whereof I have hereunto
set my hand and caused the .seal of
tho United States to be affixed.
