T'his application is for the purpose
of combating and controlling worms
in peaches, plums and apples,

Kind and Preparattion.—An arsen-
ate of lend, or poison, spray made of
a mixture of arsenate of lead, quick
lime and water, mixed as follows:

Arsenate of lead (powder, see
note), one pound,

Quick lime, two pounds.

Water, fifty gallons.

Make a thin paste of the arsenate
of lead, and also slake the lime to
a whitewash (warm water giving the
hest results in slaking the lime), and
pour together and dilule to fifty gnl-
lonsg. This mixture should be well
stirred during the process of spray-
ing.

(Note.—=In the use of the wel
paste form of arsenale of lead two
pounds should be used instead of one
pound.)

Time of Applying.

Apply when about three-fourths of
the shucks have slipped (which is
about twelve or fifteen days after the
tree is in full bloom) In ecase of the

It Is a common practice among
dairymen to feed skim milk until the
calf {8 approximately six months of
age. Usually the time of weaning de-
pends upon the availabllity and cost
of the milk.

When milk s fed In abundance it
furnlshes the greanter part of the pro-
teln necessary for the growth of the
animnl. If no milk Is fed it becomesn
necessary for the protein to be pro-
vided from some other source, Prob-
ably this ¢an be done most ecopom-
feally by the use of some legume, such
as alfulfu, clover, soy beans, or cow-
pea hay. ‘When hay of this sort Is
not avallable it Is necessary to provide
the bulk of the protein through a graln
mixture. In elther case, plenty of
roughage should be supplied to the
growing heifer at all times. During
summer, when good pasture I8 avall-
able, the heifer needs no supplement-
ary feed, although a .little hay and
graln are sometimes advisable late In
the season to Insure steady growth.

Part of the roughage should be sil-
age, If It is avallable. A heifer of
slx months to one year of age will
consume from 6 to 15-pounds of sil-
nge a day. The granin mixture used
may be made up of (1) 8 parts of
cracked corn, and 1 part wheat bran;
(2) or 8 parts cracked corn, 1 part
wheat bran, and 1 part ground oants;
(3) or 3 parts eracked corn, 1 part
whent bran, 1 part ground oats, and
1 part linseced meal; (4) or 4 parts
cracked corn, 1 part wheat bran, 1
part ground onts, and 1 part blood
menl. Either 1, 2, or 4, together with
all the alfalfa, clover, or cowpen hay
that the helfer will ent, makes a good
ratlon. In case no leguminous hay
guch as that just mentioned ca: be ob-
tained, No. 8 18 advised, becnuse f{t
contalns more protein.

2 parts of cornmeal, 2 parts of lin.
seed meal, and 1 part of bran,

The quantity of grain to be fed de-
pends very largely upon the Indlvidual
animal's growth and condition, as well
as upon the price of the grain. Some
feeders desire a rapld growth of the
young animals, and for this renson
feed heavlly with grain, while others
are satisfled with a slow growth and
try to carry thelr young stock largely
on roughnge, Elther extreme 18 un-
wlge and a medium course between tha
two is advisable. A safe rule to fol-
low i3 to feed one pound of grain for
the first hundredweight of the helfer
and one-half pound for each addition-
al hundredwelght,

After the helfer reaches one year
of age, the following ratlons are suge
gested : Cornmenl, fed according to the
rule just mentloned, together with all
the alfalfn, clover, or cowpen hay that
the aniual will consume, If no leg-
uminous hay Is avallable, graln com-
posed of 2 partdgornmenl, 1 of bran,
and 1 of linseed meal, gluten meanl,
or cottonseced menl, and 10 to 20
pounds of silage, together with all the
dry roughage that the animal can con-
sume, will be found to be adequate,
Under ordinary clreumstances a galn
of at lenst a pound a day from the
time of weaning to the tline of first

calving Is a good average for a dairy,
helfer.

Not Advisable to Ship Fresh Cows
Long Distances Except Iw Fast
Express Cars.

Do not ship fresh cows long dig-
tances unless In express cars under
particularly favorable conditions.
