dying erowds does unnerve ien in a
mamner in which a sentence of dealls
pussed upon themselves would not .
nerve them at all.  We wonder why this
is, nud suppose the reason to be {hat it
is only a great risk in ecombination witl
the chance of eseape that unnerves n
man whom the prospeet of certam deatly
wonld nok unnerve at all, It is the
cager passion with which all the mind
rushes into the alternative of prolonged
lifo that really numans a nature whiel
would bo stendy enough in fncing cer-
tain death.  Mingle a great fene witl o
vivid ray of hope and you will turn
Liead which eould hold its own nrainst
inevitable fate. The tumultuons ¢li-
ment in the ense of plagne is, woe bes
lieve, the selfish desire to eseapo rather
than the netnnl prospect of death, The
panie felt is renlly the panic of tempestin.

‘Eouthern Michigan on Monday, July 23,

It played havoe with farm houses, barns,
fences, orchards, and forest trees stand-
g in its track.  Several women aud
ehitldren were killed, ono woman, secord-
ing to the telographic dispatehes, being
picked up by the wind and torn to
neces,

It was early last spring that this ox-
truordinary series of storms began, and
very few weeks have pussed sineo then
without bringiog uews of th s fatal des-
tructive work ot one or more whiriwinds,
Sometimes several tornadoes have oe-
eirred peziay simultancously in different
places,  Disnstrons rainbursts and thun-
er storms have added to the extraordi-
nary character of the weather, and only
evideneo of n similar condition of atms-
pherie dishirbanes extending  all over
the world is needed to give very strorg
confirmation to the views of the sun-
spot  theorists, for during all these
stormy months, and up to the present
moment, the sun has been spotted likea
leopurd’s gkin, and plainly ngitated by
tremwendous disturbine forees, Somao
shredsa™of the required evidenca of n
world-widd extension of meterologienl
disturbanees have been obtained, but the
record is very incomplete and unsatis-
tactory.

Hints About Canning rruits,
There are various melliods practiced
for preserving the fruits and  berries
whieh are so plenty in many sections ut
this season.  Mrs, George W, Ladd,
Bradford, Muss,, pives her method of
canning  fruits, for  which  sho was
awirded first preminm ot the last exhibi-
tion of the Fssex County Apgrieultural
Socicty, as follows:  “As the season of
ripe fruit advances, T prepare sueh guan-
tities of syrup ns I think I may need, in
this way: Three pounda of granunlated
sugar to one gallon of water and loil
twenty minuates; this I pnt in glass jars,
when cool, and set awny for future use,
P'enches, pears, apples, plums, pine-ap-
ples, rhubarh, ernb-apples, and, in fuel,
ally frmits of this kind, T peel, gquarter
and place in adish of cold water (to pre-
vent discoloration), until T have prepuared
erough to fill a jar; T then pack them as
solid as possible in a jar, and then fill
the jur with {ho syrup previously pre-
pared, T then place o wire stand in the
hottom of my preserving kettle, onwhieh

to place tho jar, then fill the Lkettlo
with eold  water  until  the  jar
i two - thirds covered leave

the jar open, just eover the kettle and
boil until the frait is safliciently soft,
have ready a little boiling  syrun, if
needed, to fill the jar fall to overflowingr,
Then pinee the rubber hand aronnd  the
neck of the jur and serow the cover on
na tightly ag possible; thenin from three
to five minutes give the cover another
turn, in order to be sure it is air tight;
and you will have no morial trouble
withit. T use Jars with metallie poree-
Lin covers,”

For canning berries and small froits
Mra, Lindd gives the following divee-
fions:  “Place the frmt in n preseryving
kettle, and then add jnst water enongh
to prevent burning and boil from five
to ten minutes; then place a wet towel
around and under the jar, then 6l the
jur with the boiling fruit and seal imme-
diately. I do not use any sugar nnil [
open them for the table, 'T'he present

ear I have filled 150 jurs and have not
fwulu-n a single one. Others vary the
abova methods somewhat,  The main
object by all methods i to heat the
fruit snfficiently to drive ont the nir nnid
destroy all germs, then seal immncedin tely
and keep in a cool, dark place.
