Half a century since dandies weve gob-
ten up to kill at a bundred yards with
their necks swathed in, first, o sl ond
high standing collur thnt veucho:d its
points quite to the cars, and over thatn
glossy satin or hombazine band stiffvned
with hnireloth and fostened svound the
wearer’s neck by strings tied beliind,
Thig latter item of gorgeousness was
gometimes repheed Ly o “neckeloth,”
usually in geatlemen of apoplectic ten-
dency, which wes nothing more thun n
generons sillk hondkerehiel  eavefully
folded, wrapped avonud the collar und
terminating 1 o graceful kuot,

The collurs worn there were all the
productions of the domestie shivtmnler,
and wore usnally part aod pareel of e
shirt, Cuolls were unknown, exeepb ws
applied to outer gurments, and that ip-
dispensable nppenduge to the shivisloove
which we linow by the nave bad veachd
no greater stuge of development thaa i
conveyed by theiv primitive name of
“wristbands,”  They were adso sttachid
to the shirt, 'Che Ameviean trado in
separable collays co lavs ond eufis dates
from the yewr 1834, when o worldiy
Methodist pavson of Troy, N, Y., Ihe-
nezer Brown by name, shocked his good
neighbors by manufaciuring a dozen or
50 and peddling them aboutirom a bard
basket, Che seheme most heve been o
partial sucecss, It at leust started o
small trade, which shonbered along in
different hands for a goond ten yours,
when the time had come for some oce to
aronse it and send the present industry
bounding through time,

el of the many very estimable firms
ongagod in this branch of trade by
fixed up a little fnmily treo to prove that
ho was the grandfather of one of their
mentbers, thus clearly showing then-
selves to bo the  original Troy collar
Louse.  Collur mauntucturing has nueude
millionaires, and is tarning them oub by
hall dozens overy ten years, It is said
to bew business which knows no dnll
seuson and is proverbial for ity cloinli-
ness and preeision,

Of ecourse the liret rewdy-mudo eollars
wore but crude and clumsy imitations of
the home-factoried article, It wos p
long while before considerations of «tyle
erept in to perplex both waker und
wearer, or muny yeors Lhere were but
a few standard “shapes” or ©aiylos)”
and those common to sl munnfaetners
und  branded alike,  Eyvery man who
maide o “pshakespense,” o “Bishop™ orw
“HBenate” ealled 1t by the common naime
aud  eompeted only in rvepard to the

mantity  he could woll,  Now overy
naker bas a dozen different styles Lo
pante (renceally with  elussival tovius)
and copyright to Lhimscll twiee a year;
slibough down ab the bottom his shopes
ara just as much hike those of wnethior

The linen or wuslin usod in the nuaa-
freture of collors wad eotly vavies 1com
ordinary to very fine, Anong the Lol
ing manufaetnrers celebrated o the o
cellenee of their poods, only the e
Irigh linen ig uscd, 1o many cascs ibis
made espeeielly to {heir order and for
their nuse.  Manufoctuvers who sell at
extremely low {igures cunnct n!'l'-.;l;.i to
use the upper grude linens, and {hoere-
fore purchuse and uso the chenper prli-
ele. The linen is delivercd to the wan-
ufacburers in picees of whout sixty vavds
each. The exact grade iy carefnlly weer-
tanined in thoe coller inctorics by counting
the number of thrends fo anineh in the
fabrie, which is done with o specivlly
constructed combination of mapuif cing
glass and sealed mensave, The threwds
vary from *“fiftecn hundred” to “twondy-
three hundred,” according to fincness,
but the usual connts aro from “bwenty”
to “tweniy-two bundred” for eollur und
cudl manulnetnye,
