GreEENwoob, 3, 0, July 4.— Under
the Greenwood tree Lhe old veterans of
the Sixth Iegiment, South Ciarolina

Cavalry, today fraternized and listened
to inspiriting counsel trom wellknown
orators, ex-brothers in arms,  From
town pnd city,
from hill ard valley, they came—the
high and the Jowiy, the halt, the Jam -
and the blind, sad reminants ol horrent

war—to meet onee mare the men with

whom they had stood side by side
through the tempestuous battle: nntii

the thoroughfares of the hittle town |
were packed and jimmed with the

G000 or T,000 persons that gathered
here on this 117th anoiversary ol
American reedom,

A, there as still magie in the memn
ory of those days when these heroos —
some ol them unkuoelled, uncoflined, un-
known - bared theiwe breasts in aefvnse
of their cause, The Confederacy s
still i name to conjure with, thongh
ot to arovnge 16 needed but the an-
nouncement that they were to see
eiach other agamn and Lo henr some of
their old leadoers address them to bring
them trooping to the seene—these war
rlors ol more thin Spartan courage il
Swiss herotsm, The hke ol this ocen-
sion has never belore boen known io
Greenwood, and probably never will be
known here again, Over L300 velerans
ol the Sixth Cavalry and nearly three
times ay many  other visitors helped
make up the himan tout  ensemble of
the occasion.

The teature ol the day was the ol
dress of Gen, John B, Gordon, the gal-
lant Georgian whe is so near the hearts
of South Carolintans,  a paasant he
referred to the difterer es unong the
people of South Caroling, and he urged
them Lo cease all tactional dissentions
leat, in the general disturbanee they
lose possession ol thewr birthright. “T'he
people ol Greenwood  poured  forth
wholesale hospitalrty, and a1t appeared
to be the chiel end ol the people to see
that their guests  were entertained,
With sll their endeavors, however, the
crowd was by far too Largs (o be com-
fortably handled.

Gireenwood 1s gultless of a dispen-
sary, but hiquor was no stranger here
today. Itissaid that it was procured by
means of underground tunnels, which
were not ditlicult tor the weary to lo-
cate, =everal Palmetto jags were hav-
ing their fun (o themselves during the
day, aud one fellow hit the bhind tiger
go frequently that ho witnted to make
mineemeat of his tellow jaggers, but
“got it in the neck” humsell insted,
The companies that were present in
uniform were as follows: Capers Light
Infuntry, Edgetield, Capt. 0, .
