A TRAVELER BROILS HIS BACK OVER A
SLOW FILE, AND DESCRIBES Il 2
EXPERIENCE. oy
The St. Petersburg Zeitung pulglish
the following account of a suicide reé
committed in the town of Jhitomir, un
exceptionally appalling circumstances:
few dnys ago a well-dressed traveler
at the Hotel de France of that city, 8
‘that ha was Mr. Joseph O , 08 €0 1|
agent, and that be wished to stay ‘s short
time in Jhitomir upon business. A rogm
on the second floor of the hotel was assigued
to him, and he spent two or thres days in
walking about the streets, although the
weather was uvusally wet and stormy.  On
the fourch evening he retired to his room
carly and locked himself in. Next morn-
ing he was called at his usual hour, but
returned no answer to the summons,  After
a good deal of tutile knocking and shouting,
the hotel proprictor became alarmed at his
tenant’s protracted silence and caused the
door of the room to be broken open. A
terrible spectacle presented itsell’ to the
assembled household. Mr. O————"s bod
was lying on the bare bedstead, from which
the wattress and bed-clothes had been
removed ; oue of the sheets partly covered
the legs of the corpse, which was otherwise
in a state of nudity, his left hand pressed
tight!ly upon the region of the heart, and
his right hand convulsively clutching™the
hair. The eyes were wide open, fixed in a
glassy death stare, and features distorted
with agony. An oppressive odor, as of
scorched fat, pervaded the room. No
wound was perceptible upon the body, but
the chest was transversely barred in several
places by dull red stripes.  As soon ns the
polico, accompanied by the loeal medieal
officer, had made its appearance on the
scene of this horrible tragedy, the corpse
was turned over upon its face, when tho
cause of death became for the first time
appareut to the terror-stricken spectators.
A deep and broad burn was exhibited
in the middle of the back, and the spiue
was found to be completely carbonized.—
Upon the floor, underacath the bedstead,
were discovered the wicks, imbedded in a
little blotch of cold stearine, of three ecan-
dles, which had been taken out of the can-
dlesticks and fixed upon the planking upon
a layer of melted grease.  Over the flame
of the ca idles Mr. O had lain upon
the skeleton frame-work of his bedstead
and suffered his spine to be slowly consumed
until he died. A manuscript, placed upon
a table elose to the bed, contaiced uot only
a resume of the reasons which prompted
this unfortunate man to undergo sellin-
flicted martyrdom, but minute details of the
torturing proce:ss by whichh he had chosen
to destroy his lifo. It was written in four
languages—~German, Russian, Polish and
Czechish—and commenced in a firm, bold
handwriting, the lust few pages, however,
being  scarcely legible, having evidently
been penned in dire agony.  The first par-
agraph, in Germun, ran as follows: 1
thought it would cease, but it ceases not!
So be it, then.  1ercby I propose to solve
an important question, namely, are suicides
in their right senses, or are they the vie-
tims of mental aberration 7 Thus the ques-
tion is commonly put; but I faney that it
does not touch the real point at issue. A
man makes up his mind to put an end to
his life when he fiuds that he takes no in-
terest in it ; when he cannot discover in
the whole wide world the least thing which
awakens sympathy in his breast. T'he ques-
tion, therefore, is not whether the suicide
be wmad or sune, but whether or not he have
anything to hope for tfrom life. 1 hope for
nothing in life; but my intelleet is perfeets
ly clear. (in Russian)  There is still
another question to solve.  (In German.)
Ave suictdes ecowards 7 That lover who
allowed himself to be dragged to death’ by
a horse betore the eyes ol his betrothed
affords no prool to the contrary.  Perhaps
he would have east himselt loose from the
cords that bound him had it been in his
power to do so.  That other fellow, who
burned himself to death in Odessa, was
probably no eoward, for he wmight have
thrown away the petroleum lawmp and  thus
saved his lite.  Yet his elothes were alrea-
dy on fire, and the straw he was lying upon
was sinouldering 5 still he may have wished
to eseape death had it been feasible. Now
a burning candle, to the flame of which the
backbone arad spinal marrow ar exposed,
must certainly make nn end of Iite ; that east
of death must be attended  with atrocious
suflerings 3 and the person inflicting such
agony upon himself, having no power to
contend with but his own proper will and
pleasure, exn at any moment interrupt the
process by the slightest movement ol his
body. T will submit myselt’ to this torture.
(lu Ruossian.)  Should I not suceced in
enduring the puiu. the (question will Le
settled, at least for the present, in the
that  suicides are cowards. Dut
if ' my corpse be found, exhibiting proof’
that T have obtained death by two apencies

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Tue Fruirs or Raprean Lies.—On

Thursday evening of last week, at about 8

o'elock, as Dr. Geo. L. Kirby, a leading

physician of this town, was gotug from his

office to his residence, he heard eries ol dis-

tress and ealls for assistance, procceding

from the large two-story house owned by

Bryant Capps, colored, and used by him as

a sort of a hotel for the accommodation of
colored people.  Ilurrying into the room he

found a wulatto woman, named Maria Crea-

sey, hailing from Boston, Mass., with an

enormous gash in her throat, and literally

bathed in blood, which was still flowing pro-

fusely from the wound which had nearly

severed the jugular vein.  Ilastily applyiog

pressure to stop the blood, he sent for the

neeessary appliances, and, with the assist.

ance of Dr. W. II. Moore, soon had the

bleeding entirely stopped, notwithstanding

the resistance of the woman, who iusisted

on tearing open the wound, to prevent which

it beecame neecessary to tie her hands behind

her, and the physicians now express the
opinion that without further violence ou her
part she will recover.

The strangest part of this attempted sui-
cide is yet to be told, Tt scems sheisa
resident off Boston, Muss,, but Ler mother
is living at Smithfield, Johnswon county, in
this State, and that she had started on a
visit there, being accompanied by her daugh-
ter, a child about 14 years old. 'I'herc is
every reason to believe that her mind was
affected ; doubtless impressed with the lies
which are seattered wholesale throughout
the North, of vivlence and wmurder in the
South, and by the time she reached Golds-
boro, fear had, completely bunizhed reason,
and fearing  that herself and child were to
be murdered separately, tried first to kill
the girl with a broken Inmp and then cut
her throat with the picces of sharp glass.
No other explanation can be fouad for her
attempt at seli*destruetion.  The injuries to
her girl ave not serious.

Marshall Avera, the brother-in-law ol
Maria, who is an industrious blacksmith at
Smithficld, arrived here Friday evening,
and carried both the mother and girl to
Smithficld Saturday morning.  On his arri
val here he found Marvia exceedingly nevy.
oug, and laboring under considerable abor.
ration of wind, but he fnally suceceded in
ealming her nerves, and couvineing her that
she and the child were perfeetly  safe, and
that no harm was weant thew ; that the
colored people are assafe here, it not more
so than they can possibly be in Massachu-
sotts, and that all she had beard and read
about the “burning, whipping and Kkilling
of necroes by the Southern whites,” were
lics manufuetured to order for political pur-
Jrosvs.

She suys it appeared to her thatthe ku-klux
had completely suerounded her and the giel,
and were trving to kill both 3 that she fivst
leoked for her seissors, with which she in
tended to sever the jugulir vein, but conld
not find them, and that then she attempted
to end her own  existence by means of the
broken glass.

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Faun Farrowiza.—The old practice
of summer fallowing, or working the soil
oue year without a crop, for the purpose of
gaining a double erop the second season, is
very properly obsolete.  While some may
question the propriety of this opinion, there
can be no doubt us to the value of full fal-
lowing. T'he constant turning and working
of the ground during the fait months cost
nothing but time and labor, at a season

benefits to the soil are very considerable.
Especially is this the case with heavy clay
soils, and less, in a descending ratio, through
the gradations from- heavy clay down to
light loams-—at least it is so consilered by
many ; and it is reasonable to suppose that
if the atmospheric effects upon the parti-
cles of a clay soil serve, to some extent, to
dissolve the mineral particles, they may
casily do the same serviee for a suudy soil
and help to sct loose some of the potush
contained in the gramitic or feldspathic
particles of such a soil. The wmechanical
effects of the full working are certaiuly
more useful upon clay than a light loam ;
but there are other purposes to serve than
merely to disintegrate the soil, and mellow
and loosen it.  There are weeds to destroy,
and the forwarding of the spring work by
the preparation of the ground for early sow-
ing. These serviees are as usefunl for a
light soil as a heavy one, nand as it is reas-
onable to look for some advantage from
the working in the way of gain in fertility
on light as well as heavy soils, it is advisa-
ble that owners of cither kind should
avail themselves of whatever benefits the
practice affords.  Iall fallowing  counsists
in plowing and working the soil with the
cultivator or the harrow. This may be
done at such intervals as may be conve-
nient, or which will help to start some weeds
into growth, when these may be destroyed
by the harrow or cultivator. Ileavy soils
should be left in rough ridges at the last
plowing, with as deep lurrows between
them as possible, in order to expose the
largect surface to the eficets of frost and
thaw. Light soils may be left in a less
rough coudition, but the last plowing
should be so done as to throw the furrows
on edge, and not flat, leaving the ficld some-
what ridged. A very little work in the
spring will put the ground into exeellent
order for the carly erops, and for spring
wheat, espeeially, this better condition of
the soil will be of the greatest benefit.—
When thus treated in the tull, the soil is
remarkably mellow, aud is dry enough to
work much earlier than the compact stub-
ble land which remains as it was left after
the harvest.  As to the time for doing this
work, the sooner it is beguu, and the olten-
er it is repeated, the better. Tt is not too
late to finish when the giound is frozen, or
there is an inch of snow on the ground.—

having given us 1 “better one,” the abeve
text is peculiarly applicable to the sheep
ruisers of Tennessee.  The werits off the
law recently repealed will not be diseussed,
but as the sheep owners have to be a law
unto themsclves, the following is suggested,
and if enforced will be found to work well
aud effeetively.

Tennessee, that each and every one of them
keep on hand a double-barrelled gun well
charged with buck shot, which will be
found a “very present help in trouble)”

Be it resulved, That each and every dog
fuund upon the lands of such persons, unue-
companted by its master, be treated to the
contents ol =aid gun.

Be it further resolved, That in addition
to suid gun, said Grmers keep also on hand
a bottle ol strychnine, to be :-‘ll'illkll'.d onany
gheep that may be killed on the plice. To
provide for the wesk and timid dogs that
may congregate, it is best to cut the carcass
intu picees of suitable size, and having put
in cach picee some of the econtents of the
bottle, seatter them around cight or ten
icet =0 that all that may come ean be aceom-
modated.

Let all adopt this law and practice it,
and it will proteet the sheep and materially
lessen the pets ol the legislature,
