The Earl
has spent several days in Washington, and has
gone away delighted with the National Capital,
He gave a dinner Iast night at the Arlingtlon
Hotel ia Honor of Thomas Nast, the enrieaturist
In an interview last evening the Earl said that
he had come to this country to make certain
large investments in Jand. ‘‘We English peo-
ple,"" he said, *‘now believe that this ocountry is
on n aafer basis than any other. You have
passed throogh a great civil war safely and I
do not see how you ean have any real troublo
hereafter. You may have small disturbances
but notking that can upsot your geuneral pros-
perity. Over in Europe matters are differont.
There 1s an uonsettled, uneasy feeling of noy
knowing what may happen in the way of great
social or governmental changes. A great many
of our people are looking to investments in
Amerion un the Lo-po.n:lo place to secure
their fortunes beyond the range of any futvre
misfortune, I have no hesitation in saying that
this is the object of my visit here. I intended to
buy land in Texas and New Mexico if I can
make good selections.

“How much will I buy ! I do not know ex-

actly, but possible 100,000 acres or mora, as the
cnse may be. I shall merely buy the land as a

long time invesiment, ns many of my country-
méen have done.”
