He Proposes the Creation of a Billion
and a Half of Paper Money to be
Distributed to the States and

Loaned to the Citizens.

Thomas M. Norwool, Ex-United
States Senator of Georgia, by invitation

the general question of the finances and

prepare a sufficient number of legal tendernotes of convenient denominations,
which, ndded to the existing currency,
will give thirty, forty. or fifty dollarsper capita. These note* arc to be receivablefor all debts and dues except dutieson imports. They are so be redeemed
by th ! United States Government on presentationat the treasury or at sub-Irons
uries estab ished at convenient cities.
The treasurer shall hold at least 25 pet
cent, of the issue in coin, gold and silver,
to redeem the notes, that being enough
and as much as banks now hold for re

demption purposes. The percentage of
coin, however, can lie regulated by ex

pcriencc.He proposes to re-adjust nnd
measurably equalize the circulation of
