A LETTER FROM TEXAS.
Lainey Texas, Avg. 23nd 1804

Evitor Usiex Tiyes :—Last week 1 went
to Galveston, our Sea port to spend n day or
two, where | enjoyed a bath in the Salt
water, and a rile vn the bay. Galveston is
the richest City in the State, like Charleston
in Carclina,  Dut Galveston ig not the larg-
est Uity io the State, there being two others
larger, namely: Lallas, and San Antonio.
It is said, Ualveston has 30 to 35 millivn-
aires. On my retnrn from the City “*by the
Sea 1 stopped at Dallas where the State
Democratic Convention was in session. This
being the first State Convention ever attead-
ed by this deponent: of course he thinks it
a big affuir, nod to be sure it wss a big
thing, there being from 3000 to 4000 dele-
gates in stiendance There are over 200
organized Coupties in the State, and an
aversge of 20 delegates from 200 Counties
would run the number to 4000, o you can
sce at once that the crowd was large, very
large. There were at first 4 Candidates for
Governor before the Convention namely :

two factions.  The Cleveland and anti-Cleve-
land factions, there was a considerahle fight
ovei il piatform, but the Cleveland faction
trinmphed and ndopted a platform endors-
ing Cleveland administration, and embody-
ing in 1t the finauncial plank of the National
Demoeratic p'asform of 1802, This did not
suit Judge Reagan, and he, nt once, with-
drew from the wuberpatorisl race.

The Presidents Yiews on the Tariff Bill.

Washington, Aug. 27 —Presid ot Cleve-
land bas written the following letter to
Representative Catchings of Mississippi, in
wlich he eets forth his views of the new
tariff law and gives his reasons for not
approving the Lill:

SXECUTIVE MANSION,
Washington, D. C, August 27.
Ion, C. T. Catchings. .

My Desr Sir: Since the conversntion 1
had with you sod Mr. Clirk of Alabama s
few days ago, io regard to my action on the
tariff bill now before me. 1 have given the
subject further und most serious considera-
tion. The result is, 1 am more settled than
ever in the determination to nllow the il to
become a law without my signature,

When the formation of legislation, which
it wos hoped would ewbody Democratic
ideas of tariff reform, was Intely eutered
upon by the Congress nothing was further
from my anticipation that a result which 1
could not promptly and enthusiastically
endorse. It is, therefo e, with a feeling of
the utmost disappoiniment that 1 submit to
n denial of this privilege.

1 v not elaim to be better than the mass-
es of my party nor do I wish to avoid nny
responsitility  which, on account of the
pasenge of this Jaw, [ ought to bear as a
member of the Democratic organization.
Neither will 1 permit myself to be separated
from my party to such an extent as might be
implied by my veto of tarift legislation,
which, though disappointing, is still charge-
able to Demooratic effort. But there are
provisions in this bill which are not in line
with honest tariff reform, and it contains in-
cunsistencies nnd crudities which ought not
to appear in tariff laws or Inws of any kind.
Besides there were, a8 you aud I we | know,
incidents accompanying the passage of the
bill thrgugh the Congress which made every
sincere tariff reformer unhappy, while in-
fluences surrounded it in its latter stages
which interfered with its final construction
and which ought rot to be recognized or
tolerated in Demoeratic tariff reform counsals.
And yet, notwithstandiog a'l i1s viciszitudes
and althe bad treatment it reccived at the
hands of pretended friends, it prevents a
vast improvement to existing conditions. It
will certainly lighten many a tariff burden
that now rests beavily upon the people. It
is not only n barrier against the return of
mad protection, but it furnishes a vantage
ground from which must be waged further
aggressive  operations  agaiust  protected
monopolies and governmental favoritism,

L take my place with the rank and file of
the Deaocratic party who believe in tariff
reform and who koow what it is: who
refuse to accept the results embodicd in this
bell aa the close of the war: who are aware
of the fact that the livery of Democratic
tariff reform bas been stolen and worn in the
service of Republican protection and who
have marked the places where the deadly
light of trenson has blasted the counsely of
the brave in their hour of might.

The trusts and c¢ombinations, the com-
munivn of pelf, whose wmachinations have
prevented us from reaching the success we
deserved, should not be forgotten or forgiven.
We shall recover from our astonishment at
their exhibition of power, aod if then the
question i3 forced upon us whether they
shall submwit to the free legislative will of the
people’s represeotatives, or shall dictate the
laws which the people must obey, we will
accept and settle that issue as ene involving
the integrity and safety of American
iustitutions,

L love tie principles of true Democracy
beewnse they are founded in patriotism and
upon justice and fuirness tuwird all interests,
[ am proud of my pnarly organization,
beeause it is consevrvatively sturdy aod per-
sistent in the enforcement of its principles.
Therefure, I do not despair of the effurts
made by the lHouse of Representatives to
supplement the bill already passed by
further legislation, and to have engrafted
upon it such modifications as will more
nearly meet Democratic hopes and aspira-
tions.

I cannot be mistaken as to the necessity of
free raw materials as the fuundation of
logical and sensib'e tariff reform. The ex-
tent to which this is recognized in the legis-
tion alrealy sceured is one of its encouraging
awd redeeming features; but it is vexatious
to reeall that free coal and iron ore have
been denied us. A recent letter of the
Secretary of the Treasury discloses the fact
that both might have been made tree by the
annual surreoder of only about 700,000 of
unnecessary revenue.

1 am sure that there is a commonn habit of
understanding the importance of free raw
materials in tarift’ legislation, and of regard-
ing them as only related to concessions to be
miade to our manufacturers. The truth is,
their influence is o far reaching that ir dis-
regarded a complete and beneficient scheme
of tariff reform cannot be successfully inaugu-
ratel.  When we give to our mnoufacturers
free raw materinls we unshackle Ameriean
enterprises and ingenuity and these will open
the doors of foreign markets to the reception
of our wares anid give opportunity for the
coutinued  remunerative  cmployment  of
American Inbor,  With materials cheapened
by their frecdom from tarifl charges the cost
of their product must be correspondingly
cheapened.  Thereupon justice and fairness
to the consumer would demand that the
munufacturers be obliged to submit to such
readjustment and modification of the tariff
upon their finished goods as would secure to
the peop'e the benefit of the reduced cost of
their manufieture. and shield the consumer
againgt the exnetion of inordinate firofits. It
will thus be «cen that free raw materinl and
a just and fearless regulation and reduction
of the tarift to meet the ehanged conditions
woull carry to every humble home in the
land the blessings of increased comfort and
cheaper living,  The millions of countrymen
who have fought bravely and well for tarifl
reform  shonld be exhorted to continue the
struggle, boldly challenging to open warfare
anid constantly guarding against treachery
and half hearvtedness in their camp,

TarilF reform will not be settled until it is
honestly and fuirly settled in the interest
amid to the beoefit of & patient and long suf-
fering veople.
