I will reluto the circumstances. Somo timo
siuco, a disturbnnoo oocurrod noar this pluco,
in tho course of whioh ono Earlo MeCord, a
colored man, was shot, it is said, by Mr. W.
V. Izlar. A friond of Mr. Izlar asked mo to
be ouo of his Rail for his appearance to an¬

swer tho charge, uud I consented. Mr. Izlar
was arrested, taken beforo a Judge ou hahem-
corpus, und bailed in tho sum of throe thou¬
sand dollars to appear before tho nozt session
of tho Court.

This was somo timo ago, and Lieut. O'Con¬
nor was present, whon Mr. Izlar was rclcasod
on Bail, in duo form of law. On tho 7th
bist. Lieut. O'Connor returned to this placo,
and because he was unable to obtain Mr. Izlar
by extending a request to bis Counsel for his
appearance iu Orangobttrg, Lieut. O'Connor
iudopted the arbitrary -alternative of arresting
myself and four other citizens, not ono of
whom, I am satisfied, know, of tho whereabouts
of Mr. Izlar, exoept that he resided in the
District, some 14 or 15 miles from this placo.
Not only- so, but this officer, I am sorry to

say, disgraced tho uniform of tho army by tho
ubusivc maouor iu which he addrcosetl himself

to ua, and to our friends, who protested with
him against such an outrage.
As far aa I am person uliy concerned, ocou-

pying the position of United States Commit
missioner, and therefore being a peaco officer
of tbo Fedoral Govern in cut, I dcom the out¬
rageous conduct of Lieut.
