Hut do vou ever iluuk that it is a little
like the air you breathe.not apprccia-
prcciated unless you happen to bo sud-
dctihjf deprived of it~*~arid forthat reason
no thought is taken as to bow the sup-
ply is kopiMip. It costs money to print
a paper, as well as to tlu any th'iig else,
type and presses, and piper and ink. and
workmen, etc., ail have lu no paid fur,
and Bomebodj h ^.it i>- do it. l>o you
take the paper and pay for it prompt.-
ly ?

Yes.but do you ever lluuk that the

size ol the town and its vioiuity', have
in.I- h lo do with the size and value of
im paper? My dear sir 1 no one tiling
a i cripples aud discourages the local pa¬
per, as these people who are so misera¬
bly poor that they can't pay £2.00 a jcar
tor tho local paper, whil« they take two
or three foreign papers.that hate Oo
interest in c< uunon with ihein, in which
they dun i sic tho name of their town
priuted once iu live, years, and iu which
i'" they did the fact would not bo an¬
nounced without first being paid for it.
Some people have fine homes, or stores,

or Terms, but tboy fro too poor to pay
63 or $10 a year to invite tho people to
buy of them. The paper is * good thing.
Yea, it is expected the editor wilt sing
the praises of their town long and loud,
aod tcrj out to all people to come there
and buy, and sell and make fat the pock¬
ets of the business men thereof. But
who buys tho materials for the printing
office, the bread and meat, and shoes aud
stockings, eto , fur printer's wife and ba¬
bies, while }{c is thus spending bis time
and energy in aid of the common good.

Let us tell you a word. Some busi¬
ness men advertise liberally, and pay for
it..That man there takes aod pays for
the paper, and his better off neighbor
borrows aud reads it before it is cold
from the carrier's hand, or the man who
pays for it has- read a line. This is
repeated in all .parts of tho town aud
surrounding county, and the 'printer
gathers a meagre support here und there,
as be best can. And there are many
men even counting themselves wealthy
and influential cttisons, who do not and
nevct have a'ided one penny toward the
etipn-irt of a local paper. Yet the home
paper S all the time aiding them.and
they expect it, too, in that it advocates
the interest of the town, and encourages
its prosperity.

It is all very proper and right that tho
home paper should lerve nothing unsaid
that may benefit the community id which
it is printed, in felting forth its advan¬
tages, etc., but it in no less right that the
ommuuity should see to it that tho
printer receives a liberal reward for hie
labor. Instevd of pleading various ex-
euses why they arc uuable to become
subscribers vi advbuisers, or trying to
screw down tHe prioior'a charge* below
a living rate, when thej get a littlo
printing done^ every business man in the
town ought lb be willing to pay a liberal
price for advertising his business, or call¬
ing ; and not only take the paper himself
but use bis influence to induce his
friends and customers to become sub¬
scribers. We Hold that the man who
wishes his towo to prosper, that he may
prosper with it, should jealously foster
and support the home paper as a great
lover tu bo used for that purpose. If
the paper has a good support, no fear
but the printer will do his share with in¬
terest in pushing forward the town and
the business of its people ; show him
that his labors are appreciated, and you
will be surprised at the impetus and
vigor of your cucouragctucnt will give
to the columns of the paper. As' you
relieve his minu from the cares of "mak¬
ing both ends meet" financially, he will
have more time to bestow on hie paper of
which every citizen may feel proud, r»o
matter wiiere he picks it up. Suppose
you give the bints thrown out in thus
aiticle a little earnest consideration and

j see how the matter stands. Perhaps tho
home paper ia not all vom could wish to
have it. Try tho effect of a little prac¬
tical support, aud you may be astonished
ut tho result:
