In April, 1829, whon I was a hoy of
Mteon yeurs, apprenticed on board the
the Glascow ship o large  vessel for
those dnys, {uigllt hundred and - difty
tons) 1 experienced the first. horvor of
tovery eventtul life, und its memory
has never left me.

- I will deseribe it briefly, but traly,
for every word is u fuct.

Wo wore chartored by the Dritish
Government to  earry stores, ote., to
her penal colony in New Zonlond s amd
besidos our cargo, had  thirteen von-
domued Malay pirate, who -hud heen

gontonced to  transportion fov life.
They were in charge of an Fnglish
naval oflicer named Melieo.  They

were all ironed hand and foct, hosides
ohnined to ringbolds in the deek 5 nnd
sosecurcly fastencd that no one deom
it possiblo for them to get lovse with-
out outside halp.

Our orew, oflicers and all nunbered
twenty-cight souls, and was none too
lm‘gt\ to mannge suoh a hoavy erafl.

We had fine weather when weleft che
Olyde, and it stayed with usuntil we
wore a good ways south of Gibralter,
One altornvon,when looking atthe pri-
soners under his chargo, Liculenunt
Mel'eo th’eght he saw something wrong
about the ivons of'one of them, wud ho
reported it to Captain Wilson of our
ghip, and thought there had bottor he
n close inspeetion of thew.  But Cap-
tnin Wilson was o very onsy-going
man ab all tmes 5 and supper being
roady just then, he remavked that he
awessod all was right, but ho would
"’mm  look at them in  the morning,
for thoe satislaction of Mcellee. Alas!
for him there was no morning to
come,

[t was a clear, enlm nights the
moon at o full 3 not enough  wind to
fill the canvass, or give tho ship steer-
age way. Another boy, of ahout my
awn age, and myself wore nloft, sit-
ting in the slings of the foreyard, talk-
ing about home, when all at once wo
heard o rush of foot below us, amd
looking down on deck, wo saw to our
terrory the whole gang of Malays rush-
ing up from below, free from their
irons.  They soized cupstan-bars, the
eook’s axe, ron belaying pine, ovory-
thing which camo handy, and rushed
at tho men of the wateh on dock,
abriking tham down without any mer-
cy, but making no outery, Mur,
lkl'nod,‘tho‘ fivst vietiny, and m a few
minutes—Iless time than it takos me
to toll it—ovory man, ox¢apt the man
at the wheel, lay dead upon the dock,
with their brains dashed out, or stabb-
ed to donth with their own shoath-
knives,

Wo two boys elambered up into the
top; where wo lay on cur faces, as still
as doath, looking on the horrible scone
going on below.  Another of the
arow, named White, was asleop thevoe,
but we did not dare to wake him, tor
fonr wo should be discovered or ovor-
heard by the invarnate fionds bolow.

Japtain Wilson, atfthis time, cnme

nolgo, but was. killed in an instant.

As the ship was in gight of land,
they now thought of eseape. They
hoisted out the pinnance, and put
kog of wator in ; and into the boat all
of the survivors, six in number, got,
and dropped  astern, making for the
land as fast ns they could row.

Finding the deck elear of all hut
the dend, tho party from the enbin
came ouly wnd then we three in the
maintop went down. ‘Chere we rtood,
all alive, as wo sapposed, of Lwently-
nine souls. Bub on  going into the
forecastle, we found two men yot
alive, though terribly weunded, nnd
shortly after o faint hail from for-
ward under the bows was heard, and
there we found the helmsman who had
heen thrown foverhoard, supposed by
the pirates to be dead.  Lle had only
been stunned, and had eome to when
he fell into the water 3 and, swim-
aning forward, had not  been scen by
the Pirutuu when the left they ship,

Weo were terribly short-landed now;
but we managed to got into  Lishon
with the ship, and while lying there,
we had the satisfuction of seeing the
sivates who had left the ship, brought
tn by a British man-of-war which liad
been eruising elose in underthe land,
and had seen them  hefore they got
their conviets’ tlothes off, or the iron
belt to which  their  waist-chiain had
Leen fustened.

We soon afterward had the pleasure
of seeing them swing at the yard arm,
for thddouble erime of miurderand pi-
gacy 3 and L onever enjoyed o sight
move, thongh T have o horror of soc-
ing death by violenee ot any time,

Many  years sinee; over almost
evory known sea, conomanded and com-
manding, have [ sailed 3 but never
have et with an adyenture which
clings to my memory like that whieh 1
huve narrated,
