terwards presented him with a thousand acres
of land in Kentucky.

Ou occasions of out-breaks at public gatheringe,
he was better at rushing in and preservingthe
public peace than all the conservative authori-
ties on the ground.  Although uneducated, he
was 4 man of strong natural sense, and of a
kind, awiable disposition. - Ife was withal a
compunionuble man, and bis aneedotes and
stories of the war, of which he possessed a rich
fund, rendercd him a welcome guest in the first
fuwilies of the State. His industrivus and
temperate habits, together with his kind dis-
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their influence he was appointed Sergeant at
arms of the Virginia house of Delegates, in
which service he died in 1836, and was buried
with military honors in the public burying
ground at Richmond.

HOW THEY MAKE GUNPOWDER.

A correspondent of the New York Tribune,
in a letter from Wilmington, Delaware, gives
the following intcresting sketeh of the pro.
cess of which powder is made at the celehra-
ted Mills of Du Pont, in that city:

«Of course, of the details of the business
of the Messrs. Du Pont, cven if known to me,
I could not make mention, unless by their con.
sent, but the process of manufacture is in re-
ality no sceret ; every book of chewistry treat.
ing of it to some extent. All know that gun.
powder is composed of saltpetre, brimstone and
charcoul, but few have any idea of the trouble
and lubor gone through to have these materi-
als of a proper quality. The sultpetre, as re-’
ceived at the yurds, has the appeurance of dir-
ty course salt, filled with a short fibrous mat-
ter; by a process of refining, two or three
times repeated, it assumes the appearance of
fine table salt, in which state it is fit for the
powder mill.  Gireat care is also taken to have
the sulphur pure. But the most lubor and fore-
thought seem to be necesary in procuring the
chareoul, which is all made of the willow and
poplar, the former being used for the best
kinds of powder. To procure supplies of these
woods the proprietors set out yearly, in every
nook and corner, trees, which are hewn down
every three years, and the branches are con-
verted into charcoal.  This method of procu-
ring the wood gives a singular apperance to
the country; for in many places alongside the
roads or Ly the streams may be seen old tree
trunks, standing but little higher than a man’s
Lead, and topped only with a bunch of small
branches. I saw some trunks that appeared
to be forty or fifty years old without a limb
bigger than my wrist.

The mill buildings in which the materials
are ground or mixed are scattered along the
hanks of the stream, each one containing a
mill. They are built of stone on three sides,
with heavy walls, strengthened with piers; the
other side, facing the stream, is of wood, and
the roof also slopes toward the stream. The
plan of construction is to lessen the damage
from explosions, for should an explosion tuke
place the furee would be diverted towards the
stream.  The mills consist of two heavy iron
rollers on wheels, moving in a trough. I saw
oune pair, each of which weighed 15,000 Ibs.,
about seven tons. The materials being well
mixed up, and pulverized in these mills, is
slightly moistened, when it is pressed into

put into a wooden cask, revolving moderately
tust tor twenty four hours, there being six or
eight of these casks, and close by cach were
700 pounds more, ready for another charze, —
From the glazing mill the powder is taken to
the drying house. Here, ut the time of my
visit, were nearly four tons of powder, spread
out on trays, while close by were two furnaces
roaring away at the rate of a ton of ‘coul ench
in twenty-four hours. Danger there was not,
yet Teould not but think of Sebustopol and
the story of its mines. From the drying house
the powder is taken to the packing house,
where it is put in barrels or canisters, and
thence tuken to a magazine, of which there are
several, built with the same regard to non-da-
mage in case of esplosion as the grinding
wills.

While stunding in one of the packing hou-
ses, and just as [ had given a kick to 2 hundred
pound keg of powder intended for his excel-
Santa Anna, Mr. Dupont called to a man to
bring him some powder in a scoop shovel, and
therein T inspected about hulf a peck of pow-
der destined to knock out of this world some
encmy of Lis suid excellency. The unconcern
with which this wus handed we, as though it
were so much wheat, struck me as remarkable.
[ would not couvey the idea that carelessness
i3 customary or allowed, nor was the incident
above mentioned a cureless act, its noticeuhle
feature arising rather £ 1m the bent of my own
wind.
