HORRIBLE AFFAIR IN LANCASTER.
The Lancaster Ltdgtr of last week contains |

the particulars of a horrible murder, committed in
that District on Sunday the 11th instant, by a man

named B. F. TiiF.nnF.LL. The murderer, who was
