See. 1. De it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives, now met and sitting in General As-
sembly, and by the authority of the same, That a
tax for the sums, and in the manner hereinafter men-
tioned, shall beraized and paid into the public treas-
ury of this State, for the use and. service thereof,
that is to say: sisty cents, ad ralorem, on every hun-
dred dollars of the value of all the lands granted in
this State, according to the existing classification as
heretofore cstablished; one half cent per acre on all
lands lying within the Catawba Indian boundary, to
be paid by each grantee or lessce of snid Indian
Jands, until otherwise directed by law; seventy-five
cents per head on all slaves; two dollars on each free
negro, mulatto or mestizo between the nges of fifteen
and fifty years, except such as shall be clearly prov-
ed to the satisfaction of the collector, to be incapa-
ble, from maims, or otherwise, of procuring a liveli-
hand ¢ twenty-five conts. ad ralorem, onevery hun-
dred dellars of the value of all lots, lands and build-
ings within any city, town, village orborough in this
Stute; sixty eents per Lundred doilars on faciorage,
employments, faeultier awd professions, including
