Dear Enquirer :—Since my last we
have seen the welf. On Wednesday
morning, the 1st instant, about ten o'
clock, heavy cannonading was heard in
the direction of Port Royal Ferry,
which was conjectured at once to pro-
ceed from Yankee gun-boats. Prepara-
tion was immediately commenced for a
move—knapsacks were packed, canteens

filled with water, haversacks with pro-|

visions, and cartridges distributed —
About half past eleven o’clock a courier
arrived with information that the enemy
had landedon the “main’ in large force.

Gen. Pemberton, who had just ar-
rived at our camp, immediately ordered
four companies to the support of Col.
Jones' Regiment, which was stationed
in the immediate vicinity of the ferry.
The companies designated for the ser-

vice, were the “Palmer Guards,” Capt. |
Mc€orkle ; the “Campbell Rifles,”|

Capt. Miller ; the “Lancaster Hornets,”

and the “Bonham Rifles,” from Pickens
District, under Lieut. Moody—the
whole, under command of Lieutenant
Colonel Barnes. The battalion was
formed in a few minutes and moved off’
at once for the scene of action. It
pushed forward vigorously, and reached
the vicinity of the ferry about half past
twoo'clock. The Yankees saluted our
arrival with 2 number of shells, which
fell uncomfortably close to us, without,
however, doing us any injury. We
were immediately ordered to the left of
the main road, near where Col. Jones’
Regiment had already taken position
in a pine thicket, about a mile from the
river, and in supporting distance of two
pieces of light Artillery. We had just
taken the position assigned us, when
bang! went oneof the field pieces, and
I heard the exclamation from some one
—4they are coming!” Our battalion
was immediately moved back a few hun-
dred yards to prevent the enemy from
flanking Col. Jones. We filed into an
open field and were deployed along a
fence situated between us and the enemy.
We could very soon see them advan-
cing, deployed as skirmishers, in the
direction of Col. Jones’ Regiment,
which give them a volley as soon as they
got in range, when they, (the Yankees)
retreated at a break-neck pace. yAn-
other body of skirmishers commenced
moving towards where our battalion
was posted. When they had approach-
ed within some two hundred and fifty
yards of our position, the order was
given to charge on them. Our boys
immediately jumped the fence, and the
Yankees turned about and scampered
offagain. At this, our men commenced
an irregular fire, which, however, owin\g‘

as far as we could see.

The fire was returned by a company
posted to our right ina skirt of woods,
by which one man in the “Lancaster
Hornets” was severely wounded, and
Sergeant David Jackson, of Captain
McCorkle’s Company, lost the crown
of his cap. Thisis all the damage we
sustained although the balls fell around
us as thick as hail.

At this juncture three members of
Capt. Miller's Company, who had been
detailed to watch the movements of the
enemy near the skirt of the woods men-
tioned above, returnedand reported the
enemy advancing in considerable force,
with a view, doubtless, to get on our
flank. § Capt. MecCorkle’s Company
was ordered to the brow of a hill near
by, when it advanced and took position
hehind a bank which had been thrown
up near some houses as an enclosure.—
The enemy could not be seen, owing to
a thicket of small pines behind which
they were passing, although the officers
could be heard giving commands. The
other companies were ordered to our
support, and deployed along the brow
of the hill. They had hardly got in
position when the- enemy appeared in
some force on ourright. Lieut. Camp-
bell's Company, which occupied the po-
sition nearest the enemy, opened fire,
when they made & precidit:
gain and took cover ne
lying in the river, only some few hun-
dred yards distant.

Col. Jones' Regiment by this time
had come to our assistance, and the
Yankee forces having taken shelter, the
gun-boats commenced shelling us at a
furious rate. Col. Jones, by seniority,
being in command, ordered the forces
to retire out of range of the shells.—
The retrogade movement was immedi-
ately commenced in good order, but the
column had proceeded but a short dis-
tance, until a large shell exploded inthe
midst of it, killing three instantly and
wounding six or seven others, some of
whom have since died. All who were
injured by this casualty belonged to
Col. Jones’ Regiment.

Private Vallandingham, of Lancas-
ter, belonging to our regiment was kil-
led by another shell. Several others
were wounded but not seriously. The
enemy continued the cannonade until
near dark, but without doing any fur-

to the great distance, done no dumage’\

enemy 15 variously estimated at from
two to four thousand. Your corres-
pondent saw but two regiments of in-
fantry.

On Thursday morning, in accordance
with orders, our forces moved back a-
bout a quarter of a mile from where we
had bivouaced the night previous, and
formed 2 line O?attle. About 10 o'-
clock, a. m., “The enemy commenced
shelling Col. Jones' deserted camp at
a furious rate, and continued the a-
musement for about two hours. In the
meantime, a picket arrived who repor-
ted that the enemry had landed a large
force at Combahee Ferry, above our po-
sition, and that they were making an
effort to get in our rear and cut off our
communications. This report caused
General Donelson, in order to check-
mate this movement, to fall back to
Gardner’s Corner. Line of battle was
again formed near the latter place,
scouts sent out and arrangements made
to give them a warm reception, should
they venture to come out. ~About four
o’clock, the scouts returned, having as-
certained that the statement of the pick-
et was false, and that the enemy had left
the neighborhood of Port Royal Ferry.
We were then ordered to this place,
which is within a mile and a half of our
old encampment at Pocotaligo, and
three and a halfmiles from the Savan-
nah Rail Road.

Captain McCorkle's and Capt. Mil-
ler’s Companies on yesterday, were
furnished with excellent improved Eng-
lish Rifles. Ilearn they are a part of
the cargo of the steamship Bermuda,
which run the efficient blockade at Sa-
vannah some time since,

boats. This was partially coofirmed by a
dispateh received in official quarters, statiog
that the ceewmy had landed near the ferry
aod driven iv our pickets, but that Gener-
als Pewberton and Donelson hud taken a
position to weet them, should they attempt

ther damage.

On leaving the field, we were joined
hy General Donelson with a portion of
his brigade (the 8th Tennessee Regi-
ment) who ussumed command of the
entive force and moved us about two
miles from the ferry, when he ordered
a bivonac for the night. The forees
under his command now numbered a-
hout fourteen hundred men, together
with four pieces of artillery.\ I would
just mention here, by the way, L‘lﬁg one
of the pieces formerly belonged fo the
famous Sherman battery, which was
captured at the battle of Munassas.

The toae of the British press seems to
indioate that the recognition of the pation-
ality of the Confederate States is at hand.
The firm and dignified course pursued thus
far, the victories which we have achieved,
and, last of all, the bumiliating back-down
of the Lincoln Goveroment in the Mason
and Slidell affair, all tend to this result.—
But the prime motive, sccording to the
London Times, which will actuate foreign
Governments in the recogoition of our
young Confederacy, is the confident and in-
dependent tone of President Davis’ last
message to Coogress. In that paper the
President says : «The Confederate States
ask no sid from foreign powers.” He tells
the world; in substance, that every South-
ern heart is a fortress, and every Southern
hand & weapon, to resist and drive back the
invaders and would be subjugatqrs of our
soil ; and his words are believed by the
world, backed, as tbey are, by the bistory
of the past year, with which as his subjeot
says the 7imes, a less accomplished writer
than President Davis wight certaioly be-
come eloquent.”

The Loodon Post, a (rovernment organ,
also ulludes, in its issue of December 7, to
President Duavis’ message in the highest
terms of praise, and says: #“With 8 view
of observing strict neutrality between the
contending States, we have carefully re-
