THE LICENSE LAW.

In another column, Major Enloe, the Auditorfor this county, gives notice that he is
now ready to receive the returns of persons
who are required to take out a license under
the law passed at the late session of the Legislature.It is important to the parties interestedthat the matter be attended to promptly,aa the time in which the requirements can

be complied with, without penalty, expires on

the last day of this month. The penalty for
failureto comply with the law is severe, being
twice the amount of the license and six

frmonths' imprisonment in the county jail.
For all practical purposes, the recent move-

ment on the part of certain persons in Charles-
ton to test the constitutionality of the law,
has resulted in failure to bring aboqt concert
of action for general relief. If the constitutionalityof the matter is tested at all, each
individual interested must do it for himself.
We learn from the Courier, that in a verbal
report to a meeting held in Charleston on

Monday of last week, Major Barker, a mem-,
ber of the committee which had been charged
with the matter at a previous meeting, stated
that "the committee had had a conference
with the Attorney-General, Mr. D. H. Chamberlain,in which that gentleman had expressedhis willinpness to make test cases of each
class of business included in the law, with as

little delay as possible; but that he could
not undertake to stay proceedings against all
of the cases of infringement against the law.
The committee had .also had an interview
with Mr. Seabrook, the Solicitor of the CriminalCourt, who refused to suspend the trial
of cases unless authorized by the AttorneyGeneral,or Judge of the Court. Judge Lee,
when approached by the committee with the

i request to authorize the Solicitor to withhold
I prosecution from the grand jury in all but the

ft test cases, had declined to do so, but had exI
pressed a willingness to leave the matter to
the discretion of the Solicitor. It was evi
dent to the committee that a very strong

B influence would be brought to bear upon all
the officials in advance. The magistrates and

| other inferior officers of the courts being interestedin the costs of every case, would, of
course, be interested in having as many cases
indicted as possible."

I AN ACT
^ To Regulate the Issuing of Cheeks to Lat>orers

upon Plantations, or i^iscwnero.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
House ofRepresentatives of the State of South
Carolina, now met and sittiug in General
Assembly, and by the authority of the same:

w That, unless otherwise provided by special
contract, it shall be, and it is hereby required
of all persons who employ laborers upon plantations,or elsewhere, by the day, week, month
or year, to pay such laborers or employees in
United States bank notes or fractional currency.

Sec. 2. That if any person or persons, after
the passage of this Act, shall offer to any laboreror employee, except as provided for in
the preceding section, as compensation for laboror services performed, checks or scrip of
any description in lieu of United States bank
notes or fractional currency, the said person
or persons so offending shall be liable to indictmentand punishment by a fine not exceedingone hundred dollars, and by imprisonmentnot exceeding twenty days, or both, accordingto the discretion of the court: Provided,That the word checks in this Act shall i

not be construed so as to prohibit the giving
ofchecks upon any of the authorised banks of,
deposit or issue in this State.

ANACT

To Amend an Act entitled "An Act to Secure !
Advances lor Agricultural Purposes."

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the State of South
Carolina, now met and sitting in General As- j
sembly, and by the authority ofthe same: That
an Act entitled "An Act to secure advances
for agricultural purposes," approved the twentiethday of September, A. D. 1866, be amen-1
ded by inserting, in the fourth line of the first
section, between the words "supplies" and
"to," the words "advances of medicines or

medical attendance by any physician."
Sec. 2. That all the provisions and remedies

in said Act, relating to persons who advance

supplies for agricultural purposes, shall apply
to persons advancing medicines or medical
attendance as a physician, and also to blacksmithswho claim liens for work performed on

plantation blacksmiths' tools; who pursue
their trade or calling not within the limits of
any incorporated city, town or village within
this State: Provided, that the fee for each
and every visit by a physician shall not exceedone dollar, and ten cents per mile, which
price shall embrace the prescription.
Approved March 12,1872.

AN ACT
For the Protection and Preservation ofuseful Animals.

Section 1". Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the State of South
Carolina, now met and sitting in General Assembly,and by the authority of the same:

That it shall not be lawful for any person in
this State to kill any deer, or worry thera with
dogs, or otherwise, with the intention of destroyingthera, between the 1st day ofJanuary
and the 1st day of September, in any year
hereafter.

Sec. 2. That any person violating the foregoingprovision of this Act, shall, upon convictionthereof, be fined not less than twenty
dollars, or be imprisoned not less than twenty
days, which fine, ifiraposed, shall be recoverablebefore any Court of competent jurisdiction; one-half thereof shall go to the informer,
and the other half thereof to the school fund
of the said county.

Sec. 3. That any person in whose possession
recently killed venison or fresh deer skins
shall be found, between the dates above mentioned,shall be liable to the same penalty as

those violating Section 2 of this Act.
Sec. 4. That it shall not be lawful for any

person, in this State, between the 15th day of
February and the 15th day of October, in any
year hereafter, to catch, kill, or injure, or to
pursue with such intent, or to sell or expose
for sale any wild turkey, partridge, dove, woodcock,snipe or pheasant; and any person found
guilty thereof shall be fined not less than ten
dollars, or be imprisoned not less than ten

days, which fine, if imposed, shall go one-half
thereof to the informer, and the othpr half
thereof to the school fund of the county where
the offense was committed.

Sec. 0. mac it snail not oe lawiui ior any

person in this State to wantonly shoot, or entrap,for the purpose of killing, or in any othermanner destroy any bird whose principal
food is insects, or take or destroy the eggs or

young ofany of the species or varieties of birds
that are protected by the provisions of this
Act, comprising all the species and varieties
of birds represented by the several families of
swallows, bats, whip-poor-wills, fly-catchers,
thrashers, warblers, finches, larks, orioles, nuthatchers,wood-peckers, humming-birds, mockingbirds, blue birds, red birds and robins,
and all other species and varieties of land
birds, whether great or spiall, ofevery description,regarded as harmless in their habits, and
whose flesh is unfit for food, including the
turkey-buzzard, but excluding the jackdaw,
the crow, the crow blackbird, the eagle, and
all hawks and owls, which prey upon other
birds; and any person violating the provisions
of this section shall, on conviction thereof, forfeitand pay a fine of ten dollars, or be imprisonednot less than ten days, which fine, if
imposed, shall go, one-half to the informer,
and the other half to the school fund of the
county in which the offense was committed:
Provided : That no person shall be prevented
from protecting any crop of fruit or grain on

his own lands from the depredation of any
birds herein intended to be protected.

Sec. 6. Whenever a person shall have made
or created an artificial pond on his own land,
and shall put therein any fish, or the eggs of
any fish or oyster, for the purpose of breeding
and cultivating fish or oysters, and shall give
notice thereof, by written or printed handbills,
put up in public places near said pond; and
any person who spall thereafter enter in or

about such pond for the purpose of hshing,
or shall catch, or take away any fish or oysterstherefrom, or shall be guilty of committingany trespass upon any artificial fishpond
by fishing in the same, or in any manner using
any means to destroy the fish or oysters raised
or collected in such pond, or by breaking the
dam or dams for the purpose of permitting the
fish or oysters to escape, or by poisoning the
same, or in any manner destroying or injuring
the same; and any such person or persons,
upon conviction, shall be deemed guilty of a

misdemeanor, and shall be subject to a fine of
not less than twenty dollars nor more than
one hundred dollars, or be imprisoned at the
discretion of the Court; which fine, if imposed,
3hall go, one half thereof to the informer, and
the other half thereof to the person or persons
whose property shall have been injured; Provided,That nothing in this section shall be
construed to a3 apply to ponds used as water
power for manufacturing purposes.

Sec. 7. That it shall not be lawful for any
person in this State, after the 1st day of April,
(1872,) to take any trout from the streams
thereof, by impregnating the waters with poisonousor deleterious substancees; and any
person violating this provision shall, upon
conviction thereof, be fined ten dollars for everysuch offense, or be imprisoned not less
than ten days, which fine, if imposed, shall
go, one-half to the informer, and the other
halfto the school fund of the county in which
such offense shall have been committed.

Sec. 8. This Act shall take effect from and
after its passage.
