— Nearly one hundred German residents of
Columbia, have recently become naturalized.
They are put down for Hampton and Reform.

— W. 8. Cannon has been appointed post-
_master at Spartanburg, in place of Javan
Bryant, resigned.

— The Republicans object to joint discus-
gions. They say that they have everything to
lose by them and nothing to gain.

— The Marion Star is informed that D. D.
McColl, Esq., solicitor of that circuit, has
gevered his connection with the Radical party.

— The yellow fever has made its appearance
in Charleston. There have been but few
deaths from the disease.

— Speeches are the order of the day at every
cross-road in Kershaw, and new clubs are
forming.

— The Tilden and Hendricks Colored Club
of Abbeville, now numbers one hundred and
eight men who reside in town, and thirty-three
who live in the country.

— Some negroes in-Marion county, who
whipped a colored Democrat at Mulling’ re-
cently, have been lodged for trial for riot, and
will get the full extent of the law.

— 1t is said that fully two-thirds of the first
open cotton in Marion county is still in the
field. This is caused by the cotton pickers
striking for fifty cents per hundred.

— The Presbyterian Theological Seminary,
in Columbia, began its nine months session in
Columbia last week, with & large number of
young men in attendance.

— A colored woman gave birth to five chil-
dren, near Mar’s Bluff, in Marion county, last
week ; three boys and two girls. The children
were weil formed, and were alive when born,
but died in a short while afterwards.

—J. P. M. Epping, of Beaufort, has pro-
nounced for Hampton. In theearly days of
reconstruction, Epping joined the Republican
party and was appointed United States Mar-
shal for South Carolina.

— Governor Chamberlain, “Honest” John
Patterson, James G. Thompson, late editor of
the Union-Herald, and Attorney-General
Stone, left Columbia on Wednesday night of
last week, for Washington, '

— At the next exhibition of the State Agri-
_oultural and Mechanical Society, which meets
in Columbia_in November, a silver medal
will be awarded to tho best drilled corps of
cadets from any military academy in South
Carolina or any adjoining State.

— District-Attorney Corbin passed through
Greenville the other day, and while there said
he was disgusted with the work of the Repub-
lican State Convention, and that there were
very few on the ticket, except Chamberlain,
that he would vote for.

— Several colored Democrats recently at-
tended a camp meeting at Dry Creek, in Lan-
caster county. They were set upon by the
faithful, especially the women, and ordered
to leave. The Democrats declined the invi-
tation, and proposed to fight it out there, and
the aggressors subsided. The number of col-
ored Democrats is increasing in Lancaster.

— The negro women of Newberry, on seeing
the immense procession of Democrats in that
town, said they would have to put on pants and
vote, or the jig would be up. A colored man
said, “Well, if de white folks don’t mean busi-
nessnow, den I dunno.” A good many others
are finding out that the white folks “mean
business.”

— Last week, before his departure for Wash-
ington, Governor Chamberlain appointed S.
J. Lee, colored, Solicitor of the second cir-
cuit, in place of P. L. Wiggin, resigned ; and
removed T. P. Slider, Trial Justice of New-
berry. Javant Bryant has been appointed
one of the commissioners of election for Spar-
tanburg, in place of S. T. Poinier, resigned.

— On Wednesday night of last week, a most
daring attempt at robbery and murder occur-
red at the residence of Thos. W. McKie, in
Aiken county, five miles from Hamburg.
Mr. McKieand his family had just risen from
supper when the dogs commenced barking
outside. Mr. McKie went out, when the dogs
were fired upon by parties in the garden.
Mr. McKie then returned to the house, pro-
cured his gun and went out in the yard. He
was fired upon and returned the fire. He
went back to the house to reload the gun, when
seven or eight negroes rushed into the yard
and commenced firing at the front door. Mr.
McKie carried his wife and child into the
woods and returned to the house to await the
result. The leader of the negroes procured a
small bench, placed it by the side of the house
and commenced knocking out the glass from
the bedroom window. Mr. McKie, who was
under the house, placed his gun close to the
negro’s breast and fired. The negro fell dead,
and his companions fled. Trial Justice Ar-
nim held an inquest next day, over the dead
negro, whose name was Nelson Hunter, and
the jury returned a verdict that he was killed
by Mr. McKie in defence of his own life and
the lives of his family. When the firing com-
menced, the negroes, employed by Mr. McKie
on his plantation, went to his assistance, and
were shot at by the robbers. Mr. McKie had
been to Augusta and sold thirteen bales- of
cotton, and it is supposed that the negroes at-
tacked the house to get the money.

RACE TROUBLES IN AIKEN.
During the past week, there has been con-
giderable excitement in Aiken and Barnwell

ber of whom banded together and resisted the |
efforts of a constable to serve a warrant and |

arrest one of their number charged with an |

the young men, and pointing their guns at
them, demanded their blood. Only by the
exertions of the negro captain, were the young
men saved. The captain said he would never
surrender the negro charged with assaulting
Mis. Harley, unless he was permitted to ac-
company him to Aiken.

In the meantime, the posse came up and the
constable demanded an interview with the caj
tain, The latter agreed, if the posse would
notcome up. The constable ordered the posse
to fall back, which they did. The negroes
seeing this, thought they were retreating, ad-
vanced within fifty yards and fired a volley
into their ranks, inflicting no damage ; but the
men were in & deep ditch, and recognizing
their position, retreated to the open ground.

The negroes were coming on rapidly when
the whites fired on them, wounding three
slightly. The negroes ran into the swamp.
A messenger was sent for the negro magis-
trate, and, upon his arrival, he advised the
men tn send four of their number to the ne-
groes to demand the accused. This was done,
but the negroes denied his presence among
them, and agreed to disperse if the whites
would, and said they would give up the ac-
cused if he came to them. This was accepted
by the constable, and the whites began to dis-
perse; but, fearing that the negroes would
act treacherously, they sent back two unarmed
men to ascertain if they were keeping their
agreement. These men returned in an hour
and reported that they were surrounded by
negroes and were compelled to plead for their
lives. Reinforcements were then sent for.

On Monday morning, the 18th instant, the
negroes removed the bolts from the rails over
a small stream on the Port Royal Railroad,
near Jackson Station, and threw a freight
train from the track. The locomotive and
seven cars were thrown into the ditch. The
negroes afterwards fired into the wrecked
train. Capt. Fleming, superintendent of the
Port Royal Railroad, telegraphed to Gover-
nor Chamberlain, requesting him to order
Lieut. Barnhardt, commanding the United
States forces at Hamburg, to proceed to the
scene of the wreck to protect the laborers
while repairing the track. Chamberlain tele-
graphed the lieutenant to go; but the latter,
considering that Chamberlain had no authori-
ty in the premises, telegraphed Gen. Ruger
for instructions.

Later in the day, two companies of Federal
soldiers, stationed at Aiken, received orders
to grooeed at once to the scene of the troubles,
and at 10 o’clock in the evening they took uE
their line of march for Rouse’s Bridge, whic
is about fifteen miles from the town of Aiken.
During the day no regular fight took place,
but a white man named John Williams, was
ambushed near Rouse’s Bridge and killed.
He was fired upon and wounded and then
beaten to death with cluba.

On Tuesday, several rifle clubs from Edge-
field county passed through Augusta, and rode
down Broad street towards Sand Bar Ferry,
which they intended to cross on their way to
Rouses’s Bridge. In the afternoon of the
same day, the rifle clubs from Edgefield pass-
ed through Augusta on their way home.
They reported that the two companies of
Federal troops from Aiken, reached Rouse’s
Bridge early in the morning. The officer in
command had a eonference with Col. A. P.
Butler, and promised that if the whites would
disperse and go home, he would disarm the
negroes and assist the civil authorities in ar-
resting those charged with crime, including
Frederick Fort, the negro implicated in the
assault on Mrs. Harley. With this under-
standing the clubsleft the scene of the trouble
and went home.

When the Federal troops arrived at Rouse’s
Bridge, the whites had the negroes, about
three hundred in number, surrounded, and
would undoubtedly have captured the entire
party. As they only desired to see the law
enforced, however, they quietly retired from
the field and left the blacks in control of the
United States soldiers. It is said that six ne-
groes were killed during the trouble, and that
others were shot in the several skirmishes.
Simon Coker, &n” ex-member of the Legisla-
ture, who was foremost in inciting the negroes
to deeds of violence and bloodshed, was killed
at Ellenton on Tuesday morning. On his
person were found & number of orders written
by himself, directed to negro captains, in-
structing them to be certain to "kill the en-
gineers on the Port Royal Railroad trains.
There was also found in one of his pockets a
letter to Governor Chamberlain, in which he
said, “I have been a friend to you, and now
you must stand by me.”

It is not known with certainty how many
persons were killed during the disturbances.
A dispatch to Governor Chamberlain, from
the Sheriff of Aiken county, says that three
negroes and three whites were killed and six
negroes wounded. The indications are, how-
ever, that the number killed and wounded is
greater than reported by the Sheriff.

The Federal soldiers sent from Aiken have
returned to that place, and at last accounts
quiet prevailed.

on Mrs. Alonzo Harley. Mr, Harley was at |
the time in the field at work, and no one was |
in the house but a son of Mr. Harley, a youth |
and an infant two or three |
weeks old. The negroes knocked Mrs. Har- |
ley down two or three times, intending to rob |
the house. The son did all he could to pre- |
vent the negroes from killing his mother, and |
when they turned to chastise him, the mother |
reached up and took down a double-barrel
gun. The negroes, thinking it loaded, fled. |

The neighborhood was alarmed and &
crowd gathered and went in search of the fu- |
gitives. They succeeded in finding one of the
negroes, who was identified by & son of Mr. |
Harley. Harley struck the negro with his
fist, and when the negro ran, he was fired up- |
on and seriously wounded. He was recap- |
tured and taken to the house of Mr. Harley,
and identified by Mrs. Harley. He was then |
taken off from the house, and confessed the |
crime and gave the name of the man who
was with him, The wounded negro died last
Saturday. |

It was decided to arrest the accomplice,
and & warrant was issued by a negro magis-
trate and placed in the hands of a constable, |

who summoned a posse of white men to assist g
| him in making the arrest.

When the posse
assembled, it was ascertained that a bogy of
negroes, numbering about one hundred and
fifty, had assembled upder arms about seven
miles below, and had sent word that they |
would not surrender the accused. Two white
men were thereupon sent forward to prevail
on the negroes to disband, and allow the con- |
stable to make the arrest. When these two |
reached the spot, they found thirteen negroes |
guarding a log hut. They informed the ne-|
groes of their errand, when the latter, togeth- |
er with others in the vieinity, sel up a yell,
in Jess than a minute the negroes surrounded |

appeared as a delegate from his Church. The
hour of two o'clock on Friday, was set apart
to hear Rev. Douglass, The hour having ar-
rived, Rev. Doug[m was formally presented
to the Synod, and delivered an address full of
tender sentiments and brotherly love. His
address was responded to by the Moderator,
in a spirit entirely in harmony with the ad-
dress.

BARBECUE AT PRIDE’S OLD MILL.

On Saturday last, the Democratic Club of
Pride's Old Mill precinct gave a barbecue, to
which & number of speakers and the public
generally were invited. The number present
was variously estimated at from four hun-
dred to four hundred and fifty persons, of
whom not less than one hundred were colored
voters, who, on this occasion, exercised suffi-
cient independence, atleast, to go and hear the
political issues of the day discussed by those
opposing the party with which the colored
people have almost unanimously voted ever
since their enfranchisement, Several Demo-
cratic Clubs of that section of the county
were represented at the meeting; and in the
various processions, as they rode upon the
grounds, could be seen & number of colored
members waving Hampton Banners, and ap-
pearing to be equally imbued with the spirit
of Reform as the white voters. There were
also in attendance a number, of persons from
Chester county. ! '

Mr. J. T. Backstrom, President of the
Pride’s Old Mill Democratic Club, was unan-
imously selected as Chairman of the meeting,
and at 11 o’clock he called the crowd to as-
gemble in front of the speakers’ stand, when
he explained the object of the meeting.

Col. R. M. Simms, the nominee of the Dem-
ocratic party for Secretary of Btate, then
made a few introductory remarks, in which
he said, though it was a Democratic meeting,

yet that fact should not be & bar to free and | &

fair discussion, and that if there were any
Republicans present who might wish to be
heard, the opportunity was presented, and
they were respectfully invited to a seat on the
stand. No one responded to this invitation,
and the speaking was begun by the introduc-
tion of
MAJ., JULIUS MILLS,

of Chester county, who reviewed the present
condition of the. country, from which he drew
the conclusion that the rule of the Republi-
can party in this State has been a failure, in
that the executive department has not afford-
ed necessary relief to a tax-ridden and over-
burdened people; the judiciary department
has failed to administer the laws with impar-
tiality and justice ; and the educational de-
partment has failed to conduct the public free
schools as provided by the constitution, not-
withstanding taxes have been assessed an
collected for that purpose. He then invited
contradiction of these assertions, and asked,
where is the justification of the party which
has shown its incompetency and inability to
discharge its high trust and solemn obligation
to the people, and failed to bring about the
prosperity which it has so often promised ?
To-day, he said, we are on the brink of civil
war, (alluding to the recent riots in Aiken
county,) and those whose duty it is to govern
the State are absent from their posts of duty.
He next called the attention of his colored
hearers to the old délusive promise of “forty
acres and a mule,” with which they have so
often been deceived by Republican leaders
heretofore, exposing, in the same connection,
the land swindle by which the State was rob-
bed, and a number of colored people imposed
upon by the purchase of poor land at a price
exceeding its true value. He spoke of the
bad management of the public schools in his
own county, and characterized the education-
al system asa humbug and an absurd failure.
He next spoke of the platform of the Demo-
cratic party, which, he said, was one of honesty
and integrity, under which & Democratic ad-
ministration would know no distinction be-
tween blacks and whites, He asked the col-
ored voters to come to the aid of the Demo-
cratic party, as the Democrats had, on former
occasions, supported nominees of the Repub-
lican party. He assured his colored hearers
that those of them who would exercise the in-
dependence to vote the ticket of their choice,
should beprotected by the laws, and said that
the colored people are earnestly invited to at-
tend Democratic meetings and become en-
lightened on the political questions before the
people.

The enormous
legislative expenses of the State government
were next discussed at length, in which the
speaker showed that these heavy expenses
come at last from the pockets of the lalggring
classes. He reminded his colored hearers
that the white people liave offered cencilia-
tion "by supporting Republican candidates,
and these efforts having failed to produce the
desired results, it is now but fair and just that
Republicans should support the Demoorats
and give that a party a trial. Let us come
together, and by uniting upon a sound, con-
gervative platform, South Carolina can be
groaperity. The inter-
ests of both races ave identical, and it is folly
to suppose that a Democratic Legislature
would enact laws that would be oppressive to
any of our people. He then alluded to the
York county Democratic ticket, and said the
names of the men composing it, and their
property interest in the country, afford am-
ple security that the rights of all will be pro-
tected. He said it is not to the interest of
these men to have bad legislation, and in sup-
Eorting them, it is not a question of politics,
ut one of bread and meat, involving the
prosperity of all our people. He said the
ticket would prevail, but it would not be car-
ried by violence or fraud. He asked, what
has the colored man been benefitted by the
Republican party? and expressed the belief
that, under Democratic rule, ourtaxes in York
county would be reduced from nineteen mills,
to five, six or seven.
W. B. WILSON, JUN,, ESQ.,
of Rock Hill, was next introduced. He
spoke of the bad government which has af-
flicted the people of this State for the last
eight years, and of previous efforts of the
people to secure a better government. These
efforts had been made by the Democrats uni-
ting with the better element of the Republi-
can party ; but having failed, the Democrats
had entered the contest with the determina-
tion to win, not a8 & party victory, but a vic-
tory in favor of reform without distinction of
party. He spoke of the Democratic plat-
form, which accepts in good faith all the
amendments to the Constitution of the United
States, securing the colored people in their
rights, and assured his hearers that it is no
part of the purpose of the Democratic party
to interfere with any rights of the colored
I)ea le secured to them under the laws of the
and, The Democratic platform, he argued,
removes all past differences between the two

‘races. The policy of Republican leaders is

to keep up a spirit of enmity between: the
two races, while it is to the interest of the
Democratic party that both races should be
friends. Thesecond plank of the Democrat-
ic platform demands reform. Surely, said
the speaker, the most barefaced republican
leader cannot deny the corruption of the Re-
publican party—a party in this State whose
very name is a synonym of corruption wher-
ever the English language is spoken. He
next adverted to the State Republican ticket,
exposing, in their true characters, the names
composing it, and denied that the party is a
party of equal rights, as they claim to be,
when, of t%a 97,000 Republican voters in the
State, not more than 500 are carpet-baggers,
who have gobbled up nearly all the offices on
the State ticket, only two on the ticket hav-
ing been citizens of this State previous to
1865. He then contrasted the burdensome
taxation, heaped upon our people by Repub-
lican rule, with what it was when the State
was governed by our own people, whose inter-
est gamanded wise, economical and honest
government. Then, the tax of York county
was about $15,000; now, under Republican
rule, it is anoually $90,000, which bears upon
the poor, laboring man with equal severity as
upon the property-owner. The result of this
enormous tax, notwithstanding the good ad-
vantages possessed by the laborer, in the way
of soil and climate, is that he is in no better
condition than he was eight years ago. He
then advocated the claims of the State Dem-
ocratic ticket, and to illustrate the confidence
bestowed upon Wade Hampton by his former
slaves, and other colored men who know him,
he read the following letter, written a few
days ago by Rev. Francis Davie, of Rock
Hill, a former slave of Gen. Hampton:

Mars Wade :—Seeing that you are nominated
for Governor by the white people, and hearing
that you have promised the black man all the
rights he now has, and knowing you were always

DISCUSSION NEAR BLAIRSVILLE.

A meeting of the Republican party having %"

been called at Wilson's chapel, near Blairs-
ville, in this county, on Tuesday last, 8 num-
ber of Democrats attended, with the view of
asking for a joint discussion of the issues now
before the people. A number of Democrats
went from Yorkville, among them Maj. Hart,
T.J. Bell and L D. Witherspoon, Esqs. Ar-
riving on the ground at half past 10 o’clock,
a considerable number of -persons were found
already assembled, and an hour later the
crowd was augmented to about four hundred,
the races being about equally divided, delega-
tions from two or three Democratic Clube be-
ing present, bearing Tilden and Hampton
banners. Major Hart, as chairman of the
Democratic Executive Committee of York
county, appointed & committee of three, with
J. C. Chambers as chairman, to wait upon J.
Hannibal White, Republican chairman, and
ask for a joint discussion.

A lengthy parley ensued, during which the
pipe of peace was evidently smoked around
by all parties to the conference, and in about
half an hour the Chairmen of the Committee
reported that a cartel had been duly agreed
upon by both parties, which was to the effect
that all flags or banners on the ground, ex-
ceptingthe United States flag, must be furled
and laid away from public view ; that the ut-
most decorum must Ee observed by both par-
ties, none of the speakers on either side to be
treated with contumely ; that exceptivg Hon.
A. S. Wallace, each party should be repre-
sented by three speakers, each limited to half
an hour, and that Mr. Wallace should have
the closing speech. These preliminaries bav-
ing been arranged, J. Hannibal White called
the meeting to order, and Rev. C. A. King of-
fered a prayer, at the close of which, J. Han-
nibal White announced that the meeting had
not been called by him as County Chairman ;
but since the appointment had been made, the
meeting had been entrusted to him, snd a
joint discussion having beep asked, it was
agreed upon, and he then stated the conditinbs
in the manner above recited. He then intro-

Republican candidate for County Commirsion-
er. He spoke somewhat in the same strain
of the remarks he made at Hickory Grove
several days ago, admitting that ?ﬁm are

ing enjoyed the rights of citizens for ten years,
he thought they ought to be sufficiently intel-
ligent to make up their minds and decide for
themselves how to vote. At the close of his

was introduced. He was proud that the white
man and the colored man bad thus come to-
gether. He said he owed the colored people
a debt of gratitude which he would repay,
and he then paid a generous' tribute to their
conduct during the war when the whites were
away from their homes, and assured all within
his hearing that he entertained only the kind-
est feelings for the colored people, and on
asking them to hear his remarks appealed to
their reason. - He argued that the white man
is not the enemy of the black man, and while
urging the necessity for two political parties,
he illustrated to his hearers that it would
better for the country if the parties included
men of both colors, instead of each party
being almost exclusively of one color, as at
present organized. He next spoke of the
Black Code, which seems to be a terror, even
at this late day, to thecolored msn. He had
not & word to say in justification of that code
of laws, the framing of which was doneat s
time when difficulties embarrassed both races.
He said the Black Code was an error. At
the time of its enactment, it was, under the
peculiar circumstances of the situation,
thought to be for the best, but it had proved
to be for the worst. He next explained to
his colored hearers their rights as citizens, the

d | utter impossibility, even if there was & desire

for such enactment, to deprive them of their
freedom, their-rights to sit as jurors, or their
right to vote.. He then spoke of the corrup-
tion of ‘the Republican leaders; and high tax-
ation, which is one of the, results of corrupt
legislation and a dishonest administration of
the government. He eaid the Democratic
arty propose to adhere to the constitution as
it now stands, and said it is the policy of the
party, if elevated to power, to abolish unne-
cessary offices, reduce salaries, and thus light-
en the expenses of the State government.
It being arranged that

from the general Government. He said-if
the Democratic y obtain' & majority in
both Houses of Congress, -they will declare
the amendments to the Constitution and the
reconstruction acts null and void, and assert-
ed that the rights of the colored people lie
within the paﬁa of the Republican party. He
did not proposs to go- anterior to the war for
uestions to discuss, but he believed if the
%emcratic majority obtain control and are
let alone in doing what they propose, a bloody
war will be the result. - He did not regard his
competitor, Mr, Witherspoon, as_a. bitter
Democrat, but if elected by that party, hebe-
comes the servant of the party and must do
ita bidding. [Mr. Witherspoon, interrupting,
denied that he belonged to any man,and said
that in his line of conduct, his own conscience
would dictate the course for him to pursue.]
The speaker resuming, said if the Conatitu-
tional amendments are ignored by Congress,
the colored people will not be allowed to
vote and the doctrine of State-rights will pre-
vail, when the decision of the United ‘States
Supreme ' Court in the famous Dred. Scott
case, will be pronounced in full force, which
decision, be said, means that a black man has
no rights thit a white man is bound to res-
pect. He then, for the enlightenment of his
hearers, gave a history of the Dred Scott case.
He next spoke of the legislation of the white
people just after the war, which he character-
ized as onerous to the colored race, and said
the Democrats cannot prove, by a single recard,
that they have ever legislated in favor of the
colored people. In regard to taxation, he
took the ground that- there being few other
subjects of taxation in the State, the revenues
must necessarily come from the landed inter-
est, and that, comparatively,: taxea are.po.
higher now than before the war. Closing, he.
said the mission of the Republican -party is
not Iat ended, and urged Republicans to
stand true to the party.
