The negro, Brown,
was attacked with hydrophobia, but did
not die. Periodically, at the same time

- every year since, he has a return of the
disease. He is now suffering the most excruciatingtorments of a well developed
case of hydrophobia.
. Iowa has passed a stringent tramp law.
It declares that any male person 16 years
of age or over, who is physically able to
work, who is wandering about begging or

idle, and who cannot show reasonable effortstn sennra omnlnvment. shall be
deemed a tramp, sent to jail and put at
hard work. While in jail he shall not be
allowed tobacco, liquors, sporting or illustratednewspapers, cards or any other
means of amusement. Tramps will give
Iowa a wide berth.
. The sensation of the hour in Georgia is
ex-Senator Norwood's letter to Governor
Gordon, written last Friday, and the outcomeof the senatorial race in that State.
Gordon is an anti-sub-tnasury candidate
for the United States senate, and he thinks
Norwood is also inclined to be an Alliance
candidate for the same honors. His recent
allusions in public speeches to Norwood
have evoked the letter, which is scathing
in style and shows up the weak points of
Gordon with remarkable accuracy.

. A Montgomery, Alabama, dispatch of
Thursday says: Alliance leaders in the
city, headed by Rev. S. U. Adams, presidentof the State Alliance, are discussing
the question of holding a convention of
Alliancemen here at an early day, composedof delegates from each of the SouthernStates, in regard to the offer of foreign
capitalists of thirty-two dollars per bale on
2,000,000 or more bales of cotton. Referringeditorially to this scheme, The MemphisAppeal says: "The arrangement with
a syndicate of European capitalists to advance$32 a bale on 2,000,000 bales of cotton,at 4 per cent, yearly interest, is better
than any sub-treasury bill. It accomplishesthe end sought without running
aground one of the most sacred principles
of Republican government."
. Griffin, Ga., was the scene of a bloody
tragedy Wednesday night. James Moore,
aged 18 years, killed his father, Handy
Moore. He split his father's head entirely
in two with an axe. It was in defense of
his mother. There has been trouble in the
Moore family for some time. Moore was
of a quarrelsome disposition, and his
wife claims the lives of all the members
of the household have been in danger for
a long time. At the dinner table there
was a row, which started over the qualityof some of the eatables, and Moore sur-

lily declared that some one would die in
that house that night, and late at night he
started, knife in hand, after his wife, and
then it was that he met his death, his son
killing him as above stated.
. A. A. Dancle, a seventeen year old
white boy, met with a horrible death last
Sunday morning at Berzelia, a flag station
on the Georgia railroad, twenty-one miles
above Augusta, in the presence of his father.He was a section hand on the road,
statiomed at Carrs, on the Macon branch.
His home was at Berzelia and his parents
lived there. He came down on the night
express on Saturday night to spend Sundaywith his father, who was at the depot
awaiting his son. The train passed Berzeliaat 5.42 Sunday morning, and Danclesaw his father in the buggy, and as the
train did not stop at the station, he jumped
off while it was moving at full speed.
The unfortunate young fellow struck his
head on the sharp edge of a cross-tie on the
side track and broke his neck. The aged
father was the first to reach his son's lifeleesform. It was a sad shock to the father,who had left home on a pleasant missionto welcome his boy's return. Danclebad a railroad pass, but he had not presented,or told theconductor to puthim off
at Berzelia, and trains only stop there
when flagged down. The supposition is
that he held the pass so that he could pay
another visit home soon again.
. Great consternation and much surprise
was created throughout the British Isles
last week by the arrest of John Dillon,
Wm. O'Brien and other prominent Irish
leaders, on charges of conspiracy and incitingtenants not to pay their rents. In
Dublin the police are keeping strict
watch of the headquarters of the Land
League. Persons entering or leaving are
subjected to close scrutiny. A dispatch
from Tipperary reports that the organizers

THE TARE ON COTTON.
The last legislature passed an act amendingsection 1195 of the General Statutes relatingto tare on bales of cotton, the

amended act to take effect from and after
the 1st of September, 1890. Commenting
upon the act as amended, The Pickens
Sentinel says: ,

"It does not go to the bottom of the subject.It cannot accomplish anything that
will be of benefit to the seller. The act
may as well have said 'six' or 'thirtytwo'pounds as to have said 'sixteen' and
'twenty-four.' The big thing called commerceis a law unto itself. The law can-
not make contracts for people. It had just
as well have said the buyer should pay
for weighing and picking. This matter
will have to be agreed upon between the
producers and buyers of cotton."
The following is the section as amended:
Section 1195. The custom of making a

deduction from the actual weight of unmanufacturedcotton as an allowance for
breakage or draft thereon is abolished ;
and all contracts made in relation to such
cotton shall be deemed and taken as referringto the true and actual weight thereofwithout deduction ; and no tare shall be
deducted from the weight of such bales of
cotton except the actual weight of the
bagging and ties used in baling said cot-
ton, and whenever it shall be agreed betweenthe buyer and seller to deduct tare
on cotton bales, it shall be as follows: For
bales of cotton covered with seven yards
of standard cotton bagging and six iron
ties,the actual tare shall be, and is hereby,
fixed at sixteen pounds; and for bales of
cotton covered with seven yards of stand-
ard jute bagging and six iron ties, the j
actual tare shall be, and is hereby, fixed at
twenty-four pounds; and when buyer and
seller agree to sell at net weight, and when
bales of cotton are covered with seven
yards of standard cotton bagging and six
iron ties, the actual tare shall be, and is
hereby, fixed at sixteen pounds; and when
bales of cotton are covered with seven
yards of standard jute bagging and six
iron ties, the actual tare shall be, and is
hereby, fixed at twenty-four pounds.
A Colored Man for White Supremacy..Inthe Mississippi State convention,

Delegate Montgomery, who was formerly
a slave of Jefferson Davis, spoke on the
question of suffrage, and proved himself
by far the ablest man of his race who has
achieved prominence in that State for
years, being easily the equal of John R.
Lynch and B. K. Bruce, lie said in part:
"Before the trust of becoming a memberof this honorable body was conferred

upon me by my constituents, I fully
stated to them my earnest conviction that
the work of this convention, in order to
be successful,must restrict the franchise by
prescribing such qualifications for voters
as would reduce the negro vote considerblybelow the white vote of the State. I
entertained the same opinion then that I
hold now, that the Federal congress will
interpose no objections, provided such restrictionsare honestly imposed for the
purpose of bringing about a fair solution of
the great problems now confronting the
people of the State."
The speaker went on to say how much

of the wealth and civilization of the
South was due to the labor of the colored
man. He referred to the loyalty of the
colored race to the Southern people
throughout the war, and concluded that
branch of his subject by saying:
"It is but justice to ray race that I should

recall these affecting memories upon this
floor to-day. My mission here is to bridge
a chasm that has been widening for a

generation, to divert a maelstrom that
threatens destruction to you aud yours,
while it promises no enduring prosperity
to me and mine."

THE REPUBLICAN STATE CONVENTION.
The Republican State convention was

called to meet in the hall of the house of
representatives at Columbia at noon on

Wednesday last; but owing to a wrangle
in the Executive committee over the preparationof the temporary roll, the conventiondid not assemble for the transaction of
business until 9.45 p. m. At that hour E.
M. Brayton, as chairman of the State Executivecommittee, rapped the convention
to order, and the fun began immediately,
as the first test of strength of the respectivefactions lay in the contest for temporarypresident of the convention. For this
position it was understood beforehand
that the Miller faction would press ex-CongressmanSmalls, whilst Brayton should
be the candidate of the Brayton men.

Secretary Barre read the call for the convention,which was composed of 125 delegates,and Brayton announced the conventionready for business, and ordered the
call of the temporary roll to be proceeded
with.
Delegates from all the counties answered

to their names. When Union county was

reached, "Wade Hampton" was called and
a delegate bearing that illustrious name
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Hampton being a delegate to a Republican
convention raised a general laugh. Mr.
Hampton's name did not, however, remainlong on the roll-and a substitute was

put in.
The delegates from York county were

J. M. Clinton, J. B. Smith, T. S. Simpson
and G. A. Watts.
Considerable time was occupied in makingnominations for temporary chairman,

the convention being composed of Braytonand Anti-Brayton factions. After
much discussion and calls to points of order,Robert Smalls and E. M. Brayton
were placed in nomination, and the vote
resulted in the election ofSmalls by a majorityof twenty-three.
The next business in order was the appointmentof a committee on credentials,

and a long and angry discussion ensued
on the question of appointing a committeeof nine.two for the State at large
and one from each congressional district.orone from each county. It was
1.30 Thursday morning before the question
was decided in favor of the committee of
nine, which was another defeat for Brayton,and after the committee was appointedthe convention adjourned uutil 9
o'clock.

J. B. Smith, of York, was appointed as
the memberofthe committee for the Fifth
Congressional district.
The convention was rapped to order at

10 o'clock, Thursday, but it was after 11

tions were apparently settled, and E. H.
Deas, of Darlington, moved the appointmentof a committee on platform and resolutions,the committee to have leave to
sit at any time during the session.

cursing out the Millerites and declaring
with vigorous oaths that Tom Miller never

district, and that they would support Elliottto a man if Miller stood in the way.
In the midst of the hubbub and confusion,Deas nominated George VV. Murray

for permanent president, and Campbell
nominated Robt. Smalls. Saxon seconded
the nomination of Smalls ; Miller secondedthe nomination of Murray. Smalls declinedand Murray was elected.
Miller and Saxon were appointed to

conduct Murray to the chair.
Murray thanked the convention for the

honor which had been conferred upon hitn
unsought and unasked for.

We hold that liberal education is imperatively necessaryand essentially important to good citizenship and

most materially affects the government under which

aid from the general government, surrounded by necessarysafeguards for the fair and equitable disbursement of
whatever sum may be appropriated; that the advanta -tea
now offered by the State is totully inadequate and deficient,the school term being entirely too short in durationto insure beneficial results, and the teachers in
many instances being incompetent makeshifts, unworthvto be entrusted with tiie duties and responsi-
bilitics of so sacred and important a culling; that we
enter our solemn protest against the public schools
lieing used for the futhernuee of iKilitical ends, and demandthat they be freed from such influences and be
licld open to honorable and fair competition, without
regard to party principles or race prejudices; that
the people should have the indisputable right of makinga selection and choice of the educators of their own
children, bearing as they do a projtortion of the taxes
and the responsibilities of citizenship.
We do heartily endorse the administration of PresidentHarrison and feel confident that his positive utteranceand firm advocacy of the fullest protection to every

American citizen in the free and untrammeled exercises
of his civil und political rights will be sternly maintained
and defended; that his sympathy with all measures lookingto the material interests of the masses meets with
our full approliatiou und nflbrds entire satisfaction.
That we endorse the financial policy of the administrationas wise, economical, safe, nnd must inspire the confidenceof capital and labor nlike, and insure encouraginggrowth and prosjierity throughout the vast domain
of this country.

The prospect
ora full crop has been greatly damaged
ind the staple ii of inferior quality caused
py the continued rains. Cotton is now

ppening rapidly and picking is progressngsatisfactorily in almost all sections of
he State.
The bulletin of the agricultural departmentat Washington, issued last Saturday,

lays:
The daily average temperature for the

veek ending September 19 has been above
in average in the districts on the Atlantic
ind Gulf coast. This excess of temperaurehas been from 2° to 6° in New Engand,and from 2° to 3° in the Middle South
Atlantic aud Gulf States.
In the Lake region and central valleys

he daily average temperature has been
rora 2° to 4° below normal except in Illitois,where it has been 6°. In extreme
Northern Minnesota the deficiency has
anged from 5° to 10°.
Rainfall for the week has been in excess

n the district on the Atlantic coast and in
bwa, Missouri, Arkansas and eastern Kaoas.There has been a deficiency in all
>ther districts.
On the New England and Middle Atanticcoast the rainfall has been from two

o three inches. In the Lake region there
ias been irom one-naii to tnree quarters
>fan inch of rainfall. In the South AtlanicStates and Florida it has been from one
ind a half to two inches. It has been
;enerally less than one-half of an inch in
he east Gulf Sates.
There has been no rain on the Pacific

oast and only light showers in the counryfrom the Daaotas southward to northirnTexas. Harvesting has been competedin Dakota, but has been delayed in
Minnesota by excessive rains. *

Killing frosts have occurred in Nebras:aand Iowa with slight damage to late
orn. Corn is considered safe in Indiana
,nd Illinois, where wheat seeding and
orn cutting are progressing. Temperaureand sunshine have been below the
tverage in Kansas and Missouri, and warm
veather is needed for corn in the latter
5tate.
Cotton is opening and picking has been

etarded by rain in Arkansas and Texas,
md picking is progressing in Louisiana,
vhere rice is being harvested. Cane is
lourishing and a few cases of grinding are
epqrted. Conditions have not been favor,blefor cotton in Mississippi, where the
>utlook is no better than at last report.
In Alabama the weather has generally

ieen favorable for gathering crops. In
/irginia corn and tobacco are reported as
;ood in both quantity and quality. In the
'arolinas cotton has been injured by rain,
he bolls rotting and sprouting. In North
Carolina tobacco is nearly housed.
