— A bill has been prepared by a New York
lawyer and will bé submitted to the legisla-
ture of that State, with the object of securing
some sort of punishment for murderers who
escape conviction on a sham plea of insanity.
The law as it now stands requires a jury to
state definitely that the accused is acquitted
on the ground of insanity, when such is the

‘fact, and whether or not they ‘‘deem his dis-
charge dangerous to the public peace and
safety.” Ifit is dangerous, the court must
order the accused “committed to the State
lunatic asylum until he becomes sane.” The
new bill proposes that the jury state, as now,
that the acquittal is because of insanity, and
thereupon the court shall send the accused
to the lunatic asylum for a period of not
less than twenty years. Here the alleged
lunatic must stay for the period of his sen-
tence, sane or insane, unless the govermor
interferes and releases him. Before discharg-
ing such a prisoner, the district attorney, in
the county where the defendant was tried,
must have twenty days’ notice of the in-
tended release.

— The “triple oak” on Duel Island, in the
Savannah river, was struck by lightning re-
cently and shatteted. The tree had a histo-
ry. At the time of the May freshet in 1840
five men were farming on thisisland. When
the rain began they had no idea of danger
and made no effort toleave the island. Ina
ghort time the water had risen to such
height that they could not escape. They
found a tree with three trunks united at the
bottom and forking a few feet above the

und, and made & platform with boards,
upon which they remained for five days and
nights before they wererescued. It was un-
der this tree that Benjamin F. Perry and
Bynum fought a duel, in the days of nullifi-
cation in 1832. Bynum was a fiery nullifier.
He insulted Perry and a challenge followed.
At the day appointed they met on the island,
each with his pistol and coffin. Bynum was
an expert shot, and they fought at ten paces.
At the word, Perry fired first. Bynum then
fired, and the ball from his pistol tore a hole
through Perry’s coat, exposing the red lin-
ing. Col. Huger, who was near Bynum, ex-
claimed, “He's got it,”” and Bynum replied,
“I have, too.” Perry’s coat was very loose,
and the bullet grazed the skin, leaving a
blue streak across his body. Bynum was
struck in the thigh, cutting the main artery,
and he bled to death.

— On the first of February, 1891, the bill for
the relief of the widows of Confederate vet-
erans becomes effective in Georgia. This bill
was passed by the last legislature in pursu-
ance of an amendment to the State constitu-
tion which was ratified by a popular vote of
the people last October. The provisions of
the bill are, in brief, that each and every sol-
dier who served in the Confederate army dur-
ing the late war, and every woman who be-
came the wife of a soldier, either before or
during the war, shall be allowed a yearly
pension of $100 from the State. The law

does not apply to widows of veterans who
married after the close of the war. There was
an attempt made to amend the bill by pro-

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THE FORCE BILL. "

The Lodge election bill will probably not
pass the United States senate. It was laid
aside again on last Monday, in order to take
up the consideration of the apportionment
bill, and it is pretty generally believed that
the ulimate defeat of the obnoxious measure
is assured.

Many of the Republican senators who
were at first warm supporters of the bill,
have changed their views, and some have
made speeches against it. Among these are
Senators Stewart and Jones, of Nevada;
Walcott and Teller, of Colorado ; Stanford,
of Illinois ; Ingalls, of Kansas; and Wash-
burn, of Minnesota. A half dozen others
are known to be opposed to the bill.. These
are Plumb, of Kansas; Farwell, of Illinois;
Mitchell, of Oregon ; Cameron and Quay, of
Pennsylvania; and Braddock, of Ngbraska.
Still others are wavering, and it is thought
that when the bill comes to a vote, if it ever
does, it will be defeated.

During the week, the legislatures of Ala-
bama, Tennessee, Arkancas and Texas, have
passed resolutions against making appropri-
ations to the World’s Fair at Chicago, in the
event the Force bill becomes a law, and on
account of the action of these States, the Il-
linois legislature has passed resolutions de-
nouncing the bill and instructing the sena-
tors from that State to vote against it. Kan-
sas has passed similar resolutions, and it is
probable that still other States will follow
suit. A little more opposition of this kind,
and no set of sane men would dare force
such a measure upon the country.

FARMERS' ALLIANCE AND INDUSTRIAL UNION.

Delegations representing the various or-
ganizations composing the National Farmers’
Alliance and Industrial Union, convened in
Washington last Thursday for the purpose
of agreeing upon a basis of confederation.
Organization was perfected by the election of
Hon. Ben. Terrill, of Texas, president, and
G. L. Gantt, of Georgia secretary. Among
the organizations rep esented were the
Knights of Labor, Colored Farmers’ Alliance,
National Farmers’ Alliunce, Farmers’ Union,
and Citizens’ Alliance. A formal agreement
to a confederation was reached on the fol-
lowing :

1. Confederation.

2. Joint committee on confederation of five
from each organization which shall represent
this confederation.

3. Each organization shall be entitled to
as many votes as it has members who are
legal voters in State or national elections.

4. The St. Louis platforms shall be the

basis.

5. Each shall stand pledged to assist when
possible in all local efforts to better the con-
dition of our people.

6. Fraternal delegates or correspondence
shall never be denied one by the other so
long as the confederation exists.

7. The joint committee on confederation
shall have the power by a majority vote to
admit other organizations with similar objects
on application.

8. When the plans sre agreed on by the
joint committee on confederation for mutual
co-operation, each organization shall be
bound to support said plans fully and cheer-
fully.

9. Expenses accruing on account of the
joint committee on confederation shall be
defrayed by their respective organizationsas
they may be incurred by each.

10. The joint committee on confederation
shall have power to adopt such by-laws for
the government of the joint committee as
they deem best.

The confederation matter disposed of, after
considerable discussion, a platform of prici-
ples was adopted as follows:

1. We demand abolition of national banks
as banks of issue, and that legal treasury
notes be issued in sufficient volume to trans-
act the business of the country, such notes
to be lent to the people on demand at not
more than 2 per cent. upon non-perishable
products.

2. We demand the free and unlimited
coinage of silver.

3. We demand the passage of laws pro-
hibiting alien ownership of land.

4. We demand that taxation shall not
be used to build up one interest or class at
the expense of another.

5. We demand that all revenues shall be
limited to the necessary expenses of gov-
ernment.

6. We demand a tux on incomes.

7. We demand govermental control and
supervision of means of public communica-
tion and transportation.

8. We demand an amendment to the con-
stitution providing for the election of United
States senators by the direct vote of the
people of each State, also the president and
vice president by a popular vote.

By-laws were adopted by the conference
for the government of the confederation,
which also provides the duties of the officers
of the different organizations. The presi-
dent of the confederation is authorized and
empowered to invite all organizations to send
representatives to meet and exchange views
with the confederation at its next meeting,
the delegations to be fully empowered to act
for the organizations they represent. The
conference adjourned on Friday to meet
again on February 22, 1892, at some place to
be decided upon by the chairmen of the
State executive committees. The president,
however, has the power to call another meet-
ing whenever he deems it advisable.

GEN. BONHAM PAYS UP.

From the Columbia correspondence of The
News and Courier, we learn that on last
Saturday ex-Adjutant and Inspector General
M. L. Bonham made good the deficit in his
accounts to the amount of $5,528.00. After
satisfuctory arrangements had been made for
the payment of this sum, together with pro-
test fees and other expenses, Mr. Bonham
received the following communication from

Permit me to say that my indebtedness to the
State having been eancelled, T am at liberty to
go wheresoever I plense without your permis-
sion. Your efforts w0 make my movements de-
pendent upon your will is i piece of imperti-
nence which your official position protects you
in offering. You know full well thatif I leave
the State at all i is only to attend the meeting at
Cincinnati of th. insurance company with which
T am connected, which absence from the State is
for & few days o 1ly.

THE NEW CHURCH AT TIRZAH.
The new church recently built by the As-

sociate Reformed Presbyterian congregation
at Tirzah, was prayerfully dedicated to the
worship of God last Sunday, and about four
hundred people participated in the exercises.
The worshipers included a full turn out of
the Tirzah congregation, and quite a number
of visitors from Yorkville, Rock Hill and

surrounding points.

The exercises commenced at 11.30 o’clock
a. m. and were opened by the pastor, Rev.
J. C. Galloway, who in a few happily chosen
remarks commended the earnestness and
zeal of his congregation, and extended his
warmest congratulations upon the comple-
tion of such a creditoble testimonial of their
interest in God’s work.

After these remarks, Mr. Galloway intro-
duced the Rev. J. 8. Moffutt, of Chester,
who conducted the services of the hour.

Mr. Moffatt took his text from Psalms
Ixviii, 16 : “Why leap ye, ye high hills? this
is the hill which God desireth to dwell in:
veu, the Lord will dwell in it forever.”

He said that this Psalm was probably sung at
the removal of the ark to the place David had
pro?urcd for it on Mt. Zion, and therefore it was
evidently suited for such an vecasion.  The hill
referred to is Mt. Zion, which God selected for
his ark in preference to the high and many
peaked Bushan.

"Mt Zion,” “holy hill,” “‘tabernacle” and
“temple,” all embodied theame idea—the idea of
the Almighty God, whom the heaven of heavens
could not contain, making his dwelling among
men. Hence, this appoeinted hill, where the
temple was afterward built, was the only place
of sacritice and servive.

The restriction to this one place wasa bulwark
against polytheism. God was presented as so
absolutely one that he could have but one habita-
tion and one throne of government, Hence, too,
the editice on this hill was of the finest and rich-
est materinl. It was so made to bring out the
coneeption of the surpassing glory of Israel's
king—n king descended from heaven among
men. For this renson the temple was dedicated,
consecrated and made pure and holy ftor Jeho-
vith alone.

Zion hill, with its temple, had not only a pres-
ent meaning and purpose, but it looked to the
future ns n ]:rnrln-sy of better things, Tt was
the materinl nnd jimperfeet expression of a grand
spiritual idea to be more fully realized, It was
typienl.  *Yea, Jehovuh willdwell in it forever.”

The new church, inside and out, was the
admiration of all the visitors, It is 84 feet
wide by 54 feet long, and is painted white,
with drab trimmings and green blinds.

The main entrance leads into a vesti-
bule which extends across the church and
opens into the auditorium and the gallery.
In the auditorium are three rows of neat
pews seaprated by two aisles running the
full length of the house. The pews are
of vellow pine finished in oil. The pul-
pit, which is of maple, trimmed in wal-
nut and pine, rests on a stage raised about
eighteen inches, and extending back into a
recess behind. The space about the pulpit
and stage is covered with a handsome car-
pet of tasty pattern. Three elegant chairs,
of antique oak, trimmed in plush, together
with a marble top walnut table, constitute
the pulpit furniture.

Truly the church is 8 most handsome one,
and Tirzah congregation may well congrat-
ulate itself upon its splendid achievement.

Dr. Lowe, the optician, is still at the Parish
hotel, and will probably remain in Yorkville
for several weeks. During his stay here he
has already been consulted by quite a num-
ber of patients afflicted with defective vis-
ion, and so fur as we have been able to learn,
all of these patients are very much gratified
at the results, Some have found that their
trouble was only a trivial matter, and others,
more seriously afflicted, have been given
hopes of a permanent cure. There are
some cases of defective eyesight, however,
for which the doctor has no remedy. But it
is probable that these are beyond the reach
of scientific effort.

A representative of THE ENQUIRER call-
ed ut Dr. Lowe’s rooms again a few duys ago,
and was initiated into some of the mysteries
of the doctor's scientific appliances, Around
the room are arrnged a number of charts,
diagrams, large print, small print and other
devices for testing the eyesight.  Of course
these ohjects aroused curiosity, but before the
doctor had concluded his explanation he eall-
ed the repurter’s attention to a camera look-
ing box on a tuble,

“This," he said, “is what T test your eyes
with. Those devices on the wall are merely
auxilinry, but this little instrument, which
is ealled a prisoptometer, will indicate with
absolute precision not only whatever defeet of
eyesight you may have, but will tell just
where that defeet is located.  Now sit down
and put your eyes to the aperture.  What
do you see?”

sxide by side, an eighth of aninch apart.”

“Now, what?"

“They have a rotury motion, each in an
oppusite direction.”

“Touch?"

“No, =ir; still an eighth of an ineh apart.”

“Barely touch—now they lap over.”

“That will do,# said the doctor, “Now
louk at that figure on the wall and tell me
which of the lines are darker, and which are

UL

lighter.”
The tigure in question is composed of a
number of black lines of equal width and

length, converging to a common centre and
forming a flat disk.

“The group inclined to the left seems to
be just g little the darker.”

«It does? Now walk up to it and see if it
appears the same.”

“They are all exactly alike.”

“Yes, they areall the same,” added the
doctor, “and that shows that your eyesight
is just a little impaired. You have a slight
stigmatism—imperfection of the cornea; or,
in plain English, there is an unequal refrac-
tion in the different meridians of the eye. The
trouble is most likely caused by too severe
a uge of your eyes by lamplight, and would
probably disappear after a season of rest.
The eye, as you well know, is a most delicate
organ, and must not be abused. If you over-
tax it, itis bound to fail. But in your case,
the stigmatism is not serious enough to re-
quire glasses and of course I will not rec-
ommend any.”

Dr. Lowe is prepared to treat all diseases
of the eye as well as optical defects. Op-
tics, however, is his specialty, and those
who are suffering in any way from defective
eyesight will do well to consult him., He
makes the necessary lenses himself and does
not require any pay for the same unless they
produce just exactly the results he says they
will.

CHRISTIANIZED INDIANS NoT REBEL-
L1ous.—The commissioner of Indian affairs
at Washington, last week received the fol-
lowing communication from Elaine Goodale,
supervisor of education, now at Pine Ridge,
Nebraska :

“Your telegram asking how many return-
ed students and parents of school children
are among the “hostiles” is received. It is
impossible to ascertain at present just who
the “hostiles” are. Some have fled the agen-
cy from fear, and do not necessarily assume a
warlike attitude. In ageneral way, howev-
er, it is safe to say that those who have par-
ticipated in the ghost dance und subsequent
disturbances, are of the wild or “heathen”
element among the Bioux. A great majority
of the Christian and the educated Indians
have remained loyal and steadfast at the sac-
rifice of name and property and at the risk
of their lives. I think that those who have
sdentified themselves with us during this up-
heaval and have thereby lost all they pos-
sessed, should be generously reimbursed for
their losses at the very least.

“Fifteen or twenty Christian young men
and women, of Indian blood, are now serv-
ing as volunteer nurses in our improvised
church hospital, where we have thirty
wounded prisoners from the battle of Wound-
ed Knee.”

CONTEST BETTLED IN COLORADO.—On last
Saturday the supreme court of Colorado set-
tled a bitter dispute that has been blocking
the business of the house of representatives
in that State for the past ten days by recog-
nizing Speaker White as the duly elected
chairman. The matter in dispute is briefly
stated as follows: Upon the organization of
the house, Mr. Harna, s member of the fac-
tion known as the Gang, was chosen speaker.
He appointed his committees, whep the anti-
Gang members combined with the Demo-
crats and refused to recognize his appoint-
ments, and introduced a resolution giving
the house power to appoint committees.
Speaker Hanna refused to recognize this res-
olution, The combine being in the majority,
by a vote of 28 to 21 disposed of Speaker
Hanna and elected Mr, White instead, and
proceeded with the appointment of its com-
mittees and the transaction of other business.
The Hanna faction claimed that this was
illegal and refused to participate in the pro-
ceedings, but called a separate house each
day. The question was finally submitted to
the supreme court with the above result.
