The
amount owing by parties who have failed in
1891 foots up to $92,000,000, while for ‘the
same period in 1890 it was only $65,000,000,
indicating an increase of $27,000,000. Not-
withstanding the extreme extent of the cas-
ualties and other adverse circumstances, re-
ports from all parts of the cbuntry, furnished
for the semi-annnal business outlook, indicate
a fairly healthy condition of trade and excel-
lent prospects in view of the large increase
of wealth from the growing crops and active
industrial enterprises. 0

—Capt. John' W. Childers, chairman of
the commiittee for the Southern Press asso-
ciation, delegated to collect funds and attend
to the details of erecting a monument to the
memory of Jefferson Davis, says that the
committee feels much encouraged at the pro-
gress of affairs. About $20,000 have already
been raised, but before actual work is com-
menced on the monument they expect to
raise $50,000. Active measures will be taken
at once in soliciting funds. It was decided
to elect a general agent to look after the col-
lections, and his name will be announced in
a few days. The committee determined to
request President Screws, of the Southern
Press association, to call a meeting of the as-
sociation at Nashville, Tenn., not later than
October. At this meeting the committee is to
report $50,000 raised, which will insure the
erection of the monument, to submit plans
and specifications, and to receive full in-
stroctions.

— Recent cabledi hes bring distressing
news from Russia. A St. Peterburg corres-
pondent declares that the harvest in Russia
this year is likely to be the worst on record,
and prices of provisions are rapidly rising.
Rye has never before been so dear, and
throughout the western and central portion of
the empire, the outlook is dismal. Famine is
already visible in the faces of the peasantry
in several districts. Disease has broken out
and ‘the only food in these localities is tree
bark or similar diets. In one district, it is
said'that among the indigents receiving gra-
tuitous allowances of food, are 146 noblemen
and seventy-six priests. Conditions in Ger-
many are scarcely better. The crops have
failed: and the high duties have put bread
almiost beyond the reach of the wage earners.
To make matters worse, the authorities are
making every effort to suppress information
of the real state of affairs, and hope of relief
to the suffering peasants is gloomy.

— Two would-be blackmailers came to grief
at Fort Worth, Texas, last Thursday. They
called at the Merchant’s National bank and
inquired for Cashier A. B. Smith. Mr.
Smith was in, and upon invitation, followed
his visitors into a back room. There one of
them pulled outa note book and tearing out
two leaves, handed them to Smith. The
leaves contained what purported to be a
detective’s diary of the sctions of Mr. Smitk,
whom the man claimed he had “shadowed”
the day previous, and traced to divers places,
among them many of bad repute. The
spokesman remarked : “These contain some-
thing which is very damaging to you, and if
there is anything in it for me, I will try to
have it supp .” The cashier took in
the situation at once. He saw that his vis-
. itors were attempting blackmail, and draw-
ing a revolver, he remarked: “You sit just
where youare. You are the fellows I want,
and I have you just where I want you.”
Then calling an employe, an officer was tele-
phoned for, and the two blackmailers were
soon landed in the station.

— An unusual scene occurred in the Greens-
boro, N. C., mayor's court on Tuesday of
last week. It was the sequel to the Fife-
Schenck difficulty, already reported. Citi-
zens of the town had commenced & prosecu-
tion against Judge Schenck for his attack
on Mr. Fife, and Tuesday was the day set
for the hearing. The court room was
crowded with Iadies and men, all eager to
witness the result of the novel trial. Some
were partisan, to Judge Schenck, and others
upheld Mr. Fife. When the evangelist ar-
sived on the scene, he was greeted with
cheers mingled with a few hisses, Judge
Rchenck was received without any demon-
stration. Upon the opening of court, the
counsel for the prosecution requested that the
plaintiff and defendant both be allowed to
make statements. The request was granted,
and Mr. Fife, arising, said that he was sorry
for having made any statements that reflect-
ed on the Christian character of Judge
Schenck, or family. Then turning to Judge
Schenck, he said: “Here is my hand. Iask
your forgiveness.” Judge Schenck accepted
the proffered hand, expressed himself as
gatisfied with the apology, and then with
much emotion acknowledged his wrong to
Mr. Fife. One or two gentlemen present
made feeling talks on Christian forgiveness,
and some one striking up the long metre
doxology, the crowd joined in and the court
was adjourned with the benediction.

— Reports of a very interesting nature are
coming from Southern California where a re-
markable phenomenon is making its appear-
ance. About fifty miles west of Yuma, Ari-
zona, is an arid waste known as the Colorado

desert and lying 203 feet below the sea-level. ‘

During the past few days this desert has
been rapidly filling with water, and the out-
look is that it will soon be a vast lake over
fifty miles long and over 400 feet in depth.
The source from which the water iz coming
is a8 yet a matter of speculation, and there
are quite a number of different theories to ac-
count for it. Some say that it comes from
the Colorado river, nine or ten miles distant,
through an underground channel ; others be-

lieve it comes from the river, but that it is|

the result of an ordinary overflow, %he riv-

mark. Another rumor states that the water
is salt, and advances the theory thatit comes
from the ocean, eighty miles away, through
an underground caused by recent
earthquakes. Against all these reports, there
is still anothor to the effect thet there is
nothing unusual in the phenomenon, but
that it is & matter of frequent occurrence, not
having been noticed before on account of
the intense heat that keeps white men out
of the vicinity. The Indians, however, are
reported as fleeing to the mountains, and
their medicine men are telling them that the
country is to be visited by a great flood that
will sweep all the white men awsy and leave
all the Indians, If the waters continue to
rise as feared, the Union Pacific railway,
which passes through the basin, will be sub-
merged for over fifty miles.

THE SUB-TREASURY ARGUMENT.

From the card of President Stokes, printed
elsewhere in this issue, it appears that he has
decided to have the sub-treasury discussion
that is to take place between Governor Till-
man and Lecturer Terrell, at Spartanburg,
on the 28rd instant, behind closed doors.
This decision, on the part of President Stokes,
will be a great disappointment to a large
number of people who are interested in the
matter. There are many members of the
Allignce, and many individuals outside of it,
who are doubtful as to whether or not the
proposed bill is practicable, and these doubts
are their only objection to it. The truth of
the matter is, that there are few people who
really understand the measure, and the
masses are not going to undertake the neces-
sary study of their own accord. The only
way that they are likely to be informed is
by free and full discussion, and this they
should have.

An open discussion between Governor Till-
man and Lecturer Terrell would be of vast
import just at this juncture, and we do not
think it should be prevented. The standing
of the two speakersin the Alliance is, so far
as we know, about the same, and in a mat-
ter of such grave importance, before such a
deeply interested jury, he who hath his quar-
rel just is quite likely to win.

MR. THACKSTON'S DEFENSE.

The Columbia papers of last Thursday

contain the following statement from Mr.
W. J. Thackston on the subject of The Pal-
metto School Journal resolution. In the
light of recent developments, the explana-
tion appears to be all right. That is, it is
sustained as to its correctness by Messrs.
Johnson and Mayfield. However, Mr.
Thackston is still open to censure for his
carelessness in the matter, if for nothing
else: -
" To THE PubLic: I feel thatitis due to
myself and to the public that I should say
that not until I read the statement of Super-
intendent Mayfield, on his return to the city,
and of Professor Johnson, published in The
Record, of Monday, 29th ult., did I know
that I had misconceived the action of the
board ef examiners with regard to The Pal-
metto School Journal.

It had been until that time my honest im-
pression that the action of the board had
been what was stated by me in my editorial
in reference thereto, which appeared in the
April number of The .Journal (page 263).
In that editorial, which was widely ecircu-
lated, but which the board of examiners
evidently did not read, if they saw a copy of
The Journal, I wrote as follows:

“The State board of examiners adopted a
resolution urging the trustees throughout
the State to become subscribers and, allow-
ing them to pay for their subscription out of
the contingent fund of their district.”

During the meeting of the board of exam-
iners, on the 4th of April, of which board I
am, by law, clerk, I made orally the proposi-
tion in question, namely: That the board
should officially endorse The Palmetto School
Journal as its organ, and should urge the
school trustees to become subseribers, paying
for their subscription out of the funds of their
district. That proposition included the offer
of all space, free of charge, necessary for the
publication of official matter.

I then asked to be excused from the meet-
ing that the board might consider this propo-
sition without my presence.

When I returned, the board had passed to
other subjects, and I was informed that the
board had endorsed The Palmetto Schvol
Journal. Nothing else was said to me in
reference to the matter at that time, or sub-
sequently, by any member of the board, and
knowing of no other proposition, I naturally
supposed that what was said referred to the
proposition I had submitied.

Under this impression, I wrote the edito-
rial in The Journal aiready mentioned, the
circular letter to the trustees and the state-
ment recently preparcd by me for publication.
I had no idea that I was mistaken until I saw
the statements in Monday’s Record.

It is inconceivable that I should have at-
tempted to pervert a resolution of the board
where detection and exposure were so sure
to follow.

I committed the error of not verifying
my impression simply because T did not sus-
pect the possibility of mistake. Had I en-
tertained any doubt, I could easily have done
so, as I am clerk of the board and keeper of
its records.

The proposition itself was made openly, in
perfect good faith, nnd with the sincere de-
sire to advance the interests of public educa-
tion. It scemed totne to be justified by pre-
cedent and to be within the legitimate pow-
ers of the board.

In this State, the State board of examiners,
on the 17th day of April, 1889, passed the
following resolution in reference to The Car-
olina School Journal :

“Resolved, further, that the chairman be
requested to subscribe for five copies of The
Journal for the use of the hoard.”

If the board of examiners could subscribes

for five copies of The Carolina School Journal,
one for each member of the board, and pay
for them out of the public funds, they cer-
taily have the right to authorize the trus-
tees to subscribe for a school journal for their
use and pay for it out of the public funds.
If u school journal paid for by the State is a
good thing for the members of the State
board of examiners, why is it not equally as
zood for the trustees who are supposed to
need the information it contains much more?

The twenty-first aunual report of the
State superintendent for 1889 (page 20) shows
this entry :

“Subseription to Charleston World, 7.

If in the past it was thought expedient to

er now being many feet above highwater!pay for a daily newspaper for the hewd of

the educational department of the State out
of publi cfunds, what impropriety could there
be in paying for an educational journal for
subordinate school officers of the State out of
public funds, which journal contains official
information from the State board and depart-
ment of education.

If my information is correct, in several
other States, including Pennsylvania and
Virginia, educational journals are paid for
directly out of State funds.

The acceptance of my proposition was a
question for the board. I felt sure they
would adopt no plan which was not advisa-
ble and right ; and supposing they had adopt-
ed my proposition as submitted, I felt at lib-
erty to proceed on their authority.

I now see that I committed an error in not
carefully verifying their action, butI positive-
ly disclaim all intention of misrepresenting
the facts. I have acted throughoutin entire
good faith and without intentional conceal-
ment.

It is due to Superintendent Mayfield that
I should say that the editorial in The Pal-
metto Journal, the circular letter to the trus-
tees and my former statement given to the
press, were written and published without
his knowledge and during his absence. He
was not consuited by me, because he had no
interest whatever in The Journal, and was
not responsible for.my action as its editor.
It is also due to the members of the board of
examiners to acquit them of all responsibili-
ty for my mistake.

This statement is made public as soon as
possible after I had discovered that I had
been all along mistaken as to the action of
the board with reference to The Palmetto
School Journal. W. J. THACESTON.

President Stokes does not approve of Gov-
ernor Tillman’s proposition that the debate
on the sub-treasury question be in public.

In its issue of June 30, a reporter for The News
and Courier represents Governor Tillman as talk-
in? about his proposed debate with Col. Terrell
before the State Alliauce. The governor is rep-
resented as saying he expected the debate to be
in publie.

he reporter has evidmtl'y misunderstood the
governor. This is evident for several reasons :

1. The Xovamor isan Alliance man, and knows
that the Alliance never stultifies itself by putting
up two of its members to wrangle over its plans
and policies in public. The challenge was to de-
bate the question before the State Alliance, which
gits with closed doors.

2, The governor certainly knows, if he has
kept up his general reading even, that the Ocala
demands have been adopted by more than one
State Alliance, as the reporter makes him say.
He should know, as every reading Non-Alliance
man knows, that the sub-treasury plan was
adopted by our State Alliance last year ; and by
every State Alliance that has taken action—only
one so far, having failed to take action.

3. Besides, the governor was adv several
weeks ago, when he approached me on this sub-
qact, that I underutooti a debate between two Al-

iancemen before the State Alliance, for the
avowed p of changing that body from its
udgment deliberately expressed a year ago, to
o necessarily a private afair,

4. As awell-posted Alliance man the governor
would not spesk of Col, Terrell as the national
lecturer.

take, growing out of the purported interview, I
harebﬁ announce that the debate between Col.

Commenting on the above, The News and
Courier says: “When Governor Tillman ac-
cepted Col. Terrell’s challenge at Abbeville,
which, by the way, was madé publicly and
not in regular session of the Alliance at that
place, he “expected the discussion to be in
public and for the benefit and enlightenment
of all classes of voters,” and that after the
debate was finished the Allianee would vote
upon the question in secret session. Presi-
dent Stokes, however, does not intend that
Terrell and Tillman shall stultify the Alli-
ance, and intends, thercfore, tolet them fight
it out in secret session, Thisis what may be
called gag law.

We can understand very well why Col.
Terrell should not wish to meet Governor
Tillman in & public debate. He had enough
of this kind of amusement at the public
meeting in Abbeville, and he knows when he
has enough. We can imagine also why
President Stokes does not wish to have his
pet scheme discussed in publie. It is a
scheme which can be worked only under
cover, and thrives best in the dark.

We wonder how Governor Tillman likes
his muzzle, but we hope that he will put it
on and wear it at Spartanburg. Peradven-
ture there may be ten anti-sub-treasury dele-
gates at the Alliance meeting and he might
be able to convert others to the very sensible
and practical views which he holds on the
subject. After the “regular session” has ad-
journed, he will have aright to repeat his
speech in the free open air, for the instruc-
tion and enlightenment of {ull classes, Alli-
ancemen, farmers who do not belongr to the
Alliance, and eitizens who cannot join that
orgunization.” President Stokes hus fixed
July 24 as the time for the debate in secret
session. Ifit would not stultify the Alliance,
we would suggest that Governor Tillman
challenge Col. Terrell to meet him in a pub-
lie, out-of-doors, free-for-nll discussion of the
sub-treasury plan on July 23,

A HOPEFUL VIEW,

“We are not going to have such a poor
crop of cotton this year. Now you watch it.”

This remark was made by an experienced
farmer who called at THE ENQUIRER office
last Monday. Of course we were somewhat
surprised at the assertion, but before giving
us time to reply, he continued :

#No, there is a splendid chance yet for a
good August crop. That is what I think.
Maybe you don’t remember it, but along
about in the sixties we did not make any-
thing but August cotton; did you know
that? Well it is a fact.

“This thing of July cotton was seldom
known until the people commenced to use so
much guano, along aftér the war, And what
is better, an August crop does not mean now
what it did then. Then, it was made dry so,
without any guano. Now, this year, al-
though late, all of the cotton has plenty of
guano under it, and when it does commence
to make, you will be surprised. I don’t ex-
pect to make so good a crop this year as I
did last, but I am not discouraged at all.”

The gentleman who thus expressed him-
self is generally pretty level-headed. We
have a good deal of confidence in his judg-
ment, and we hope he is corrzet,

PECANS IN BULLOCK'S CREEK.

Here is some more information for the
benefit of those of our readers who may be
investigating the subject of pecans. THE
ENQUIRER has known for several years that
Mr. Robert Flayes, of Blairsville, has alarge
tree in his yard, and a short time ago, we
asked Mr. Hayes for some information about
it. He writes as follows :

“I comply with your request most cheer-
fully, as I am always glad to do anything I
can, looking to the improvement of the con-
dition of our people. I have only one tree.
It was planted in February, 1853, and comes
from a seed brought by myself from Gauda-
loupe county, Texas. The tree came into
bearing in about seven or eight years. It is
now quite large, being about fifty feet high,
and some eight feet around the trunk at two
feet from the ground,

“It is nsture’s own tree.

Never has a

limb been cut off, and none have ever!

died or decayed. The largest yield of nuts
ever secured from it wus in 1888, when I got
about ten or twelve bushels, Its greatest
drawback is from the frost, which often cuts
short the yield. The last two crops were
cut short on account of this, and years ago I
lost one crop entirely from u late frost. Sev-
eral crops have also been damaged from very
carly frosts.

“The tree is planted in stiff, red clay up-
land, but I believe it is adapted to almost any
soil, as it is a vigorous grower and has long
tap roots that make it independent of drought.
I do not know anything asto the money val-
ue of the nuts, but I doknow that they are a
great luxury for a family.”

Broom's son, and before he was arrested. he
clpims to have returned the wateh, as he
hud intended all along. He also introduced
testimony to show that the watch was not
worth 20, in which case the sessions court
bad uvo jurisdiction, The jury remained cut
only a short time and returned s verdicet of
“not guilty.,” The defendant was represen-
ted by Mr. D, E. Finley.

Recognizing & ground of appeal in the
defendant’s motion, and assuming a certainty
of conviction, the solicitor decided to try
only one cuse, continuing the other cases over
until the next term. Only one witness was
examined by the prosecution. He testified
that he had bought whisky at May & May’s
drug store, but was not certain that he had
ever bought any from the defendant himself.
The defendant testified positively that he
had mnever, under any circumstances, sold
the witness any liquor. It was not shown
that the parties from whom the witness
gaid he hed bought the liquor were the de-
fendant's ngents, and after remaining out
about half an hour, the jury returned with
a verdict of not guilty.

This cese concluded the busiress on the
sessions docket, and the court of common
pleas was convened at about 4.30 o'clock,
Wednesday afternoon. No business of pub-
lic importance, however, came up before
this court, which adjourned sine die on Thurs-
day at noon. :

expenses.

It wants to
know: “Suppose that one of our Btate offi-
cers, holding railroad passes, makes a jour-
ney on official business—does he charge his
contingent fund with the amount he is as-
sumed to pay or not?”

EBENEZER'S BONDS COMPROMISED.

The county commissioners, as agents, last
Monday, entered into an agreement with
Mr. W. K. Blodgett, of Boston, Mass., by
which the suit involving the bonds of Eben-
ezer township, voted in aid of the Three
C's railroad, is compromised on the same
basis as that of Catawba township. The
total amount of bonds voted by Ebenezer is
$18,000. On this amount interest is due
from January 1, 1889, up to the present
time. By the terms of the compromise, Mr.
Blodgett, holder of the bonds, rebates the
interest for 1889, 1890, and 20 per cent. of
the original $18,000, amounting in all to
$5,632,94, which is the amount saved fo
Ebenezer township.

In order to pay the interest on the re-
mainder of the debt and the legal costs al-
ready incurred, the county commissioners
have levied, in Ebenezer township, a tax of
gix mills, This tax will be collected next
fall, and will pay the interest on the bonds
until January 1, 1892. Next year the levy
will be reduced to something less than three
mills,

The levy in Catawba township was fixed
at seven mills, to be reduced to less than
half that amount next year. The total
amount saved to this township by the com-
promise was $23,966,42.

From the best information that we can
get, everything is in a fair way for effecting
similar compromises in York, Broad River
and Cherokee townships at an early day.

— Greenville News: A serious riot occur-
red on the Charlotte, Columbia and Augusta
train Saturday night, between Augusta and
Columbia. A party of negroes returning
from a 4th of July celebration in Augusta,
became involved in a dispute which resulted
in one of the number being literally cut to
pieces and ten others being badly wounded.
The scene was one of terror. The white
people rushed from car to car and finally
took refuge in the sleeper. The conductor
locked the car where the riot was going on
and let them fight it out. Pistols and razors
were used freely. The negro who did most
of the cutting and who killed the other ne-
gro, jumped from the train and escaped.

— Quite a little sensation occurred at the
quarterly meeting of the Luurens County
Farmers Alliance last Thursday. McElroy,
the lately removed supervisor of registration,
charged Senmator Irby and Congressman
Shell with having inspired a recent bitter
attack on an invitation to Judge Haskell to
deliver a commencement address in Laurens,
Shell and Irby denied the impeachment,
whereupon McElroy gave Irby the lie. Irby
advanced toward McElroy and the latter
drew a pistol, announcing that he was ready
for the fray. Peace-making friends inter-
vened and what might have been a tragedy,
was prevented. Considerable excitement
prevailed, and it is possible that the bad
blood still existing over the affair might result
in something serious,

— There has been considerable complaint
against Superintendent of Education May-
field for not giving sufficient notico of the
Winthrop scholarship examination that took
place last Thursday. It seems, however,
that the complainants have made n mistake.
In the first place, Superintendent Mayfield
had nothing to with the matter, but it was
entirely the business of Prof, D. B. Johnson,
superintendent of the training school in
Columbia. Not only this, the accusation
seems to be based on an ignorance of the
facts. Mr. Johnson gave due uotice in
over forty newpapers, in all of which the
advertisement appeared for six consecutive
weeks. Under such circumstances, those
who were interested and who were ignorant
of time or place, deserved to be left out.

— The case of Supervisor Cantwell, of
Charleston, is growing interesting. On last
Thursday Judge Wallace decided that Gov-
ernor Tillman had no right to remove Mr.
Cantwell for the reasons stated—holding two
offices. His honor held that both offices be-
ing appointive, they did not come under the
provisions of the coustitution, and directed
that Mr. George W. Williams, deputy super-
visor, return the books of the office to Mr.
Cantwell by 12 m, Friday. It is stated that
Governor Tillman immediately telegraphed
Mr. Williams not to obey the order, but to go
to jail if necessary. However, Mr. Williams
expressed himself as unwilling to do any-
thing of the kind, but would deliver the
books unless he received orders from Judge
Wallace to the contrary. At 12 o’clock,
such an order did come from the judge, de-
laying the delivery until 2,30 p. m., and
another order from the same source post-
poned the matter until 5 o'clock. This
delay was in order to give Attorney Gener-
eral Pope time in which to serve notice of
appeal. The attorney general also claimed
that the appeal operated as a supercedeas,
or stay of execution, and that by giving
bond, Mr. Willinms could retain the books
pending the appeal.  The otherside claimed
that, under the code, the books must be in
possesion of the court. This view was sus-
tained, and Hon. Charles Richardson Miles
was appointed receiver. What the solution
is, is not exactly clear, however. The books
have been effectually removed from the
hands of Mr, Willinms, the deputy super-
visor, for the time being. They are in cus-
tody of an officer of the court, and are open
to public inspection, The decision of the
court that Mr. Cantwell is the supervisor of
registration leaves him at present the actual
incumbent of the office, When the duy comes
for the registration of voters, a8 required by
law. the voters will have to be registered.
It is understood, on good authority, that Mr.
Cantwell proposes to register them.  Thein-
timation has been given that he will have an
office alongside the oftice of the receiver in the
court house, and will ofliciute as supervisor
on the days appointed by law.  On being ask-
ed his opinion about the matter, Governor
Tillman says that it will have to be decided
by the supreme court.

RioTING IN CHINA.—The steamer China,
which arrived at S8an Franciseo, from Hong
Kong, last Friday, brings news of nmua
riots directed against the Christian a-
aries in that country.. The Methodist Girls’
schiool at Nanking was attacked and burned
on May 25th by the rabble, and several other
mission buildings would have been demol-
ished had it not been for the interference of
the soldiers sent by the viceroy after the
urgent appeals of the missionaries. - At Tan-
jang on June 1, a mob pillaged the mission
buildings, overpowering the soldiers wnd
mandarin. Next, a Christian cemetery was
dug up, the heads were piled in asiiéap ‘and
the mandarin was dragged to the spot by his
quene. The outbreaks are said to be' the
work of secret societies, whose hope is not
so much to injure Christians, as to entangle
the Chinese goverment in such foreign com-
plications as will help in the inauguracion of
a successful insurrection. A ‘large number
of Ehe ringleaders have already been ' be-
headed. :

ON THE VERGE OF A REVOLUTION.—A San
Francisco dispatch of last Monday says:
“Letters from prominent officials in the city
of Mexico to a friend in this city bring the
startling intelligence that Mexico is on the
verge of another revolution, and that already
large quantities of war materials are gecreted
in the leading cities of the country.

iThe revolution, which promises to be a
bloody one, has been hastened in its prepa-
rations by the recent death of Gen. Dublan,
secretary of the Mexican treasury, and a
firm friend and supporter of President Diaz.

“The revolutionists, who include the great
mass of natives, are led by some of the ablest
politicians in Mexico. Diaz is already de-
nounced for his cruelties.

]t is said that within a few months many
arrests have been made, and no fewer than a
dozen of the enemies of Diaz, including two
newspaper editors have been secretly put to
death.”

Senor Romero, the Mexican minister at
Washington emphatically denies that there
is any truth in the above statements.

TRIED TO IMITATE MORGAN.—The guard
of the Ohio penitentiary at Columbus, made
a discovery last Monday, which prevented
the escape of three condemned men from the
annex where they are to be executed, Ed-
ward Blair, who murdered a railroad agent
in Putnam county, had planned the escape.
While the other prisoners were being given
exercise he would insist on being left in the
annex for rest, and in the absence of the
guard he cut through the stone floor of a va-
cant cell, a hole eighteen inches square,
which led to an air flue extending into the
yard, A steel case knife had been made into
a saw for the purpose. The prisoners had
arranged to go out last night, but the guard
suspected something and instituted an inves-
tigation, The stone sawed out was two inch-
es thick, The hole was cut into the same
air flue through which John Morgan, the fa-
mous leader of Morgan’s raiders, escaped
during the war., The cell occupied by Blair
is the one occupied by Morgan when he was
in prison. Blair will be executed on Au-

gust 21,

ILLNEss OF MR, BLAINE.—Secretary Blaine
has been the subject of a great many con-
flicting reports during the past few months.
Shortly after the conclusion of the recent
Italian controversy, he went to New York.
It was given out that he was ill, but the
public was not informed as to the extent of
his illness. The New York Herald, and
other papers, stated that his mind was giv-
ing away, and he would not again be able to
discharge the duties of his office. These
statements were indignantly denied by mem-
bers of Mr. Blgine's family, and as the re-
sult the public is left in doubt as to how
much truth there is in the reports. Mr.
Blaine is now at Bar Harbor, Me., and is
said to be improving. But the conflicting
reports still follow him, A great many peo-
ple believe he is broken down and will not
again engage in active life, while others
are hopeful that he will again be on hand in
the fall, hale and hearty.

STRUCK BY A CYCLONE.—A terrible cy-
clone struck Baton Rouge, La., about 6.20
o'clock Monday morning, doing great dam-
age to many of the residences in the city and
completely wrecking the State penitentiary.
Ten convicts were killed and thirty-five were
wounded. The convicts that were killed
were at work in a jeans pants factory in the
third story of the building at the time the
storm struck, and the wind blowing down
one side of the building, they rolled down
amougst the bricksand other debris. John
Hodus, one of the guards, who happened to
besitting in a third story window, was blown
down to the yard, and by remarkable good
luck he eseaped uninjured. The full extent
of the damage has not yet been learned, but
it is stated that in addition to the penitentia-
ry, not less than fifty houses in the city were
unroofed or destroyed. A number of citi-
zens were seriously injured, but none are re-
ported killed.
