To Diversify.the Crops—New Citizens—Quar-
terly Conference—Three Mills For the
Graded Schools—Two More Deaths—A No-
ble Woman Passes Away.

Correspondence of the Yorkville Enquirer.

BLACKSBURG, January 26.—Since Sunday
last, warm, pleasant sunshine has prevailed ;
quite a delightful contrast to the rain and
slush of the past week. Such weather in-
vites to gardening and the pruning of fruit
trees, etc.; but it may be wiser to wait a
month for such work and devote the pres-
ent favorable season to sowing oats and
turning over land. Since our farmers seem
determined to plant less cotton this year by
half, they certainly will use extra efforts to
produce other things that will,in a measure,
take its place. For instance, in our town of
Blacksburg three well patronized and flour-
ishing hotels, with our graded school and
the patrons it invites, creates a demand for
all the smaller farm products, and, as nearly
every portion of the county is penetrated by
railroads and the marketing and shipping
facilities which they invariably create, so far

those of former years that tillers of
the soil in York county will be forced to rev-
olutionize their mode of farming to great de-
degree, and diversify their crops tomeet the
emergencies of the times. Such being the

inevitable result of the changed mode of liv-

ing, no farmer can afford to loose an hour’s

work during such favorable weather as we
are having.

In my letter of last week “‘economy in all
things” instead of ‘‘economizing all things,”
and “genius” instead of “glories,” and “fond
desire” instead of “forced desire,” were writ-
ten in the manuscript, and the mistake made
by the printer.

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A DEFINITE PLAN.

A Leyel Headed Farmer Writes Some Sound
Sense on What to Plant.

Editor of THE ENQUIRER: A great deal
has been said by prominent and intelligent
farmers as to the course to be pursued in re-
gard to the coming crop. A great deal of
good advice has been given ina general way.
All are agreed that some change must be
made. This seems to be a case where every
individual farmer will have to work out his
own salvation for himself. No plan could
be given that would suit all sections and
conditions of the people, but it is about time
that all had reached a conclusion as to what
changes, if any, are to be made on their
farms. *

Thus far, to my knowledge, no one who
has been talking or writing for publication,
has given the definite plan or course that
they themselves intend to pursue. Now it
occurs to me that if these intelligent farmers
could or would give something definite, it
would help some others to reach a conclu-
sion. Many of them are leading men in
their section of country and have a greater
or lessfollowing. Naturally the small farm-
ers look to and follow after the successful
large farmers. As nothing of the kind seems
to be forthcoming, I will give you the plans
of a little, insignificant farner as formulated
last fall.

To begin, I will say it will require four
mules to prepare and cultivate the crop on
our place this year. The crop to be planted
on this place will be about as follows: Two
acres in Kentucky blue grass, fifteen acres
in cotton, two acres in Irish potatoes, two
acres in White Burley tobacco, one acre in
sweet potatoes, one acre in sorghum cane
and one-half acre in rice. Outside of the
above everything else is to be in corn, ex-
cept a crop of wheat and oats already sown.
Out of all these crops, some one or more will
command a good price. Should nome of
them command a good price, they may easi-
Iy be changed into fat hogs, horses and mules,
cattle, sheep, chickens, butter and egys, etc.

There is no good reason why any farmer
should not be able to realize more out of the
above crops than he has realized on any
cotton crops gathered during the past two
or three years. It is next to needless to
comment on any of the above crops as the
people are already familiar with them.

However, a few words may not be out of
place. For the past two months, and the
next two months, Irish potatoes have and
will command one dollar per bushel. Annu-
ally York county sends North several thou-
sand dollars for seed Irish potatoes alome.
The same seed is capable of being improved
and grown here as well as anywhere else.

Rice is another article that can be grown
in York county, and with & little experience,
profitably. There are large quantities of
land in York county that is too low and wet
to grow corn. It will make as fine rice as
can be grown anywhere else in the State.
Thousands of bushels of rice can be grown
in this county on lands that are now produc-
ing absolutely nothing. This is an article
the cost of which all farmers are familiar.
In 1857 or 1858 A. J. Hullender raised on an
adjoining farm to mine as fine rice as I ever
saw anywhere, and when I speak of rice it
is with full information of what I am talking
about, I spent the greater part of the past
year in Hampton, Barnwell and Orangeburg
counties where every farmer raises this pro-
duct for his own use and for sale. Rice is
not raised on lands that are flooded, but up-
on low lands that are two wet in the spring
to be planted in corn and cotton. I watched
its cultivation, and feel certain of success.

The blue grass is an experiment. I have
been induced to*try it by two Kentuckians,
who gave me the seed and all the necessary
information. It may be more interesting
to speak of it later on after I see how I come
out.

We can't all think alike, so my plan will
not please all, but I feel sure that if it is
persistently followed, it will beat the sub-
treasury scheme twenty to one. I propose
to follow it till I make or break and will not
fly off at a tangent between these points,
let others do as they may.

SOUTH CAROLINA NEWS.

— Adjutant and Inspector General Farley
is reported to be seriously ill with the grip.

— Edwin R. Wallace, of Union, president
of the Merchants' and Farmers’ National
bank of that place and brother of Judge
Wallace, died last Sunday afternoon,

— The people of Charleston are very much
stirred up over the probability of the presi-
dent’s appointing Dr. Crum, a colored poli-
tician, postmaster of that city.

— Chester Bulletin : Major J. K. Marshall,
of Chester, has received a proposition from
the Second Presbyterian church of Colum-
bia, to sing in the choir at a salary of §75 per
month.

— Messrs. Bruce and Morgan, of Atlanta,
Ga., the arthitects of Clemson college, have
been employed to plan the new Converse
college building, at Spartanburg, on an en-
larged scale with increased facilities.

— The grand jury of Abbeville county,
in their final presentment to Judge Hudson,
residing, last 'week, recommended the re-
establishment of county courts and the
whipping post as a punishment for petty
crimes,

— Governor Tillman has offered a reward
of $200 for the apprehension of the Laurens
incendiaries. It is believed that the town is
infested by other fircbugs besides the one
that was recently killed by young Richard-
son.

— William McCoy, the negro who was shot
by Mr. John R. Keels, of Sumter, recently,
an account of which was given last week,
died on the 19th instant. The jury of in-
quest rendered a verdict to the effect that

Keels acted in self defense.

— A little colored boy named Palmer, liv-
ing on the plantation of Sherifl’ Salley, in
Orangeburg, was so badly burned on Sunday
of last week that he died on Monday. It
appears that the mother had left him in the
house with several other children, and he
strayed into another room where there was
a fire and began playing with the embers.
While thus engaged his clothes became
ignited, and before help arrived he was
burned beyond recovery.

— The freshet in the Congaree last week
did considerable damage to the Columbia
canal, or rather it showed that the walls of
the canal were not as strong as the engineers
calculated on. The test of the canal has been
to fill it with water until it ran over the
wasteways, and it has stood this test very
well. Last week the flood in the river added
a heavy pressure to the outer side and the
stone . wall opposite the penitentiary was
somewhat undermined by the waters. No
break occurred, but the incident showed that
immediate repairs are necessary.

— Winnsboro News and Herald, Saturday :
Catawba river is twenty feet above it’s banks
in the Peay’s ferry neighborhood ; the low
lands and swamps are covered for miles
around with water, in some places as deep
as ten feet. From this we can form some
sort of idea of the rainfall during the last few
weeks. It is reported that Little River is
also obstreperous and has risen above her
banks so as to be impassable at most of the
usual public crossings. Bell’s bridge is three
or four feet under water from last information.

— Miss Clara McLenna, a sweet and ami-
able voung lady of 20, who for several years
has been associated with her father and
brother in the publication of the Johnston
Monitor, died on last Thursday morning of
grip. Miss McLenna was not only one of
the fastest compositors in the South, but was
an accomplished and entertaining writer.
She was very popular among all who knew
her, and her death throws a pall of gloom
over a large circle of friends. The father
and brother were so prostrated by their
terrible loss that there was no issue of The
Monitor last week.

— Not long ago the Davis brothers setup &
fruit store in Spartanburg. They received
a few hundred dollars worth of goods and
were making some sales. On Friday, the
15th instant, a drummer named Carroll ar-
rived in the city and -dropped into their
house. The drummer recognized one of the
Davises as a Mr. Daniel who had been doing

business in Charlottesville, Va., and who had
swindled his creditors and left the town.

The drummer called “Davis,” ‘Daniels,” and
was informed that he was mistaken. The
drummer insisted and Davis finally owned up,
begging, however, that he be not exposed.
The drummer would make no promises, and
the Davises immediately set to work to col-
lect what bills they could and left the town.
They have the reputation of being a pair of
blacklegs.

— Spartanburg special to the Columbia
Register: Information has been conveyed to
the proper authorities of Wofford college of
the death of Mrs. John R. Pickett, of Ches-
ter, and that by this death this institution
receives the entire estate of the deceased;
amounting to about $30,000. Rev. John R.
Pickett, before his death, was the husband of
the lady named, and having accumulated an
extensive property it was his desire that
Wofford college, after the death of his wife,
be given the advantage of said property.
The interest from the amount was at the
disposal of Mrs. Pickett, but the lady has
geen fit to give a great part of the interest to
the institution to which her husband had
given the principal. There is alsoa large li-
brary which Mr. Pickett willed to the college,
and this will be brought to the college as
soon as practicable. Rev. John C. Kilgo,
the financinl agent of the college, will go at
once to Chester and take the matter in
charge. The receipt of this money will give
the college an endowment of about $126,000.
There have been made promises by certain
wealthy Carolinians that when the endow-
ment reached $100,000, substantial additions
would be made. The college authorities
hope for the fulfillment of these promises,
and when they are fulfilled Wofford college
will take even a greater rise than she hasin
the past five years.

— A large part of the business portion of
the town of Edgefield was destroyed by fire
last Thursday night. The fire broke out
about 11.30 o’clock in the basement of the
Masonic hall, or Advertiser building, and
spread rapidly until all the surrounding
buildings were in flames. There was no
fire department in the town and nothing
with which to fight the fire except water
buckets and blankets. For a while it looked
as if the destruction of the jail was inevita-
ble, and all the prisoners were taken out

and placed under guard. After a brave |y

fight, in which many of the citizens risked
their lives, the building was saved. The
heaviest individual loss, estimuted at not
less than $13,000, fell on Thomas J. Adams,
proprietor of the Edgefield Advertiser. Mr.
Adams was the owner of the Masonic hall
building, in which there were several large
storerooms. He had no insurance. The
total lgés to the town is estimated at $50,000
with fess than 10,000 insurance, This is
the third time the town of Edgefield has been
almost entirely destroyed by fire. Where
last Thursday morning stood every evidence
of substantial prosperity, there is now only
ghastly wallsand spectral chimneys marking
a scene of melancholy desolation, The ori-
gin of the fire is unknown and there is no
suspicion of incendiarism.

TILLMAN AND A STATE PRIMARY.—A
Greenville dispatch of last Thursday says
that Governor Tillman, who was then in
the city, expressed himself as still being in
favor of o State primary. ‘“But they (mean-
ing the low-country people) won’t have it,
and we will never get it.
