He did not have very
much to say ; but until he got safely past
Leslie station, he was a "scared Negro."
There were quite a number of angry
people at the station when the train went

by; but they made no demonstration
whatever, as they had made up their
ininds that the law should take its course.
Mobiey's offense, taking all the circumstancesinto consideration, was aggravatingin tbe extreme, and tbe Leslie people
are to be congratulated upon their having
been able to restrain themselves.

UNDER ARMS.
Lake City People Apprehensive of Attack

by Negroes.
The News and Courier, of Sunday,

contains tbe following special from
Lake City :

Considerable excitement prevailed
among the citizens here last night.
The report that the darkies in Kings-
tree aad surrounding country naa organizedand were coming to burn this
town last night, created quite a sensation.The citizens got the wind of it
about suodown, and in 15 minutes it
was knowu throughout the entire com
raunity. By 10 o'clock 100 or more

citizeus had assembled in the waiting
room and about the depot. Scranton,
Cades and the country around for 10
miles were represented. The meeting
was called to order and a company
orgauized, with Mr. J. J. Morris, as

captain. There were 50 in the corapuny,armed with pistols, rifles and
shotguns. They were divided into
four detachments and each detachmentwas ptM ou picket duty for two
hours during the night. All the roads
were well guarded until daylight.
However, nothing occurred ; but the
reports which reached here did warrantsome precaution being taken.
The facts are these : A colored girl

in the employ t>f Mr. M. C. McClaui,
who lives in Kingstree, spent the uight
at a Negro's house. She says she saw

him cleaning his gun, and heard him
say that he was going to lend it to anotherdarkey, who was going with a

mob to clean-up Lake City.
Willie Askius, the 14-year-old son of

Major S. M. Askins, of Lake Cily, bad
a strange and oracular warning from
the family's Negro cook.
The citizens of the town, in mass

meeting assembled, about 150 strong,
condemued in unmistakable terms the
Baker postoffice tragedy.
The meeting being organized wiin

Mr. C. M. Kelly, as chairman, aud H.
W. Ackerman, as secretary, Senator
A. H. Williams offered the following
resolutions, which were uuanimously
adopted :
Whereas, parties unknown to us did, on

the night of February 21, commit one of
the most disgraceful crimes ever perpetratedin any civilized community, in the
killing of Postmaster Frazier B. Baker
and his infant, and in the wounding of
bis wife and three children, and
Whereas, we feel it incumbent upon us,

as law-abiding citizens, to denounce said
act in the strongest terms and to let the
good people of .South Carolina and the
nation at large know our attitude in referenceto the terrible tragedy :
Be it resolved, That we deplore the

crime committed in our community, and
look upon it as an act of unprecedented
cruelty.

2. That we ask the sympathy of the
public instead of abuse, since it is a fact
that lawless people live in every community,over whom law-abiding citizens
have little or no control.

3. That we have always opposed, and
now oppose, .lawlessness of every kind,
and hope that justice will speedily overtakethe criminals in the Baker postotlice
tragedy.

4. That a copy of this preamble and the
resolutions be furnished The News and
Courier, and our county papers, for publication.
