. Lincoln, Nebraska, July 22: It

The fact that he has been sought afterto take the place became known
today following the departure of Geo.
Fred Williams, who conferred last
night with Mr. Bryan, after coming
direct from Massachusetts. It was

not generally known here that Mr.
Williams had returned east from the
Denver convention. It is presumed
that he conferred with Governor
Douglas about the matter at the requestof Mr. Bryan while in the east.
The appointment of Governor Douglasas national chairman, it is stated,
would meet the requirements which it
is desired the national chairman shall
possess. He is a man of large means
and political experience, is popular
with the laboring classes and his attitudeon the tariff question completelymeets the Democratic idea.
When asked tonight for a confirmationof the report Mr. Bryan said he
could not discuss the matter until the
meeting of the sub-committee of the
national committee in Chicago, Saturdaynight.
. Chicago. July 22: Following the
unanimous decision today of Judges
Grosscup. Seaman and Baker, composingthe United States circuit court
of appeals, reversing and remanding
the case of the government against the
Standard Oil company, of Indiana, in
which case Judge Landis, in the districtcourt had imposed a fine of $29,240.000,the Federal attorneys today
announced that the government had
thirty days within which to file a petitionfor a re-hearing and that it
would be filed within the allotted period.In the case that was reversed todaythe Standard Oil company, of Indiana,was found guilty of accepting
rebates on shipments of oil from its
refinery at Whiting. Ind.. to East St.
Louis, 111. Judge Landis fined the
company $20,000 on each of 1.462
counts, each count representing a
carload shipment. Today's opinion of
three judges of the higher court
leaves little of the contention that
each carload constituted a separate
offense. Even the varied shipments,
of which there were about 500. could
not be considered as separate offenses
under the ruling of the court of appeals.The fine should have been basedon settlements between the railroadand the oil company, the opinion
holds. Of these there were just 36.
The maximum fine on this basis
would amount to $720,000. and the
minimum $36,000. It is said that
$223,000 Is the total amount which
the Standard Oil company is alleged
to have received as rebates on the
shipments in question.

The New Orleans Picayune, in its
weekly report on the weather and the
crops, says that the past week has
been a period of the best sort of crop
weather. It is true that the high temperatureshave caused some uneasinessto the speculators as pointing to
a possible heat wave, accompanied by
drought. Prom the cotton fields,
however, have come no complaints.
There has been sufficient rain, and
the very hot weather has promoted
vigorous growth and kept down the
boll weevil. It is rare at this period
of the season for the reports from the
various portions of the cotton belt to
be so uniformly favorable, not to say
roseate. Ordinarily complaints are

expected at this the most critical periodof the growing season, but so far
the complaints have been few and far
between, and each day puts the crop
in better position to successfully resistunfavorable influences further on.
From Texas the most favorable reportsare still heard. In south Texas
the harvest is already in full swing,
as picking is being actively prosecuted
and the gins are at work. Merchants
are already trading in hundred-bale
lots, and the July movement of new
cotton promises to be a record-breaker.if it is not so already, with nearly
two weeks of the month still ahead.
In southern Louisiana and Mississippi
the cotton crop is also reported to be
maturing rapidly, with every indicationthat the coming week will seethe
first new bales from Louisiana. All
these facts indicate the crop is a very
early one and that marketing will be
in full swing weeks before the usual
time. Mien eariy narvesung promiseswell for the complete escape of
the crop from the risk of forst, unless
the cold should come uncommonly
early.

The platform adopted by the Prohibitionparty at its recent national

by direct vote of the people. Fourth.
Equitable graduated income and inheritancetaxes. Fifth.The establishmentof postal savings banks and
the guaranty of deposits in banks.
Sixth.The regulation of all corporationsdoing an interstate commerce
business. Seventh.The creation of
a permanent tariff commission.
Eighth-.'The strict enforcement of
law instead of the official tolerance
and practical license of the social
evil which prevails in many of our
cities, with its unspeakable traffic in
girls. Ninth.Uniform marriage and
divorce laws. Tenth.An equitable
and constitutional employers' liability
act. Eleventh.Court reviews of postofficedepartment decisions. Twelfth
.The prohibition of child labor in
mines, workships and factories. Thirteenth.Legislationbasing suffrage
only upon the intelligence and abi'ity
to read and write the English language.
Fourteenth.The preservation of the
mineral and forest resources of the
country and the improvement of the
highways and waterways."

The reason for desiring jto take Christensenout of the senate is to divest
him of the power that makes the

men who have acquired wealth and

the state. Good judges who understandthe character and disposition of
the voters of Beaufort better than we

do, say that Mr.' Christensen will win
in spite of the tremendous tight that
has been inaugurated against him,
and for the honor of that county as

well as for the whole state, we sincerelyhope that their judgment will
prove true.

If it is a fact that the Democratic

good toward the political advancement
of the country. Even if the southern
people were willing to make the sacrificefor the end under consideration,
they have sense enough to know that
such a plan could never succeed. The

We quite agree that a drunken jurymanhas no business sitting in judgmenton any kind of a case; but we

are very doubtful as to whether a new

trial should have been granted for that
reason stated. We do not question the
action of Judge Hydrick. He is an

able judge, and we believe that he
means only to do that which is right.
It is quite possible that the supreme
court has already established a precedentand the judge is only following it.
But as we see it. to set aside this verdictunder the circumstances and on

the ground alleged, is to say that the
possible sober opinion of this drunken
juror is more important than the sworn

belief of the eleven who did their
duty. The thing is positively ridiculousand not only is it ridiculous but it
is harmful. While theoretically or actually,the law takes but little account
of delays, delays are always favorable
to the accused, or rather they are favorableto the accused in nine cases out
of ten. Next time, maybe the people
who took such a lively and healthy interestin trying to enforce the law will
be so thoroughly disgusted that they
will let the case go by default. While
as a matter of precedent and law,
Judge Hydrick was no doubt right in
granting a new trial, but if justice and
the public welfare are the first considerationa new trial should not be
granted on any such grounds.

Work.
It Is not a very entertaining subject

upon which to editorialize mayDe; dui

we cannot resist the temptation of referringagain to that exceptionably
timely and able sermon that Rev. W.
C. Ewart preached at the Baptist
church last Sunday night.

It is often a subject of wonder to us

how some of the preachers manage to
be so happy and timely in their discourses.There is hardly any limit to
the range of material that is available
to the preacher. It is true; £ut this
would seem to make it more difficult,
rather than easier for him to concentratehis attention on things that are

exactly what his peopi® need.
The tendency of humanity is to

shirk work. It has always been so

and it will probably be so always.
Children look upon work as punishment,and grown people who are forcedthrou-gh circumstances to work for
a living, are generally disposed to look
forward to the time when they can

exist in indolent ease. That is the
rule.

But in his sermon Mr. Ewart showedsomething that every reasonable

shown.how vain it is to hope to be
able to get along without being obligedto work, how it would be a calamityto them if they could, how
those who try it become miserable
burdens to themselves and to society.
Horace Greely once said that the

darkest hour in any young man's life
is when he begins to dream of accumulatingwealth and power without
working for it, and how true this is

every single individual who has ever

attained to wealth and power, is able
to testify on reflecting back to his
own experiences before he buckled
down to honest toil.
The most practical, self-reliant and

useful men of today are those who
were raised to work. They may not
have liked it at the outset. It may be
that as children they were forced by
necessity to work; it may be that
their parents forced them to work for
their own future good. But, however
it came about, for whatever distinction
or happiness they may have subsequentlywon in the world, they are indebtedmore than to anything else, the
honest work they were compelled to
do in early childhood.

Notwithstanding the plainness of
the lesson, many an indulgent parent
who may have worked his own way
in the world and acquired more or

less affluence, determines that his
children shall never be compelled to
work as he has worked.
Because of the determination that the

child shall not work when it is grown

up, it is not allowed to work while it
is still young. This policy, of course,
arises out of love tor tne cnnu; out

without exception it brings failure
and ruin.
Most parents who, themselves

learned to work when they were

young and who have attained some

degree of success in the world, have
sense enough to realize the basis of
that success: but it does not follow
that even these always have the
judgment and firmness to carry their
children through the same course of
training.

This subject is as important as it is
boundless. Rev. Mr. Ewart got at the
meat of it the other night but he did
not nearly exhaust it. The subject is
inexhaustible. The more however,
that parents ponder on it, the better
it will be for their children.

A pretty story comes from the
peach-growing region of (Jeorgia. In
Sumter county the peach growers had
quantities of fruit ready to gather
and ship, but the necessary labor to
pick and pack the Elbertas was wanting.The Americus correspondent of
the Macon News tells how the problemwas solved in the following:
"With spirit commendable, a host of
young ladies here came nobly to the
relief of the orchard men yesterday.
At one of the large orchards it was
desired by the owners to pack and
ship ten carloads that day. Other help
was not to be had and the peach
growers were faced with a serious dilemma.Relieving that the girls would
assist them in such emergency, the
appeal for help was made and was
met with ready response. Five farm
wagons were loaded up with some of
the prettiest young ladies of Americus
and driven to the packing house,
where great piles of Elbertas were in
readiness. Deft and dainty fingers,
not a few of them ornamented with
Hashing soltaires, packed the luscious
fruit into crates, and the cars were
loaded on schedule time for shipment
to New York. Not only was it a
source of pleasure for the fair peach
packers to thus render assistance in
time of need, but a neat sum was
earned by each one at the price paid
per crate."

THE SPECULATIVE MARKET.
The developments in the speculativemarket yesterday were summar-

ized in an Associated tress uispaicn
of last night as follows:
The cotton market was quiet today,

with sentiment nervous and fluctuationirregular. The close was steady,
net unchanged to 5 points lower. Sales
were estimated at lou.uuo bales.
The opening was steady at unchangedprices to a decline of 5 points

under local bear pressure which
seemed to be inspired by the idea that
Liverpool had been supported by New
York bulls in an effort to make a protittalking basis at the opening here.
Hut selling did not become general;
while the big bulls were not aggressivebuyers, they absorbed offerings
at a decline, and after selling at 9.36
for October there was a rally to 9.42
for that position which was followed,
however, by a renewed recession in
the afternoon owing to favorable

weather and crop advices, and private!
reports of an easier spot basis in Texas.At one time the active months
showed a net loss of 2 to 7 points but
there was a slight recovery from the
lowest in the last few minutes on coveringby trailing shorts. The market
closed at 9.35 for October or 3 points
up from the lowest. It was rumored
during the day that some German
spinners were offering to resell their
cotton but local spot brokers reported
a slightly better demand from northernand New England mills for
prompt shipment from the south.
Southern spot markets officially reportedwere unchanged to lie lower.
Private reports stated that old crop
cotton was offered on the basis of 9*
in Texas.

Estimated receipts at the ports todaywere 3,053 bales, against 1,888
last week and 602 last year. For the
week 25,000 bales, against 25,004 last
week and 7,953 last year. Today's receiptsat New Orleans 242 bales,
against 95 last year, and at Houston
913 bales, against 338 last year.

TICKS ON CATTLE.
The government experts who have

been set to the task of ridding this
section of cattle ticks, are working like
good fe lows and they are finding lots
of ticks.
Amo>ng the experiences with which

the Sgents are meeting is that upon
applying to some cattle owners, they
are told that there are no ticks on their
cattle. This, however, does not satisfy
the agents. They explain that the governmentexpects them to make inspectionsand they will feel more assurance
after they have seen the cattle for
themselves.

In some instances it is found that
the inspected places are free of ticks;
but in other instances the cattle are
literally infested with the vermin, and
are broken out in sores.
The Inspection is being pushed with

systematic energy and the ground is
being covered with great rapidity,
with scrupulous regard to thoroughness.
Most of the cattle owners welcome

the inspectors most heartily and give
theni all the assistance in their power.
It is only occasionally that the inspectorsmeet with a man who is so smart
or so ignorant as to give them trouble.

light gossip, etc. The men loll under)
the trees, smoking when they are not
eating fruit, pitching horseshoes,
reading the papers, talking politics,
and enjoying themselves generally.
The young people,.why the young
people do not need to be mentioned!
Of course, there are routine tasks and
chores to be attended to; but altogetherit is a lazy time.

MR. BRYAN AND THE SOUTH.

Democratic Candidate Up Against a

Dangerous Proposition.
It is not an agreeable report that Is

sent out from Mr. Bryan's home by
the Associated Press, to the effect that
no southern man can be considered
for chairman of the Democratic nationalcommittee, because of the attitudeof southerners on the race question.It is said that Mr. Bryan thinks
the negro vote of Ohio and other
states of the middle west can be corralledby the right sort of work, but
it is necessary to approach it very
carefully, anc'l, in his opinion, it would
never do to have a southern man, who
would certainly be an advocate of restrictionof the negro's franchise, to
handle this matter." For that reason,
it is stated, the idea of appointing 01UeJames of Kentucky, to the positionof national chairman has been
abandoned, and no other southern
man can be considered. That mav be
Mr. Bryan's Idea of playing politics,
but it is not the idea of the southern
people, and it was the south which
nominated Mr. Bryan and it will be
the south which will give him most of
the electoral votes he will receive.
There Is not any marked enthusiasm
for Mr. Bryan in the south now,
though the general sentiment of the
people of this section was favorable
to his nomination because of the prevailingconditions and the strong desireto reestablish the Democratic
party in control of the national government.If Mr. Bryan is to make
open repudiation of the south's attitudeon the race question, there will
be a great revulsion of feeling against
him, and It is not at all unlikely that
some of the states of the south might
be swept away from their Democratic
moorings. Mr. Bryan is, therefore,
not only making poor return for
friendship shown him by the southern
people, but he is actually playing poor
politics In flouting the sentiment of
those people on a question which Is
of greater importance to them than
any other Issue that could be raised.

It is extremely unlikely that the
Democratic party can attract any
large number of negro votes In the
north or in the west. The negroes belongto the Republican party and
they are going to remain Its chattels.
When they begin to slough away, they
will be brought back. The Democraticparty can not expect to have them
and should not want to. The Democraticparty is the white man's party.
That and that alone is the reason why
It is the party of the solid south. This
is a condition which no Democratic
leader, whether he live in Maine,
Mississippi or Nebraska, should be
ignorant of, and if Mr. Bryan does not
yet appreciate the situation he would
do well to take a course of Instruction
upon it. Mr. Bryan has placed himselfcorrectly upon the reco *d in referenceto the race question, and the
people of the south feel comident that
he would, as president, preserve the
relations that are essential to the
proper maintenances of society in this
section; but it must come as a shock
to them to learn that he has determinedto bar from the management
of the campaign any man who believesin the practical disfranchisementof the negro..Charleston Post.
