Roclc Hill, September 7..Capt. J. A.
Maxwell, the genial and popular roadmasterof the Charleston division of
the Southern railway, got his left leg

f so badly crushed on a local freight
train about noon yesterday near Riverside,that It had to be amputated
between the knee and ankle. Capt.
Maxwell was climbing up between two
cars, after some crossties had been
unloaded, and the engineer had been
signaled ahead, and in some way his
leg was caught between the bumpers
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string of cars in a second effort to
start, the train being on a grade. He
was brought to the Fennell hospital in
this city after the accident, and after
an examination the physicians found
it necessary, as stated above, to amputatethe wounded member between
the knee and ankle. Capt. Maxwell
is one of the most popular men corwnected with the Southern, and tne
news of his serious misfortune was
received here with much regret.

E. Pryor of this city, died Saturday in
the hospital for the insane at ColumWbla, after an illness of something over
a year. She was the daughter of Rev.
A. M. Foster, a Baptist minister, now
residing in Spartanburg, but formerly
of Union.
