The Daily News of Brunswick, Ga.,

has bsen indicted in the United States
court at Savannah for violation of the
postal laws by publishing advertisementsof a lottery. It is alleged that
on May 8, 1909, and on different dates
in August. 1910, and September 1st
and 2nd, 1910, the News inserted advertisementsand notices of lotteries
drawing and gift enterprises made by
lot or chance. January 25, last, the
paper advertised a drawing for a lot
at the Brunswick grand opera house
and that issue was excluded from the
mails. An editorial explanation which
followed is also contended to have :

been a violation of the law. As long
ago as December, 1907, it is claimed
the News advertised a jewelry drawingfor a Brunswick merchant with
the list of winners and was warned
that time that the law had been vio-
lated.

The cotton mills in India seem to
be having their troubles, the similarityof which is strikingly like that en-
countered in the recent past by the
cotton mills of the southern states.
Consul Michael, from Calcutta reports
to the Daily Consular and Trade Reportsthat a press dispatch from Bombaysays the mill coolies are leaving
that city for the villages in large numbersfor agricultural work, on account
of the dearth of employment in the
cotton mills there, of which fourteen
closed in January and six closed in
February. This means that some 20,000people will be thrown out of em-

ployment. The closing is due to mills
making no profit and heavy losses owingto the high price of cotton. Unlessprices of cotton yarn Improve pro-
portionately to the enhanced price of
cotton there is no hope of improvement.All of which has a familiar
ring in this part of the country.

within the present week if certain influencesnow at work toward that end
prove effective. With_ the _arrival in
Mexico City of Senor jose xves Lim-

antour, minister of finance. President
Diaz will begin a series of conferences
which it is expected will result in the (

announcement within three or four
days of a reorganized cabinet. MinisterLimantour will present an exposi-
tion of the demands of the revolution-
ists, and the changes in the official
family of President Diaz as well as the
institution of certain reforms are confidentlyexpected to appease the insur-
gents. In the meantime President
Taft, who arrives here tomorrow morningfrom Augusta, Ga,, will confer
with Ambassador De La Barra and
there is good ground for the assump-
tion that the troops now concentrated
in Texas immediately will begin a seriesof manoeuvres and return shortly
to their posts. In addition to this,
when conditions again are normal in
Mexico, a complete statement of the
things which actuated the mobilizationof the troops will be issued by the

. New York, March 19: Upon complaintof Booker T. Washington, the
well known negro educator, a man
was locked up by the police tonight
charged with assault upon Dr. Washington.The latter received so severe
a blow on his head from a club that
he was at the Flower hospital for
over an hour late tonight having the
wound dressed. The trouble occurred
In front of a Sixty-third street house
at which Washington called about 10
o'clock tonight to see a friend, but no
one answered his repeated calls on the
door bell. Thinking the man he wished
to see might appear any moment
Washington walked up and down in the
vicinity for more than half an hour,
when his walk was interrupted by a

man having the appearance of a Janitor,who emerged with a big club in his
hand, according to the complainant,
and struck Washington. Washington
said he returned the blow with his fist
and held the man until the police arrived.The janitor acted, according to
Washington, "as though he thought I
was a burglar." The alleged assailant,who is a large German, gave his
name as Albert Ulrich.
. Washington. March 18: The excavationin the central division of the
Panama canal, including the great
Culebra cut and the Chargres section
during February was the greatest on

record, being 1,409,338 cubic yards.
Altogether, in that division 71,033,522
yards have been excavated, leaving
26,091,496 yards to be removed. Takingthe canal as a whole up to March
1, there had been taken out 131,829,438yards, leaving to be excavated 50,708,330yards. The canal at the Pacificentrance is completed from deep
water to a point opposite the Panama
railroad wharf at Balboa, a distance of
about five miles. Inland from this
point the open water channel extends
three miles, carrying from 30 feet to
45 feet in depth, and certain sections
have been excavated to its final width
of 500 feet. In the Atlantic entrance
to the canal the channel is completed
to its full width of 500 feet. The Gatun
dam, the greatest in the world, is about
60 per cent completed. The concrete
work on the locks at Pedro Miguel is
over 67 per cent completed and about
11 per cent of the concrete is in place

Washington, March 20: Hundreds
of billions of tons of coal contained in
the vast area of coal lands in the west,
consisting of more than 10,000,000
acres, are owned r>y tne united states

government, according to an announcementof the United States geological
survey today. Some tracts are of immensevalue, containing beds of the
highest grade coal in veins from thirtyto eighty feet in thickness. By a

new method of selling this coal land
the government will gain an enormous
amount of money. The old way was
to sell the coal lands regardless of
value at $10 an acre if more than fifteenmiles from a railroad, or at $20 if
within that limit. Xow the geological
survey measures the coal In an acre
and the land is sold on a coal tonnage
basis. As a result coal lands have
been priced as high as $400 an acre
and in one tract at even $600. During
the last year the geological survey
classified by individual forty acre
tracts 8.527,166 acres with a value of
$560,815,081. This added to the results
of former work gives a total of 13,- :

180.538 acres classified as coal lands
with a valuation of 3637,619,418. By
the old method these lands would have
i valuation of 3218,289,942, which
shows a net gain to the government of
nearly 3420,000,000. All proceeds of
?oal lands are deposited to the credit
»f the irrigation "reclamation fund."

The government is sending an additionalregiment of troops to Hawaii
for the purpose of strengthening the

garrison there. If this move has any

significance, it is probably explained
as a precaution against the Japanese.

The debauchery of the people by
means of state vended liquor was terribleto contemplate; but it is doubtfulas to whether even that has had
a more degrading effect than the graft
money that has figured in the affair.

The settlements made by The Enquirer'sclubmakers last Saturday,
were something to be proud of. Over
350 names were paid for on that day
alone, making the largest single day's
collections for subscriptions in the
history of the paper. Out of the 2,300
names now on our list, only seventeen

were discontinued for non-payment.

In the case of the United States

government against several barrels of
coca-cola at Chattanooga, Tenn., the
defendant is answering the charges of
adulteration with caffeine, that this

drug is also the active principle of
tea and coffee. The plaintiff answers

that while it is true that caffeine is

contained in tea and coffee, its deleteriouseffects are in a measure neutralizedby certain natural oils. That is

gratifying information, for as great
and powerful as is this government, it
would hardly venture to attack tea

and coffee.

Mr. Clarence H. Poe, who recently
returned to his desk on the Progressive
Farmer from a trip around the world,
In the interest of his excellent paper,
is favoring some of his friends with
souvenirs in the shape of newspapers
from the far east. The Enquirer has
been favored with copies of two newspaperspublished In British India
and one published in Japan. One
of the Indian newspapers is in the nativetext and the other in English. The

Japanese paper is In the text common

to China, Japan and other Mongolian
races of eastern Asia. The papers
are quite interesting as curios; but
we confess our inability to use any

portion of the contents of any of them
in The Enquirer. However, we very
much appreciate being remembered by
Mr. Poe, and will hold the papers on

exhibition for those who desire to see

them.

South Carolina has suffered much in
the past and is still suffering from
disregard of the law. There is a prevailingif not a predominant sentiment,that the individual citizen
should consider what he wants to do
rather than what it is right for him to

do. We would not like to undertake
to place the blame for this state of
affairs other than to attribute it to
the inherent perverseness of human
nature; but we will say that in a generalway the lawyers.or rather a

class of lawyers.are largely responsible.The fundamental principle upon
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tahlished as a recognized institution
of modern civilization, was that the
lawyer would stand only for that
which is right. Theoretically, he was

supposed to contend not to win; hut
to vindicate the law. The idea could
go so far as to contemplate that if he
knew the law and the facts to be

against him, he should acquiesce even

though he could prevail. There are

lawyers who live up to that principle,
and there is no higher type of man to

be found. But that is not the rule.
The rule, rather is to get there, no

matter how, but get there. This influenceis not without effect on all who
come in contact with it, and there has

developed a widespread sentiment that
laws are not to be obeyed; but rather
evaded, and the man who is most successfulin the practice of evasion is esteemedby many as the smartest.
There are those who will take it as

old fogy ism; but it is a fact nevertheless,that without law and order.
the strict observance of laws.there
can be no security to life or property
and no guarantee of the right to pursuehappiness. The man who really
stands for law and order is of the
highest and best type, and the man

who would subvert the laws of the
land belongs to a dangerous class. Althoughnot so recognized, violation of

any law is really an offense against
the entire public, and if the public
would protect itself to the fullest, it
would recognize and act on this fact.

Why was not the letter of Felder to
Hub Evans made public before now?
And why was it given publicity by

Governor Blease just at this time?
Mr. Pelder says the letter is a forgery.And yet Mr. Felder evidently

knew a great deal about the inside
workings of the old dispensary board.
If he had not known so much about
the business he would not have been
able to "recover" so much money for
the state.

It is plain that there is a great
deal that has not yet been made public.Maybe we will get it all in the
course of time. Let us hope so at any
rate..Anderson Daily Mail.
The great mistake that was made by

the winding-up commission, was in
fielding to the natural desire to get

money out of the whisky concerns. It
was not what is legally defined as compoundinga felony: hut it was in that
nature. The commission should have
concerned itself about no money exceptthat which it actually had in
hand. On the contrary, it should have
devoted itself solely and absolutely to
the prosecution of all who had been
guilty of dishonesty. If this had been
done, the people of the state would
have given their endorsement, and
there would have been no possibility
of things taking the direction in which
they now seem to be going. The En-
quirer has held to this position irom

the beginning and it sees in the presentsituation full vindication of its
view. Whether Felder wrote that letteror not, we do not know. We are

not any more impressed with the assertionthat he did than we are impressedwith his assertion that he did
not. We can readily understand how
it could be a "frame up," and we can

see how it could be genuine. We do
not see any better motive in his graftingfrom the grafters than would have
existed in such a partnership as is proposedin the alleged letter. But if the
state had spent its own good money
and time in punishing all who had to
do with crookedness in connection
with the dispensary, we think the
whole situation would have been very
much better.

From our point of view special Judges
are being appointed too often in South
Carolina. It strikes us that the state
has enough regular judges to perform
the work this state requires. There
are forty-throe counties in South Carolinaand there are twelve judges who
are paid an annual salary of about
(3.000 each. There are, so we are Informedby a lawyer of our neighboring
state, one hundred and fourteen countiesIn North Carolina and that state
has fourteen judges, and no special
I««.4 owa ollAnfo/1 r\ Kn onnAJntorl in
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that state. South Carolina is a much
smaller state than North Carolina,
and we are sure that the larger the
state, the larger the amount of lawbreakers,and yet In South Carolina
almost every week some special judge
is appointed to hold court. Can some
one please explain why the difference
in the two states. Here is another instance.A judge came to York county
something over a month ago to hold
court. The juries were present, the
witnesses were on hand and the court
machinery was in working order,- but
not a case was tried by a jury. The
lawyers were not ready for trial, but
the expenses went on just the same.
It was not the judge's fault. No, not
that, for he was ready for business.
The result will be that the calendar
will be crowded at some future term
of court and a special judge will be appointedto get rid of the cases. The
lawyers have the courts in their own
hands in this state. They get together,recommend a special judge to the
supreme court, the supreme court recommendsto the governor and the
eovernor does the appointing, after all
the lawyer is responsible for the specialjudge. We were seated in a court
house once upon a time with a friend
who had a case to come up at that
term of court, we thought. We listenedto several rulings of the judge
and strange to say each of his rulings
were in accordance with our fellow
companion's advanced predictions. We
asked the companion if his case would
come up this term and here is the answerwe received: "No, sir, not before
that judge." The laws governing the

1 (1.) Boys joining clubs and entering
contests must be between 10 and 18
years of age on January 1, of any glv(en year.

l (2.) No boy shall contest for a prize
unless he becomes a member of a
club.

(3.) The members of the clubs must
agree to study the instructions of the

' Farmers' Co-operative Demonstration
work.

(4.) Each boy must plan his own
crop and do his own work. A small
boy may hire help for heavy plowing
in preparing the soil.

( (5.) Exhibits must be delivered to
the county superintendent of education
on or before November 1.

(6.) The contest corn must be care>fully measured in the presence of at
least two disinterested witnesses, who
shall attest the certificate of the boy.

(7.) (lather the corn and weigh it.
Weigh two 100-pound lots from differentparts of the total. Shuck and shell
each lot and then weigh the shelled
corn in each instance in order to find
the average percentage of shelled
corn. Multiply the total weight by
this per cent and divide by 56 to get
the number of bushels.

to "put their proposition in writing,"
and that "the letter that Governor
Blease gave out is the proposition of
Felder, which I turned down."
"Hub" also volunteered to "swear on

a million stacks of Bibles" that Tom
Felder wrote him the letter, promised
to tell "some hot stuff about other
deals that they tried to frame up," and
asserted that he could "prove by livingwitnesses that Tom Felder wrote
the letter." "You don't know half the
inside business," "Hub" concluded,
"and If you will come up here (to
Newberry) I will tell you all about It"
To hear "Hub's" narrative would be
worth a longer trip than is indicated.
The eagerness of the public to learn
that story is not so keen as it was a
few years ago, it is true, but It is still
keen enough.

We shall contentourselves therefore with remarking:that if the colonel did write the
letter, and he is positive that he didn't,
