— Washington, November 29: The
United States teday formally offered
to China the services of 2,600 Amer-
lcan troops, now stationed In the Phil-
ippines, to aid in keeping open the
railway from Feking to the sea and
for the protection of foreigners in
China. American Minister Calhoun
was Instructed by the state depart-
ment to explain to his colleagues in
the diplomatic corps at Feking that
the United States gdvernment, in rec-
ognition of its obligation and rights
secured by the treaty following the
t oxer troubles, Is holding In constant
readiness at Manila an expeditionary
force of from.500 to 2,600 men. This
is in no way to be considered a force
of intervention, but merely the United

states' part In carrying out with the
other powers the provisions of the
1901 protocol for maintaining railway
communication from Peking to the
Ren

— What Is announced to be the
largest sale of jewels on record ope ned
in Paris last Monday afternoon, when
the literally priceless collection of
Abdul Hamid, ex-suitan of Turkey,
came under the hammer. Although
only a small fraction of the treasures
displayed was disposed of today the
receluts reached a total of 2,700,000
francs ($640,000). The best price
pald was for a necklace composed of
three rows of 154 pearls and clasr
formed of three rows of brilliants,
which brougnt 920,000 francs ($184,-
000). A string of 99 pearls with pend-
ant, composed of the Imperial cipher
in gold, three large rubies and a pear-
shaped drop pearl brought $124,700.
Among other objects two gold coffce
cups and saucers encrusted with di-
amonds brought $5,040; & gold alarm
clock set with diamonds, $7,120; =2
walking stick, with gold and diamond
head, $1,000. The sale, which was
altended by all the notable jewelers
of Europe, will continue for a fort-
night.

—. Mexico Chy, November 28: Peace
probably will be restored in the state
of Oaxaca as the result of a confer-
ence between President Madero, Car-
los Trejo, the president’s special en-

. voy, who has just returned from a
mission to Governor Juarez of Oaxaca
and a representative of the Oaxaca
government. The recent removal for
political reasons of the Jeffe police
named Juarez and the installation
of a Madero appointee caused a row
between Madero and the governor.
Juarez refused to recognize the cen-
tral government and bands began pil-
laging in various sections of the com-
monwealth., Recently Madero sent
a special envoy to Juarez, buf the lat-
ter refused to be placated. The en-
voys Induced the governor, however,
to send a representative to Mexico
Clty to discuss the situation with
President Madero. Today it was an-
nounced by President Madero that
the governor should be allowed to
name the Jeffe police, while the fed-
eral troops should be left in the state
to assist In repressing inciplent re-
volts.

— Washington, November 28: Pres-
ident "latt's third annual m2ssage,
which goes to congress Tuesday, wili
be devoted té the “trust question.”
The message contains from 5,000 to
6.000 woras, and with the exception
of a few references in a general way
to other related subjects, will deal
with the question of industrial com-
binativn alone, Although details ot
the message were not made public,
it was unaerstood tonight that Fed-
eral Incorporation, as outlined by Mr.
Taft two years ago, will be suggested
again as a method for solution of the
problem. The president has indicated
his aversion (o amendment of the
sherman anti-trust act and from his
talks with callers tonight the infer-
ence is drawn that there Is no sug-
gestion of such amendment in the mes-
sage. “I've put all my eggs in one
basket,”” the president said to callers
tonight. In sending an annual mes-
sage to congress devoted to one sub-
ject alone, the president is establish-
ing a precedent. It Is usual for the
chief executive to point out the need
of all sorss of legislation and to give
in brief form the history of the past
years so far as the government is con-
cerned. This will be done away with
In the present message and later on

Mr. Taft will send special messages
to congress dealing with Important
subjects. The presklent expects 10

discuss the tariff in a separate mes-
sage to be written after December 12.
The tariff board, it was sald tonizht,
will not be able to make its report
on the wonl and cotton schedules un-
til then, and the message will not be
undertaken until that report is ready.
— Los Angeles, Cal.,, Ncvember 28:
The ugly smirch of suspected wribery
was trailed today across the trial of
James B. McNamara, for the alleged
murder of Charles Haggerty, one
of the twenty-one victims of the
Los Angeles Times disaster. To-
night a pleased .prosecutlon and a
dumfounded defense took stock o
the day's werk of Samuel Lo Brown,
chief Investigator of the state, who
arrested three men and stacked Dis-
trict Attorney Frederick's desk with
bank notes taken from the arrested
men's pockets In Frederick’s pres-
ence. Bert H. Franklin, a former dep-
uty United States marshal, now em-
ployed by the McNamara defense as
an Investigator, released late today nn
$10,000 cash bail, is to appear in
court tomorrow to answer charges of
bribery and attempted bribery, sworn
to by Brown. George H. N. Lock-
wood, an unsummoned venireman,
and C. E. (Capt.) White, an alleged
stake-holder, both arrested with
Franklin, are at liberty and, accord-
ing to District Attorney Fredericks,
they will appear as witnesses against
Franklin. Five hundred dollars taken
from Lockwood's pockets is declared
by the prosecution to have been the
first payment of a sum which he
would receive If he should prevent
an adverse verdict in the McNamara
case, and $3.500 found on White was
declared to be the balance to be pald
when the jury was discharged. Ru-
mors of a grand jury investigation
to determine where the money came
from flew thick and fast today. No
grand jury Is in sesslon but one may
be called. This Is not necessary., s0
far as Franklin is concerned. because
his case can be taken care of through
any Information filed by the district
attorney. Investigator Brown salid
that no more arrests would be made
tonlght. There was nothing common-
place about the arrest of Franklin.
It was no hotel room or saloon scene,
famillar to followers of exposure. A
former deputy United States marshal,
acquainted with criminal methods
and the methods devised to catch
eriminals, through his former em-
ployment, was arrested on a street cor-
ner in the heart of Los Angeles’
wholesale center in broad daylight,
whila a detective, disguised as a la-
borer., stond close enough to hear
what was said. Detective Brown, shel-
tered by a building, was close enough
with his assistants to catch the three
men before two of them could take
thelr hands out of their pockets after.
it i« alleged. they had stuffed the
meney Into them. So, hands in pock-
ets, the men were marched to the
hall of records, where District Attor-
ney Fredericks walted for them on the
eleventh flonr. Hands in pockets, they
entered the office. When the hands
came out. Brown declares, the yellow
bills clung to thelr fingers  Twenty
minutes later. Lockwood, the venire-
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man, and White, supposed stakehold-

er, went out of the swinging doors
free men. Announcemen: that they
would appear against Franklin as
state witnesses followed them out.

Franklin, unperturbed, remarked that
the state would find that it was mis-
taken and had no case. Questions as
to the legal status of Lockwood arose
as soon as the report of the arrest
gained circulation. He had not been
reached by any venire subpoena. 1'n-
less someone other than an officer of
the court told him he was on the
venire list he did not know it, If -he
did not know he was a venireman,
he could not have been bribed, tech-
nically, to “hang” a jury or do any-
thing else to It, the state concedes.
District Attorney Fredericks, how-
ever, asseried that Lockwood was le-
gally connected with the jury from
the moment his name was drawn from
the jury whee! last Saturday. Fred-
erlcks holés that when the big list of
1,600 names was made out, last Jan-
uary, every man on it vecame aware
thut he would be summoned at some
time or other to do jury service in
the depariment in which the McNa-
mara trial is to be held. When Frank-
lin was arrested and searched he had
on his person various papers with
notations about prospective jurors,
and it geperally has ‘been kuown
about the court room that Franklin
was gathering detalls In this connec-
tion for the defense.
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The McNamara case Is a pretly
good Illustration of how big and how
dirty a prosecuticn at law can be
when there is plenty of money on both
sides,

Why, certainly Wall street would
support Roosevelt again. It Is true

grand jury has returned “no bill”
there can bhe no further talk aboul a
requisition.  But there is still much of

a mess about It, nevertheless,

It would have been undoubtedly
better if the Newberry grand jury had
returned a true bill against Felder and
allowed the case Lo go to trial. There
are those, of course. that will rejoice
that Felder “has won," but we do not
think this is true. We think that the
administration of the law in New-
berry has lost, temporarily at least
The probability is that the next grand
jury, to be drawn in the spring, will
return a true bill, as it has a right to
do if it Sees proper.

An exchange wants to know wheth-
er former Senator John L. McLaurin
fs trving to get into the political game
again. We do not know, but we would
not he surprised, and, really,
no reason why not? During the time
he was in the game John L. McLaurin
showed more good, hard, practical
wense than any of the rest of them
from this state, and he was knocked
out not sn much because of his poli-

W ses

ties asx hecause he had some really
practical  ldeas  and  was trying to
do  something  practical. The others
were jealous  of his  ability. Sinee

then practically all of them have been
following along the path he blazed.
The late Senator Latimer, who suc-
ceeded McLaurin, did it by out-Mce-
Laurinizing McLaurin, Just why Me-
Laurin does not get into the game
again we do not see.

Henry Clay Beattie, Jr.'s pastor has
given out another signed statement
from the recently executed wife mur-
derer that reads, in effect, as follows:
“Under your explanation and teach-
ing many passages of the scriptures
have & new meaning to me, and my
principal regret now is that I cannot
have time and opportunity to tell
others of God's love and mercy.” Of
course, we do not doubt the authen-
ticity of this letter nor the sincerity of
the writer. The probability is that
he felt just as he said he felt, but as
to whether his life would have really
been different had he heen given an-
other chance is a matter that could
have been established only by actual
trial. But the letter may be taken as
a warning to others, in fact by all of
us who are still enjoying the oppor-
tunitles that this man neglected.

We think the postal savings bank
is a good thing. It ought to encour-
age saving and business methods, and
we hope our people will make the
fullest and freest use of it. But, of
course, it is clear that no one wants
to leave as much as $100 In the postal
savings bank a day longer than the
accumulation of that sum. The com-
mercial banks are just as safe as the
postal banks, and pPractically all of
them pay 4 per cent interest quarter-
ly. against 2 per cent per annum for
the postal. The thirmg would be to
begin depositing In the postal until
the amount becomes worth while, and
then put it with one of the commer-
cial benks—the Loan and Savings or
First National of Yorkville, the Na-
tloinal Union of Rock Hill, the Bank
of Clover, the First Natlonal of Sharon
ar the Pank of Hickory Grove, and
draw 4 per cent Interest, instead of
only 2 per cent. Although the com-
mercial banks will gladly accept sav-
Ings deposits from a dollar up, there
is obviously a great deal more trouble
to the banks In such small deposits
than they are worth, and we would
think that it would be best to let
Uncle Sam have thosé small amounts
until they grow to be worth while,
after which they may be given to the
other banks.

That ls a startling story that Whar-
ton Barker, the retired Philadelphia
banker tells of the panic of 1907, and
the alleged connection of former
President Roosevelt therewith Is in
the nature of a decided sensation.
There are those of course, who will
dismiss the whole thing as more or
less idle. Whether or not Mr. Barker
is telling the whole truth we do not
know; but we cannot afford to char-
acterize the story as unreasonable or
absurd, notwithstanding it involves the
good name and good faith of a man
who has posed before the world as
such an incorruptible patriot. The
testimony of this man fits In very nice-
ly with a theory advanced by the En-
quirer at the time. It will be remem-
bered that this paper accounted for the
panic along the idea that the high
price of cotton having begun to threat-
en the financlal emancipation of the
south, powerful money kings of the
north and east conspired to paralyze
business and commerce in order to
prevent such a development. We ex-
plained fully how we believed that
those rich men having provided them-
selves with life preservers, just as in-
timated by Banker Parker, they were
ready to sink the ship ahd let all the
balance go to the bottom. After we
had glven our ldea, we were told by
men who claimed to have personal
knowledze of what they were talking
about, that the panic was brought
about as an expedient to ruin Morse,
who was at that time about to wrest
the control of coastwise transporta-
tion from J. P. Morgan, and who was
making a strong show for financial su-
premacy generally. In view of the
trend of developments, we are now
prepared to belleve even more firmly
than ever that this panic was brought
about by conspiracy, and that both of
the purposes mentioned figured in its
objects. Roosevelt himself admitted
that he sanctioned the absorption
of the Tennessee Coal and Iron com-
pany by the American Steel trust and
there ls no question of the fact that
this act was without warrant of law.
It is clear that he would have never
confessed unless he had been practi-
cally forced to do so, and of course he
is not going to ennfess such a charge
as Banker Barker has made against
him under any consideration. That
the whole truth about this matter will
ever come out we have no idea; but
nevertheless the country will eventu-
ally belleve about it what It wants to
helieve,

Circumstantial Evidence,
It ix common lo hear men when
discussing the dutles of a juror say
something llke this:

“I do not belleve in convicting a
man on cireumstantial evidence. Un-
less the evidence is direct, you can
just depend upon me for a verdiet of
not  gullty.”

Frequently jurors are excused on
thelr voir dire on the ground that they
do not belleve In capital punishment
or that they are unwlilling to convict
on circumstantial evidence, although
sometimes shrewd prosecuting officers

are willing to call such bluffs and
make this kind of people serve any-
way.

As @ matter of fact there is nol

much to either one of these positlons
and it is only a thoughtless and a
rather llght kind of folks who are
willing to confess themselves as pe-
culiar in relation to these subjeects.
Circumstantial  evidence Is  the
strongest of all evidence, Individuals
will lie deliberately and on purpose,
but circumstances will not. They can
be made to lie—circumstances can,
and frequently are: but it s no more
difficult to detect such attempts than
it is to corner an individual liar. Of

the two things the cornering of an In-
dividual liar Is generally the easler.
A man was convicted of murder

In Laurens some years ago and hang-
ed.  Afterward there went out a story
that another man confessed on his
deathbed that It was he who had ¢com-
mitted the crime and the man who
wis executed was innocent.

It became u common thing after
the stariing of the confesslon story
for lawyers In defending similar cases
to cite the alleged Laurens eircum=
stance o llustrate the terrible re-
sponsibility of  convieting  « man of
murder on circemstantial evidence.

Now in this particular case It hap-
pened that the late Col. BHall, who was
at  the time  associated with Judge
Watts, was  the attorney for the
man who was hanged, amd as soon

as Col. Bali learned of the alleged
confession he made an Investigation
of the facts, only to find that the
whole story was a fraud and a fake.

Saveral times since he has been on
the circuit bench Judge Watts has
heard lawyers for the defenses using
this old story In similar cases, and In-
variably he has taken occasion to tell
the jury that the siory was not true.

Of course, there is possibility of
such a thing as punishing an Innocent
man. There can be unjust convictlons
by direct testimony as well as by cir-
cumstantial evidence, but there are
very few such convictions by el.her
means,

Although they are not aware of it
and do not know enough to be made
aware of it, people who claim that
they would not conviet on eclrecum-
stantial evidence make themselves
about as ridiculous as the fellow who
continues to Insist that the earth Is
flat and that the sun goes over ii and
under It each twenty-four hours.

The Minister.

One thing In which the people of
our country could do themselves more
credit, if they would, Is thelr attitude
to ministers of the gospel of all de-
nominations,

We have In mind not the non-
church membership, but more par-
ticularly the church membership. and
we think it needs to be told a little
something.

We do not concede that ministers
work for money or temporal reward
in the same sense as do men of other
occupations; but we do know that the
requirements of ministers are not very
different from other men. They have
to be clothed and fed, and they‘need
money for the hundred and one things
‘hat have become absolutely necessary
under modern conditions,

Of course, ministers receive sala-
rles, and many people hold that they
should be content with their pay, with
which doctrine w» agree, provided the
pay s at all adequate, but that is not
the point at which we are now driv-
Ing. -

Ministers have many expenses of
which the people take little account.
Few of them are promised salaries
more than sufficlent for ordinary needs
and many of them do not receive all
of the salaries that are promised.

It ix a fact that ministers have
many extraordinary expenses that de
not fall on other people, and one of
them {is the entertalnment of visitors
whom It is proper and logical for
them to entertain, but whuse enter-
tainment means expense.

Then again, In the case of slckness
or death, whether the subject be a
church member or not, the minister
must visit him or her and must con-
duct the funeral. Visits and funerals
often cost money for buggy hire or
rallroad transportation, and the min-
ister has to pay the bill out of his
pocket, but seldom Is there anything
sald about relmbursement, and from
the nature of his work, his creed and
the teachings of his faith he neve
says a word. ,

Often minlsters accept Iinvitations

and go to distant points to preach."

paying their own expenses, and come
away without having recelved a hint
of an offer from the people by whom
he had been Invited, to help bear the
*Xpense, .

Of course It Is not to be hinted
.hat there is go!ng to be any strike
or anything like that unless people
begin to take a different view of this
whole matter, for there have always
been good, consecrated men to do the
work of the Master, and there will al-
ways be such men; but it does seem to
us that it is about time that the whole
puolie, including church membershlp
and non-church membership, begin
to look at this matter differently.

In the case of most of us If we
should ask a professional service of
a member of any other profession, we
would naturally assume that we were
expected to pay. We would find that
if we did not mention the little mat-
ter of compensalion the other fellow
would. If we ask a minister what he
charges we know full well that he is
going to tell us “nothing,” and there-
fore when we ask him such a question
we are self-confessed hypocrites. The
way to do it is to recognize that the
minister is entitled to pay for extra
services of whatever nature—that he
is certainly entitled to reimbursement
of moneys that he has paid out on ac-
count of such things as have been
indicated, and we should make the
actual tender of an amount sufficient
10 square the malter.

CLOVER CULLINGS.

Cotton Selling Freely—New Resi-
dences Going Up—Personal.

vurrespondence ‘The Yorkville Enquirer

Clover, December 1.—While it Is a
fact that as many or more bales of
cotton have been sold on this market
up to this time as during a correspond-
ing period of last year, owing to the
wide dlfference in price business with
the local merchants has not heen 8o
good this year as last by a great deal,
but they are taking the situation phil-
osophically and very little complaint is
heard, all being satisfied that the de-
pression cannot last Indefinitely,

Ag is well known Clover has devel-
oped marvelously as a cotton market
during the past few years because-of
the fact that the local buyers have
been paying as much, and often more
for the staple than any of the sur-
rounding markets. It Is estimated that
since the opening of the present sea-
son not less than 2,600 bales have
been sold and some belleve the actual
figures would be nearer 3,000 bales,
were a close count made. The total
sales for the year ending September 1
were about 5,000—the largest receipts
for any one year In the history of the
town. About 2.700 bales have been
Zinned by the Clover Cotton Oil and
Ginning company since the opening of
the season and the management I8
expecting the total for the season to
exceed 3,000, The total for last sea-
son was about 2,150,

While it is true that not so much
bullding has been done this fall as
during similar periods, still the town
is growing some. Mr. George 8. Wil-
liams is building a handsome dwell-
ing on Knox street, while Mr. H. E.
Moore I8 erecting a neat cottage on the
north side of Constitution street, and
Mr. M, L. Ford Is arranging to add
another story to hls store building on
West King's Mountain street. The
lumber is being dellvered on the
ground, and actual work will be
commenced as soon a8 all the material
is at hand, provided weather condi-
tions warrant it.

It gives The Enquirer pleasure to
acknowledgs the recelpt of a letter
from Superintendent of Education
Swearingen extending thanks for our
co-operation in explaining the school
book situation.

$26: but If the friend should shoot
anything else, doves, snipe, or even
rabbits, he would be liable for the li-
cense or a fine.

The Bouthern railway maintains a
lilve stock bureau, representaiives of
which have been In this locality talk-
Ing up cattle ralsing and dalrying. It
seems to us that if the raflroad people
really desire to accomplish something
practical they should arrange to
bring milk from points along their
line In York county to Yorkville at
rates that will make it to the Interest
of milk producers to ship. The rail-
roads can help the development of
the dairy Industry wonderfully If they
only will.

CIRCUIT COURT.

In the case of the St. James (col-
ored) church of Fort Mill egainst the
Southern rallway, the jury found for
the plaintiff in the sum of §1,800.

In the case of Mrs. Ida Wylle vs.
the Jefferson Life Insurance company.
the court ordered a non-suit. This
action was brought to compel the
payment of a policy of $500 on the
life of the late W. B. Wylle. Under
the contract the policy was to have
lapsed thirty days after fallure to
meet the *assessment. Mr. Wylle
died on the thirtieth day, or within a
few hours of I[t, and the Insurance
company clalmed that it was not lla-
ble. There will be an appeal to the
supreme court.

In the cases of Fewell against
Charles and Ed Barber, the plaintiff
recovered against E4 Barber, and in
the other case the verdiet was for the
defendant,

In the case of Gamble vs. the Met-
ropolitan Life Insurance company,
Judge Watts directed a verdict for the
plaintiff in the sum of something over
$600, the full amount claimed.

The court this morning took up the
case of Diehl vs. Cloud, and the only
other case to be trled during the day
was that of Hoffman vs, Carroll.

POSTAL SAVINGS.

Misy Maggle Moore, postmistress
at Yorkville, has received the sup-
plies necessary for the operatlon of
the postal savings bank which is to
be opened on December 21, and is ex-
plaining to all who may be Interest-
ed the bank's method of operation.

A very simple affair Is this bank.
The depositor must be his own banker
untll he gets as much as a dollar, and
then the postoffice not only becomes
responsible for the funds but begins
to pay interest at the rate of 2 per
~ent per annum.

Deposits as small as 10 cents and
other amounts less than one dollar are
recelved In a way, but they must be
in 10-cent units—that is, 10, 20, 30,
40 or 50 cents, as the case may be,
and some assistance is afforded even
In small savings like this. For 10
cents the postmaster sells the depos-
itor & card similar to a postal eard,
and then for each subsequent 10 cents
he desires to add the depositor buys
a stamp, which he sticks on the card.
When the stamps on the eard, inelud-
Ing the orlginal printed one, aggre-
gate one dollar, the postmaster ex-
changes for It a certificate to that
amount.

A savings card Is good and negotia-
ble for the amount It contalns. The
OWner can pass It at a store or any-
where the same as 20 much money;
but after the card has been exchanged
for a certificate the certificate can-
not be transferred. The postmaster,
however, will redeem It at its real
value whenever it shall be presented.

Interest at the rate of 2 per vent
will be computed annually, but no in-
terest will be pald for deposits re-
malining less than a year. There can
be no compounding of interest on an
outstanding certificate; but the holder
of a certificate may return it, have
the accruoed Interest added and take
a new certificate,

No one person Is permitted to de-
posit more than $500, and all deposits
must be in the name of the Individuals
to whom they belong: but it is not
necessary that the depositor be a
voter. Children and women may de-
posit in their own names. and the
postmaster is bound to keep all infor-
mation about such deposits from
everhody except the depositors,

TOO MUCH EXTRAVAGANCE.

In a talk with the reporter a few
days ago a certain well-known and
progperous farmer threw out some
suggestions which, though they may
not sound exactly agreeable to some
people, ought to be printed.

The big crop and the low price of
cotton were the subjects of the con-
versation, and although at the outset
the farmer expressed himself just as
others do, he afterward became more
serious and expressed the promptings
of his most sober judgment llke this:

“Well, I feel llke I had just lost a
year's work. Taking into considera-
tion what I expected te get for this
cotton crop when I planted it, and
what I am really able to get for it at
this time, the loss of a year's work
about slzes up the situation.

“But, after all, I do not know but
what we are getting is really best for
us. The fact Is, the people are in-
clined to be too extravagant. Many
people are. When things are booming
and money. is plentiful a large per
cent of the people begin to fly high
beyond their means and abllitles. The
thing s not noticed' so much at the
time, but there Is a strong tendency
toward the spreading of the habit
and the situation grows more and
more shaky. -

“This drop In prices, however, ls
a warning to pull In our salls and
go slower. The creditor becomes more
watlchful of the debtor, and the debtor
naturally becomes more cautions in
the management of his business. The
result Is a pulling up in time to avoid
damage and disaster that would be
a great deal more serlous If It were
allowed still further rein.

“People won't belleve It; 1 do not
like to admit It myself; but I know
that most of us are so regulated and
influenced by conditions. and our bus-
iffess capabllities are so closely re-
lated to the popular sentiment and
practice that we will not take proper
advantage of opportunities even when
they are presented. This check on
what I expected, and what I would
like, Is annoying. but at the same time
1 belleve it will be best for me. It is
better to get a little jolt now than a
much heavier one later on.”

TRINITY CHURCH.

The congregation of Trinity church,
Yorkville, has asked for the return of
Rev. J. F. Anderson next year, and
as the bishop most undoubtedly has
bean advised of the situation in York-
ville, the probability is that hé will
do as the congregation requests,

Upon the convening of the last con-
ference a year ago, the affalrs of Trin-
ity church were in a very discouraging
zhupe, Py reason of deaths, remov-
al and transfers the membership had
been conilderably weakened, and the
presiding bishop could see no other
way out of the situation than by mak-
ing Trinity a part of the Yorkville
circult.

When Rev. J. F. Anderson, the new
pastor, arrlved he found that things
were not in such bad shape as had
been represented. It was itrue that
the membership had been reduced In
numbers and, consequently, In finan-
clal abllity, but the spirit of the sur-
vivors proved to be the real thing,
loyal to Methodism and more than
determined that the efforts of those
who had worked and struggled in the
past should not be lost because of any
remissness on their part.

The balance of Rev. Mr. Anderson’s
circuit  Included King's Mountain
chapel, Clover and St. Paul, all grow-
Ing steadily, and demanding as much
aftentlon as could be given them.
Without neglecting any part of his
work Mr. Anderson entered heartlly
into the Yorkville situatlon, and dur-
ing the year the church has steadily
grown stronger ar.d more determined
than ever,

The understanding Is that the mem-
bership of Trinity, though still below
the old standard of numbers, have
pledged themselves to raise more
money next year than was ralsed In
the whole of Yorkville circuit last
year, and they want Trinity reinstated
as a station, with Mr. Anderson in

The president expressed apprecia-
tion of France's welcome to his arbl-
tration proposition and praised Am-
bassador Jusserand, saying he was the
first to give his adherence In the name
of France to this “beneficent arblira-
tion prineciple,” which will accentuate
the solidarity of nations. He rejoiced
in the Immedlate collaboration of two
friendly republics.

In conclusion, President Taft de-
clared that the amblition of the United
States was to find In front of an
America harmonlously united, a Eu-
ro preserved from war by rules of
arbitratlon becoming each day more
powerful.

“There is & beginning to all things.
Whatever obstacles we may tempor-
arlly meet on the way, we will attain
our goal, because It Is a generous goal
and because the entire world Is ad-
vancing towards it.”

— Newberry, November 28: Shortly
after Judge Gage’s additional charge
to the grand jury this morning, on
the indictment charging T. B. Felder,
the Atlanta attorney with bribery, the
d jury returned with the report,
“no bill." The grand jury this morn-
ing asked Judge Gage whether In
passing upon the * indictment they
should consider the cost to the county
and the moral and soclal effect along
general lines. Judge Gage In reply
to this question sald that this case
arose ‘ot of that terrible experiment
which the state was Induced to make
sqme twenty years ago and that was
an honest effort to make respectable
a nefarious business, that of selling
liquor to men. I trust,” he sald, “the
state has tried that experiment to its
heart's content.” He sald the grand
jury was bound to know the public
history of all these dispensary prose-
cutions and he gave the jury a brief
history of the prosecutions and the
results. naming among the prosecu-
tions those against Boykin, Towill
and Evans, the three witnesses on the
Felder bill, the prosecution against

B.|Evans having been brought in the

Newberry court and having been nol
prossed by the state. With reference
to the matter of expense, he sald: “If
it is true that Felder offered these
men a bribe and If the testimony so
satisfles you, and If the testimony sat-
isfles you that this prosecution is In
good faith to vindicate the law of the
land, you ought to find a true bill no
matter what the expense Is, but on
the other hand, If the testimony does
not so satisfy you, if you are not sat-
isfled that the prosecution Is for pub-
lie purposes, or, to put it differently,
If you are satisfied that the presenta-
tion is not for the public good and
will not end in public good, you have
a wide discretion in the matter, $o
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you can either find no bill or you can *

return the bill to the solicitor unacted
upon, stating to him that you will not
make any finding upon {t, but prefer
it to stand until more satisfactory
proof comes to your hands; but above
all things, gentlemen, you should
miake one thing your polestar, and.
unless you do that, you will go wrong:
put behind you every personal con-
sideration and look to the truth and
the truth alone., And plant yourselves
firmly upon the truth and go to that
goal to which the truth leads you.
If yvou go at It in this spirit and with
this purpose you are bound to reach
a right conclusion. If you go at It
in any other spirit you are bound to

krowing your tents, !reach a wrong conclusion.”
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
