
THE LATE JUDGE SMITH

Former York Lawyer Finds Traces of
Him in Louisiana.

Editor Yorkville Enquirer:
I have had the pleasure of reading

The Enquirer now for some time

through copies sent me by relatives,
and having become interested in a numberof subjects discussed in its columnshave felt like giving expression

* to some memories and views therein,
with your kind permission.
The "Footsteps of the Fathers" has

been particularly Interesting, and 1
was agreeably surprised at the publicationof reminiscences of Judge Wm.
Smith in the issue of the 3d inst. On
reading two decisions of the supreme
court of this state relating to titles of
real estate in dispute between the heirs
of Judge Smith and others who claimedto be purchasers, I learned that
Judge Smith died in the year 1840, and
his granddaughter, Bessie Taylor Calhoundied in 1880; that Judge Smith
owned lands on both sides of Red rivmer, extending with the river ten miles
lying about Colfax, Grant parish.
Judge Smith did not remove his resitnt yMijcinmi hut tn Hunters-
ville, Ala., where he built a handsome
residence which was torn down about
three years ago, so I have been inform*ed by a lawyer of that city. The judge
was so bitter in his prejudices against
the name of Calhoun that he was

strenuous in his opposition to the marriageof his granddaughter to a man
of that name; but after their marriage
notwithstanding, he became reconciled
and donated the vast tract of land
above mentioned. It is said that while
a member of the Alabama legislature
he opposed a bill to appropriate money
to build a penitentiary in the capital

^.-^P^^clty. and in an ebulition of wrath, he
said: "Gentlemen, build a wall around

tthe city of Montgomery, and you'll
have not only a penitentiary, but one *

with the criminals within it." After
_ that he was forced to leave the city in

haste.
