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Scraps and  Facts.

— Former Governor William Sulzer
was selected as the Prohibition party’s
eandidate for governor of New York,
at a meeting of the party's state con-
vention at syracuse, last Friday night.
Dr. C. E. Welsh of Westfleld, previous-
ly had been named as the candidate,
hut the committee voted to displace
him in favor of Sulzer. The meeting
was stormy, owing to the fact that aft-
er Sulzer himself had addressed it. he
avoided signing a prohibition pledge
that he was a total abstainer. He told
the committee that it would be poor
polities to take any such step.

— Cheap money for southern farmers
was demanded in resolutions adopted
by the cotton congress in Washington
at last Friday's session. The congress
endorsed the Ransdell amendment to
the currency act, which would allow
the issuance of emergency currency to
state banks and trust companies, as
well as national banks. The resolution
declared the southern farmer must be
furnished with quick money at a low
rate of interest with which to finance
his crop. Representative Wingo, of
Arkansas, presented detailed plan for
financing a warehouse plan. It was
indorsed by the congress. Later Mr.
Wingo introduced the measure in the
house. 1t would authorize the reserve
hoard to Issued Federal reserve notes
to either state or national banks on
twelve-months notes secured by cotton
warehouse receipts on liens on cotton.
Currency would issue to the amount of
75 per cent of the value of cotton
based on the average price the past
five years.

— The German cruisers Goeben and
Breslau which were driven out of the
port of Messina, Sicily last week, did
not succumb to British cruisers as was
supposed, but Instead steamed into
Turkish waters and entered the Darda-
nelles with British cruisers close be-
hind. There is a powerful squadron
of British and French ships in those
waters and there was no hope for the
Germans if they should come out. It
was supposed therefore that the two
vessels would submit to dismantiement
and remain in the port of Constanti-
nople until the close of the war. But
on last Friday the allied powers heard
stories to the effect that Germany had
sold the two vessels to the Turks and
that the German crews would remain
aboard for the purpose of training the
Turks in the handling of them. Tur-
key was at once notified that there
would be no suspiclon to any such ar-
rangement and the understanding is
that if Turkey undertakes to use the
ships she will at once be involved in
the war with the allies.

— The London Daily Telegraph's
correspondent at Brussels, says a
refuegee from Liege, told the fol-

on August 15: “Thirty
thousand inhabitants fled when the
shells began to fall. The remaining
inhabitants buried themselves in cel-
lars. Gaping bridges, demolished
houses, fallen roofs and smouldering
ruins are seen on all sides. There is
not a street wherein the shells have
not fallen. The asphalt is plowed up
like a corn field. Newly made graves
protrude in unexpected places. Dur-
ing the day, the Germans are every-
where in evidence and the inhabitants
are cowed in dumb dismay. During
the night the city assumes the aspect
of a graveyard, the silence being brok-
en only by the distant thunder of the
heavy guns or the tread of German
patrols. All the doors in the city must
be kept wide open. The Germans
compel the bakers to turn over the en-
tire product of the bakeries to the
army every morning and while the in-
habitants go hungry the soldiers cook
meals in the streets in great caldrons.
All the prinecipal streets are barricaded
and the German soldiers show reck-
lessness In scouting in the neighbor-
hood of the forts.”

— While the German forces are push-

ing forward through the valley of the
Meuse and still more extensive opera-
tions are in progress along the Alsace-
Lorraine frontier, where the French
and German armies are in contact, Ja-
pan has sent an ultimatum to Germany
demanding the withdrawal of German
warships from the Orient and the eva-
cuation of Kiau Chau, a German pro-
tectorate in China. This territory ccm-
prises an area of 200 square miles,
with 200 square miles additional in the
bay. Tsing Tau, the seat of the gov-
ernment of the territory. is the port
where the German warships mobilized
at the outbreak of hostilities. Japan's
ultimatum gives Germany until August
23 to comply with the demands. Owing
to cable interruptions, however, Japan
has not been able to deliver the ulti-
matum to Germany, and it is announc-
ed from Washington that the United
States will undertake this task. Peking
reports that three British regiments
have been ordered to hold themselves
in readiness to go aboard transports,
and it is presumed they will co-operate
with the Japanese land forces, if force
of arms is resorted to. In Tokyo the
Japanese ultimatum has created a
deep impression and the Japanese pre-
mier and forcign minister have coun-
seled the Japanese to maintain a calm
attitude. '

— Serious opposition to the provision
of the conference report on the emer-
gency shipping bill, which would open
the coast-wise trade to foreign-built
ships admitted to American register,
was voiced in the senate last Friday,
by both Demoeratic and Republican
senutors.  After several hours of de-
bate the opposition senators agreed to
vote Monday afternoon. Friday night
It was reported that Administration
leaders Intended to have a conference
Monday, and probably would discuss
the situation with the president before
the report is put to a vote. Senator
O'Gorman cialled up the report and
asked its adoption, defending the
opening of the coastwise trade to for-
eign-built ships as justified because of
the prepondering ownership of coast-
wise vessels by railroad corporations.
Senator Gallinger attacked the report,
declaring it would turn American ship-
building yards into grass lots and
would involve the nation in interna-

lowing story

tional complications, Senator Cum-
mins criticised the report, under its
terms,, foreign-built: ships  would be

admitted to the American trade with-
out complying with the expensive in-
spection laws, while American ships
must meet these requirements. He
questivned the conferees action in
striking out his amendment requiring
majority Americans  ownership  of
vessels of the corporations  owning
foreign-built ships.

— Washington, August 17: Congress
today passed the emergency shipping
bill which will authorize the president
to admit foreign-built ships to Ameri-
can registery so that  commercial
fleets may sail the seas under the pro-
tection of the American tlag while bel-
ligerents of Europe are at war, and
scouring the ocvans for prizes. Presi-
dent Wilson will sign the bill tomor-
row. Culmination of the effort to en-
act this legislation foilowed repudia-
tion by the senate of the conference
report on the measure which previous-
ly had been radically amended in the

senate. As it goes to the president, the
bill was the same as it passed the
house more than a week ngo, The con-

ference report met defeat in the senate
by & vote of 40 to 20 because of deter-
moned opposition to the provision which
would have admitted to the American

coastwise trade all foreign-built ves-
sels taking Amerlcan register within
two years. Twenty Democrats and
twenty Republicans voted 1o reject
the report which was submitted and
championed by  Senator O'Gorman,
chairman of the interoceanic canals

committee. Seventeen Democrats, Sen-
ators Borah and Jones, Republicans,
and Senator Poindexter, Progressive,

volted for it. Senator (VGorman  ar-
raigned the opposing Democrats, de-
laring they were championing an
“offensive monopoly™  and horrowing
Republican arguments in favor of “un-
American principle of protection.” As
finnlly agreed to, the Lill, besides pro-
viding for the registry of foreign-built
ships, authorized the president in his

discretion, to suspend provisions of the

luw requiring all wateh  officers  of
American vessels in the foreign trade,
to be citizens of the United States, re-
quiring survey, Inspection and meas-

urement of vessels admitted to regis-
try by officers of the nited States.

The city was decorated today for the
oceasion. For the first time in many
months American flags flew beside the
Mexican colors. Crowds early packed
the streets, After six hours of walting
the people were rewarded by seelng
the front ranks of the main force of
Gen. Obregon's army swing Into the
Paza de la Reforma and commence the
march towards the National palace.
As the cavalry, artillery and infantry
passed the crowds cheered. The re-
ception given the incoming army was
taken by the leaders as an augury of
the support the people will give the
new government. Gen., Obregon re-
viewed the troops from the balcony of
the National palace, after which the
soldiers were sent to the barracks. It
is expected that Gen. Carranza, with
the main body of the army will enter
Mexico City tomorrow.
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This has been truly a campaign of
education in York county politics.

At a conference of Georgia cotton
growers held in Atlanta this week
pursuant to the call of the governor, it
was resolved not to sell any of the
present crop for less than 12 cents,

Victory is not always on the side of
the most men and the heaviest artil-
lery, and the instances when men
who believe the contention, have
found - themselves mistaken, are nu-
Merous.

According to the way things are
shaping up in the far east, with Ja-
pan taking the side of England, it is
clear now that if Germany loses in
this war, she will be humbled and dis-
membered and stripped even of her
colonies.

One thing in which Senator Tillman
and Governor Blease agree, and in
which we heartily disagree, is that “the
state dispensary idea embodies the
best method of handling the liquor
problem;:” but this is not an issue now
and is not likely to be again so long as
the people remember the original ex-
periment.

President Wilson is quoted as say-
ing that the Japanese demand upon
the Germans for the evacuation of
Kiau-Chow, is not calculated to in-
volve the United States, and he is sat-
isfied with the good faith of the Jap-
anese in the matter, especially since
they did not move until after full and
free conferences with the state depart-
ment at Washington,

We are sincerely hoping for the pas-
sage of Mr. Lever's bhill for govern-
ment supervision of cotton grading. As
we understand it, the supervision com-
mences with the original sale by the
producer and sees to it that the produc-
er is paid for exactly what he sells,
Along with the government supervi-
sion, of course, there should also be
official welghing.

That sugar is going up in price as
the result of the war may be taken as
a most reasonable certainty, Both Ger-
many and France are large producers
of sugar and the United States which
is a comparatively small producer, is a
very large consumer. The advance in
price has already been very marked;

but as to whether it has reached the
limit is very doubtful. Some of the
sugar experts say they look for ad-

vance to 10 eents or 156 cents.

We gquarreled at the new enrollment
legislation for fear that many voters
would be disfranchised; but now since
the flgures show that the enroliment
of this vear is much greater than the
vote of two years ago, we have no fur-
ther quarrel. However, we have noth-
ing to take back. The main purpose of
our criticism was to stir the people of
this county to enroll, and we feel that
what we have had to say has helped
in that direction.

The chairman of the Newberry
county Democratic executive commit-
tee undertook to strike the name of
Governor Blease from the roll of his
home club on the ground that the club
the governor selected was not nearest
to his Newberry residence.

with Mr. J. S. Brice at Tirzah some
seven or eight years ago in an effort
to prevent the voting of the abomin-
able dispensary out of York county.

The people paid no attention to the
senator on that occasion and they have
not yet felt any serious regret on ac-
count of their failure to do so.

If the senator had not so timed the
publication of his Ferguson letter of
two years ago as not to give the people
time to recover from their dumb found-
ed amazement and doubt as to the
genuineness of the thing—whether it
was only a trick of the opposition—he
would not be writing his present let-
ter.

As we have said before, Senator Till-
man has done much for South Caro-
lina, especially in arousing the people
to & knowledge of the power that lay
in their ballots; but we are of opinion
that he has long since received his full
reward in double measure, and any
debt of gratitude that may have ex-
isted has been discharged.

If the senator's comparison of him-
self with Governor Blease were not so
pitiable, it would make us laugh. There
are differences to be sure; but politi-
cally speaking these differences are not
essential—at least not so far as they
have developed.

After Tillman had acquired the pow-
er and influence that he speaks of,
which was sufficient to make him an

“|autoerat, he began to forget the bridge

by which he had been enabled to cross
the stream, and as the people began to
renlize the fact they were slowly wean-
ed away. If Governor Blease has sin-
ned, or is sinning in the same manner
his punishment will be the same as that
which is being suffered by Senator
Tillman and it will not be so long com-
ing.

There is one thing in Senator Till-
man's address with which we agree
more strongly than anything else and
that is every man’s ballot is his own
and likewise his opinions and whether
or not our readers care to heed any-
thing the senator is now saying is a
matter for them alone to decide, If
every man does exactly what he wants
to do, even though some do one way
and some another, all will be right.

The War in Europe.
Although the cables across the At-
lantic and all the other oceans are
laden with news relating to the great
European war to the exclusion of prac-
tically everything else, there is very
little in all the great mass of matter
that is being received that bears di-
rectly on the points in which the pub-
lic is most interested.

What the American public is most
curious about is where In the countries
that are fighting are the troops mass-
ed in the largest numbers, and what is
going on—whether great armies are in
contact, how many men on a side, who
are the commanding generals and who
is getting the best and the worst of it,
and how the poor non-combatants are
faring. But as to these things the dis-
patches are giving only an occasional
gleam of intelligence, and the world is
awaiting anxiously for fuller and more
comprehensive details.

From the best information obtainable
it appears that the lines of battle ex-
tend from a short distance of Brussels
the capital of Belgium, on down the
boundary between France and Ger-
many to the Swiss frontier, a distance
of approximately one hundred and six-
ty miles. Along one side of the boun-
dary there are probably 2,000,000 or
more Germans and on the other side
there are considerably more than 2,-
000,000 French, Belgians and English-
men. As to whether the opposing
armies are in actual contact except at
certain points along the line, in Brus-
sels at one end and Switzerland at the
other end is not absolutely clear; but
there is no doubt of the fact that for
days, companies, regiments, brigades
and divisions have been hurrying from
bouth France and Germany to meet in
deadly grasp along what has probably
already become a blood drenched bor-
der.

Dispatches of Saturday indicated

clearly that the great battle was pend-
ing; but they give but little intimation
of what to expect, There was an offi-
cial statement from London to the ef-
fect that it would probably be eight
days or more before there would be
any definite and positive information
as to results, The impression conveyed
was that while the armivs were hurry-
ing to pusition, because of the extra-
ordinary length of the line of battle,
many times greater than has ever been
known in  the history of the world,
there would be more or less delay in
bringing the largest massvs of the two
great armies in contact, and of bring-
ing about the different grupples that
would  go furthest toward deciding
things,

There is no precedent in history for
such o contlict as that which is now in
progress and to work out the problem
a8 to how the thing will probably be
decided, ean only be left to the imag-
ination. And before the imagination
cun take satisfactory hold, it will have
tu picture the number and condition of
the troops, their equipment, their po-
sitions, whether fortitied or not, and
the number of instances in which one
division will overcome another only to
be overcome in turn by another, and
how long both sides will e able  to
keep on hurling fresh troops into the
bloody shambles.

First Separate Coach Bill.—Much
has been said in the campaign  this
year about the separate coich law and
the guestion who was its original au-
thor has been asked many times, Upon
examination of the journal of the house
of representatives of this state for the
yvear 1800 at pages 76-90, and 376 it
will be found that Representative Cole
L. Blease, of Newberry, introduced “A
ill to require railroad companies op-
erating in this state to furnish separ-
ute accommodations for white and col-
ored passengers.”  On the final vote
the hill was defeated and the tight was
continued by its friends until the pres-
ent low was passed.  Thus it will be
seen that this was the first bill intro-
duced in thig state on that subjeet and
Mr. Blease is its author—Herald and
News, September 12, 1902,

The county campaigners were at

Bethany last Friday and at Smyrna on
Saturday. They go to Hickory Grove
on Wednesday, to Blairsville on Thurs-
day and wind up the canvass at York-
ville next Saturday,

The war that Mr. A. ¥, Hutchison is
making ngainst Messrs, J, 8, Brice and
Thoes, I MeDow as the alleged politi-
cnl hosses of the county, and the man-
ner in - which  he is  holding Messrs,
Riddle, Saye and Lesslie up to the ridi-
cule of the voters as the especially se-

lected candidates of these gentlemen
continues to be the principle feature
of the eanvass,

Several veteran campaigners say
they have never before been in a cam-
pitign just like this one. As o general
thing in the past, each candidate has
been pushing his own campaign with-
out reference to the others, The can-
vass of Messrs, McDow and Beam-
guard for the senate two years ago in-
cluded some of the features of a joint
debate, at least as to the superior fit-
ness of one over the other for the place
sought: but the public did not appear
to become especially Interested as to

vither candidate.

The main feature of Mr. Hutchison's
campaign has been his successful ef-
forts in having Messrs. Lessile, Rid-
dle and Saye admit one after another
that they had received an identical let-
ter from Mr. Brice outlining a plan of
campaign and suggesting the subjects
thiat he thought could be discussed be-
fore the people to the best advantage
to the eandidates,

It was at Clover that the identical
letter question first came up; but it
was not until all the other candidates
involved had left the hall, and only Mr.
Lesslie was asked about the matter.
The incident has already been describ-

ed.

At Bethany on Friday, Mr. Riddle
admitted that he had gotten a letter
from Mr. Brice like unto that received
by Mr. Lesslie; but had not received it
until a few days before because It had
gone to Bowling Green, Kentucky, and
wis some time In getting back. How-
ever his wife had read the letter to him
and he was reasonably familiar with
its contents, He went on to explain
that Mr. Brice being his attorney, had
at his request prepared similar sug-
gestions two years ago.

In commenting upon what Mr. Rid-
dle had to say, Mr. Hutchison said that
he did not question the accuracy of
any of it; but he desired to remark
that Mr Brice who was the attorney
of Mr. Riddle four years ago, now
appears to be assuming to act as the
attorney and political wet nurse of the
whole bunch.

That part of the audience which
caught on to the full meaning of the
matter under discussion appeared to
be very much amused.

It was not until the Smyrna meeting
that Mr. Hutchison got a chance to
ask Dr. Saye about the letter, so after
telling ns heretofore the whole story
of the caucus, and explaining about
the writing of the letters, Mr. Hutchi-
son finally propounded his question to
Dr. Saye.

Dr. Saye admitted that he had re-
ceived a copy of the letter that had
been received by Messrs, Lesslie and
Riddle, and although he had already
used his time, offered to go back on
the stand to make further explanation.

There was some question about this
and Mr. E. D. Darwin, the chairman,
nsked:

“Are you going to read that letter?"

Dr. Saye indicated that it was not
his intention to read the letter but
merely to say something further in
answer to Mr. Hutchison's remarks,
and Mr. Darwin ruled that he could
not be permitted to take the stand
again.

Commenting on the fact that all
three of the caucus nominees had ad-
mitted his allegations as to the iden-
tical letter, Mr. Hutchison said that
the situation reminded him of an old
nursery rhyme that he used to hear as
a child and which ran like this:

“Little boy, who made your britches?"

Daddy cut 'em out and mammy Ssew-

ed the stitches!”

But in view of the developments
since the opening of the caucus, said
Mr. Hutchison, this old rhyme mav be
very appropriately paraphrased to
run:

speeches?

The audlence was so tickled with the
manner in which the whole matter was
presented that it roared with laughter
and Mr. Hutchison received more ap-
plause than had previously been heard
in the campalign.

THE WAR IN EUROPE

News Paragraphs Gleaned From Dis-
patches From the Front.

According to a dispateh, German
troops before Kalisz, Russian Poland,
have given the citizens of the town to
understand that if further resistanceis
made, every tenth citizen will be exe-
cuted in the event of Its capture,

Gen. von Emmich, the German com-
mander of the forces before Liege has
committed suicide. The commander
before taking his life wrote his wife a
letter in which he sald, “I know Liege
will be my best tomb."”

The widow of Count Tolstol of Rus-
sin, has offered her services to the
Russian government for Red Cross or
other work.

Two damaged war ships belleved to
be the British cruisers Minatur and
Hampshire or the French crulsers Du-
pleix and Montcalm are now at Hong

Kong, China. They are reported to
have had a fight with two German
cruisers.

Russia has mobllized 5,500,000 men.
Two million of them are on the German
and Austrian frontier: 500,000 on the
Turkish and Roumanian borders and
3,000,000 are being held in reserve.

It is reported that Turkey has pur-
chased the German cruisers Goeben
and Breslau. Such purchase would be
a violation of Turkey’'s neutrality and
would likely cause Greece to declare
war on Turkey.

A German aeroplane which wa.
making observations of the movements
of Russian troops in Poland on Friday,
was fired on and brought ‘down. Its

of four officers were instantly
killed.

While off Fire Island, Va, on Wed-
nesday, the American steamer Ontarlo,
Captain Bonds, was fired on by the
Rritish cruiser Essex. As soon as the
Fssex discovered her mistake she sig-
nalled an apologv.

The British steamer Gwendolin on
Friday captured the German armored
steamer Von Wissona off the eastern
shore of Lake Nyassa, British Africa.

All of Austria’s warships are now at
Pola, the great Austrian fortress, and
the entire coast has been mined by
Austrians.

Field Marshal Sir John French, com-
mander-in-chief of the British army, I8
now in Paris. Gen. Joffre, the French
commander {8 In charge of all the al-
lied troops, however.

Grand Duke Nicholas, commander-
In-chief of the Russian army,
promised autonomy to Poland, provid-
ed the Poles remain loyal to Russia.

Gen. von Deimling, commander o
the Fifth German army corps, was se-
riously wounded in the fighting at
Thann, in Alsace, on Saturday. He was
shot through the neck.

British cruisers have captured the
German steamer Schneefels off Gibral-
tar. The steamer had a cargo on board
valued at $1,000,000.

A correspondent who returned to
Brussels, Belgium from the front on
Saturday, estimated that the Germans
have lost 15,000 men in the fighting
against Belgian troops. The correspon-
dent made no estimate of the Belgian
losses,

Germany has sent a note to France
and Belgium through a neutral power,
accusing the two countries of having
organized a popular war against Ger-
many and declaring that any Belgian
or French citizen not in uniform who
in any way Iinterferes with German
troops will be shot.

The United States government has
declared itself opposed to the floating
of loans in the United States for the
benefit of any of the belligerent pow-
eTs.

The first sentence of death by a
French court martial in the present
war was announced Saturday, the sen-
tence having been passed on a French
tradesman in Paris. It was proved that
the traitor sent reports on aviation,
the defenses of the country and on
wireless statlon connections on the
Eiffel Tower to a French secret ser-
vice agent whom he thought was a
German 8py.

Saturday was Assumption Day In
Rome and in all the 400 churches of
the city special prayers were offered
by instructions of the pope for the
cessation of the war,

Field Marshal Lord Kitchener Brit-
ish secretary of state for war, has noti-
fied all Eritish newspapers that they
can publish no news of naval or mili-
tary movements outside of the an-
nouncements issued by the official
news bureau. Violatlon of the order
will mean the offending newspaper's
suspension.

A. Rustem Bey, Turkish ambassador
to the United States, in a statement
given out Sunday night, said that in
spite of rumors to the contrary, Tur-
key would observe strict neutrality in
the war.

The English-French fleet will very
likely attack Austria along her Adri-
atle shores this week, and Austria is
preparing to resist the attack.

Japan has sent an ultimatum to
Germany demanding the withdrawal of
German ships from the Orient and the
evacuation of Kian Chau, a German
protectorate in China.

Austrian troops continue to bombard
Belgrade, capital of Servia, but the
city shows no signs of early surrender.

All German and Austrian citlzens re-
slding in French Moroceo have been
expelled by the French.

Dutch troops in the provinces of
North Bradant and Limburg are said
to be incensed against the Germans
whom they claim are actually respon-
sible for the war. Dutch officers find
it hard to control their men,

The officlal press bureau of England
on Sunday Issued a statement saying
that fugitives arriving in London from
Berlin declare that Socialists through-
out Germany are rising in revolt, fol-
lowing the execution of thelr leader,
Dr, Liebnecht.

The Japanese cruiser Idzumo which
is now at San Francisco received or-
ders Sunday to be ready to sail on 30
minutes notice. The German cruisers
Liegzig and Nurenberg are also in the
vicinity of San Francisco.

The city of Berlin is completely cut
off from the rest of the world. No mail
has been received there during the
past two weeks from England, Russia,
France or Belgium, Night revels have
ceasved, dance halls and other places of
amusement being closed. Restaurants
and eafes are said to be paying half
their profits as a contribution to Red
Cross work, According to a traveler
who reached Copenhagen, Denmark
from Berlin last Friday, the people of
Berlin are showing uneasiness and de-
piression.

The United States cruisers Tennes-
see and North Carolina carrying gold
for Americans in Europe, arrived at
Falmouth, England, Sunday.

BATTLE NEAR WATERLOO

Believed That Heavy Fighting is Now
Going On.
London, Aug. 11.—The Dally Express

says:
“There is little doubt that a great
battle is now ocecurring in Belgium be-
tween the Germans and the Belgian
and French allies,
“Our correspondent, In a eryptic dis-
patch from Ghent, indicates that the
Germans are advancing on the historie
battle ground of Waterloo, and that
events of the greatest importance are
In progress."”
A Brussels dispatch to the Dally
Muail says: “Sharp fighting has been
in progress since Monday morning."”
A Reuter dispatch from Brussels
says: “The seat of government has
been moved to Antwerp. Measures
have been taken for the defense of
Brussels because of the approach of
German cavalry.
A Haves dispatch from Brussels
sSays!
“It is expected that the legations
will follow the government to Ant-
werp, but the French minister will re-
main here."
The Soir says that, according to
news received Monday afternoon and
confirmed by the war office, the Bel-
gian infantry, in conjunction with the
French cavalry, have brilllantly re-
pulsed a German attack, The location
of the engagement Is not mentioned.
The Belgian ministers of war, fi-
nance and foreign affairs and the
French and Russian ministers to Bel-
gium have left Brussels for Antwerp,
according to a dispatch received here
by the Exchange Telegraph., The af-
fairs of France and Russia were left
by their ministers in the hands of the
Spanish legation.
A dispatch recelved by the Haves
agency from Brussels, gives the fol-
lowing statement issued last night by
the Belgian government:
“German troops which yesterday
failed in an attempt at a forward
movement, are returning today with-
out fighting in the directlon of Han-
nut. The reverse sustained by the
German cavalry at Halen made them
palpably more cautious both Sunday
and Monday. They are moving more
prudently, retiring without coming in-
to any serious engagement. All the
German troops  recently seen before
our army are adopting a purely de-
fensive attitude and entrenching
themselves.
“Today passed without fighting.”
