Meeting of Cotton Pick«r Company.
At a meeting of directors and stockholdersof the South Carolina Cotton

Picker company, in Yorkville yesterdaymorning, the directors were instructedto make an effort to raise
$5,000 as early as possible, the money
to be used in building three machines
on the patent of Mr. J. B. Neil's cotton
picker, to be used for demonstration
purposes in Texas and Oklahoma as

soon as the cotton season opens In that
country. The board of directors was

reconstructed as follows: M. L. Smith,
H. E. Nell, J. B. Neil, J. C. Wilborn,

.W. W. Lewis, C. D. Lide, W. G. White,
A L. T. Nichols, C. E. Crosby, C. D. Lide,

Dr. John G. Black died at the home
of his son Mr. Clarence J. Black at
Blacksburg early Sunday morning followinga long period of ill health. Dr.
Black was the son of William C. Black,
one of the most eminent statesmen
that York county has furnished to
South Carolina. He was 73 years of
age and was born at Blacksburg. The
war coming on as he was preparing to

enter college, he enlisted in the Confederateservice instead and continued
in active service up to the time of the
surrender without having lost a day at
the front. After the war he commencedthe study of medicine and graduatedfrom the Charleston Medical college
in 1868 and at once achieved flattering

4 success In his profession. In 1880 Dr.
Black was sent to Columbia to representYork county in the legislature
and in 1884 he was elected state senatorfrom York county, serving in that
capacity until 1888. To him much of
the credit was due for inducing the
Charleston, Cincinnati and Chicago
railroad (now the Southern) to locate
its line through this county. Dr. Black
gave up active practice several years
ago and has since lived with his childrenat Blacksburg. The funeral and
interment was at Blacksburg yesterday,funeral services being conducted
by Rev. H. C. Mouzon, pastor of the
Methodist church of which the deceasedwas a member. Dr. Black is survivedby the following children:
Messrs. Roland and C. J. Black of
Blacksburg; Dr. B. G. Black of Yorkville;Mesdames Lila Nicholls. Greenwoodand Luclle Babblngton, Shelby.

FERTILIZERS FOR 1915.

Demonstration Agent Blair Offers SuggestionsOn Subject.
Editor of The Yorkville Enquirer.
There will not be more than 60 per

cent as much fertilizers used in South
Carolina this year as compared with
that used in 1914, and a good idea this
will be, as the fertilizer bill had become
an enormous one and especially when
cotton dropped to from 6} to 8 cents
per pound, as compared to 12} to 14
cents in 1913.
The South Carolina cotton crop of

1914 will not bring more than $50,000,000to $55,000,000, and the fertilizer bill
was something like $25,000,000; but of
course there was a great deal of this
J25.000.000 worth of fertilizers used undergrain and truck; but the greater
part of the bill had to be paid for out
of the cotton crop. Therefore one can
see that it will take nearly one-half of
the cotton crop to pay the fertilizer
bill for 1914.
On account of the war in Germany

the supply of kainlt and potash is limitedand the price is almost out of
reach, especially when we have to pay
with 7 or 8 cents cotton, and perhaps
lower cotton if the war continues; it
is therefore very essential that every
farmer study his land and ask the
question: "Do I need a high percentage
of potash or any at all on my land?"
For one year we can do without potashat all on most of our red clay and

high sandy lands, where we are not
troubled with rust.
On our stiff red clay and mulatto

lands where we get a fairly good weed
or stalk, I would advise this mixture:
2 parts 16 per cent acid and 1 part of
cotton seed meal. This will analyze
about 11^-2 1-3-1, or if we have ready
mixed goods to buy I would advise a

10-2-1, 9-2-1, or 9-3-1.
On sandy land where we get a small

weed or stalk and plenty of fruit, I
would advise the use of equal parts of
16 per cent acid and cotton seed meal,
which will analyze about 83-Si-g; or if
you are buying ready-mixed goods I
would advise 8-3-1, 7-3-1 or 9-3-1.
On light sandy land, where the cottonhas a tendency to ripen early, one

could use 200 to 300 pounds of 8-2-1
per cent to plant with and 50 to eu

pounds of soda as a second applicationJust before blooming time.
On low, sour, rusty or frenchy lands

I would advise the use of two parts of
10-4 acid and potash and 1 part of cottonseed meal, which will analyze 721-3-31-3,or if buying reedy-mixed
goods use something like a 7-3-4, alwaysremembering the fact that we
want a low acid percentage to a comparativelyhigh percentage of ammoniaand potash. A second application
of soda on rusty or sandy lands will
also be of great benefit, as it has the
power to a certain extent of unlocking
or setting free some potash that has
become unavailable to the plant.
As to the amount to use per acre it

has been found by experiment that
greater returns or profits come from
the first 200 pounds used per acre. Of
course there is a profit on good land
up to 600 or 800 pounds, when cotton
is selling at a good price, but not so

when cotton is selling at 6 to 8 cents
per pound. J. R. Blair.
