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Scvaps and  Facts,

— One of the interesting develop-
ments of the European war Iis the
earlier stories to the effect that longin
advance of the breaking out of hostil-
ities the Germans had placed concrete
foundations for their big guns at nu-
merous points in France, Belgium,
Russia and even England. Their plan
was to have German citizens settle in
the different countries, ostensibly for
the purpose of establishing manufac-
turing enterprises, purchase plots of
land located at strategic advantage
with reference to points of attack, and

build great concrete foundations as
ostensible bases for heavy machinery
to be installed later. This was done
in hundreds of cases, and there are
still many such places that have not
yet been brought into use for the rea-
son that the German artillery has not
vet reached them.

— The Du Pont Powder company Is
bullding at Hopewell In Prince George
county, Va. a powder plant which
will, when completed be the largest
one mile west of City Point on the
world. Hopewell is on the City Point
branch of the Norfolk and Western
railway, nine miles from Petersburg,
one mile west of City Point on the
James river, and thirty miles from
Richmond. The Du Pont people own
1,600 acres of land at Hopewell and
have cver 700 acres of it enclosed.
They are now working 12,000 men
and 1,000 mules, and they are spend-
ing morcy for all purposes at the rate
of $2,000,000 a month. They expect
to get the plant completed by early
fall at a total cost of $6,000,000, and
it is their purpose to devote them-
selves mainly to the manufacture of
gun cotton and other forms of high
explosive. Their product will be sent
down the James river for shipment to
Ottawa and from there to various for-
eign ports.

— Despite the Turkish government's
decision to refuse all correspondents
access to the Dardanelles region, ex-
ception was made in the case of two
Germans and the Assoclated Press
correspondent, says a Constantinople
dispatch of Wednesday. The party
arrived on the night of May 1, while
the town of Dardanelles, after thirty
hours, was still ablaze. Crumpled
walls and houses met their view. Mai-
dos was also burned, and Tuesday the
town of Gallipull was set ablaze—all
by indirect fire from the Gulf of Saros
with ignition shell directed by captive
balloons and aeroplanes. Incessant
and heavy fighting on the Gallipoll
peninsula has continued from the first
landing of the allied forces, but details
of the new campalgn cannot be told
for military reasons. The straits
thesmelves, so far as known, have not
been seriously attacked since the re-
opening of the operations, but Tues-
day seven ships were seen and heard
off Seddul Bahr, firing Intermittently.

— Three changes in the lines of Fed-
eral banks as they were drawn by the
reserve bank organization committee
more than a year ago were approved
last Wednesday by the Federal reserve
board. It adopted a resolution shift-
ing banks In northern New Jersey
from the Philadelphia to the New
York district; banks in Tyler and
Wetzel counties, West Virginia, from
the Richmond to the Cleveland dis-
trict, and banks in southern Oklahoma
from the Dallas to the Kansas City
district. Action upon the petition of
Baltimore to be made the reserve city
of the Fifth district in place of Rich-
mond and of Pittsburgh to be given
the reserve hank now located in Cleve-
land was posiponed for future consid-
eration. By the change approved the
Cleveland bank’s capital of $12,007,-
384 will be increased about $31,000,
while the Richmond bank, with $6,-
303,301, will lose that amount, In its
resolution the board pointed out that
action on the other petitions was de-
ferred that it may secure light on the
new clearing house system and the
extent of state bank admissions to the
system may operate.

— “When the proper time comes,
due reparation will be exacted on
those—whatever their position or their
antecedents—against whom it can be
shown that they have violated all the
rules and usages of civilized warfare,"”
said Premier Asquith in the house of
commons last Tuesday night during a
debate on the treatment of British
prisoners by Germany. He added that
a careful record of events was being
kept and of evidence which could be
obtained, that proper punishment
might be meted out. The question
had been brought up by Lord Robert
Cecil, who sald he received letters
from officers who had been subjected
to special confinement by Germany
because of the supposed treatment ac-
corded German submarine officers by
Great Britain. The British officers
declared that they were locked up
separately in cells 12 by 6 feet and
were not allowed to smoke: Andrew
Bonar Law, leader of the opposition,
hoped that the country would no long-
er pay any attention to any conven-
tion which would prevent the war
from being brought to an end. It was
worth considering, he said, whether
at the risk of losing all British prop-
erty in Germany, they should confis-
cate every German article throughout
the British empire.

— In official quarters where the true
situation is known, says a Rome dis-
patch, it was stated Wednesday that
the possibility of an accord between
Italy and Austria never has been so
probable. This fact, it was asserted,
was due to Austria at last realizing
that Italy really was determined to go
to war to obtain territories inhabited
by Italians under Austria when nego-
tiations for their return were begun.
Differences between the two countries
now concern only the extent of the
territories to be turned over, the form
of and the time in which the cession
is to be made. Prince von Buelow,
the German ambassador, is said to
have declared that If he can induce
Baron Sonnino, the Italian foreign
minister to give up claims on Trieste
and accept its constitution into a free
city an agreement between Austria and
Ttaly might be reached In a relatively
short time, In his interview with
Baron Sonnino last Saturday Prince
von Buelow discussed the chances still
existing for a settlement between Italy
and Austria and the advisability of
Italy leaving nothing undone to at-
tempt to avoid the consequences of
war. The ambassador is sald to have
declared that it was far from his in-
tention to interfere with Italy's inter-
nal affairs or to criticise them, but
that he could not help expressing the
opinion that an impression would be
produced both in Austria and Germany
by an announcement that the king and
his ministers would participate in the
unveiling of the Garibaldi monument,
which, he said, had been referred to
by the allies as the time for “Italy's
officlal declaration of war to the cen-
tral empires.”

— The results of the operation of the
Southern Railway company, for the
months of March 1915 and 1914, and
for the period of nine months this year
and last year, exclusive of interest,
rentals and other income charges,
were announced by Comptroller A, H.

Plant, last Monday, as follows: Gross
revenues, March, 1915, $5,290,249;
March, 1914, $6,064,597; decrease,
774,348, or 12,77 per cent. Operating

expenses, taxes and uncollectible rail-
way revenue, March, 1915, $4,036,977;
March, 1914, $4,745,801; decrease, $708,-
428, or 14,94 per cent. Operating in-
come, March, 1915, $1,253,272; March,
1914, $1,318,796; decrease, $65,524, or
4.97 per cent, In addition to the fore-
going operating expenses, the company
apent during the month for improve-
ments to its roadway and structures,
$743,165.75. as against $244,599.28, for
March, 1914, an increase of $498 566.47.
Corresponding results for the nine

The American submarine F-4,
which went down off Honolulu har-
bor a few weeks ago is still on the
bottom. Various efforts to raise it
have proved futile and now there is
talk of some kind of a plan whereby
it is proposed to pump the water out
of it, and leave it full of air. The
prospects for the raising of the sub-
marine would appear to be rather
gloomy.

A London dispatch of this morning
says that the Japanese government
has sent an ultimatum to China, al-
lowing the Chinese government 46
hours to accede to Japan's demands.
The demands number twenty-four,
and they are said to be as humiliating
as those which Austria tried to im-
pose upon Servia. The belief through-
out the civilized world is that Japan
is merely preparing to take advantage
of the world war to subjugate China.
England is showing signs of indigna-
tion and the probability is that the
United States may be compelled to in-
terfere. The situation appears to be
quite serious.

During the past few weeks the Ger-
man submarines have been giving es-
pecial attention to the destruction of
British trawlers in the North sea.
The North sea is the best stocked fish-
ing ground in the world and England
consumes hundreds of thousands of
tons of sea food from there annually.
The trawlers are busy constanuy in
their efforts to supply the British pub-
lic with such food. During the earlier
part of the war, the trawlers were not
molested except when they were en-
gaged in mine sweeping or otherwise
acting in connection with hostile ships.
But since the British government has
been tightening down in its efforts to
prevent food supplies from reaching
Germany the Germans have increased
their e!forts to smash British shipping
of all kinds and have given especial
and particular attention to the de-
struction of trawlers, a dozen or
more ¢f which they have sent to the
bottom within the past two weeks.

The Columbia correspondent of the
News und Courler has sent his paper
a story of a quarter of a column about
an alleged secret organization that
has sprung up among the farmers of
Lee and Kershaw counties, and that is
said to already have a membership of
1,100 or more. According to the cor-
respondent he has been unable to get
any definite information, except that
he understands that the admission fee
is 10 cents and the dues are 20 cents
a year. The purpose of the organiza-
tion is said to be politieal; but even
that is not stated definitely. As to
what need there is for such an organ-
ization, if any, does not appear; but
we do not doubt the possibility of its
existence, at least In an incipient
stage. SNecret and exclusive organiza-
tions of various kinds are quite com-

mon throughout the towns and cities
of the state, and generally they are for
the purposge of furthering the plans of
individuals ar ecliques rather than the
common [nterests. Just what there is
behind this alleged movement of the
farmers, if anything, remains to be
seen.

The defeat of the Russians in west-
ern Galacia last week by the Aus-
trians and Germans, is a matter of
very considerable significance, if not

an actual erisis, in the war. The
fighting had been going on in the
Carpathians for several weeks, with

varyving success and the Austro-Hun-
garian forces were having a great deal
of difficulty in keeping the Russians
out of the plains of Hungury. The at-
tack to the north of the main fighting

was made in tremendous force and
the Russians stood their ground with
great bravery and determination; but

eventually gave way in disorder that

was close akin to a rout. From Ger-
man sources the opinion is expressed
that the principal result of this battle

will be the collapse of the attempted
movement through the Carpathians.
British authorities say that while there

is no doubt the Germans have won i
very important suceess, it is not of o
great deal of significance so far as
general results are concerned. Tt
seems (uit ereasonable with it all that
if the Germans can get the upper

hand of the Russians to an extent that
will put them on the defensive, the
Germans  will be able to use thelr
forces in larger and more irresistible
numbers in Belgium and France.

One Submarine Got Nine Trawlers.
—Nine trawlers is the bag credited to
a German submarine on Monday of

this week In 1 message received here
from Hull, says a London dispatch.
The victims were the Iolanthe Hero.
Northward Ho, Hector, Progress, Co-
quette and Bob White of Hull, and the
Rugby and Uxbridge of Grimsby. So
far as is known no lives were lost in
these encounters. Crews of the fishing
vessels say the submarine was of the
newest type and had an iron cross
painted on her conning tower., She
ran amuck among the fishing fleet and
sank =even trawlers in quick succes-
glon. The crews were given time to
escape, but In some cases the small
boats drifted for hours before they
were picked up. Each man coming
ashore exhibited a huge lump of black
bread, given him by the crew of the
submarine. The sallors are preserv-
ing these pieces of bread as souvenirs,

Summary of Yesterday's War News.
—Vienna and Berlin continue to assert
that the Austro-German offensive
against the Russians in the Carpathi-
ans is continuing with suc The
latest communi declares the
Muscovites now have been driven
across the Wisloka river and that their
retreat is continuing. Dulka pass has
been taken by the Teutonic allles, Vi-
enna says, and likewise the town of
Dulka, while to the northward the im-
portant town of Tarnow, taken by
the Russians in the winter, has been
recaptured,

Germany's claims to successes in
the west, including that of a forced
evacuation of French positions in the
Ailly wood, with heavy losses in dead
and the capture of 2,000 Frenchmen,
are vigorously denied by Paris.

The French communication says
that, instead of making gains the Ger-
mans in the last 15 days Nhave suffered
complete checks and heavy losses and
that at various points the allies them-
selves have made progress. In the
Meuse, the Woevre and the Vosges the
German losses have exceeded 36,000
men, according to Paris.

Premier Asquith told parliament
that the operations of the allles
against the Dardanelles were being
pressed forward under highly satisfac-
tory conditions.

Japan has sent an ultimatum to its
legation in Peking for delivery to Chi-
na, demanding that all of Japan's 24
demands on China be granted. The
United States government through
Secretary Bryan has issued a state-
ment explaining the position of the
United States with regard to the Chi-
na-Japanese dispute. It reiterates the
government's adherence to the open
door and the maintenance of the terri-
torial integrity of China. The United
States hopes negotiations between the
two countries will be satisfactorily
settled and thus “contribute to the
peace of the world,” the statement
S0yS.

The Standard 1Jil. company Is belng
held out as one nf the signers of the
petition asking the town council of
Yorkville to call an election on the
question of changing the name of the
town. The signature reads, “Standard

0il Company, R. T. Allison, agent.”
If this signature is duly author-
ized, and as to that we do not

know, because no evidence was sub-
mitted to demonstrate the fact, it
would seem to be in very bad taste
for this big corporation to be inter-
fering in the local political affairs of
this town. Of course, anybody under-
stands that the political privilege of a
freehold can be exercised only by the
holder of the fee to that freehold, and
in this case, unless there has bee
specific authority, that signature (s &
nullity from a legal standpoint. The
fact remains, however, that the signa-
ture has been duly counted along
with the others.

The cotton market seems to be
breaking slowly, the price now being
a cent under what it was a week ago,
This break may very easily be taken
as proving the theory that the recent
rise was for the purpose of stimulating
planting, and that may be true; but
we hardly believe that such is the fact,
It has been established beyond dispute
that Germany, Austria and Russia are
hungry for cotton for which they are
willing to pay fabulous prices; but
since the British order in council but
little cotton can reach any of these
countries, except that Russia can get
a little by way of Viadivostock and
the Siberian railroad. England has all
the cotton she needs at present, in-
cluding that which was properly herd|
and that which she held up on its way
to other countries, particularly Ger-
many. Both Denmark and Holland
would be glad to get cotton; but can-
not do so. As to whether this situa-
tion is gcing to continue for a long
time there is no telling; but events
in Europe are moving along with in-
creasing rapidity just at this time, and
there seems to be about as much prob-
ability for a change for the better as
there is for a change for the worse,

Wr. J. F. Pursley of Clover, is prob-
ably-ene of the most successful farm.
ere of the northern part of York coun-
ty, and he is making much pro-
gress in his business., He has been re-
ferred to in these columns from time
to time in connection with various
fine crops, and it is a common thing to
hear people who travel up and
down the C. & N.-W. rallroad, speak
of his farm as one of the best to be
seen between Yorkville and Gastonla.
Mr. Pursley is a great Dbellever In
properly run terraces and he alst
proves his faith in the effecacy of
winter cover crops, When he took
hold of the farm he is now cultivating,
it was in a bad condition as the result
of many years of abuse under old time
methods. There were gullles in it that
would hide a horse, and the fields
that were once the principal rellance
of the owner for the best crops, were
barren. He filled up the gulliee by
gradually cutting off the banks with
plows and disc harrows, and he stop-
ped the leaching of the soil by means
of winter crops. He has made an in-
telligent use of commercial fertilizers
all along the line, and has bullt up
the fertility of the soil steadily and
surely. His plantation is now many
times better than it was when it came
into his possession, and he Is making
it better and better every year.

Along in the early '80's Yorkville,
Rock Hill and Black's Station voted
out the barrooms that had previously
been dolng business in their respect-
ive towns, and to Kkeep the matter
from coming up continually ever aft-
erward, they induced the general as-
sembly to prohibit the lawful sale of
liquor within their limits, perpetually.
When the dispensary law was enacted
in the early '90's there was tacked on
to it a provision that exempted from
its provisions all towns that had pre-
viously been made dry by legislative
enactment. This included "Black's
Station.” Some time after that the
people of Bluack’s Station decided that
it weuld be a nice thing to change the
name of their town to Blacksburg,
and they did so. Then not a great
while later it was suddenly discovered
that while the conduct of a barroom
business was prohibited In Black's
Station, there was no such prohibition
against the town of Blacksburg, and
accordingly the towr opened a dis-
pensery, the first on2 established In
York county. The dispensary contin-
ued until Cherokee county voted the
dispeasaries out. While of course, the
changing of the name of the town of
Yorkville can have no effect on the
liguor question one way or the other,
we suspect that there are other things
that can be just as vitally affected.

CHANGE THE NAME BILL

Here is a copy of the bill sent to
the general assembly at its last ses-
slon In an effort to get that body to
change the name of the town without
first submitting the matter to a vote
of the people in accordance with the
procedure already fully provided for
in an existing statute:

An Act to Change the Name of the
Town of Yorkville, the County Seat
of York County, from “Yorkville”
to “York."

Sectlon 1, Be it enacted by the
genernl assembly of the state of South
Carolina that the name of the county
sent of county of York, which Is now
“Yorkville,” be and the same is hereby
changed to that of “York.”

Sec, 2. That all the rights, privi-
leges, immunitles, liabilities and mu-
nicipal prerogatives under and by vir-
tue of the constitution and laws of the
state of South Carolina, which have
heretofore belonged to the town of
Yorkville, the county seat of York
county, be and the same are hereby
transferred to the town of York.

Sec, 3. That nothing herein con-
tained shall abridge, modify or nullify
any of the rights which belong to the
creditors of the town of York: but
that all the obligations and liabilities,
including floating indebhtedness by
way of bonds issued by the town of
York be, and the same are hereby
transferred to and are the legal obli-
gations of the town of York.

Sec. 4. That all acts and parts of
acts inconsistent with this act, be, and
the same are hereby repealed.

See. 5. This act shall take effect
Immediately upon its approval by the
EOVernor.

The foregoing Is nas the drawers
thereof themselves had published, and
the presumption Is that it is correct.

As was stated in The Enquirer of
Tuesdny, the fact of the presentation
of such a bill is admission of a belief
in the embarrassing complications
that would probably arise In the ab-
sence of some statutory cure for such
possible complications.

The amateurish work evidenced in
the preparation of the foregoing won-

derful document would be amusing
were It not for the fact that there is
embodied In it all so much that is

suggestive of the tragic.
Ohserve how this modern Lycurgus

would start Into the general assembly
as a full fledged “Act,” a document

which at best could only have had its
inception as “A BIIL"

Observe in Section 1 how It is pro-
posed to “change the name of the
county seat of York."

Note in Section 3 how “all the obli-
gations and liebilities, including the
floating indebtedness ‘by way of bonds
issued’ by the town of ‘York' be, and
the same are hereby transferred to
and are the legal obligations of the
town of York.” As a matter of fact
the town of “York" has never issued
any bonds, and it is a question as to
whether the application here would be
held to be the town of Yorkville,

Note also, that It is the evident in-
tention of the amateur who drew this
bill to legalize the floating debt of the
town of Yorkville, even such portion
of that debt as may have been con-
tracted in an irregular or lllegal man-
ner, and while the town council and
gsome others may know something
about that debt, the people have no
idea of It

But with it all let it be remembered
that the bill did not pass, The fond
fathers of it began to be uneasy and
they withdrew It. So if the people
vote for the change they will not nec-
essarily legalize such floating debt as
may have been illegally Incurred; but
they may run up against certain other
complications.

For one thing the town of Yorkville
is already bonded well up to the con-
stitutional 1imit, and it s groaning
under the load, with the mouths of
certaln people watering for “more.”
If the name is changed to “York,”
“York” will be born without a bonded
debt, except such as may be inherited
from Yorkville; but the same people
who manipulated this change the name
petition can get up another in a similar
manner, and of course carry it through
as they will have carried this through.

son.

8till en Leong Hill.

The county chaingang 1s still en-
gaged in grading the long hill between
the residence of Mrs. M. J. Simril and
the county home. A culvert 10x6 feet
has been erected to take the place of
the wooden bridge near the Latta
school building. It Is estimated that
two months’ time will be required to
complete the bullding of the road to
the bridge over Fishing Creek.

Hailstorm at Forest Hill.

There was a heavy hallstorm in the
Forest Hill section last Monday even-
ing. The hail fell.for several minutes,
many of the stones being as large as
& partridge egg. Several window panes
in the store of Mr. Perry Ferguson

were cracked. Over Nanny's mountain
the earth was carpeted with leaves
stripped from the trees. It ia not
thought that the wheat and oats suf-
fered greatly.

Must Have Different Separators.

The Yorkville Creamery association
has notified its patrons that it cannot
purchase cream from patrons who use
cold water cream separators, owing to
the fact that the cold water separa-
tors are responsible for a certain ani-
mal odor which Is in the butter, thus
making it unsalable. A number of
patrons, it is understood, have ceased
patronizing the creamery on that ac-
count and are taking their milk to
Rock Hill, where it is acceptable,

Expects to Repeat Big Yield.

Mr. J. E. Latham of the Bullock's
Creek sectlon who made ten bales ot
cotton on less than four acres of
ground last year, sald recently that
he was working with a vilew to re-
peating the achievement this year, al-
though he does not expect to use as
much fertilizer. He sald that he was
taking more care in the preparation
of his soll and all other conditions be-

spite the reduced amount of fertill-
Zer.,
School to Close.

Robbery in Fort Mill.

Burglars entered the general mer-
chandise store of L. A, Harris & Co,,
in Fort Mill, sometime early Monday
nlght, and carried away a quantity of
shoes, clothing, cigarettes, canned
goods and other valuables. An at-
tempt was made to enter the Iron safe
in the building; but after the combi-
nation knob had been broken, the
thieves gave up the task as hopeless,
Entrance was made into the building
by breaking open the front door. Par-
ties passing near the store between 11
and 12 o'clock, noticed the door stand-
ing open and reported the discovery to
the proprietors., There I8 no clue to
the robbers,

Held Monthly Meeting.

The York county board of commis-
sloners, which is composed of Messrs.
Thos, W. Boyd, J. C. Kirkpatrick and
J. E. Latham, held its regular monthly
meeting Wednesday, The only mat-
ters coming before the board were of
a routine nature. A number of claims
were passed upon and arrangements
were made for the loan of $30,000 to
the county for ordinary purposes, and
$10,000 for furnishing the new York
county courthouse. It will be remem-
bered that this money was borrowed
from the First National bank of York-
ville, last month, the $30,000 loan at
4 1-2 per cent interest and the $10,000
at 5 per cent. It is understood that
the money will be avallable after to-
morrow.

Case of Long Standing Settled.

Action was brought in Magistrate
Comer's court Wednesday morning
by the MecKinley Music Co., against
the Helms-Bass Furniture Co,, of
Rock Hill, the music company asking
a verdict of $656 on account of certain
sheet music which the furniture com-
pany is alleged to have purchased.
The defendant company admitted the
purchase, but declared that it had a
verbal contract to the effect that It
was to be the sole distributor in Rock
Hill of such music. It developed that
the music house had sold other Rock
Hill firms and for this reason the fur-
niture company resisted the suit. A
jury returned a verdlet for the defend-
ant.

Town Elects Officers.

In the municipal election for the
town of King's Mountain, N, C., which
was held Tuesday, A. E. Cline was re-
elected mayor, defeating E. L. Camp-
bell, Esq., 230 to 91. W. P. Fulton,
W. K. White, G. V. Patterson, G. T.
King and J. 0. Plonk were re-elected
aldermen over C. T. Cornwell, J. G.
Hord, J. R. Reynolds, E. L. Ware and
Henry McGinnis.. W. T. Parker was
re-elected school 4rustee without op-
position. Although interest in the
municipal election did not appear as

great as that in the county line elec-

ing equal, he expected a big yield de-,

tion held several weeks ago, when
King's Mountain voted to become &
part of Cleveland county, the regis-
tration was nearly 100 greater than
that of two years ago, a total of 328
votes being cast.

Whole County Should Speak.

Fort Mill Times: Judging from
newspaper reports, the people of
Yorkville are considerably agitated
over the proposition to change the
name of the town to “York,” ar elec-
tion to determine the matter having
been ordered by the town counecil for
the latter part of the month. As was
pointed out in the Times  several
weeks ago, this 18 a matter in which
the entire county is Interested and,
as we see It, 18 one which should be
settled by the voters of the county,
rather than the relatively few who
will in the end say whether the old
name of the town is to be discarded.
From the expression of opinion we
have heard on the subject in this sec-
tion, it is doubtful if twenty per cent
of the voters would favor the change.

Many Tax Executions.

Treasurer Nell and his assistant,
Mr. Parrott, have completed the work
of writing tax executions against
those taxpayers who failed to pay
their taxes hefore April 1. The total
number issued Is 1,882, the largest
number of delinquents to appear on
the books in several years. It is pos-
sible however, that in a number of
cases two executiongs or more may
have been issued against the same
persons. For instance, the name John
Johnson Doe may appear in one rec-
ord, J. J. Doe in another and J. John-
son Doe in a third, although the threée
be one and the same person. The
number of tax executions against per-
sons living In the various nine town-
ships are as follows: Bethel, 63; Be-
theada, 172; Bullock's Creek, 82; Ca-
tawba, 718, Ebenezer, 240; Fort MIll,
142; King's Mountain, 176; York, 222.

their trip and are rather of the opin-
ion that such machines could be used
lat a profit in York county road build-
ng.

Tightening Hold on Liquor.

A Rock Hill officer who was In
Yorkville the other day, sald that
never before had liquor been so hard
to purchase in that town as at pres-
ent. There Is still a quantity of il-
legal liquor for sale there but where
the supply was formerly measured in
gallons, it is now limited to quarts.
The officers are arresting every person
of unsavory reputation who Is caught
with more than one pint in his pocket.
Several persons caught with more
than this quantity have been subject-
ed to a fine of $50 or a road sentence
of thirty days and the tigers have
become so afrald that they no longer
transport thelr wares In their pockets
but hide it around the outskirts of
town. According to this Informant,
the price of the stuff has gone up.
It formerly was 76 cents or §1 per
pint. Now it Is $1.25 or $1.50 for the
same amount,

Will Have City Gang.

The city council of Rock Hill, has
decided to establish a city gang, the
duties of which shall be
and repair the streets of the town of
Rock Hill. The gang is to be made
up of defendants who are convicted
in the Rock HIill recorder's court and
who are obliged to serve their days
In lleu of a fine. These defendants
are at present sent to the county
chalngang—in fact there are a number
of them serving sentences at present,
The county chaingang will be glad to
learn of the establishment of the new
gang there is no doubt, because for
some time past, these thirty and sixty
day prisoners have been a source of
worry., Speaking of the establish-
ment of the Rock Hill gang yesterday,
an officlal sald: “Belleve me, we are
glad of it. These thirty day prison-
ers sent in from Rock Hill are of lit-
tle value to us. Many of them are
white men sent up for beating a train
or something of that kind. They
won't work and we can get but little
work., I believe this Rock HIill city
gang will be a good thing for Rock
Hill and a good thing for York coun-
ty.”

Will Hardly Be Re-Grouped.

Rev. E. E. Gillesple, D. D., of York-
ville, recently met with representatives
of the Clover Presbyterlan church
with a view to ascertaining the prac-
ticablility of the Clover church becom-
ing associated with the Beersheba
church in the employment of a pastor
for all his time. Tk- Clover people
declined to enter such arrangement,
owing to the fact that they expect to
soon be able to employ a pastor for
his whole time. The circult composed
Lof Beth-Shiloh, Allison Creek, Ramah
and Beersheba churches is considered
too large by many of the members
and the question of arriving at some
way by which the churches might be
re-grouped has been under consider-
ation for some time, but the problem
has not been solved. Rev. W. J. Roach
of Glenn Springs, expects to preach
before the Beth-Shiloh congregation
at an early date and will likely occupy
the pulpits of the other churches on
the same occasion. It is understood
that memberes of the various congre-
gations have several pastors in mind
with a view to extending a call, but as
yeét no actlon has been taken.

Baptist 8. 8. Convention.

The seventh annual sesslon of the
York Baptist Sunday School conven-
tlon ended Wednesday afternoon, after
& two days' meeting at Enon church,
near Smyrna. Fifteen of the twenty-
two Baptist Sunday schools of the
county were represented by forty-two
delegates. Reports from the various
schools as read to the convention,
showed a steady growth In number of
pupils and interest in Sunday school
study during the past year, the in-

creased attendance at indlvidual
schools In some Instances being as
as much as 26 per cent. The total

enrollment of the twenty-two schools
is now approximately 2,000. The two
days’ programme included many sub-
jects for discussion that are of especial
interest to Sunday school workers
and these matters generally were dis-
cussed In such a way as to be help-
ful to those interested In the prob-
lems of the Sunday school. The fea-
ture on Wednesday was the presence
of Rev. T. J. Watts, the Sunday school
secretary of the Baptist state mission
board, and a recognized authority on
Sunday school problems. Mr. Watts
was always ready to give enlighten-
ing answers to the questions of those
who had difficulties In their Sunday
school work and to {llustrate his an-
swers in a way that made the prob-
lems less diffiuclt. Another feature of
the day which proved most Interesting
to all present was the talk in the af-
ternoon by Mr. J. A. Barry of Fllbert
No. 1, on the subject of “Regularity
and Punctuality.,” Mr, Barry discuss-
ed this problem of the Sunday school
in a way that showed his hearers that
he had given the subject much study,
and his remarks were helpful and en-
lightening. The following officers
were elected to serve the convention
during the ensuing year: President,
A, E. Willis, Rock HIll; vice presi-
dents, C. H. Howard, Rock HIll, and
J. A. Barry, Filbert; treasurer, H. D.
Harkey, Fort Mill; secretary, F. T.
Cox, Rock HIill; executive committee,
A. E. Willis, H. D. Harkey, J. H.
Machen, 8. P. Healr, F, T. Cox. The
convention adjourned on Wednesday
evening to hold its next meeting with
the North Side church, Rock HIl,
next May. The delegates and visi-
tors to the convention were royally
entertained in the homes of the Enon
congregation. Pienie dinners were
served on the church grounds Tues-
day and Wednesday, and were bounti-
ful in quantity and of a quality that
left nothing to be deslred.

— The commencement exerclses of
the state colored college, at Orange-
burg, ended Wednesday.
