SOUTH CAROLINA NEWS
— The inhabitants of Orangeburg
who were awake about 2 a m., Sat-
urday witnessed a very unusual sight
in the shape of a bursting star or
meteor. According to a witness, the
object gradually gained in size until
it appeared to be about 150 square
feet, then with an explosion similar
to that caused by dynamite, disap-

peared, its disappearance being ac-
companied by a slight tremor of the
earth.

— Florence, May 20: The next annual
meeting of the rural free delivery car-
riers of the state will be held in this
city on July 4. A meeting was held in
Florence about two years ago and the
R. F. D. men enjoyed the hospitality of
Florence and have been enthusiastic
about their visit here ever since. They
were invited to Florence last year by
the chamber of commerce and assured
that a special preparation would be
made for their entertainment. S. A.
Burch, head of the rural carriers of the
Pee Dee section, will be director gen-
eral of the programme of events. Mr.
Burch says that he has received a
number of letters from his brother car-
riers in various sections of the state,
assuring him that they will be here
and telling him to lock out for a large
attendance. This crganization has
grown very much since its meeting
here two years ago and has accom-
plished much for the improvement of
the service that they represent.

— Columbia, May 20: The supreme
court has refused to decide a case
involving the ownership of a strip of
land lying between the bank and the
middle of the Savarnah river. The
action was taken in the case of Kate
M. Adams of Edgefeld, against the
Georgia-Carolina Power  company.
'he opinion was written by Associate
Justice Frazer. Associate Justice
Hydrick dissented. The court reversed
the judgment of the lower court and
decided that the parties were “restored
to their original status.” The power
company began proceedings in the
Edgetield court to condemn certain
lands owned by Kate M. Adams, which
would be covered by water backed up
by the dam of the corporation. The
plaintiff questioned the right to take
her land by condemnation proceedings
and attempted to stop the action by in-
junction. Both sides claimed that a
contract had been made and both ask-
ed for the enforcement of this con-
tract. Both sides claimed that the
terms of the contract could be gather-
ed from letters passing between the
attorneys. “Both parties stand where
they stood that day,” says the court,
The opinion concludes: “It is unfortu-
nate for these parties that this court
cannot decide the real question be-
tween them, to-wit: the ownership of
the land lying between the bank and
the middle of the stream. It is very
clear that having held that there is no
contract to enforce, a declaration as to
what would have been the construction
if a contract had been made would not
be binding on the parties, or this court
in subsequent litigation. The guestion
as to the right of the plaintiff in this
case Lo the twelve acres in the contro-
versy, does not affect the plaintiff
alone. It affects the rights of every
citizen of this state who owns land ly-
ing on the navigable streams in this
state, where the tide does not ebb and
flow. It may affect every citizen of
this state and the United States. Un-
der our constitution, no court would be
justitied in making a deliverance on a
question of such wide and vital im-
portance unless its right and duty to do
s0 is indisputable,

Joe Bailey Called Down.—Argument
inthe Riggs bank injunction suit
against Secretary McAdoo and Comp-
troller of the Currency John Skelton
Willlems started off in  the district
court in Washington yesterday with a
clash between former Senator Bailey,
chief counsel for the bank, and Justice
McCoy. Mr. Bailey threatened to with-
draw from the case and Justice McCoy
threatened to refuse to hear the law-
yer's argument.

Senator Bailey was arguing for the
admissibility of an affidavit disclaim-
ing relations between the bank and
Lewls Johnson & Co., bankrupt stock
brokers. Justice McCoy interrupted to
say he had already ruled it would be
admitted and that further argument
only took time,

“Your honor has taken more time
than 1 intended to take for what I in-
tended to say,” replied Mr. Bailey.

“Your remarks are highly improper,”
returned the justice, “Please under-
stand that distinetly., I do not care for
any more discussion. Another remark

of that kind and some other counsel
will argue this case.”

Mr. Bailey tossed his papers to the
table and turning away, replied: “If
the court feels that way about it, I
will withdraw from the case now."”

“o as you please about that,” re-
torted the judge, “but don't make such
i remark again”

Several of the bank's lawyers sur-

rounded Senator Bailey, and after a
conference he siald to the court:

“1 feel that 1 owe to my clients a
duty higher than any 1 owe to myself.
Pherefore, 1 will remain and continue
the argument.”

“I nlso feel that T owe a duty to your
client,” replied Judge McCoy, “and that
will lead me to dismiss what you have
s«aid from my mind.”

Italy joins in the great Euro-

pean conflict, American ambassadors
ministers and consuls abroad would
add to their already numerous tasks
the custody of Italian  interests  in

Austria, Germany and  Turkey, as
well as Austrian interests in Italy, In-

asmuch as Italy has been acting for
Russia in Turkey the American em-
bassy in Constantinople, it I8 ex-
pected, would take over Russian af-
fairs. Switzerland would handle
German Interests in Italy. The diplo-
matic and consular machinery of the
United States government is caring
for the affairs of more countries and
nationalities than any one nation has
in the history of the world. The
United States now represents Austria,

Germany, Turkey, Belgium, Serbia,
Great Britain, France, Russia and
Japan, all belligerents, in various

gquarters of the globe. Some neutral
nations also have asked the United
States to look out for their interests.
Switzerland, which has no represen-
tation in China, today asked the state
department to instruct the American
legation to care for Swiss affairs
there. Since the outbreak of the
war, the American government also
has by request taken charge of the
diplomatic or consular interests of
Switzerland, Denmark, Greece, Pana-
ma, Rrazil, Nicaragua and Guatemaln
in some countries and cities where
they had no representatives. Some
of the belligerents are represented In
various places by Spain and Switzer-
land.

— According to the census of 1910,
out of a population of 92,000,000
persons in the continental United
States, 13,500,000 were born in for-
eign countries, and of these 2,600,
000 were born in German, and 1,-
750,000 in Austria-Hungary. In the
four years and nine months ended
April 1, 1915, the net gain of Ger-
man, Austrians and Hungarians,
through immigration, has been about
§82,000. In the same period it is
estimated that the population of the
United States has passed the 100,-
000,000 mark. Of persons of foreign
stock, either horn outside of the Unit-
ed States, or born of parents either
one or both of whom were born
abroad, there were 28,500,000 In
1910. Of these, 8,600,000 are of]
German stock, and 2,750,000 are of
Austro-Hungarian stock. The per-
sons of German origin farther remov-
ed than the first generation are prob-
ably more numerous than those of
any other stock, for in 1870 nearly

one-third of the foreign popula-
tion were immigrants from Germany.
Roughly speaking, of the foreign

born and forelgn descended popula-
tion, about one-third are of Teutonic

Emil | origin, the proportion of German born

residents have decreased steadily
since 1870, while the proportion
from Austria-Hungary has increased
the ratio of

sufficiently to preserve
1870 for all residents of Teutonic
origin
