Well Known Farmer Passes.

News was received in the town
yesterday morning of the death of Mr.

T. Dendy, assisted by Rev. A. S. Rog-
ers, and the interment followed In
Laurelwood cemetery in the city of
Rock HIilL

Presiding Elder Dead.

Intelligence was received in York-
ville early Sunday morning, of the
death of Rev. R. L. Holroyd, which
occurred shortly after daybreak Sun-
day, following an illness of several
days with pneumonia. Mr. Holroyd's
condition was regarded as critical from
the beginning of his illness and his
death was not a surprise to family and
friends. The funeral and interment
was held in Rock Hill yesterday morn-
ing. Rev. Mr. Holroyd was presiding
elder of the Rock Hill district and was
well known throughout York and oth-
er counties in the district. Robert Lee
Holroyd was 52 years of age, having
been born in Mercer county West Vir-
ginia, May 23, 1862. June 30, 1886, he
married Miss Lula, daughter of Rev.
Casper E. Wiggins., His widow to-
gether with seven sons survive. The
following concerning Rev. Mr. Holroyd
is from Duncan's Twentieth Century
Sketches:"” Mr. Holroyd was admit-
ted to the South Carolina conference
in 1887, along with ten other Yyoung
men, some of whom have attained
much prominence in conference ap-
pointments. Among these are the Rev.
James W. Kilgo, presiding elder of the
Columbia district; the Rev. Watson B.
Duncan, the Rev. John L. Harley, sec-
retary of the South Carolina Anti-
Suloon league, and the Rev. J. E. Ma-
haffey. Mr. Holroyd had served pas-
torates in various sections of the
state, and was for three years confer-
ence secretary of missions. In 1913,
he was appointed presiding clder of the
Rock Hill district by Bishop A. W.
Wilson, and in 1914, he was returned
to that field."
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SOUTH THE MAIN SUFFERER

British Decrees Fall Heavily on this
Section.

The southern states suffer ten-fold
compared with any other section as a
result of British war decrees is declar-
ed by George L. Atkinson, secretary of
the American Association of Commerce
and Trade of Berlin, in a letter which
he is sending broadecast to commercial
bodies throughout the United States,
a copy of it having been received here.
The Berlin organization, like the local
chamber of commerce, is a member of
the chamber of commerce of the Unit-
ed States. The letter is a severe criti-
cism of British measures on the high
seas as regards commerce from this
country.

It is pointed out that American cot-
ton is now being sold in Bremen at 30
cents per pound, when more than
three pounds could be bought here for
the same price. Criticism is made of
the British tactics in interfering with
commerce in every conceivable man-
ner, except when munitions of war are
wanted for the equipping of its arm-
jes. A strong hint is contained in
the letter that it is the duty of Ameri~
can business men and manufacturers
to force an issue in the matter of
shipping of many commodities.

“(3erman dyes, for instance, are ab-
solutely necessary for many American
manufacturers, but Great Britain is
seizing all colors designed for Ameri-
can firms in the United States,” says
the letter. Continuing, it declares:
“We are weekly receiving letters from
American firms wishing to obtain such
dyes, but as long as the present prac-
tice of interference with American
property made in Germany is contin-
ved merchants here are deterred from
shipping goods.

“It is about time we took some ac-
tion in this matter and no longer al-
low ourselves to be dictated to by a
foreign nation. It lies with you Ameri-
can maufacturers, exporters and im-
porters to get together and send a dep-
utation to the state department atl
Washington and enter a formal protest
against thig piracy of Great Britain.
The United States being a neutral na-
tion has a perfect right to carry on
business with both belligerents and
neutrals.”

In the general outline of the trade
hetween this country and Germany, it
is pointed out that cotton, ruled on
the contraband list because it is used
in making bulk for high explosive, is

but a flimsy pretext. At the present
wood pulp is being used for this pur-
puse. On the other hand, there is said
to be a stock of cotton already on hand
in Germany adeguate for military pur-
ses.

The literature goes also into the con-
dition brought about in especially the
phosphate and agricultural chemieal
industry as a result of Great Britain's
ruling. On the other hand, it is stat.
ed by a well known authority that the
rush to the gold fields in '49 is only ex-

ceeded by the rush of American ma-
chine shops for orders from the allies

for munitions of war which may be
shipped.—News and Courier.

— Governor Harris of Georgia, went
to the state prison at Milledgeville lust
Saturday to investigate the murderous

attack on Leo M. Frank by William

Creen, a fellow convict. Creen told
the governor that he alone was re-
sponsible for the attack and that he
made it through a fear of a possible
attack on the prison by a mob. He
sald that he had planned the deed
during several davs beforchand. He

cluimed to be very sorry for what he
had done. Frank is recovering slowly
from the effect of his wound.

AS GERMANS SEE IT.

Newspaper Comments On Last German
Note.

Rerlin, July 25.—By wireless to
Sayville—The latest American note to
Germany concerning submarine war-
fare, was received most unfavorably
by the German newspapers in which
it was printed Sunday morning.

The Vossische Zeitung in a lengthy
editorial says:

“The refusal to accept Germany's
practical proposal to protect American
passengers shows an absolute lack of
readiness to understand the German
standpoint. The principle that bellig-
erent states must protect neutrals is
untenable if applied In the fullest
sense, as it would mean abdication to
neutral states. It is true that bellig-
erents nrust respect neutral rights, but
only provided neutrals do everything
to prevent their citizens getting into
situations where protection is impos-
sible.

“Victory over the enemy is the su-
preme law for every belligerent. Those
who render more difficult this task
than does international law, support
the enemy. The war on land has
has shown clearly that restrictions are
necessary. A person who remains
within a beleaguered fortress, or
walks into a gunfire zone risks his life
without the right of protection from
his home government.

“The same also is true of naval
warfare in spite of the mistaken
phrase ‘freedom of the seas.’ It is
granted that. the ocean is free for
peaceful travel, but naval battle also
take place on it. Neutral ships salling
between fighting battleships run the
risk of being hit by shells and also of
being struck by mines. The subma-
rine's only instruments are the firing
of torpedoes.

“Those who demand that Germany
should conduct the war according to
rules laid down by some academic
professor, expect Germany either to
endaneger her submarines or to give up
this warfare, which means the weak-
ening of Germany in the interest of
her enemy. This is not neutrality,
but partisanship against Germany.

“We know today that the passen-
gers (of the Lusitania) could have
been saved, but that they were neg-
lected. Germany regrets their death,
but she has a clean conscience and
has no reason to disapprove of the
conduct of her submarine command-
ers.

“President Wilson considers the
further torpedoing of British war-
ships earrying American passengers a
deliberately unfriendly act. While
Germany always is glad to respect
American friendship she has conced-
ed everything that can be conceded.
One bit more would be considered hu-
millating by Germany, whose armies
have been victorious upon all the bat-
tlefields in the east and west."”

The Tageliche Rundschau and the
Kreuz Zeitung similarly declare that
the American note calls for the most
Jecided opposition and that it requires
Great Britain to show at least an
equal respect for the spirit of interna-
tional law as the president demands
from CGermany.

The Tageblatt says:

“The note shows clearly that the
American government cares more for
the crippling of our submarine war
than for the safeguarding of American
lives. The United States must realize
that to change our submarine war-
fare is out of the question. The note
proves that pro-British influence has
gained an upper hand in President
Wilson's cirele. We hope the com-
mon sense of the American people
will prevent citizens from serving as
protection for English munitions
ships."

The Tages-Zeitung writes:

“Neutrals have rights, but so also
has a great nation fighting for its life
Though maintaining submarine war-
fare, Germany always is willing to re-
spect the justifiable wish of Ameri-
cans, but not at any price."”

Count Ernest von Reventlow in the
Tages Zeitung declares that the con-
tents and wording far exceeds even the
most unfavorable anticipations. Count
Reventlow writes:

“The note uses language which will
find no response with the overwhelm-
ing majority of the German nation,
since 1t means in the last analysis an
appeal to fear. a threatening, domi-
neering demand. The note will make
& conceivably bad impression among
the people, since it lacks utterly the
friendly frankness of the German
note and breathes almost hateful dis-
regard of the German government’'s
standpoint.”

SOUTH CAROLINA NEWS

— One negro was killed, a second was
mortally wounded and an officer was
slightly hurt in a battle between ne-
groes and officers in the town of Nich-
ols, Marion county, Saturday. The
shooting occurred at a negro church
where officers had gone to arrest tur-
bulent negroes,

— D. J. Sweeney, formerly of Charles-
ton, but since 1884, an inmate of the
state hospital for the insane, committed
suicide in his room at the asylum
Wednesday, by hanging himself with
a rope which he had made by tearing
strips from his night robe. He was
71 years of age.

— The Anderson correspondent of
the Greenville News quotes Hon. R.
A. Cooper of Laurens as saying: "I
will be a candidate for governor next
summer (f certain conditions exist.”
The correspondent goes on to say that
the smile which followed the remark
seemed to indicate that in Mr. Coop-
er's opinion the conditions referred to
exist and will continue to exist.

— Upon his return to Columbia from
Laurens last week, Mr. J. Fraser Lyon,
former attorney general, gave out the
tollowing with reference to his effort to
intervene in the tax commission mat-
ter before Assoclate Justice Watts:
“The impression seems to have been
made upon the minds of some persons
by the news report from Laurens of
the hearing before Judge Watts, in the
case of the banks against the tax com-
mission, that the special fund appro-
priated by the legislature for the use
of the governor for special counsel was
to be used to pay a fee o me for ser-
vices rendered the tax commission. I
do not think the news report of my re-
marks to the judge fairly susceplible
of such consideration, but for fear it
be misunderstood, I wish to say that
my employment was solely by the tax
commission, or a majority of them, and
that the governor only acquiesced
therein. It was fully understood that
the tax commission would endeavor, at
the next session of the legislature, to
have compensation provided, and my
work was done solely upon that con-
tingency. Reference was made by me
to the $2,000 item in response to the
ruling of the associate justice, which
was in effect, that the attorney general
had complete and sole authority to de-
termine whether special counsel should
be employed in any case or not, to

show at least in some instances the
will of the attorney general would not
prevail against the employment uf

special counsel. A case in my own ex-
perlence as attorney general was also

referred to, where counsel was em-
ployved and paid contrary to my wishes
as attorney genernl. These matlers
were referred to solely for the purpose
of showing that it would be either
within the rules of the law or within
the rules of propriety that special
counsel of the tax commission, ap-

proved bv the governor, should be ac-
corded a hearing.”

— An  American freight steamer
known as the Leelenaw, bound from
Archangel, Russia, for Belfast, was
torpedoed and sunk by a German sub-
marine off the northeast coast of

Scotland last Sunday, The statement
i that the submarine commander
boarded the Leelenaw, pronounced the
cargo contraband, orvdered the cap-
tain and crew off and then blew up
the vessel., The ecrew reached Scot-
land in safety. The case is the same
cluss with those of the Wm. P. Frye,
and the Nebraskan, for which Ger-

many has agreed to pay damage. The
German government on April 28 de-
clared flux ahsolute contraband, Wash-
ington seems to be of opinlon that it
was all right for Germany to remove
the flax: but that she had no right to
destroy the vessel.
