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Scraps and  Facts,

— The Budapest correspondent of
the London Morning Post sent a des-
cription of the city of Belgrade writ-
ten by Margarete Veszi, a Hungarian
correspondent, who says the city is
practically deserted, only a few old
women and children being left. “The
younger women having left with the
men and are fighting with them,” the
story says. “Not even boys 12 or 13
can be seen. They are also on the fir-
ing line."” The city was badly battered,
the outskirts of the town being demol-
ished. Sentries were stationed be-
fore the shops to prevent looting.
Many Serb 'soldiers were found hid-

ing in the ruins having been left be-|:

hind in the retreat and watching for
a chance to rejoin their comrads.
“Two soldiers are escorting a strange
prisoner,” the article says. “She is an
old woman, at least 70 years old, with
her hands securely tied. One of the
men tells me she climbed a telegraph
pole as cleverly as a cat and cut the
wires before they had time to fire at
her. She was murmuring as they
passed me, ‘I don't mind if they shoot
me, I am old enough to die.”"”

— Count von Bernstroff, the German
ambassador, and Secretary Lansing
had thelr first conversation today
since the settlement of the Arabic case
and took under consideration the
questions growing out of the sinking
of the Lusitania last May with the
loss of more than 100 American lives.
The plan of reaching an agreement
without the exchange of formal notes
but by informal conversations worked
so well in the handling of the Arabic
case that it is now to be followed in
endeavoring to solve the Lusitania
problem. There is no disposition at
the state department to hasten a set-
tlement but to give every opportunity
for a full and frank exchange of views.
Originally the American government
demanded a disavowal of the act,
reparation and assurances that the
fncident would not be repeated. The
last Is considered to have been dis-
posed of through the published in-
siructions to German submarine com-
manders not to torpedo ships without
warning. The question of disavowal
is beset with many complexities since
the commander acted under instruc-
tions existing at the time. That Ger-
many will give the reparation desired
in the form of indemnity is considered
not unlikely.

— “France will not sign a peace a-
greement until after her restoration
by right of victory and until she shall
have obtained all guarantees of a
durable peace,” said Premier Briand
last Wednesday. The statement was
fncluded in the ministerial declaration
of the new cabinet, which was read
before the chamber of deputies and
the senate. The premier read the de-
claration to the chamber. “We are at
war,” said the premier. “The hour Is
for action. Towards action all the ef-
forts of the government must be
directed. The essential task of the
government is the utilization of all
the vital forces of the nation with a
view of war, and to combine and as-
sociate with this object all public
services. Only by close and incessant
co-operation will victory be obtained.
Every one must accomplish his task.
Once all responsibilities are establish-
ed, every fault, every failure will be
punished. “That is the program of the
new governmant. France never had an
army more worthy of victory. The
government, alded by parliament, must
furnish all means to these heroes
whom we salute with emotion and
pride. Every day of bravery of our
soldiers and our chiefs, united in mu-
tual confidence and in devotion to
their country, adds to the glory of
France."

— At the instance of the British em-
bassy, says a Washington dispatch,
copies of the latest Amerisan note to
Great Britain protesting against in-
terferences with neutral shipping
will be handed the British ambassa-
dor and the French ambassador in
Washington simultaneously with the
delivery of the note by Ambassador
Page to the British foreign office.
This is in recognition of the fact that
France is equally concerned with
Great Britain in the subject matter
of the note. It is learned that Secre-
tary Lansing’'s note contains some
sharp passages and is very emphatic
in condemnation and protest against
several features of the British orders-
in-council. Objection is made particu-
larly to that part of the British or-
ders-in-council under which cruisers
were diverted from their voyages and
detained for long periods in British
ports. American vessels bound for
the neutral ports of Northen Eu-
rope. Though the issues are under-
stood to be strongly presented by the
United States, they are not regarded
as beyond the reach of diplomatic
treatment at this stage. It already
has been intimated by Sir Edward
Grey in the British parliment how-
ever, that the whole subject may be
rapidly nearing a phase when a peace-
ful and satisfactory adjustment can
be reached only by means of an in-
ternational commission. The Ameri-
can note has been sent to London by
special messenger, and probably will
be delivered to the Foreign office by
Ambassador Page this week.

— Arrangements have been made by
Chairman Chamberlain of the senate
military affairs committee, to begin
drafting immediately the series of bills
which will be introduced at the open-
ing of congress to carry out the army’s
part of the administration's nationzl
defense programme. The senator had
a conference with Secretary Garrison,
who promised that officials of the war
department would give every possible
aid in preparing the measures. Chair-
man Hay, of the house military affairs
committee, is expected to join Senator
Chamberlain later and identical bills
carrying out the programme proba-
bly will be introduced simultaneously
in both houses. The form of the meas-
ures will be determined by Senator
Chamberlain and Representative Hay,
the war department supplying the
necessary flgures and statistics. Con-
gress will be asked, it was learned un
Wednesday, to appropriate $10,000,-
000 this year for the organized mili-
tia of the country, or just about dcu-
ble the average amount asked hy Lhe
war department for this purpose dur-
ing the last few years. The money
will go into equipment for the guards-
men, particularly for the special ser-

vice corps like the artillery, signal
corps, aviaton engineers and the
like, it is wunderstoon. The bill

providing for the organization of
the continental army will distribute
this force throughout the country, ac-
cording to population, under present
plans. Details of the scheme will be
worked out by the two members of
congress with the ald of the war col-
lege staff and other army officers. It
is understood the war college already
has prepared complete plans.

— A story of the Serblan tragedy re-
ceived from Nish by way of Milan
from the pen of Luciano Margrini, an
Italian war correspondent, is printed
by The London Evening News. The
writer characterized the clearance of
northern Serbia as “the retreat of a
people, not an army.” The correspond-
ent describes the scene on a muddy
road leading to the south along which
was strung an unending procession
of gun carrlages, carts loaded with
war material, conveyances of all
sorts bearing women, children, old
men, the sick and the wounded, with
at intervals flocks of sheep and droves
of pigs, and of soldiers walking side
by side with peasants, At the sides of
the road stood groups of peasants,
waiting until they were tble to take
their place in the procession. "“The
great stream is flowing southward,"”
says the writer, whither nobody
knows.," The wounded were a pitable
sight. Some were carried on stretches
while others were walking because
no stretchers were available. At
Topola King Peter, ill and weak, was
walting to retire with the rearguard
of his troops. Arriving at Nish, the
correspondent found the city bearing
a squalid aspect. Almost all the shops
were closed and many of the inhabi-
tants had fled. On the main street
were still flying the flags which had
been hoisted in honor of the allies
who had been expected but who had
never come. “Nish is isolated,”” con-
tinues the correspondent M. Youvano-
vich, the Serblan minister of justice,
sald to me. “We live through the trag-
ic hour when Bulgaria mobilized. In
vain we besought the Entente to al-
low us to act and attack Bulgaria be-
fore her mobilization was complete.

The Entente was still under the de-
lusion that Bulgaria would march
against Turkey. We obeyed and
that was our ruin. The situation is
now terrible. If the allied troops do
not come in time, you will on your
return find Serbia no more. The fate
of Belgium will have been ours.”
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Along about three months from now,
there will be a lot of people wishing
they had sowed something.

The business of a newspaper is to
let its readers know what is going on
and all real newspapers will try to do
that.

This thing of having our boys shot
up on the Mexican border without giv-
ing them a chance to hit back does not
look good.

As usual, the Democratic leaders
are explaining why they did not do
any more and the Republicans are ex-
plaining why they did so well. Neith-
er side appears to be more than half
satisfied.

We of America have much to be
thankful for in that we are not actu-
aily engaged in this European war;
but at the same time we have a heavy
responsibility upon us, lest we get
what Europe is getting.

Although woman suffrage did not
seore any actual victories in the else-
tions of last Tuesday, it showed con-
siderable gains. There is reason o
believe that this movement, having
already secured a firm foothold in the
west, will slowly and surely prevail
in the east.

In view of the record as it is plain-
ly laid down in the Scriptures of the
0Old Testament, it seems foolish to try
to hold that the hand of the Almighty
is not disernable in that European
war. How it is all going to turn out,
no man can tell, but all may be as-
sured that the intended object will be
accomplished.

Referring to The Enquirer's declara-
tion that there was plenty of politics
at the fair; but that details were still
unwarrantable,«the Dillon Herald re-
marks: “Give 'em time, give 'em time,
and it will come out. Politics was
there a-plenty; but the mantle of se-
crecy was drawn a little tighter this
year.”

The “Progressives” of Massachusetts
failed to poll enough votes in that
state last Tuesday to maintain their
Jegal standing as a party. It is as-
sumed that most of the Progressives
have gone back to the Republican
party, although it is admitted that
many of them were formerly Demo-
crats.

“He is a Common Scold.”

What a mean and ‘spiteful disposi-
tion'that fellow has, to be sure! Ever
since a new paper was started in York,
Editor Grist of The Yorkville Enquirer
has been snarling and grumbling over
pretty nearly everything that comes
in sight. He apparently wants no pa-
per in York county to “earn” a dollar
of the public money save The Enqui-
rer. Opposition, competition—legiti-
mate at that—has almost converted
Grist into a common scold; and if he
had lived several hundred years ago
he would probably have been publicly
ducked.

Grist's latest tirade is directed
against the courthouse commission in
regard to the advertising given out by
that commission.

If the editor of The Enquirer had
more common sense and a keener idea
of the decencies of business life he
would realize that it would pay him
better and make him more friends by
attending strictly to his own business
and letting the other fellow's business
alone—especially the business of the
Rock Hill Record. Because the York
News was started as a legitimate com-
petitor of The Enquirer is no reason
why the latter paper should try to
dominate the situation in York coun-
ty, or lecture the other papers.

We believe the two Rock Hill pa-
pers are able to manage their busi-
ness without any of Grist's interfer-
ence. We never did have any use for
a “hog"—and that's what the editor of
The Enquirer has always tried to do—
“hog" all the public business pussible,
He apparently has never wanted to see
anvone else make a living. He has had
a “grouch” for several years, which
he should try to throw off.

The Record takes very serious ex-
ception to this statement, appearing
in that York paper last Friday:

“N. B.—If the Herald will look up
the issue of the Record for October T,
1915, it will find printed there a sworn
statement by O. K. Willlams, business
manager, that John G. Anderson of
the courthouse commission, holds se-
curities against the Record in excess
of 1 per cent of the capital stock, said
statement having been made on in-
quiry of the Federal government. Now,
of course the Herald can readily un-
derstand why Mr, Anderson did not
give this business to the Record to the
exclusion of the Herald. The Herald
would have thought badly of it, and
probably raised a row, so since the
public was paying the bills, the easi-
est way out was to give it to them
both.”

The above is about as mean and ma-
licious n statement as ever came from
the foul pen of that fellow Grist,

What business is it of his who we
owe money to?

And what effrontery il is for Grist
to suggest, by inuendo even, that John
. Anderson gauve the-Record this ad-
vertisement because the Record owed
money to Mr. Anderson. We have a
suspicion that the Record is perfect-
ly ahle to borrow money for legitimate
purposes, and we cannot see that it is
any of Grist's business.

The truth of the matter is that Grist
is just as big a “hog” today as he ever

was but it is equally true that there
is not as much in the trough for him.
He is showing this by the way he
squeals in every issue, If he has no

eompetitor, as he so frequently alleges
in his paper: why is he always squeal-
ine?

Keep vour hands off the Record!—
flock Hill Record.

The habit of lawyers in resorting to
personal abuse of the other side when
they have a bad case is evidently not
confined to lawyers,

We would not have anybody think
that we are fond of such personal
abuse as has been heaped on us by the

Record. It is not at all pleasant: but
we ecannot claim that it came as a
surprise. When, in the presence of

whitt we conceived to be our duty, we
made this expose, we fully foresaw the
unpleasant penalty. Of course, we
might have gotten rid of this unpleas-

antness, as the R®cord did, by neglect-
ing to reproduce the other side; but
sinee to arrive at an intelligent and
just decision, the public needs all the
courthouse commissioners in dividing

the public funds among the newspa-
pers in which they were interested.
The Record, feeling the weight of the
thrust, reproduced it with a heading
suggesting “personal spite,” and the
Herald also recognizing the justice of
our criticism, made an attempt to
weaken the force of it, and got from
us a statement of facts which it did

not dare reproduce.

The Record's tirade of abuse as re-
produced above, may be taken as evi-
dence of the way it feels about the
whole matter.

With regard to what we said of the
useless waste of the public money by
the courthouse commission we have,
at this time, nothing to add or sub-
tract.

Almost anybody will give us credit
for having sense to know that if we
pursue the policy pursued by our Rock
Hill contemporaries, there are certain
people who will give us more of their
own and other people’'s money, than
they will give us in the pursuance of
the policy we do pursue. But The En-
quirer does not want the public money
that way. We recognize that our first
duty is to the public, and we do not
want either pennies or dollars that are
to be the price of our betrayal of our
trust.

The Record is mistaken when it says
we do not want any other York county
paper to “earn” a dollar of the public
money, because the fact is that is all
we are asRing.

Leaving out of consideration the
question as to whether it was neces-
sary for the courthouse commission to
be so generous with the public money,
the official flgures we reproduced last
Friday showed that both of the Rock
Hill papers charged more for an iden-
tical advertisement than did The En-
quirer. The rate to be charged for
such advertising is fixed by statute,
and the charge should be the same in
all cases—certainly not more than the
law allows. And yet both of the Rock
Hill contemporaries have been trying
to make it appear that it is the Enquli-
rer that is greedy.

In our issue of February 7, 1813, in
a controversy on this same subject,
we showed from the official records
how the Record had charged $22.00 for
an advertisement that The Enquirer
had printed for $16.50. In that con-
nection we proposed that the whole
matter be submitted to the grand jury,
and If it should be found that either
paper had charged more than the legal
rate for any advertisement, all such
excess charges be refunded. The Rec-
ord did not accept the proposition, and
it is still open.

While the Record may be right in
the view that If we had lived several
nundred years ago, we would have
been publicly ducked, we do not believe
anything of the kind. We might have
been shot or stabbed, however, for in
those days public sentiment did not
count for so much. Instead of tak-
ing the other fellow's goods by
stealth as in these days, the common
rule was to use force, and the under-
standing was that the strongest fel-
low was entitled to whatever he could
get away with. Had the editor under-
taken to tell about him he would have
no doubt been put out of the way.

But positively and seriously there {s
very little to be gained by contending
with the Record. It has shown time
and again that it either does not know
or care what it says. One time some
years ago, (1906) it made the statement
that it had not received $5 a year from
the public funds, and investigation
showed that it had received several
times that amount during a single
quarter. One day In the fall a few
years ago it announced that a certain
future day would be Lee's birthday and
the Graded school would give a holi-
day. When the date went by without
a holid.ay. it criticised  the superin-
tendent’ for lack of patriotism and Mr.
Cork had to inform it that Lee's birth-
day occurred in January.

It is evident that there Is very lit-
tle credit to be gained In a controversy
with the Record, and positively we do
not feel any pride or satisfaction In
bringing it to task. In a soclal, po-
litical, industrial or other matter, no
matter how abusive it might have
been, we would have felt justified In
letting it alone; but, in a matter like
this, involving waste of the public
money, we have felt it our duty to
speak.

FIGHTING ON THE BORDER ~

Villa Makes' Unsuccessful Assault on
Agua Prieta.

The assault by troops under Gen-

eral Villa on the Carranza garrison in
Agua Prieta, just across the American
border from Douglass, Arizona, which
was commenced Monday evening,
lasted well nigh all night and was
finally abandoned as hopeless,
N Some five or six thousand United
States troops were entrenched along
the border to prevent the combatants
from violating American soil, and it
was belleved that the troops had or-
ders to interfere as soon as either of
the contending armies commenced
firing across the border.

The battle is described as having
been unusually flerce. The town had
been surrounded by barbed wire en-
tanglements. The Villa forces opened
on these entanglements with artillery,
for the purpose of battering them
down, and then made a reckless
charge. The Carranza forces in the
town met their assailants with ma-
chine gun fire, and eventually drove
them back. American army officers
Adid not hesitate to say that the firing
was the most furious they had ever
heard.

Gen. Calles, in command of Agua
Prieta, gave out that his killed num-
bered 45 and his wounded 75; but
unofficial reports have it that the kill-
ed and wounded easily aggregated
260. Villa's dead and wounded were
found lying within the barbed wire
entunglements and just without these
obstructions in large numbers, Just
what his losses were has not been
definitely known.

Although it was anticipated that
the American troops would interfere
as soon as anybody should be hurt
on the American side of the line, this
expectation did not develop. Several
American were killed and wounded
and a number of houses were shatter-
ed, but the Americans did not inter-
fere. Unofficiai advice went out from
General Funston to the effect that they
leave the Mexicans to fight it out
among themselves until one side or
the other should make an overt attack
against Americans.

It developed Wednesday and Thurs-
day that Villa's troops were short of
both provisions and water. They had
been without sufficient food for a week
or ten days, and many of them were
living on raw wheat and corn.

Th2 American troops werce instruct-
ed not to allow the Villa forces to
have either food or water; but dur-
ing Wednesday many of them were
seen carrying pails of water from the
direction of the American border. It
was evident that the American sol-
diers had winked at the proposition,
not being willing to deny the poor fel-
lows the means of quenching their
thirst,

During Wednesday Villa was mak-
ing desperate efforts to purchase food
supplies for his men, and the state-
ment was that he got considerable re-
lief during the day. Just what his
plans were was not then known; but
it was expected that he would proba-
bly refresh his men as much as pos-
sible and then repeat his attack upon
Agua Prieta.

A dispatch of yesterday from Naco,
Arizona, said that. Gen. Villa had
reached a point near that place, with
3.000 troops and 4,000 more had gone to
another place 22 miles away. Large
quantities of supplies were being re-
celved. Villa reported the death of
four Americans during fighting be-
tween his own and Carranza troops.
He was sorry but could not help it.

In his report of the fighting at Aqua
Pricta, General Funston sald that
bhoth sides had tried to prevent firing
across the border; but nevertheless
both sides were responsible, and he
did not feel warranted in taking the
side of one agninst the other.

The Americans  who were killed

were engaged In Red Cross work.
