In the U> months of unrestricted
warfare launched against American
and allied shipping by Germany, one

war ago Friday, there have been sunk
b> submarines, mines and raiders. 69
American vessels totaling 171.061 gross
tons, according to a careful compilationof records of sinking which ha\e
been made public during the period.
Offsetting this loss of American vessels.most of which were sailing ships,
the I'nited States, since February 1.
has added to her merchant marine by
the seizure of former German and Austrianowned ships, a total of 107 vessels.having a gross tonnage of 6S6.494.
leaving on the credit side of the Americanledger in the account with the
central powers, a net gain of 515.433
gross tops. The loss of life caused by
the sinking of the 69 Americain ships
was more than 300 persons, however.
The percentage of sinkings of Americanships, compared with the number
of vessels which have sailed through
the war zone successfully is small.
Records of the department of commerce
show that for the period beginning
with February 1, 1917. and ending with
December 1. there were cleared from
American ports In the foreign trade
ships aggregating 17,738.900 net. or approximately34.834.460 gross tons.

Further offsetting the loss of tonnage
ocasioned hy the submarine warfare,
the United States, through the shipping

»oanl. requisitioned in American shipyardslie vessels totalling more than
uross tons and contracts have j

awarded for SSI ships. In addi-
tion he shipping board on Ocotber 15.
las*. placed under government requlsl-
tioi 393 \inerican vessels of over 2,'')'! to..» d--a.j weight capacity which
v.«»e already afloat and Immediately
fissioned them to the task of carrying
supplies for the allies and the Americanforces abroad.

all of the cotton seed Is produced, controlquotations throughout the country.Ify establishing the trade In thai
section the food administration hat
virtually placed the entire country or
an equal basis.

COMMISSION BACKS DOWN

The state tax commission has rescindedits order of December 29, In
which it prescribed that all property
must be assessed for taxation at full
100 per cent valuation, and promised
that it would subsequently cut such
assessments in half. The rescinding
order, a copy of which has just been
received by Auditor Love, is as follows:
"The general assembly of South

Carotin during its present session
udopted the following resolution:

"Whereas, the tax commission has
announced that it will require ull
property assessed at 50 per cent of
value thereof, and

"Whereas, we consider the same
would be too violent a charge In the
practice of the state in such case, and
"Whereas, the gross inequalities of

the assessment of values of property
cause great Injustice which should be
corrected.
"Now, be it resolved that we requestthe tax commission to use every

means of equalizing the asessed valuesof property for taxation on an

equitable basis,
"Now, in conformity with the wishesof the legislature, the tax commis1sion has decided to reduce the basis

of assessment from 50 per cent of the
value of property to 42 per cent
