Labor and the War.

Aamerican labur is not sutistied with
conditions as they exist In this coun-
try, and the man who thinks it is
satistied has very litt'e cunception of
its ldenls and aspirations.

We are speaking now of the ldeals
and aspirations of organized labor, as
represented by the American Federa-
tion of Labor and kindred organiza-
tions, 3

Organized union  labor looks to
higher standards of living for labor
generally, and more generous recogni-
tlon of the importance of labor In the
economic and sovcinl development of
this great country of ours and In the
progress of civilization.

The brightest and best minds among
labur leaders have well defined ideus
as to what they wunt, why they want
it and how they are going to get i,
and these leaders have the sympathy
and support of all the more intelli-
gent element in the labor world.

Hul there i a tremendous prepon-
derance of gocod common sense among
the labor leaders of the United States
and as muca genuine patriotism
among the werking classes generally
of this country as there is among any
viher class In any country.

The labor of this country is not
thoroughly satisfied with the treat-
ment it has been recelving and It s
ot going to put up with the indefl-
nite continuance of that treatment;
but If any class of the American peo-
ple fails in the crisis with which the
country Is now confronted, we do not
helieve it will be the laboring class.

U'p to the present time the bucca-
neering profiteers of high finance
have contributed a great deal more to
the embarrassment of the adminls-
trution than has organized labor, and
it is these sume buccaneering profi-
teers who are still responsible for
most of the difficulties that are being
encountered,

Organized labor of America under-
stands very clearly that the machin-
ery of this government affords just
and equal means for the attainment
of all rights to which it ls entitled
and it also understands that those
rights will be all the more responsible
und all the more permanent when at-
tuined by peaceful and orderly means.

American labor is not going to
throw the fat in the fire as the de-
luded Russians have done. It ls not
going to overturn by violence a gov-
ernment that it is fully capable of con-
trolling by legitimate peaceful means.
It Is going to do its full part in es-
tablishing the supremacy of right and
justice—in perpetuating the liberty it
now enjoys, and after the war ia over
it is guing on In the future as In the
past, working out to ldeal perfection
the problems with which it is con-
fronted.

FOOD ADMINISTRATION .
Food adminjsirators of the
division of Yerk county, met in

O RO 0

suant to a call from Mr. J. F. McEl-
wee, the chalrman, and discussed the
situation sufficiently to get a compre-
hensive grasp of the work In hand.
«if the 35 district administrators in
the western division, 31 were present.
Chairman McElwee called the meeting
to order and explained the work in
hand, after which it was decided that
edch administrator would proceed
forthwith to take a census of the Hour
in his district In excess of thirty days'

supply.

The purpose of the national food
administration und of the state and
county administrators to cunserve
four was fully explained by Mr. Me-
Elwee. Virious guestions came up as
to what was to be done in partcular
cuses with regard to distributing
flour and substilutes among consum-
ers. These questions hinged muinly
on the use of certificates from mills
with regard to the use of meal, ete,
une of the yuestions wus like this: A
mun has a certiicate from a mill

showing that he hus 100 pounds of
meal. On that certificate he has a
right to buy 100 pounds of tlour. Sup-
puse he should buy only 50 pounds of
flour at vne time, would he be allow-
ed tu buy another 50 pounds on the
same certificate at another time?"
Chairman McElwee's unswer Is sub-
stantially comprehended in the follow-

ing:

“The iden of the government is tu
reduee the use of flour to the lowest
possible minimum. To that end the
fuod administration has laid down a
rule under which every Individual is
expected to use a pound of other
cercal substitute for every pound of
four he uses. To discourage hoard-
ing the rule forbids thut any consum-
er should have on hand more than 30
iluys supply of flour ut any one tme.
su lung as the consumer uses a pound
of uther cereal for each pound of
flour, and does not have on hund more
flour than is necessary to supply him
for thirty days on that basis, he is
within the rule. But because the rule
has been fixed on a basis of only u
pound of flour for each pound of oth-
or cereal, it 1s not to be understood
thut the consumer is expected to
strain u point in the effort 1o conserve
his supposed share of the flour. The
administration wants him to use as
little Hour as possible and the smaller
the quantity of flour he uses, provid-
el he is properly nourished with oth-
or cereals, the better he will please
the food wdministration.”

With reference to the proposed
census of the flour on hand, Mr, Me-
Jiwee suid it was not the purpose or
desire to tuke flour away from any
individual even though it should de-
velop thut such individual had  on
hand more than thirty days’ supply.
The main iden is to take stock of the
flour supply on hand with a view to
finding out where we are. As o
whit may be done later will depend
upon what the government may con-
kider it best to do: but no hardship
of any kind will be imposed upon
anybody.

Mr. W. B. Riddle of school district
No. 22, took occasion to make a sug-
gestion to this effect: “In work of
this kind there is more or less need of
money for printing, advertising and
vurious other little matters, and some-
body has got to pay that money. In
the absence of provision otherwise,
the expense usuually falls on one or
two individuals and while not so in-
tended, it often works hardship. To
avoll anything lke this, I move we
tuke up a little collection among our-
selves, somelhing like 50 cents each,
and raise u fund, If we should hap-
pen to have more than we need, we
can give the surplus to sume charity.”

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HERE AND THERE.

“Look here,” said a prominent citi-
zen to Here and There a few duys
ago, "if the people of this county who
have corn do not realize that It Is
valuable, It is time they were learning.
A negro who came to town for sup-
plies, driving some white man's
wagon, drove into my-lot and without
hitehing out, fed his mules by throw-
ing fifteen or twenty ears of corn
down on the ground in front of them.
The mules got as much as they wanted
maybe; but I afterward gathered up
enocugh of their leavings to feed a
dozen hens two days. That fellow
wae using his corn as If he did not
realize that he might be glad to get
it for himself within the next few
months. You know corn ls about as
high as wheat now-—our home-made
corn and within a very short time
people are golng to be mighty glad to
get if for food. 1 have no doubt that
we huve some people who realize that
their corn is valuable; but there are
many others who do not."”

The road between Yorkville and
Clover via Filbert Is without doubt
the most extenstvely traveled road in
this section. Here and There made a
trip over the road lasf Saturday to
Clover and return, and found it in
very good condition from Yorkville to
Filbert, in fine shape from Filbert to
the top of the hill beyond Alllson
(Creek, owing to the fact that it had
recently been dragged, and in barely
passable condition from the last nam-
ed point to about one-fourth mile

For in-
stance, u citizen who has a son in

the army, u few days ago told the
writer a story like this: "My son was
in New Urleans when ordered to

France, and went to the telegraph of-
fice to let us know; but the Western
Union Telegraph company would not
receive his message because they had
no such office on their book as
‘York.'" The writer states this only
for what it is worth without attempt
to explain. Shortly after the chunge
of the name of the town the First Na-
tional bank began to notice that Its
bank notes had ceased to come back,
and it has now been without the bene-
it of its circulation for more than two
vears. Some time ago on the advice of
the comptroller of the currency, the
bank was advised to change Its name
and get a new plate for its bank notes
The order has been out for quite a
while; but the notes are not yet forth-
coming. The expense of making the
plute is something like $100, About
the only reason given for changing
the name was to save the ink used in
writing the “ville:" quite a sufficient
reason under these existing circum-
stances, but this $100 alone would
pay for all the ink ever used or ever
to be used in the name in whole or in
part. The Enquirer stated at the time
that letters would be hunting “York-
ville” a hundred years from now,
More thun half the letters we get from
without the county, including official
letters from Washington are still ad-
dressed “Yorkville.” At different
times of late twenty individuuls have
proposed to the editor of The Enquirer
thit & move ment be started to restore
the proper nime of the town. The ad-
vice of the editor, however, has been
that while this change will eventually
come of [ts own accord, the people
being literally forced to undo the
foolish mistuke, there Is no use trying
to g0 anything now. It is A matter al-
together with the Washington authori-
ties, and they would, under existing
conditions, require much better rensons
for righting th ewrong than they did
for committing the wrong in the first
place. Of course we are glad 1o
know that foolish blow that was
struck at The Enguirer did no real
harm to the business of the paper. As
a matter of fact we never belleved It
would or could Jdo any harm: but we
would have gladly taken to ourselves
a larger share of the injury that was
done, if thereby the town could have
been saved the injury it has suffered
and which it will continue to suffer.
