satisfactory indeed," said Mr. J. F. M

made intelligent and comprehensi
reports that gave us just the Inform;
tion that we were after."

In some of the districts there we

"Was your wife led to believe that

your marriage with her would relieve
you from military service?"
"What provisions were planned for

your wife's support in case you were
called for military service?"

"Did you realize at the time of your
murriage that you were under obligationto render military service to the
I'nited States?"

"Did you have any reason to believe
that marriage after May 18. 1917,
would entitle you to deferred classification?"

"If yes. state fully why you were
married, in the face of the fact that
you were liable to military service"

"If no. state fully what conditions
now Justify you in asking for deferred
classification on account of said marriage?"

"In a second group of eight question"Facts relative to marriage" are

asked for. The questions follow:
"What was the date of your first

acquaintance with your wife?"
"On what date did you enter into

an agreement to be married?"
"What date was first fixed for your

"On what date were you married?"
"If marriage was postponed, state

briefly the reason why."

In case a child has been borne since
May IS.

HERE AND THERE

"I suppose the harness repair businessis suffering more than almost any
other business you can name, because
of lack of new apprentices." said Mr.
J. F. Moore of Yorkville, recently. "It
is a rare thing that you ever see a

young man getting into the harness repairbusiness nowadays, and new

hand-made work in this line is exceedinglyscarce and hard to get. The
price of leather has advanced tremendouslysince the war broke out,
and nowadays the leather alone for a

good set of harness costs almost as
much as work and all formerly cost.
People are holding on to their old
harness now. too, as they never held
on to anything like that before, becauseleather is one of the things for
which there has never yet been found
a very satisfactory substitute."
The loss of freight and express in

transit is not the least of the merchant'stroubles. It Is frequently the
case that goods are ordered and shipped.goodsthat are needed and badly
wanted and then when the cases in
which the goods were shipped are receivedand opened the merchant finds
that the goods most wanted or the
most expensive and high priced articles,have been removed by some slick
thief, and then this makes the merchantmore trouble, and his troubles
are as nothing as compared with the
honest freight agent who has to try
and locate stealage or the point of
stealage or the station, Junction or

railroad line at which or on which the
stealage took place. For instance, not
long since a local merchant received
a shipment of fine drees goods, Includingsilks and satins in bolts. To all
appearances when the package was

received at the local Southern depot
it was in good order. When the merchantopened the case and began
checking up the shipment to the Invoice,Just about the center he came
to an empty wrapper which had containeda bolt of fine satin, valued at
about $27. The merchant files his
claim with the local stations and then
the matter is followed back as far as
possible to the original shipping point
and after a while, maybe a month or
sixty days, the local merchant will be
paid for the satin at the original invoiceprice. Another merchant recentlyreceived a shipment of hosiery,
including silk hosiery of various
grades. When the case was opened the
merchant found that $50 or more of
the better grades had been stolen
from the box. The thieves had openedthe box and deliberately gone
through the shipment, picking out the
ffnnii hnalprv and aniline and crumo-
ling the cheaper grades, evidently not
wanting anything but ths bast And
so it goes. Sometimes the packages
reach the local depots in bad order,
with every evidence of having been
tampered with and robbed so that it
can be seen by any one handling the
freight At other times wooden shippingcases reach the local depots to
all appearances in perfect condition
and in good order, and then when
opened the pilfering Is discovered.
There has always been more or less of
this stealage from the railroads going
on. but during the past six months the
stealings have increased at an alarmingrate and are still growing. It was
thought for a while that when the
government took charge of the railroadsa large part of this stealage

would be stopped in short order, but
instead of being stopped, It is increasing.There is a feeling, however,
among honest railroad men, that it
will be stopped very suddenly one of
these tine days when Uncle Sam's railroadmanagers get right down to their
Knitting and pick up the threads ot
the railroad game that have been runingloose while they were picking up
the ends of the business, and theres
a feeling that once Uncle Sam begins
to look after the freight thieves in
earnest there will be material in!creases in the populations of various
Federal prisons throughout the couner>.The honest railroad men wunt this
stealing ended, bceause every time a

stealage is reported it casts its rertecitlon on every man who has had any
possible connection with the shipment
from which stealage is reported. And
the same conditions as to frequent
losses, claims, etc., apply to express
shipments, though on a smaller scale,
perhaps onl> because ot smaller expressshipments. The local railroad

Department
will make reasonable allowance to distributorto cover expenses and services.Fifty cents per ton would seem
reasonable except in unusual cases
where expenses are great. So Increasein price to farmer. I'lease consultdesignated bank and member localcomm'ttee and recommend suitable
reliable person willing to serve as distributorfor your county and state rate
per ton at which he will accept."

SNIPING THE SNIPERS

Americans Having Lively Time With
Germans Along Toul Front.

With the American Army In France,
Saturday, March 9..(By the AssociatedPress.).Some of the Americansin a listening post In front of
their line northwest of Toul early
this morning discovered an enemy
patrol fixing their own wire, and
promptly opened Are. The Germans
retreated, leaving two of their numberhanging on the barbs.
Some hours after daylight a party

of Ave Germans, two infantrymen and
three Red Cross workers, emerged
from the enemy lines and started for
their comrades entangled in the wire,
The Americans saw the Red Cross
brassards and did not Are on the party,which removed the bodies.
There has been increased sniping

activity along the whole of the Americanfront during the last 24 hours.
One enemy post gave the Americans
special trouble during the night, placingwell-aimed bullets on certain
points of the line. After daylight the
post still continued working from shell
holes with periscopes. American sniperstried to silence the enemy from
their line, but were unsuccessful.
A sniping patrol was then organizedby the Americans and went out

in broad daylight. The result of this
expetltlon has not been reported. The
game of sniping the sniper Is still
continuing. Reports from various
points show that enemy riflemen are
endeavoring to pick off American
troops.
Today was the warmest in many

weeks. The weather was fine and
with just enough ground haze to
making sniping conditions Ideal. All
the Americans who were not on duty
took advantage of the hot sun to thaw
out and to dry their clothes.
During last night and today the

Germans dropped phosgene shells on
several of the American battery posltlonsand mi/stered shells In the rear
of the line. Three gas alarms were
given on the front within a few hours.
Owing to the quickness of the Americansin adjusting their gas masks, the
shells did no damage. The mustard
sticks for many hours to the spot
where a shell falls and soldiers nearbyexperiencea stinging sensation in
their eyes.
On one end of the American line

the enemy laid down a barrage, after
having concentrated a rather heavy
bombardment The American artilleryput up a counter-barrage as a
precaution against a raid, but no raid
developed. While this was going on
the enemy dropped a score of gas
shells on a town directly in the rear,
but the noxious gas did no damage.
On the other end of the line the
American gunners laid down a barrageon the enemy line. All along
the front line the American artillerists
shelled the German front and second
line and communication trenches.

Farmers' Income Tax..Income lax^regulations for farmers, just Issued
by Internal Revenue CommissionerRoper, provide that all grains,
profits or income received in 1917
from sale or exchange of farm products,whether raised on the farm
or purchased or resold must be includedin the return. The rules applyto all persons or corporations operatingordinary farms, ranches, plantations.stock, dairy, fruit or truckfarms.

Deductions from gross income maybe claimed only for expenses connecteddirectly with farming operationsfor last year, and made duringthe year, even though crops on whichthe expenditures were made were not
sold within the year. A former rulingthat the cost of stock purchasedfor re-sale is an allowable deduction
under the item of expense, is annulled,and these expenditures are nowregardedas capital investments,
consequently, when the live stock is
gold, the original cost may be deductedfrom the sale price, to ascertainthe profit which is taxable.
Under the same procedure, if the

cost of stock of farm products purchasedin any year previous to 1917
were deducted in returns of these
years, and the stock sold last year,the entire proceeds are to be includedin the taxes returned heretofore.If this deduction had not been claimed.it may be taken from the sellingprice of stock last year to determine
the taxable nrnflt_
The regulations relate only to farm

operating Income and not to profit ^which may have resulted from sale wof a farm. Neither Is a farmer requiredto Include In his taxable Incomethe value of farm produce conturnedby himself and family. If
produce Is exchanged for merchaniisethe market vahie of the material
received Is to be considered as Income.
