Section 1. That all persons residing
within the corporate limits of tin
Town of York, who, under the laws
of the Suite of South Carolina are liablefor road duly, shall on or before
the tlrst day of July, 11)1$, and not
later than the fifteenth day of July,
lt*l$, pay to the Treasurer of the Town
of York, at his Offtee, the CommutationTax of THREE and litijloii DOLLAltS,provided, however, if the said
Commutation Tax shall not be paid l»y

August, 191$.
Section 2. That in lieu of the paymentof the said tax all persons liable

for road duty as aforesaid, may performt> days'labor on the public streets
of the town, provided said labor ho |« rtormedby the loth day of July, I:*In;

but if performed thereafter and prior
to August 1st, I9lx. then the said personsshall perform eight days' labor
on the said streets.

of Five and oil) 1 DO lKillars, or be requiredto work on the public works
of the town for a period of fiftien
