The Germiun reply to President Wil-
son's questions  scems 1o have taken
the whole world by surprise. The com-
muon conviction was that sooner or la-
ter Germany must submit to uncondi-
tional surrender; but few thought that
such @ thing was imminent. The be-
lief was that Germuny would tight to
the last ditch rather than glve up ev-
crything, 1t is difficult yet to believe
that the end has come, and many be-
leve that there is still & chance for
complications.

The fact that the Thirtieth Division,
mude up of troops of Tennessee, North
Caroline and South Carolina, including
more than 200 of our own York coun-
ty boys, is winning fame throughout
Europe, furnishes no oveasion,for sur-
prise; but neverthcless there is no ef-
fort to deny a source of pride through-
out this whole section. The Thirtieth,
which adopted the sobriquet  of "Old
Hivkory,” hofore it et Camp Sevier, is
living up to the eharacterof that -
ous soldier in tierceness and - endur-
ance, and the Germans have come to
know what they are up against when
they are brought in contact with splen-
did soldiers. Gen. Edward Maan Lew-
is of Indiana, who has the honor to
command the Thirtieth, has received
numerous congratulations from the
British and Frenchk, both of whom
testify that than his there Is not n
finer division in Europe. There I8 no
question that the Thirtieth has inflict-
ed tremendous losses on the enemy,
and there is reason to belleve that our
own losses have bheen light; but as yet
there is no suficient data upon which
to buse exact information.

No Armistice Probable.
The German reply to President Wil-
yuestions loolis  aatisfactory
enough upon its face:; but as to
whether it will amount to anything
In the carly establishment of peace,

depends upon developments,
As  we understand the situation,
President  Wilson's  terms, as laid

down In each of his addresaes means
that if Germany would have peacy, she
can obtain the same by absolute sur-
render, and that is the only way,

The president has laid down a num-
ber of stipulations setting forth the
attitude of the United States. These
stipulations  require that Germany
must cvacuate all occupled territory,
including  that of Russia, and must
right the wrong that was done to
Frunee In depriving her of the provin-
ves of Alsace and Lorraine in 1871,
and must make amends to Belgium
und France, Servia and other coun-
tries for the terrible wrongs she has
done to them during the past four
years. In addition to all this Ger-
many must disarm and glve other
cuarantees for good behavior.
Furthermore the president has said
that we cannot come to any kind of
“terms” with Germany, because Ger-
many has already shown that she ls
utterly without honer or regard for
rizht and justice.

If by her answer to the president's
questions Germany means to say that

she Is ready to withdraw her armies
from occupled territory, disband them,
and accept and carry out any stipula-
tions that the AMies see proper to im-
pose upon her, the probability s that
peace 18 near: but otherwise there
will be no peace until Germany is no
longer able to 1ft a hand in opposition
to any step the Allles may see proper
‘o take,

Matters of South Carollna History.

On the first page of tuday's Enqui-
rer we are printing a communication
|from the distinguished secretary of the
State Historical Commission, calling
us to task for alleged Inuccurate state-
ments in connection with the political
history of South Caruvlinu.

Upon a cureful reading of what Mr.
Salley has to say, we are strongly im-
pressed with the idea thut there is not
yo much difference between us on the
seore of the fwets in question s there
is in the polities involved. His writ-

ing indicites his acceptance of the
domination of the Episcopal church

not only a8 a matter of course, but as
wmatter of right, while we like those
earlv “refawmers,” and other advo-
cates of civil and religious  hiberty
since, most emphatically dissent from
both considerations.

While we are not unmindful of the
honor that has fallen to us in belng
the object of the attention of such o
distinguished historian as is Mr. Sal-
ley, we are hardly prepared to accept
the ldea that he has given his time
and trouble altogether because of the
alleged discrepancies he points out.
These diserepancies, 4f indeed such
they be, are too obviously unimportant
to warrant so much effort, and we are
inclined to consider the communica-
tion as rather more political than his-
torical.

When we sald that the Eplscopal
church was the established church of
South Carolina from the first settle-
ment of the state, we did not mean our
readers to understand that the thing
wius done by the first boat load of new
arrivals immediately upon their reach-
ing land. We had in mind the fact
that it was nearly a generation after
the arrival of the first colonists, many
of whom were moving from place to
place, before the first settlement could
properly be said to be fairly estab-
lished.

According to Dr. David Ramsey.
who wrote in 1808, and whose accura-
ey or fairness as a historian has never
been seriously questioned, so far as
we know, the first step toward the civil
ecstablishment of the Eplscopal church
was tken befone 1700, On this gubject
the dector savs, in his Ecclestastical
History of South Carolina:

In the yoar 1698, one further step was taken,
by an Act “to settle a merintainarce on & min-
ister of the Church of England in Charles-
town.” Thin excited neither suspicion nor
alarm among the Dissenters, for the minister
in whose favor the law operated was n worthy

man; and the small sum allowed him was in-
adequate for his services, The precedent thus

legisl ving acquiesced in by

paved the way for an ecclesinstical
establishment. In the year 1704, when the
white population in South Carolina wu_be-
twien 5000 and 6,000, when the Episcopalians
had gply one church in the province, and the
Disset¥ers three in Charleston and one in the
country, the former were so fave
tain a legs] establishment.

We are told by Dr. Ramsey, fur-
thermore, that most of the proprietors
and public officers of the province,
and particularly the governor, Sir Na-
thaniel Johnson, were zealously at-
tached to the Church of England, and
here is the way, according to the same
authority, that they managed to get
possession of the religlous situation
notwithstanding that they were S50
heavily in the minority:

Believing In the current creed of the times
that an established religion was necessary
the support of aivil government, they concerted
or dowing the church of the
mother eountry and advancing it in South Car-
oline te legal pmﬂnmu. Preparatory

thereto they pr of
of that church to seats in the Provincial legis-

Inture and succeeded by surprise so far as to
obtnin & majority, The recently elected mem-
bers soon after they entered on their leglsla-
tive functions took memsures for perpetuating
the power they had thus obtained, for they
enncted a law “which made it necessary for
wll persons thereafter shosen members of the
commons, house of assembly, to conform to the
religious work of the Church of England and
to receive the sacrament of the Lord's Supper
lm'l"il‘ilﬂ to the rites and usages of that
chureh.””

However Mr. Salley leoks at it, and
however the main object of the offensc
against clvil and religious liberty here
deseribed may have been, office and
power for somebody, we are unwilling
to admit the selfish desire for office
or power was the sole object of the
opposition. It was the old, old ques-
tion of the right of the indlvidual to
worship God in accordance with the
dletates of consclence, and of all good
government deriving just powers from
the conaent of the governed. As to
the correctness of our view let us con-
sult Dr. Ramsey again to see how the
matter was regarded in England:

The Dissenters appealed to the House of
Lords, which body voted thut the Act of the
Provincial legislature was “founded on falsity
of matter of fact—was repuznant tn the laws
of England—contrary to the charter of the pro-
prietors—-was an encouragement to athelsm
and irreligion—destructive to trade, and tend-
ed to the depopulation and ruin of the prov-
ince.” The Lords glso addressed Queen Anne,
beseeching her to the most effectual meth-
ods to deliver the province from the mrbitrary
oppression under which it lay and to order the
authors thereaf to be prosecuted according to
law.” To whieh her majosty repiinl, “that she
would do all in her power to relieve her sub-
jects In Carolina, and protect them in their
just rights."”
Dr. Ramacy says that it was hecause
of the act of 1704, that the Dissenters
appealed to parliament, and Mr. Sal-
ley gays that it was because of the ap-
peal to parliament that the Provincial
legislature passed the Act of 1704. Un-
less Mr. Salley assumes to be final au-
thority himself, we would like him to
give us better authority than Dr. Ram-
s0Y.
It is a fact that the act which ex-
cluded Dissenters from the Provincial
assembly was repealed In 1706, very
likely because otherwise it would have
led to the developmenta described by
the British house of ILords, and in addi-
tion to that to bloodshed, as the result
of which the usurping churchmen
would have been wiped out: but the
church was not disestablished yet by
any means. The legislature continued
to appropriate money to build and re-
pair churches, pay salaries of rectors,
clerks and sextons, and to encourage
ministers of the Church of England to
gettle in South Carolina, and if any
other denomination got any money it
was only by way of subsldy intended
fo bribe subservience to the party that
was in thesaddle. Again quoting Dr.
Ramsey:

This state of things, with very little varia-

tion, continuved for seventy years, and as long
remained subject to Great

With veference to the election of
John Hunter in 1796 and John Ewing
Colhoun {n 1800, Mr. Salley will excuse
us for reminding him of & very Im-
portant circumstance that had con-
siderable bearing upon both of these
cases. Following the Revolution and
up to several years after 1800, the
Episcopal church, by reason of having
lost its state support, and also because
its rectors were all sworn to allegiance
to the king of England, had be-
come pretty thoroughly disorganiz-

cal and ecclesiastical, and except for
two congregations in Charleston, there
were very few people in the state who
would acknowledge ever having been
members. This, no doubt, had some-
thing to do with Mesars- Hunter and
Colhoun getting by.

But by Judge Smith's day things
were a little different. The British
parliament had repealed the laws re-
quiring rectors to swear allegiance to
the king and provision had also been
made for the creation of an American
episcopate. This done, the old politi-
cal ring that had been very much bat-
tered during the twelve or fifteen
years previous, had begun to pull It-
sell together again, It abllity to do this
may have been, as Mr. Salley would
have us believe, because of its supe-
rior intelligence and education; but it
also may have been because of the
generations of practice following that
coup de etat of 1704, when a majority
of the legislature was obtained by
surprise. Anyhow, Judge Smith got by
for a short term and a full term,
mainly Lecause the clection had come
unawares and because both elections
were held at the same time. Robert
Y. Hayne was all that Mr. Salley says
he was, and a man of whom the state
has a right to be proud. We do not
hesitate to say that so fur as we are
concerned we ure glad he was elected;
but nevertheless, Mr. Salley will have
a  difficult time of it proving that
Hayne's election was due more to his
brilliancy than to his availabllity as
an KEpiscopalian with which to beat
Judge Smith.

We know very little about Steven D.
Miller. Mr. Salley has told us more
thun we Knew previously: but from
wiat Mr. Salley suys, Dr. Ramsey,
who wrote long before this senator's
day, has given us a line on him, It Is
this:

The Dissenters saw with regret several of
their more wealthy followers desert a less fash-
jonahle church, and conform to that which en-
joyed the patronuge of the

If Senator Tillman told Zach Me-
Gee that every governor of South Car-
oline  previous “to the wur'' was an
Episcopstlinn,  he no  doubt left  out
of consideration the first twenty-eight
yveurs up to the coup de etat. Joseph
West, who was the second, third, and
eighth governor, is esteemed by the
late Dr. Robert Lathan as the ablest
of the earliest executives and, the doe-
tor says, he was objectionuble to the
Lords Proprietors begause he “kept
the cavallers in check.” We judge ke
was not an Episcopallan. Joseph
Blake (1694) was a Presbyterian. We
have not taken the trouble to look up
the other proprietary Bovernors; but
we venture that Senator Tillman was
right as to everything after 1704,

We have a good muny more things
to say in this connection: but must
forego for the present for pressure of
space. However, Mr Salley cannot
possibly be more earnest than we are
in the desire that our people were bet-
ter informed as to the bearing the his-
tory of our state hns on present con-
ditlors. If our people really knew the
truth about these things, South Caro-

b- | lina polities would be much broader.

GERMANS IN RETREAT.

But They Arc Giving Back Stead!l
Orderly Manner.

‘The German  battie line in  France

continues to bend under the attacks of

the Entente Allies, But nowhere has

it been broken. The cnemy almost

everywhere ds in retreat toward now

to| positions. But his retreat Is orderly,

wied the Beitish, French amd Americans
are being compelled to tight thelr way
forward  slowly In the face ol enciy
muchine  gun detachiments acting as
renr guirds,

Highly lmportant strategic positions
have heen wrested from the enemy by
the British and French, while on thelr
sector of the front the Americans
have further advanced their line on
both sides of the Meuse, obtaining the
objectives they sought.

The British advanced after days of
hurd fighting had brought them  at
last to the gates of Doual, which has
long held back the British trom clos-
ing in upon the great bend in the line
which has Lille as its center and which
has been considered by the military
experts ns the keystone to the Ger-
mun defense system through north-
ern Belgium to the sen

fo the south the French have blot-
ted out both La Fere and Laon and
{he greater portion of the St. Gobaln
massit standing  in the elbow where
the line runs eastward to the Swiss
frontier.  Here also the Germans for
weeks had stood, fighting desperately,
realizing  that o successful  advance
by thelr foes would shatter thele mill-
tary plans in the south and probably
compel a swilter retirement than is
being earcled out and probably make
untenable the  entire Meuse line, to
which it Is believed they are gradually
making-thelr way.

iy the successcs of the British and
the French the entire  German line
from Itheims to the Belglan frontier
iw made decldedly more unstable and
with the new advanee of the French
and the Americans In the Champazne,
and  along hoth sides of the Meuse
northward, seemingly the enemy, for
a few days at least, will have to has-
ten his steps eastward and northward
to prevent the great converging man-
suver from eapturing large numbers
of prisoners, especially in the pocket
from the reglon norrhwest of Rheims
to La Fere. Here, however, the ene-
my, scelng the ultimate fall of Laon,
may have used the great net work or
rallwayve there and successfally with-
drawn a majority of his forces toward
Mezieres,

Along the Alsne In Champagne the
French have forced thelr way across
the Afsne at varlous places and are
almost upon the important rallway
town of Rethel, whence it is only n
step to Mezleres, while north of Vou-
ziers they are contlnuing to hattle
their way forward toward Sedan. In the
hend of the Alane more than 36 local-
ities have been liberated by the French
and several thousand clitizens (reed
freed from bondage.

Since the offensive began 21,567
Germans have been  made prisoners
and 600 of thelr guns captured. -

With the sltuation In France and
Belgium highly satisfactory to the Al-
lies, the operations In Serbia and Al-
banin llkewlse dally are being carried
forward successfully. Nish, the cap-
ital of the little kingdom after the
invaslon by the Austro-Hungarians,
have been recaptured by the enemy
driven to the hills north of it. The
Austro-Hungarians are slowly but
aurely bheing driven northward in Al-
bania and now are belng engaged in

Most of the cotton mills and ather
larger manufacturing  plants  in this
section  are baully  handieanmpal by
shortage of labor on account of inthi-
enza. The two mills at Clover are re-
dueed to about 50 per cent efficiency
and but few other mills In this scetion
are nhle to report a much better situ-
ation. The shutting off of the electrle
power by the Southern 'ower com-
pany because of low water, will help
rather than hurt the situntion in the
mills,

In the death of D, W, (i, White the
town of Yorkville loses one of its best
known and most prominent citizens.
. White was born in Chester county
on May 3, 1857 and was mised on o
farm not fur from the town of Chester
He received his academic education in
the log cabin schools of the day, after-
ward went to Erskine college, and se-
cured his degree in medicine of the
University of Maryland on March 135,
1553, He located in Yorkville on April
9 following and continued the practice
of medicine here and in the country
surrounding up to the time of his
deuth. He has becn in failing hedlth
for several years past; but he has con-
tinued at his work without ceasing ex-
cept when physically unable to go. His
pructice was large and covered quile
an extensive territory in the town and
leading out for many miles in all sur-
ro. Y directions,  He was held in
high esteem by hundreds of friends,
and by many patients who were al-
ways glad to testify to the fuithfulness
with which he attended them in times
of scrious illness.

The splendid plan of the Red Cross
means simply this: That every effort
will be made by those who are well to
take care of those who are sick  The
committees that have veen appointed
will do all they can to hunt out those
who are in need of help; but In casc
any who ure In need are overlooked,
they must have no hesitation in muak-
ing their need known. If they do they
will be entitled to no sympathy on that
account. 1In cases where families are
unable to prepare food, or other neces-
sities, It Ils the purpose of the relief
workers to look after such matters
also. It ls assumed that in a time like
this every man, woman and child in
the community stands ready to give
either service or means or both, to the
limit. Although conditions have not
been and are not now such as to make
serious demands on the services of
volunteer helpers, there is no telling
what the situation may develop into,
and the nucleus of an organization
that can be extended as occasion de-
mands ought to have a decided effect
in upbuilding the confidence and as-
surance of everybody.

———
THE COTTON SEED SITUATION.

The cotton segd situatlon through-
out the country is much more serious
than is generally realized because of
the rush of seed to market In volume
greater than the mills are able to take
care of.

While It is evident that had it not
been for the closing down of the gins
during the week, the seed glut would
have been much worse than it now s,
it is a fact that the oll mills are hard-
Iy in no more comfortable shape than
they were a week ago.

Reports from various parts of the
state indlcate that the situation else-
where is about the same as in this sec-
tion—the storage capacity of all the
mills over-crowded, and crushing pro-
ceeding with unusual slowness because
of insufficlency of skilled labor be-
cause of the draft and because of in-
fluenza.

The South Carolina Cotton Seed
Crushers’ association a few duys ago
reported that the ofl mills of the state
as & whole had on hand on October 5,
100 per cent more cotton seed than
on the same date last year, and many
of the smaller mills had a still larger
percentage. The Southern Cotton Oll
fiun;pany was beyond the 100 per cent

mit.

All of the mills have become very
reluctant buyers because of the over-
crowding of thelr storage capacity and
the shortage of labor, and the indica-
tions are that unless the farmers hold
back their seed to a much larger ex-
tent than they have been doing, It will
soon be difficult to sell seed to any-
body at any price.

Treatment of Influenza.

“Every person who feels sick and ap-
pears to be developing an attack of
influenza,” says Surgeon General Blue,
*should at once be put to bed in a well
ventllated room. If the patient has
fever a physiclan should be called, and
this should be done in any case If the
patient appears very sick, coughs up
pinkish sputum or breathes rapidly and
painfully. The diet of the patient
should be light. Quiet and cleanliness
are essentials. Attendants of persons
having influenza,” the surgeon general
sald, “should wear a gauze mask and
take all precautions to prevent conta-
gion."

Influenza In Fort Mill.

F¥ort Mill, October 13: Dr. F. B
Blakely has been sent to Fort Mill by
the state board of health to assist the
local physiclans In handling the In-
fluenza sltuation In this community.
On account of the absence or [llness
of several physiclans In the country
districts, the local practitioners have
had numbers of calls from distant
points which they felt they could not
well attend to without neglect of pat-
jents In the immedlate community.
However, they have made many sac-
rifices to meet the needs of all as far as
possibly and the presence of Dr.
Blakely will ald greatly In relleving

the sitoation.

How to Make Molasses.

Among the many good molasses
makers In York county, there are very
few who have the business down flner
than Mr. Thomas J. Nichols of York-
ville No. 6. Mr. Nicholls Is one of
those men who belleves that anything
that is worth doing at all is worth do-
ilg right, and people who have used
molasses of his production are agreed
that he carries his preaching in this,
matter into practice. Mr. Nicholls has|
made more than 1,200 gallons of mo-l
lusses so far this season, and the en-
tire turnout has been good. "One thing
necessary to the making .of good mo-
lasses,” he told The Enquirer last Sat-
urday, “is proper harvesting and tak-
ing care of the cane. One of the most
capable men I know of in this regurd
Is R. . Jackson of Tirzah. In cutting
his cane, he will not allow a single
butt to touch the ground. You cun
straighten it up by knocking it agalnst
the wagon if you want to: but you
must not let it touch the ground to ac-
cumulate dirt or sand. Also he sces
that no dead fodder or suckers are left
on the stalk. and that too is import-
ant. But another thing that many
people are careless about |8 in stack-
ing the cane after it Is cut. Too many
of them throw the cane down in a
clase pile where, i left too long, it §= la-
ble to heat or “blink,” as some people
eall it. It sours, is the way I describe
it. You can nexver make good molasses
from soured cane. You can prevent
this souring by plling your cane in
lavers, some of them Crossways, so as
to give the air openings to circulate
between.

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GERMANY OFFERS COMPLIANCE.

Will Accept President Wilson's Peace
Terms In Full.

Following i3 the text of Germany's
reply to the questions that Presldent
Wiison asked in his previous note. It
was published In Washington last Sat-.
urday night:

“In reply to the questions of the
president of the United States of
America the Gergan government
hereby declares: ‘The German govern-
ment has accepted the terms laid
down by President Wilson In his ad-
dress of January & and In his subse-
nquent addresses on the foundation of
a permanent peace of justice, Conse.
quently Its object In entering Into dis-
cussions would be only to agree upon
practical details of the application or
these terms. The German government
believes that the governments of the
powers assoclated with the govern-
ment of the United States also take
the position taken by President Wil-
son In his address. The German gov-
ernment, in accordance with the Aus-
tro-Hungarlan government, for the
purpose of bringing about an armis-
tice declares itself ready to comply
with the propositions of the president
in regard to evacuation.

“The German government suggests
that the president may occasion a
meeting of a mixed commission for
making the necessary arrangements
concerning the evacuation. The pres-
ent German government, which has
undertaken the responsibility for this
step towards peace, hus been formed
by conferences and in agreement with
the great majority of the reichstag.
The chancellor, supported in all of his
actions by the will of this majority,
speaks In the name of the German
government and of the German people.
