The House sent to the Seuate a con-
current resolution relative to the canvass
of votes of Governor and Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, to be made at 2 p. m. yesterday,
The resolution wus mnom!ed in the sec-
ond paragraph by striking out the words,
“an upon any such question there shall
be no debate in either house,” and b
striking out the words and figures *Wed-
neaday, November 29, unid inserting the
words and figures “Friday, Decamber 1.
These amendments were adopted by a
f)arty vote, Br. Cochran voting with ‘the

emocrats,

Mr, Meetze presented a communica-
tion stating that the House of Represen-
tatives were orgunized in Caroline Hall,
with sixty-six members sworn in—more
thun a quorum—aud that they were rendy
for the trannaction of business, The
President ruled the paper out of order
and suid that it could not be reccived un-
less so ordered by a vote of the Senate,
Mr. Meetze appealed from the decision
of the Chair, On the question of sustain-
ing the decision of the Chair, the yons
and nays were taken, und, by a party
vote as before, the decision of the Chair

Resolved, That a committee of four be
appointed by the President of the Senute,
campossil of cqual numbers fom each of
the two political purties, to inquire into
this fuct, and report as spredily as possi-

We liave seen armed forces of the
United 3tates overriding the plain decla-
ration of the cmlstilutﬁm of the Btate,
We have witnessed the solemn mockory
of the corporal of the guard reviewing
and reverding the judgment of the high-
est court.  We have seen the spactacle,
Liumiliating in the last degree to every
right-minded Américan, of the halls of
Legislature occupicd at the hour of mid-
night, and holding them against the in-
gress of the law-making power ; and this
ut a time of the profoundest peace, and
when not a aing‘i‘c aei of violence fur-
nished the slightest pretext for the usur-
|mtim|. We have seen tha still more
wmilinting a‘;-.-ctade of United States
troops having been placed under the im-
mediate control, and receiving orders
from, a vitizen, withoui suthority, and a
artisan of the present administration,
Ve biave seen this citizen assuming abso-
lute control over the capitol of a com-
monweniih, and admitting tirougih the
lines of armed sentinels his gwn parti-
sang, upon his own edict or written pass
from nnather citizen who was selected by
hiy partisans to organize a House of Rep-
resentntives. Wugim\'u seen this body of
partisans thus admitted claiming to or-
runize the IHouse, but without a quornm,
in violution of law, in deflance of the
Supreme Court and under the pratection
of the United States troops,

We, therefore, enter this our protest
against any recognition of the said body
pretending to be the House of Represen-
tatives of the State of South Carolina,
and for the following rensons:

1. The said h()lf}' having organized
without a constitutional quorum, there
being but 59 members present, as shown
by its own journal, wherens a majority of
the entire representution is requisite to a
quorum, to wit: sixty-three memberys, an
set forth in the journals of the ITouse
during the past eight vears, and as con-
firmed by the immemorinl practice of
legislative bodiea in every American
State; and we do further allege, on our
responsibility as Senators, that the said
body is xtil{ without a constitutional
quorum. and therefore wanting in the
arganie character of the House of Rep-
resentutives of South Caroling, nnd ought
not to be recognized na such.

Tue Houvsps,—We give below the
proceedings of the two Houses as made
up principally from the Register'a report :

Carolina filed out of Caroling Hall and
marched to the Btate House. Upon
reaching the door, the two sentinels puced
their beats, and when the Democrats ap-
plied for admission, they were permitted
Lo pass unmolested. he soldiers had
evidentlv received a new set of inatruc-
tions, and had nathing to say about any-
bady going in the building who migKt

The lawful Legislature ascended in a
solid body—Mr. Jamea L. Orr being in
the lead.  (Mr. Orr had gaid, npon one
aceasion, that aithough a emall mua, he
did not want to hurt anybody, but he
thonght it likely he would go in.) At
the door were o Deputy United Statea
Marshal and the Assistant Radical Ser-
geant-at-Arms.  As the memhers ap-
proached the door, they werc armed with
their certificatza of election. The door-
keepers, bardly snspecting what was up,
were completely nonplussed, The daor
was oprnad by pass the first members at
eho head of thy provesdiony and ms soun

a8 they passed the threshold they threw
open the doors,and the whole Democratic
body marched in, All was done perfect-
ly in order, no unreemly haste being ob-
servable. They then took their seats.
The whole business waa manngcd 80 per-
fectly that ncbody connected with the
bogus House bad time to ask “Why

Abnut forty negro membors inside
looked perfectly dumb-founded, and the

The constitution pro-
vides that the Legislature shall mect in
the city of Columbia, on the fourth Tues-
day in November. It makes no provision
that the Houso shall be orguuized in this
hell. On Tuesday lust, a majority of the
members of the House of Representatives,
with certificates of election, were refused
admission, They then retired to Carolina
Hall and organized, with a membership
of sixty six, who, according to the con-
stitution, were duly sworn in and officers
elected.

We do not reun%nizc thut any other
than those wwurn in here on Tuesduy lust
are members of thin Huouea and these
men who ure visiting this hall without
consent must keop order. I mu:i aguin
demand that you, Genoral Walluce, leave
this chair.”

General Wallaco replied: “I have al-
rendy declared that I sm the legally
elacted Bnealor of this Housa, und muat
request you to retire,"”

uckey—The Bergeant-at-Arms will
please step forward aud enforce my
order,

General  Wallace—The Bergeant-nt-
Arms will please utep forward and enforce
my order,

The 1wo Sergeants-at-Arms marched
up the aisle together, nad ench obeyed
the orders given them wo far as making
their appearauce on the stand was con-
cerned.

Sevaral Iremocrats and Radicals as-
cended the stund and steod behind their
respective lenders, Noither Mackey nor
Genersl Walluce moved, and thers was o
generul erowding toward the Spenkor’s
stand, as if all parties anticipated a row
—Dbut no row oecurred, both parties hold-
ing firm, and the two Bergeants-at-Arms
stood looking at each cther like two
chicken cocks when pitted for a figi ¢,

A Democratic member then rmoved
that a committee of six be appoiuted to
adjast the matter.

eneral Walluce thereupon appointed
Messrs, Bimpson, Allen, Shaw, Gibson,
Hamilton and Graut the committes.
