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»nfl Disbursements of
the Year.

The report of Mr. F. L. Cardozo, show¬
ing thc rccfips*r-aud<febu'^fMnto by the
State for t',f<> ytfa/fho|¿^to|er 31st, is
«a clear MS it iá^uu5attíf5iAjry.

Tlic receipts for the year arc f1.411,-
245.71. Thin, with the balance brought
forward from thc previous, year ($212,-
081.60) makes the entire revènoe'$lt.623,-'
927.71. Thc disbursements amount to
$1 ,.m*0(A>.84, leaving a ualuuce of $2G0,-
375.37. What this balance of nominal
cash consists of, Mr. Cardozo does not
suy. Il is presumed that it is not motley,
or anything readily convertible into
money.
Of the current receipt*1 of $1,411,240.71,

the sum of fl,203,009.07 is thc proceeds
of the taxés pf the year 1875-70, and $89,-
306.54 were received on account of taxe-»
of previous years. The Phosphate royal¬
ty amounted to $19,926.08, of which
amount $39,293 were paid by the, Coosipv
Company, f-0,2ßl£0 by the "South Uuto-j
lina Phosphate Companv, and 153,639.8.5
bv the Marine and River Company.
From t'ne Carolina National Rank $30,-
000 were borrowed, and from thc Central
National Hank' $15,000. : Both these
amounts lijijr* bee» repaid. Thc income
from taxés was, therefore, far below the
estimates. Mr. Cardozo attributes the
falling oil to the tender and receipts of
bills of th.* Hank of the State lor taxi's.
The amount of these bills actually re¬
ceived is not mentioned, but we ur** con¬
fident that the poverty of the penplo, aud.
their unwillingness to pay out-money to
be squandered or stolen, hud a serious
effect in reducing the revenue. A gov¬
ernment which has not the respect or
confidence of the people cannot collect
taxes, whatever the amount, fully and
promptly. The public expect protectionaud justice froui ih¿ government they
support, and when protection and justice
arc denied thei», they will not pay, if
they cnn avoid it.

I'he principal payments during the
year were : Salaries $184,038, Lunatic
Asylum $48,304, Penitentiary $44,092,
Census expense** $40,087, [Printing $7o>
187, POitralts of Lincoln and Sumner
$1,000, Free Schools $208,489, Legisla¬
tive expenses $114,525, Interest on pub¬
lic debt $141,702. It will bc noted thut
thc disbursements for Salaries, Public
Printing and Legislative Expenses
amount lo $370,750 ; or one-third of the
whole of the receipts irom thc Stale tax
of 1875. And in addition to what has
al reatly been paid out, there rc deficien¬
cies, for the single fisc il year, amounting
to $329,080. These deficiencies include
$29,000 for the Lunatic Asylum, $27,010
for Legislative Expanses, $34,377 fur thc
Penitentiary, $47,509 for Free Schools,
$80,380 for Salaries, and $52,954 for In¬
terest on the debt. The entire expenses
of the State Government, paid and un¬
paid, (deducting the capital amount of
money borrowed from the Hanks and re¬
paid) amount, therefore, to $1,320,000.
This is about twice as much as the cx-
pen-ii*:* ought to be, alter making a. i i her;; I
allowance for the free schools.
The few figures we have given, joined

to the recollection of the excesses of for¬
mer years, strengthen the conviction that,
as a purely business proposition, it is un.
wise, in the highest degree, to pay one
cent of taxes to thc Chamberlan Govern¬
ment. In previous years the taxpayershad no ..olid ground to stand upon, for
the Government which plundered them
did represent a majority of the voting
population of the State. The election of
1870 changed all that. The Chamber¬
lain Government is a minority Govern¬
ment. It remains in office, not by virtue
of the popular vote and the law, but bythe grace of President Grant. No tax
that it levies is lawful, or can be enforced
by the Courts, and we say frankly that
they who, with all the facts before them,
pay taxes to the Chamberlain official:-,
are not only oblivious of their own in¬
terest, but are disloyal to the State. In
a very short time the taxpayers can starve
out the plundering cabal. The fate of
the State is in the hands of the taxpay¬
ers ; and a terrible retribution will visit
them, if they now furnish to the pre¬tended officials the money by which the
public oppressors live and move and have
their being.-Xetct and Courier.

Farm Accounts.
Much good advice has been given to

farmers about keeping accounts. It is
easy to exhort, to urge the doing of a
right action, but nut so easy to tell how
to do it. - Keeping accounts on the farm
is n very different matter from the same
thing behind the counter or nt the desk.
Take the most expert book-keeper from
his desk in thc" counting-room abd placehim on the farm, to keep its accounts,and he would succced'tio better than the
farmer would in tho counting-room. It
is comparatively an easy matter to make
the necessary entries on a bill of goodssold or bought, money borrowed or
loaned, uotes discounted, and other busi¬
ness transactions of like nature; hut
when you como to keeping accor..-ta with
fields, crops and stock, the di-"cult ¡cs are
largely increased.

All intelligent farmers will readily ac¬
knowledge the importance of keeping ac¬
counts, and yet very few of them no it.
or if they do, it is confined to actual busi¬
ness transactions alone, involving moneypaid out and received. Thc reasons for
this universal neglect is simply the-want
of a plain, practical system, especiallyadapted to the farm. If such a system
were devised and taught in our rural
schools as thorough as some other
branches of less practical importance, the
next generation of farmers,would show a
decided improvement in this respect.We know by personal experience that
unless the business of keeping accounts
ia made a daily duty, it will not be prop¬erly done. Tho actual business transac¬
tions on the farm, the buying and Selling,paying ont money and receiving it, comes
at Irregular intervals, and are -*iot calcu¬
lated to fuste».' regularity of habit at all.
For thia reason it is better to keep ac¬
count* in the form of a diary, in which
all transactions of the day are recorded,together with weather records, occupa¬tions, remark«, otc. We were latelyshown a record of this kind that had been
kept for five years past, all in one book.
The pages were ruled off by perpendicu¬lar lines into columns for tfay of week
and month, weather records, occupationsof the day, cash paid out, cash received,stock of grain, etc., sold, notes given,
notes paid, and general remarks. Two
open pages of thirty-two lines each, em¬
braced the diary, of a mouth. The as¬
pects cf the weather were given in one
column, as clear, rain, snow, frost, etc.,and the state of the barometer and ther¬
mometer in another column. It was a
minnie, practical, nod .-.«y -^tisT»Ciü?jjmethod of keeping accounts, and we
would commend it to every farmer whohas not adopted a moro comprehensivesystem. The daily entries can bo made
in ten minutes' time, each evening, and
at the end of tho year you have a brief
but very satisfactory history of what has
occurred on the farm. Of eoürse we onlyindicate the general nature of this
method. Each farmer can varv it to suit
his own circumstances. If a farmer de¬
sires to keep accounts with fields and
stock, let him have a separate book for
each. Such a system every farmer can
readily anderstand and put into practice,and we urge them to begin now.-Ohio
Fhrmcr.
