GOV. HAHPTON’S VIEWS.

Governor Hampton arrived in Naw
York on Bonday, and until Tuesda
evening spent the interval with persona
friends, it being his desire to avoid pub-

Governor Hampton—Rest. A few
dayr. of quiel; perhaps by thesea shore;
