There
wa.*! no difficulty nor boisterous conduct on
the part of the coupany who came for the
guns, but they think General Harrison's un¬
called for interference with their business
was entirely gratuitous, to expresa it mildly.
Uoth parties telegraph tu Columbia for
instructions, and Capt. Tribblo received an
answer, informing him that :t waa his duty
to collect the guns.
Everything was quietly done, and the

colored people would, from thc- beginning,
have giver up their anns without trouble,
bad tbrro been uo unjustifiable meddling by
parties not concerned in the matter. The
whole stir was originated, we believe, for
political effect, and deserves the unqualified
condemnation of all our dtitens.

THE PEACE LAW ELECTION.
According to the advertisement of tho

County Commissioners, un election upon
the queation ot embracing tho terms offered
by the new Act relative to fencing in certain
portions of our State, was held throughout
Anderson County. Tho two forms of ballot
prescribed under the authority given by thc
Act were as follows : Those who desired
the chanced wore required to vote a ballot
with "Fence in Stock," written or printed
on it, and those opposed with "Fence in
Crop," written or printed on it. The form
of ballot hoing technical and particularly
described, no votes were counted in the elec¬
tion, which were not cast in accordanco with
tho requirements of the order for thc elec¬
tion. In this action we learn that tho man¬
agers and comiui33ionors have very able
legal advice to sustain their action.
