mischievous advice was opposed even bythc colored men, und ilmi J. Ti. i'eyton, a
colored school teacher, spoke against hisadvice. Our people, white and colored,should unite to drive such characters asthese incendiary fellows from our midst.
They should neither be employed nor har¬bored by any good citizen.
A man named Joel B. Newton, of about

fifty yean, of age, and an inhabitant of the
Comer of this County, was committed to
jail in this place last week uj>on the chargeof having committed a most outrageous andinfamous crime upon one of bis own ligh¬
ters, and for having attempted to commit
thc same heinous outrage upon another
daughter. Newton was originally from
Bickens County, but hos resided at lils pres¬
ent home for fift«>en or twenty years, and
has been a well-to-do ond kindly-thougbt-of
citizen during that period. His wife has
been a lunatic confined in the Asylum for
some time since, but there have been no
indications of insanity on his part. It is
one of the most revolting charges that has
ever !>ocn tried in an Anderson court, and
for thc sake of the accused, as well as for
the reputation of the County, we hope bc
can prove himself entirely innocent. If he
is guilty, however, there is no burnt n pun¬ishment severo enough to expiate his crime.
We learn that he will bc defended at the
coming court by Messrs. Moore A Allen,and in justice to the prisoner public judg¬
ment should be suspended until t fter the
judicial trial.

HONOR TO WHOM HONOE Ii BUE.
The out-going Town Council, which was

composed of Messrs. Wm. McGukin, Inten¬
dant, N. K. Sullivan. W. F. Barr, John
McGrath and John R. Cochran, found the
town indebted about $1,750. By prudent
and judicious management they hnve not
only met tiie expenses of the town govern¬
ment during the past year, but have actual¬
ly improved tue condition of our streets
and reduced the floating indebtedness to
something less than one thousand dollars.
This management entitles them to the con¬
sideration of our people, and shows them
to be faithful public servants, and goodfinanciers. This Council was composed of
a majority of Democrats, and hence was a
Democratic administration, and affords a
very striking proof of tho advantages of a
Democratic government, even in our town
affairs. The people have cause to congratu¬late themselves U{ on the continuation of a
Democratic administration of our town

Hampton is responsible for the pcvaage of

C0UHTÏHO THE RHOS TOTS.
It is very unreasonable for any person to

blume thc County Commissioners for throw¬
ing out illegal votes upon the fence ques¬
tion. They are sworn io perform their duty
impartially, aud they could not, under their
very oath of office, have refused to throw
out any votes which were not In accordance
with law. The form of vote was advertised
for six weeks, and every parson could cosily
havo acquainted himself with the proper
form of ballot. Thc only reason that the
advocates of the new law had nearly all
their votes right was, tb at tboy voted printed
tickets at every box in the County, and of
course all who voted a printed ticket voted
right, but a number of the written votes In
favor of the rhange were thrown out for not
following the right form.* Thc opponents
could have had their tickets printed also if
they had wished, and hence any loss they
sustained was tho result of their own care¬
lessness. Instead of blaming, every one
should praise the independent and faithful
conduct of the County Commissioners in
this and all their other public actions. If
they had attempted to go outside of their
duty in counting thc vote upon the fence
law, they would have subjected themselves
to the issuing of a rule against them, besides
losing the confidence of the community.
They acted wisely and properly in not at¬
tempting to construe the u caning of the
illegal ballota, for they had no right to do
so. It is n well established principle in
elections that tho changing of a single lotter
of a man's initials in voting for him, necessi¬
tates a throwing out of all votes with the
mistake on thurn ; and so where a form of
ballot is prescribed, thc omission of a singlo
word is fatal to the vote. For instance,
where tho form prescribed was "Fence in
Crop," a ballot with Faire Crop on it could
not be counted, for it is ambiguous. Does
it mean fence crop in orfence crop oui t Peo¬
ple may know which was intended, but the
law would not allow thc Commissioners to
count by what was intended, but it required
thom to count the votes os cast by thc legal
voten;, and nothing was a vote unless it fol¬
lowed tho prescribed form. Wo have mado
theuc remarks in order to set our readers,
who.msy be disposed to complain, to think¬
ing about tho subject, and if they will rea¬
son candidly they must como to the con¬
clusion that tho Commissioners simply did
their duty.

PASS HIM AROUND.
A young white man of Irish descent re¬

cently came to this place, and entered tho
business of marble cutter with Mr. Tilomas
M. White, giving as his nome Doyle, and
professing to come from Laurens County,
where he said he had a wife and children.
He professed to have been a Roman Catho¬
lic, but was converted to Protestantism, and
joined one of the churches of our town.
Money was subscribed and paid to enable
him to bring his family to this place, and
from that time forward he had nothing to
saj' about bis wife ; and recently it bas been
discovered that he was associating with ne¬
groes, and urging them to insurrectlonory
measures. Mr. White discharged him, and
he has since been making his habitation
with the negroes. One day last week he
endeavored to get a colored minister to
marry him to a colored woman of bad
character. The minister very properly re¬
fused ic perform tho ceremony, ânâ we
have been unable to learn how he disposed
cf the matter, but his commet oecams so
offensive that a number ox tho citizens of
the place on Wednesday morning went to
thc house at which he had been staying to
serve him with notice to leave, ile v.u.-,
however, gone, and it ls hoped he will not
return to this place. Ho is either deranged
or is a very bod man, and wehavegiven this
sketch of his proceedings here to put any
community into which he may go upon its
guard.

DEATH OF BET. J. L. KENNEDY.
The announcement of the death of the

Rev. J. L. Kennedy, which occurred ot his
residence in Williamston on 8anday, tho
10th inst., ufter a brief illness, bas been re¬
ceived with deep regret throughout this
County and the entire Stat i. Mr. Kennedy,
though an unassuming gentleman, was a
fine scholar, and has ïeft a reputation os a
teacher excelled by noue and equalled by
few. The impress of his mind has been left
ripon more young pupils than that of any
man in Anderson County, if not moro than
any man in South Carolina. For many
years he was the principal of Slabtown
Academy, which was a most prosperous
and useful institution, and the robena in
life of the pupils who went out to College
nnd to business from it are the highest testi¬
monials to tb« worth and attainment", of
the faithful teacher, who is now no moro
forever. Besides his scholastic duties, Mr.
Kennedy was a faithful and useful divine of
prominence in the Presbyterian Church,
and along with the duties of the uchool-
room he performed the more eolemn office
of pastor, and even after health and strength
failed him in the school-room, he continued
bis services in the ministry, and at tho time
of his death, although about sixty-six years
of age, he was pastor of the Presbyterian
Church at Wüliamston. Mr. Kennedy was
an agreeable, courteous and intelligent gen¬
tleman, who impressed ali who knew him
most favorably, and those who knew bira
best loved him most. Although he lias
gone from earth, he still lives in the memo¬
ry of an extensive circle of friends and ac¬
quaintances.

Now, tho letter from
Mr. Scofiln does not confer any authority
upon Gen. Harrison except to assist in re¬
ceiving the guns In tho absence of Col. Orr,
or some other person authorized to take

I am satisfied, in my own mind, thatGen. Harrison did all he could to keep usfrom collecting the arms. What his objectwas, I do not know, if it was not for politi¬cal effect, or a natural desire to meddle withthings that did not concern him.

This morning Captain Tribble came unwith about twenty men and com mei icedcollecting the arms, eke. Gen. Harriaon re¬monstrated with them, declaring that theyhad no right to take them, dc, &c. ; and 1understand endeavored to get up some excitement by advising tho negroes not to tum

over the arms. Everything, however, wasquiet. No force or show of force was used
or threatened. When I arrived in town,Captain Tribble had collected thirty-twobreach-loading rifles and nearly that num¬ber of accoutrements. These ho placed inthe Sheriff's office in my charge, receiptingthc ex-Orderly Sergeant for them. I havesince taken tnreo breach-loading rifles withaccoutrements, all oí which um now subjectto the ordor of the Adjutant end InspectorGeneral. Tho reason" I have made this re¬port is that I fear Gen. Harriaon may create
