Thoughts for the Month.

From the Southern €ultivator for Felrunry,

In our last, wo began a discussion of
“Farm Economy,” and promised a con-
tinuance of it. No subject at present de-
mands moreearnest nttention from South-
ern farmers, It is not the gross income,
but the net profits, that decides the ques-
tion of guccess or failure. A merchant
may sell a large amount of goods, but if
he buys at high prices, sells at small
profits, makes bad debts, pays high rents
and clerk hire, he is pretty sure to feil,
And soa farmer may make very large.
araps and yel clear no money, use
they may cost mcre than thoy sell for,
Faw of ovur farmers keep regular ac-
counts of receipts and expenditures, and
those who do not, fall to sec clearly at
the end of the year the matter of loan or
gain; but nearly every one in n series of
yeara fiuds out whether he in any nearer
getting out of debt, or whether he is in-
creaulnf his property or not. We are
compelled to believe that, ns a general
rule, our farmers have cleared little
money since the war. Even the appa-
mutg Iarge cropa they bave made, as in-
ferred from the smize of the coltoa crop
compared with nite-bellcm times, in~de-
coptive, becnuse whilst more cotton has
been made, that is more than offsot by
the fact that so much less corn, wheat
and other food crops have been produced,
Almost our ondire farming emergy has
been a:[bended upon cotton—heunce the
a;:JEnren Inrge crops.

thing-needed as youn pos:ibly can, Econ-
omy should be our mntlo for years to
come. We are too pour to buy much ef
anything. Iron, salt, a few implements,
and perhans coffee, pretty well make up
the list. ‘Tea we can make at home—
sugas, also, in a large portion of the
cotton Btates—syrup in abundance evéry-
wheee, butter and cheese in any quanti-
ty—cotton and woolr n goods—horses and
mules woe ean reis —plow stocks, axe
bandles, Libe helves, wagon bubs, spokes
and felioes, grain cradles, snaths, our
fathers made them all, and we are no
better, and need be no more helpless
than they. A tithe, of strictly surplus
cotton crop ought to buy everything
needed on a farm, and the remaining
nine-tenths pass to the sccount of neeu-
mulated profits.

But we have dwelt long enough at
presenl upon this subject, and must pass
on to make a few suggestions about cur-
rent work.

Cleaning up, ditching and fencing are
otill in order. No time for these after
crop work fairly begins,

FREPARING COMPOSTH,

If not previusly done, should Lo st
altended to, The best are made of sta-
ble manure, cotton seed and acid phos:
phate or dissolved bones, Proportion of
ingredients vary with the crop and land
to which it is to be applied. For cotton
on medium lands, 6 bushels each of ma-
nure and sced to 100 lbs, of phosplinte—
on poorer lunds increass the quantity of
muoure and seed, hnd decrease them on
richer soils. For courn, 10 to 15 bushels
of each to 100 Ibs. phosphate. Put
down a hll{ﬂ of cotton seed, say two
inches thick, scatter phosphate on this,
theu stable manure same thickness—cot-
to.. seed again, and so on, finishing off
with a layer of rich earth, *Wet the
whole thoroughly as it is being put up,
and tramp down firmly to psevent over-
heating. Thrust a stick down in the
mass at intervals, and if, after letting it
remain ten minutes, it is found uncom-
fortably hot to the hand, make numerous
holes with a stick or crowbnr and geur
in water freely to quench the heat. Itis
not necessary to &nralect_ from .weather,
but do not put under the eaves of build-
ings, A compost prepared as aboye, may
be used in four weeks after it is put up,
but two to three months is best.

The same materials may also be used
without <omposting, by seattering the
cotton seed and stable magure in tie
drill, and afterwards the phofphate upon
them. ‘Do this in February, list with
(wo furrows and complete bed in April.

BEDDING COTTON LAND,

It in well either to bed up now and
reverae bede in April just before planting,
or else, to. lay off rows, apply manure,
and list with two furrows and complete
bed afterwards, Two points are gained
by the latter. 1st. Where the land is
rolling the washing is not so great with
low lists as with high beds, and 2nd,
while time is gained by having half or
more of the *rork done, a fresh surfuce
and the weeds killed, are secured at
plantinig time.

WABHING OF LAND.

As this is one of the greatest of evils
on na cotton farm, attention cannot be
called too often to modes of preventing
it. On very steop hill-sides nothing but
well constructed ditches can prevent it,
but on moderate slopes, we suggest that
lines of level be laid off at ordiuary dis-
tances of hill-vide ditches, and strips
five to ten feot wide along these lines be
sown in dabs, rye, orchard grass and clo-
ver. No.land will be lost, and these un-
cultivated strips will quite effectunlly
stop the washing, if care be taken to lay
off the ceiton rows on a level,

PREPARING FOR CORN,

On stiff soils breai very deep—drought
is the great enemy of cern on uplands,
Lay of? rows and put in say one-half of
the manure to be given the corn, and list,
on it—the remainder of manure apply
in a siding furrow at first or pagond work-
ing. On uplands bp sure to give good
distance—it is better to err on the side
of too much than too little,

A circular from the Department of Agri-
culture says thgt the conditions of lati-
tude, climate; and soil of a
United States lead 1o the conclusion that
the coffee plant or tree can be cuitivated
to some extext in this country with suc-
cesaful resulta, The: total importation of
coffee into the United States in 1876
amounted to 339,789,246 pounds, and cost
£56,788,907. It has bepn established by
the best authorities on the subject that
great warmth of climate is not absolutely
essentinl to the growth of the cofivs
plant, but a climate chsracte%zed by
neither extreme beat nor cold, but qua—
sessing a fair amount of humidity. he
climate and so0il of Florida, Lower Cali-
fornia, and a part of Texas, there in
every remsen to believe, wonld answer
these conditions. In Cufifornia the ex-
Eeriment has been tried of planting the

erry of cuffee obtained from Costa Rica,_

The fruit of the coffee Tree resembles,
when ripe, the commopn cherry.
berry contains two seeds, which are the
coffee of commerce. Their flat sidea lie
opposed to each other in the center of
the pulp, and are separated by a thin
l“tyer of this and by a tough membrane,
whick vlosely envslopes them. Whea
dried this purp or chiediy becomts a sort
of pod, which is removed by means of a
mill and winnowing machine, Thoy are
picked from the tree by hand, .or,.if al-
fowed to remain until ready to fail, are
shaken off upon cloths placed on. the
ground to receive them. The shrub is
planted in warm situations, generally on
the slopes of hills, and in soil which does
not retain the rains which fall on it.

It is usual to plant about 900 trees to
the acre,and the yield of 2* good season,
and of this number of trees in full bear-
ing, is about 2,000 pounds of coffee.
