THE NEW POPE,

How s Pope fs Chosen---The Mast Heerot
Voteo In the World,

Rome, February 10—9 P, M.—The
conclave's sccond bollot was to begin at
b6 o'clock this afternoon. Tlie smoke of
iho burning baliots in this caze was not
observed until 6:45 p. m., showing that
the votes were much seattered,  Ths
Rugnﬂa states that Germany iustructed
Hohenloher to declare that the election
of an irreconcileble Pops would oblige
the government to tuke repressive steps
immediately, whereas a modsrate Pontiff
could apacd’i,iy termicsate existing differ-
ences. The Fanfulla also enya: “The
French cardinals, contrary to their first
denlarations, ulilmsately delermined to
unite with the Spanish, Austrinn and
German cardinals in supporting a mnod-
erate candidate.”

Roue, Febroary 20,—Cardinal Gioa-
chino Pecci, Pontifical Camerlingo, has
been elected Pope. Cardinal Pecci is an
Italian.

LoxpoN, February 20.—The Rome

correspondent of the Timesz in a letter to
that journal, under date of the l4th of
the rresent month, spoke as follows of
Oardinal Pocel, who was.to-day elected
Pope, and assumed the title of Leo X111:

Seren
years 2lapsed before Pius IX came tothe
resoiution to do fustice to the candidate
of Gregory's choice, and this delay was
owing to the ill will of Cardinsl An-
tonelli, who deeaded the influence of an
abls man over the I'ol;»e’n mind. At [nut,
on the 19th of December, 1853, Pecei re-
ceived the bat, but for many years he
was left in the cold at his sec of Perugia,
the cardiuval Becretary of Stute standin
in the way of any preferment, whic
might bring a dreaded rival too near the
atican. In 1874, wo are told, upon the
death of Cardiunl Darnabo, Prefect of
the Propaganda, an Englisk prelate sug-
geated Pecci to the Pope as a man com-
petent to fill the vacaut place. ''Pecci,”
pleaded the Englishman, “is so learoed
a man and mgoud a bishop.”” *“Justso,”
broke in the Pape, “an excellent bishop,
£-d we will leave him to take care of his
diocese.” More recently another open-
ing oceurred upan the office of Prodatsrio
becoming vacant by the death of Cardi-
nal Vannicell Casoni. Pecci relied on
his appointment, and lesving Perugia e
took up hiy quarters in Rome, in the
Falconieri Palace, but he was sagain un-
sucessful, the palace being given to Car-
dinal Bacconi, and it is only now, since
the removal of Antonelli by “death, that
Pecei obtained free access "to the Pope,
who chose him: =3 Cardinal Carmerlingo.

Regarding the successor of Pope Pius
IX iuu‘.realm;f questio:s now arise, such
a8 who may he be, who elect him, and
when and how does the election take
place?

To the first two of these it may be an-
awered, the cardignls by u two-thirds vote
elect oné of their own number, though
this limitation is & matter of custom, not
of law, votes huving been given for men
who were not members of the Bnered
Cullege: The cardinals ure seventy in
number, but therv are now some viean-
cies in their runks, and not all will be
able to reach Rome within the nine days
which must elapse before the assembliog
of the conclave, but such is the prepon-
derance of Italians that threc-quarlers or
more of tho whole may .be expected to
be in attendunce, There is nothing to
prevent the clection of Cardinal $e-
Cluskey, of New York, or Cardinal Man-
ninﬁ. of London, but it is in every way
probable that an Italiun will be the re-
cipient of the honor. Among those who
have been prominently named ara Oardi.
nal Bille, ove of the three who have had
the greatest influence with Pius IX, and
who has furnished much of the inspira-
tion for the luter part of the deceased
Pontifl"s career, and Cardinal Monaco La
Valletta. Others have ambition, but it
is ns impossible to predict the result of s
Papal election now, as it was in 1846,
when Mustai Ferrettl, now dead, was
chosen, to his own surprise gnd that of
the whole world. There is oue limitation
on the power of the conclave—the veto
power possessed by Irance, Austrin and
Spain, This power is supposed to be
absolute, and his actuslly been used to
defeat n candidute, in this century, But
it must be exercised before the election
takes ‘:laue. and it is o curions fact that
only the suddenness with which the late
Pope was agreed upon suved him from
being defeated by the interposition of
Austria. But it is notewr-thy that, in
spite of the formality which wurrounds
all the proceedings of the conclave, the
system contains a vast amount of elastic-
ity, as an English writer has observed,
and it is doubtful if the protest of the
Republican Government of France would
be regarded gs weighty enough to defeat
a choice upoh which the cardinals were
agreed.

This elasticity is illustrated in the time
of the election. It haa often been hinted
that a bull may have been provided, not
to be disclosed uhtil the Pope's death,
which would absolve the cnrd;i]nals from
nll the preliminary observarces and reg-
ular forms, This he could huve done, as
has been done before, and as is said to
have been done by Gregory XVI. But
wheu the ordinary routine is followed, a
general m:etinﬁ of the cardinals is held
on the day following tha Pope's death,
The funernl ceramonies occupy three
days, a:id the six which follow are deve-
tad to proparation for the conclavs, The
whole of the first floor of the Vatican, it
may be presumed, will be sct apart for its
purposes. In the vast halls of this pal-
ace wiil bo ereeted wooden booths, tech-
uically cailed celis, one forench cardinal,
and similar sccommodations for their
confidential attendants, of wnom zach
cardiual may have two. There are phy-
sicians, barbers, earpenters, sweepers, fn
fact every preparation is made for meet-
ing the wants of the cardinals during
their imprisonment, for from the time
they enter the conclave until they agrea
upon a Pope they are practicaily prison-
ers, being isolated from the world, and
forbidden communication with it. In
the Pauline chapel aro erected additional
altars, o that cach may say his accus-
tomed daily mass; in the Sistine the vot-
ing takes place, =nd one large hall has
always been used ns a sort of exchanga
or place of gencral resort. It should be
noted that the elections since 1823 have
been held in the Quirinal, which affords
stperior facilities, but since Pins IX
made the Vatiean his dwelling place it
is_generally supposcd. to hm‘eﬁweu his
wish that there, as of old, the choice of
his puccessor should be made. All theso
efforts for secrecy, it may be noted, often
prove unavailing. Like a cabinet coun-
cli or an executive session of the Senate,
the conclave rarely succeeds in keeping
ite doings to itsell, O ths winth day
after the Pope's death, sfter attending
mass together and hearing a sermon, the
cardinals enter the conclave, and by
evening strangers withdraw, and every
door but one Is walled up and communi-
cation with the world is supposed to cease
until the work in hand is accomplished.
The election is by ballot. The voics are
sealed, and the voter's nameo written
within, only to be, looked at under the
peculiar circumstance of an election b
a vote of exactly two-thirds, in whicfvn
cuse un exapmination is made to rander it
certain that the succ wful candidate did
not vote for himself. Mottoes are written
on tho outside by which each vote may
be identified. Every morning a ballot
must take ploce, accompanied by the
groatest formalities. Every afternoon a
second ballot takes place, which is a sort
of rovision of the first, as no one votes
except to transfer his tnorning’s ballot to
some other candidata than the onp he
then named. As noon as the ballolingt-
has furnished a return with a majority o
two-thirda the canelave fs danlasad =5 —o
end, the doors are thrown open to the
worid. the new Pope receives the homage
of the cardinals, and his name is pro-
claimed to the waiting populace. Theso
are the outlines of the proceedinga only,
