The Committee on Frauds, wada an«

otber report to tho Législature on Satur¬
day, March 2nd, wMch is aa follows:
The legislativo pay certificate was the

fountain bead ajioV nereery of many, of
tho frauds, forgeries^ and perjuries, expo
sed in this report. Through this source
the mest grave ánd Sagrant' violation's of
law w«ire committed, whereby the Brate
was apuually robbed^amounts ranging
from two hundred .thousand, to .que mil¬
lion of dollars', including fraudulent
printing certificates; which were collected
and divided between the ,Qfßcjals-tens-
tor», members of the houses and.political
bBrigera-od of ibö AdmiriiftratfoU. To
ucrpetu&te the power and influence of
thc Republican party it waa necessary to
have a ready and unfailing reservoir of
lunds- No. simpler ,or eosior way sug-gceted itself than tho issuing bf pay cer¬
tificates by the Spoaker ot the House
and the President of the Sc-uatc. » Thus
it became not ordy possible but practica-bb to perpetrate the numerous frauds in
the I 'tulle printing and Htipplies to which
we have already referred. Indeed this,like tho famous hydra, threw out tts huv
drcd beads, encircling and poisoning
every department of the government,
and giving comfort and support to local >
leaders. In ita trail followed the low,despicable forgeries and perjuries neces¬
sary to effect the end proposed, itt is
not surprising that the poorand ignorantmembers of the General Aeaembly fell
into theso practices when they were con¬
ceived and brought forth by such adroit
swindlers as those who led. This im¬
mense fund produced and maintained "u
Bond Bing, a Printing Bing and this
Legislating Bing, the most popular and ,
at the ramo time most unscrupulous. It
is evident from the testimony that such'
a source pf reveuue as this was indispen¬sable to. silence any complaint and to
pacify tho fears of the timid and the
greed of the avaricious, whilst the other
groat rings were in successful progress.

MOSES AND PATTERSON.
Among the many remarkable and fa¬

mous leaders in this enterprise, without
at all intending to disparage the claims
of others, yo'ur committeo must mention
the names ot' F. J. Moses, who issued and
sold, and John J. Puttorson, who became'
(ne purchaser. Thone two stand out in
bold relief as twin stars shedding a bale¬
ful "J 13ht" upon al! who reproachedthem.;; 'ibo evidence îvhich we appendwill Tully justify tho conclusion which
your committeo has reached. The table
submitted;with thin report shown, npior.¿other things, that in one session thoro
was issued $1,166,255 in pay certificates,
every dollar of ,which was n robbery, ex-
copt abo.u't two 'hundred thousand dol¬
lars, due the members of the Senate and
House and regularly elected and appoint¬ed attacha, of tho General Assembly.Tho evidence'ot more than ono witness
shows that it was a race between the'
Bond Bing, composed of a limited num¬
ber, and t|io General' Assembly, RB to
who should receive the most Of tho mon¬
ey raised by taxation and the salo of
bonds, lt waa decided that the greatest'good could bo accomplished by distribu¬
ting the rooney to tho greatest number,and the members of tho General Aosem-
bly, therefore, became 'be beneficiaries.
An unlimited number of certificates
nero issued on th« written or verbal or¬
ders of the prc*.!ding officers and of
chairmen of standing or special commit¬
tees. Olerk Woodruff says that "nearly
every one t/ho told a tale of distress from
Ku-KUixisrn or of eufTering on account
of their politics was given o pay certifi¬
cate."

Senator R F. Whittemore was tho
spokesman and/ leading 'member of thia
committeo. This information is com-
meut enough; Wend t uff adda that this
certifícale wai drawn ou tho order of
Lieutenant Governor Glcavea, who said
Carduzo would take çare of it.
